The Koch Lymph and Typhold Fever.

A comparison of the natural course of
typhaid fever with the process of cure
of Inpus, as described by 0ws
many striking points of resemblance.
The lupus extends becanse the tissue in
which the tubercle bacilli are developed
isnot sharply limited, as in the case of the

intestinal glands. The poicon generuted
by the tubercle
in quantity into the Plood, aad thare
no cleyation in body heat, or reaction,
such as occurs in pulmonary tuber-
culosis, Heretofore the disease has fre-
quently been cured by removing the dis-
eased tissues or by destroying the bacilli
by external applications. Following the
injéction there is a strong constitutional
reaction, and the affected parts appar-
ently becomeinflamed, as do the affected
purts in the early stages of typhoid
fever. ‘The diseased tissue then becomes
“brownish and necrotic.” This also oc-
curs in typhoid fever. The necrotic tis-
sue is then thrown off, leaving a healthy
ulcer which promptly heals. The same
process fakes place in typhoid fever,
Dr. Anstin Flint in Forum.
