PENITENTIARY WORE

NEW YORK'S LABOR ORGANIZATIONS
ON CONVICT LABOR.

The Unlons Want Only Goods for State
Parposes Made by the Prisoners—His-
tory of the Action Heretofore Taken in
This Matter,

The labor organizations of fhis city
and state are up in arms against the
present system of convict labor. The
Granite Catters’ union has passed reso-
Intions condemning the eystem, and is
preparing a bill to be sabmitted to the
next legislature. The two recent con-
ventions of the marble catters and mar-
ble polishers have decided to take ener-
getic action against convict labor, and
announco that they intend to go so far
as to have delegates stationed around
the prisons and watch where the prod-
ucts are sent to and order strikes on every
possible occasion. Tho delegates fo the
state branch of the American Federa-
tion of Labor, the state assembly of the
Knights of Labor and the State Trades'
Assembly, have all been instructed to
see that theso conventions do their ut-
most to urge upon the state assembly a
measuro to nullify the present law and
prevent in every’ convict labor en-
tering into competition with free labor.

That tlie labor organizations have a
difficult task before them they acknowl-

edge in tho fact that to effectually pre-

vent prison industries interfering with
freoindustries they are acting contrary to
the reports of all the commissioners that
have been appointed, and who claim
that to prevent the product of convict
labor being placed on the market will
cause an evil much more serions than
the present one by enforcing utter idle-
ness on a large number of convicts.

In New York state reportson this sub-
ject were made in 1867, 1871, 1870, 1870,
1884 and 1887, the result being that
while one commission has condemned
the system another has advocated it.
In their reports these commissions divide
convict Iabor into four systems—the con-
tract, the piece price, the public account,
and the lease. The contract system is
where 4 contractor employs the convicts
at o certain price per day for their
Iabor, the institution generally furnish-
ing the necessary power or machinery.
In the picce prico system the contract-
or furnishes fo the prison the material
ready for working, and receives from the
prison_the manufactared article at an
agreed price. The public account sys-
tem is where the institution carries on
the business of manufacturing like a
private individual or firm, buying raw
materials and ~ converting them inl

manufactured articles, which are sold in
the best available market. In the lease
system the institution hires out the con-
victs to a contractor for a specified sam,
he agrazing to properly clothe, feed and
care for them. In all thess methods the
Inbor of the convicts more or less enters
into competition with free labor, so the

trades_unions proposs that they shall
only bo employed in manufacturing for
the immediate use or benefit of penal
or charitable institutions, and that no
product shall be placed on the market.

The commission appointed in 1836, con-
sisting of William Bookstaver, George
Blair and Enos W. Barnes, made a thor-
ough investigation of the subject and

The Situation in Europe.

Men aro groaning over a spell of win-
try weather unequaled in severity for
nearly half a century. Outdoor work
bas been greatly impeded, and all over
the country frozen streams havo stopped
the water mills. The number of unem-
ployed workmen has consequently been

tare of money by the poor law guardians.
mado itself very apparent, althongh it is
real enongh. But the socialist agitators

sufferings of the poor people, and trouble
may result.

But by far the most distressful coun-
try at the present moment is Italy. Sig-
nor Crispi has been making fine speeches
about the glories of the triple alliance
and tho maintenanco of peace, to the
accompaniment of the cries and threats
of starving workmen in every Italian
city. Tho trouble has been accentnated,
althongh not cansed, by the phenome-
nally hard winter. For months not a
day has passed without the failuro of
some bank or great commercial or in-
dustrial firm. The customs, excise and
railway receipts havo been steadily de-
creasing, workshops closing and manu-
facturers reducing tho number of their
workmen. The national exchequer, long
embarrassed, is getting into a desperate
condition, and the maximum tax-endur-
anco of the people seems to have been
reached.

Tho popular misery is widespread and
terrible. At Turin alono over 7,000
heads of families are without work; at
Milan, 10,000; in Rome, 50,000. Men,
women and children are known to be
starving in all those beautiful cities, and
at Veuice, Genoa, Brescia and elsowhere.
The sufferers are not in amood to starve
quietly. They demand bread or lead,
and are pretty certain to get tho latter,
for revolutionary agents are at work
among them, and seditions cries have
been heard at their meetings. - French-
men, with gome reason, attribute the
Italian troubles to the vast and dispro-
portionate naval and military burdens
accepted and borne as a condition of
entry into the triple alliance, and
Paris therefore does not make even a
pretense of sympathy with Rome.—Lon-
don Cor. St. Louis Globe-Democrat.

Tom O'Reilly, of the Knights of Labor,
was interviewed recently, and among
other things said:

‘We number 315,000 members, and
we are increasing at the rate of 8 new
assemblies a month. We are splendidly
equipped and our machinery is ranning
smoothly, Now, in February there will
meet in Washington delegates from the
Enights and from the Farmers' Alliance
and other industrial organizations. The
object of this smeeting will be to form a
coalition between the different orders.
There will be no absolute fusion, for the
knights and the alliance will remain
separate bodies with distinct officers, ds
at present. But a platform for political
action will bo adopted suited to both
order, and this once déne, the laboring
men of the country will absolutely con-
trol its politics. The knights will rec-
ommend in the platform planks as fol-
lows: Railroads and telegraphs to be
owned and managed by the national
government, and I should be in favor of
nationalizing certain industries, such as
the ownership of all coal lands by the
government.

As to the secret organization of labor,
this must come if there be any attempt
on the part of corporations to crush the

suflicient appropriation for their employ

ment, farnish all that is necessary in
proof of the disaster ﬂuwing from idle-
ness in prisons.

To supplement the legend
which bids people beware of them, the
authorities would do well to affix a few
simple rules, the observance of which
would be an effective protection.—Lon-

Fabrenhelt Discovered, as He Thought,
the Txtreme of Cold and Named It.
“Zero” is the part of every thermom-

eter thatsis most watched and dreaded

in this changeable climate of onrs. The
word is from the nish, and means
empty, henco nothing. It was first usel

on a thermometer_in 1709 by a Prossisn
wmerchant named Fahrenheit

From a boy he was a close observer of
nature, and when only 19 years old, in
the remarkably cold winter of 1709, he
experimented by putting snow and salt
zogether and noticed that it produced a

degree of cold equal to the coldest day
of the year.

And that day was the coldest day that
the oldest inhabitant could remember.
Gabriel wa§ the more struck with the
coincidence of his little scientific discov-
ery, and hastily concluded that he had
found the lowest degree of temperature
known in the world, either natural or
artificial.

Ho called the degree zero; and con-
structed a thermometer, or rude weather
glass, with a scale graduating up from
zero to boiling point, which he num-
bomd 212, and the freezing point 32, be-

ise, as he thought, mercury contracted
lhc thirty-second of its volume on being
cooled down from the temperature of
freezing water to zero, and expanded

one hundred and eightieth on being | .
