Thero Is no t a  man in  tho state of 

Michigan more deserving of recoglnltion 
for political service from Governor Wi- 
nans than S. C. Hampton, but wo doubt 
If he was the man who should have been 
named for game warden.

Ho Is publishing two weekly newspap­
ers and he cannot possibly ed it those 
papers and do hi* duty as game warden. 
Wo wanted to  see a man chosen for game 
w arden who was rough and ready, a  real 
outdoor worker, capable of endurance 
and possessed of g rit enough to  person­
ally take hold of the loafers who are  vio­
la ting  our game laws. We wanted to  see 
a  man appointed game warden who 
would and could give all his tim e to  the 
duties of the  office and not t rea t It as. a 
sinecure while devoting himself to  the 
demands of a  newspaper or a  law office.

I f  Mr. Hampton will absolutely sepa­
rate  himself from his newspapers and 
givo all his tim e and energies to  tho du­
ties of game warden, wo shall be we’.! 
satisfied, bu t If he pretends to be editor 
and publisher and also game warden we 
shall kick with whatever force we can.

If  this office of game warden Is to  re ­
main a  feature of our laws, we do not 
w ant to see It a  sinecure or tho perform ­
ance of Its duties secondary to private 
affairs. We regard the duties of game 
warden as of g rea t Importance. I ts  du­
ties arc  not pleasure seeking, and the 
place m ust not be regarded as a i 
rew ard for party  work.

So now, Mr. Hampton, here Is our 
hand In hearty  congratulation th a t you 
have received the office. You are  well 
deserving as a  party worker, bu t to  give 
satisfaction In th is  office you m ust abso­
lutely pu t aside all your private business 
affairs and devote yourself loyally, earn­
estly and bravely to  the faith fu l dis­
charge of your public duties.

We- do no t regard th e  action of the

We also have 
perfect confidence In the  Judgment of 
such ffion as Messrs. W lthey, Cox and 
Meech In selecting suitable g round for I 
fair site. T aking It for g ranted, then, 
th a t both tho K ent society and the 
W estern M ichigan will have good 
grounds, and both having plenty of 
money to thoroughly prepare  their 
grounds for fair purposes, we expect 
see a  season of fairs In this city of two 
weeks every year th a t will be an advan­
tage  to  the city  and the whole people of 
Michigan.

?” I  find th a t this 
politicians are  ask­

ing  of each other, especially if  they live 
sat or south. The A lliance has 
shaken the  eastern politicians 

from the ir equilibrium . Some novel 
ideas about the  Alliance-came to  me to­
day from an unexpected eastern  source.

I  was talking w ith Ex-Congressman 
E. Moody Boynton, of Massachusetts, 
when he expressed the opinion th a t the 
A lliance would sweep the country  in 
1892. Mr. Boynton defeated Gen. But­
ler fo r congress in  th e  seventies, and 
w as afterw ard prom inent in  the  green­
back movement, being associated with 
Solon Chase, of M aine, in  try in g  to  plant 
the  greenback doctrine in  the  land  of 
steady habits. He is a t  present engaged 
in  prom oting his invention of w hat is 
know n as the  bicycle railroad. W hen 
he was asked to  give reasons for h is be­
lie f ho said:

“ The Farm ers' A lliance is the  outcrop 
of seed sown by  the  greenback agitation. 
I t  haa taken  up  the  money question, 
which is alw ays popular, and has pre­
sented a  scheme th a t is in  some respects 
like the greenback proposition. Then 
i t  has taken the  side of the  farmer 
against the  monopolist, and  so paved the 
way for a  union of agricu ltu rists against 
all o ther vocations, and farm ers against 
both tho  old parties. Now, I  found my 
faith  on w hat i t  w ill do in  1892 by  w hat 
it  has done in  1890. Kansas has been a 
Republican sta te  so overwhelmingly 
th a t since the  Republican pa rty  w as or­
ganized no one has ever dreamed of its 
being carried by any  other pa rty . The 
Alliance came up in  a  day,.so to  speak, 
and ciuried i t  by a  largo m ajority . 
South Carolina has been a  Democratic 
sta te  w ith  sim ilarly overw helm ing ma­
jo rity  from  tim e imm emorial. Y et al­
most in  a  n igh t tho A lliance sprang into 
existence in  th a t sta te  and  secures con­
tro l of it, sending an A lliance m an to 
the U nited States senate .”

In response to  the suggestion tha t 
these were only phenomenal instances 
Mr. Boynton continued: "B ut they show 
th a t the  A lliance is cu tting  into both 
the  old parties—coining up  a t  the  ex­
pense of both. The A lliance can do 
%yhat none of the  old parlies has been 
able to  do. I t  can se ttle  the  southern 
race question. I t  can  settle  the  finan­
cial question. I t  can m ake labor a  more 
powerful factor in  governm ent ::ffa::v. 
In  other words, i t  can go to  the  people 
for its inspiration, w hereas b oth the  old 
parties have been gradually  grow ing 
away from the  people—th a t is, the 
mosses. Oh, i t  lias come to  stay!”

In  the sam e line I  hove heard  gentle­
men express the  opinion th a t the  farmers 
are  the  m ost independent thinkers in  the 
country, and tha t w hen they h ave once 
determ ined in  the ir minds r 
course o f action i t  is  impossible 
them  from  U ndoubtedly the life of 
a  fanner does breed  th e  hab it of de­
cision, o r m asterful direction, and of in­
dependent thought. Ho m ust determ ine 
when to sow and when to  reap. He 
m ust have executive ab ility  to  direct 
his employes and his fam ily in  the m an­
agement o f his broad acres. H aving ex­
ercised h is judgm ent for years in  such 
direction of his own affairs, if  he con­
cludes th a t a  Farm ers' A lliance is w hat 
is host calculated to  give the  country 
good governm ent he w ill slick to  th a t 
opinion most stubbornly. Assuming 
th a t the  old parties should divide b e ­
tw een them  all the  voters employed in 
all other pursuits except agriculture, 
there are  enough voters engaged in  ag­
ricu ltu ra l pursuits, nearly  50 per cent, 
of all. to r>**eep the  country. In  th a t 
view  the ir only problem  is one of organ­
ization and  a  common ground of action. 
—N ew  Y ork Cor. C incinnati Enquirer.

Of the rest of tho A lliance platform  
some planks are  platitudes w ith which 
no  one could quarrel, l>ecanse they make 
no difference one w ay o r the  other. On 
the  question of railroad  regulation, the 
currency and taxation the grangers 
speak w ith force a n d . inudiigeuce. 
W hether the ir ideas are wise and likely 

be productive we propose to  discuss 
f*ome fu tu re  tim e.—St. P au l Globe.

In his le tte r  to  the  president of the 
N orth  Carolina State A lliance Senator 
Vance announces his in tention to  vote 
for the  sub-treasury bill if  the  legisla­
tu re  instructs him  to do  so. T his is 
Democratic doctrine; th is  is w hat all 
good D emocrats should do. The legis­
la tu re  chooses the  senator, and has by 
a ll precedents th e  r ig h t to  instruct him 
as to  his vote on  any  im portan t ques­
tion. He has the a lternative  of resigning 
if he thinks the measure is so iniquitous 
and  in jurious th a t he cannot vote for it  
conscientiously; bu t if, on  the  other 
hand, he merely regards it as impolitic 
o r unwise I / ' w ill vote for if, under in­
structions, leaving the  legislature to  
bear all responsibility for the measure.

T his Ins been done a  hundred times in 
the  senate, in all tha t Mr. Vance pro­
poses to  do today, and in  doing so he lnu  
n o t cbaziged his position one iota, be­
cause there  never wn> a  tim e w hen hr 
denied the au thority  of tho legislature

W hile a low dvion, per­
haps a  hundred, old soldiers have held 
profitable positions as wardens, officers 
or guards a t  the  various s la w  Institu ­
tions, or officially fllled a small p a r t of 
the  county offices as many or more years 
than  they served Uncle Sam, I t Is well 
to  remember th a t  there are several 
thousand who h ave no t ye t had a  nibble 
a t a public c racker since '05 

W hy not give the  rest a chance com­
rade  Gibson, you certainly favor fair 
play ? I fear the  “ Itching palm '' fro- 
qnontly  hides the  equal r igh ts  of others 
from  our lenient consideration.

F rom  four to  six hundred old soldiers 
are eared for annually a t the  home a t  an 
expense of SSO.OOO or *00,000, to  pay 
which the  ton to  fifteen thousand other 
old soldiers a re  taxed the  same as other 
citizens. Now 8|*>co every pension 
gran ted  Is graded according to  the  disa­
bility, fo r w hat else can  It bo given ex­
cept to contribute  tow ard th e  support of 
tfio recipient.’

Certainly tho  s ta te  was very generous 

to  provide each a  home, and extremely 
liberal to  extend Its privileges to  all res­
ident ex-soldiers w hether they had helped 
to  01 th .' quotas from M ichigan o r  some 
o the r s ta te , and surely the  sta te , through 
Its governor and board of m anagers, has 
a  r igh t to  say w hether It will entirely 
support such  as tho U nited States gov­
ernm ent Is a lready paying a  pension to 
p roportionate to  the ir Inability to

po rt lu  p a rt only.
As all the  Inm ates a re  given all they 

w ant to  eat, Including lea  or coffee,thrc, 
tim es a day, furnished all the  clothing 
they need to  w ear, and have rations of 
tobacco Issued to  them  regularly, 
no t see w hat legitim ate, respectable 
need they have for even tho  four dol 
a month; and I th ink  I t would bo no 
hardship to  them, and b u t Justice 
those who ace taxed to  support tho 
home, If admission thereto required the 
contribution of any pension received In 
excess of two dollars a  m onth; said ex­
cess to go for the  support of the  man’s 
family If he had any dependent upon 
him . If not, then to  be tu rned  in as his 
Ju st and willing contribution tow ard b l­
own support a t the  home.

Comrades there told me of one Inmate 
who came down to the  city with hl» 
voucher fnr back pension and drew ovei 
n ineteen hundred dollars, visited the 
home the  nex t day In a  carriage  with 
tw o men and a  “ lady,’' and did so nearly 
every day for a week o r ton days, and 
then re turned  on foot, alone, plucked, 
penniless, and was readm itted,lo  bo sup 
ported the reafte r  of course by the  tax­
payer.

dark .

Is  it  possible th a t Chaplain Gibson or 
any other moral man can really object to 
regulations which would prevent or di­
minish such shameful oecurrencts, and 
lessen th e  burtbdns of the  honest, labor­
ing taxpayers.

T ru e , the  home Is no t a  penal lustltu  
tlou, nor was the  arm y; yet lu th e  la tte r  
regulations tenfold mure restraining 
were freely borne; and those 
the  protection and care of the  home 
should vo luntarily  yield righ ts and 
forego indulgences for tho  well being 
and good nam e of all.

FOSS SUGGESTS.

Tho grea t drain  th a t 1ms come to our 
people by reason of the  large am ount of 
money, am ounting to  millions, th a t we 
have to  pay east as in terest upon the 
debts which th e  farm ers owe and are 
obliged to  pay keeps us poor. The ex­
tortionate rate  of in terest eats the  very 
life o u t of our farmers.

Tho tim e has como w hen the  farmers 
of N ebraska should a c t as a  c lass, when 
something substan tia l ehould bo done, if  
possible, to  relieve tho producers of 
w ealth  of th e  groat burden th a t rests 
upon them.

The plan I  advocate is  as follows: Sup­
pose, by way o f  illustration, tho farm ­
ers of Saline county are  heavily in  dobt 
and  are  paying h igh interest and  com- 
missious. Supposing they jo in  together, 
say 1,000 of them , and  organize under 
tho laws of the  sta te  a s  the  Saline Coun­
ty  Co-operative F a rm  and Loan associa­
tion. The object o f th is  association is the  
providing of security  on w hich money can 
be borrbwed a t  a  low rate  of interest. 
A ll the  members own in fee sim ple aud 
live upon the  land  upon which they wish 
to  borrow money. A ll w ish to  borrow 
money; seme to  take  op  existing mort­
gages, and others to  take  up  new  loans. 
T hey have perfected their organization 
and chosen the ir officers. Tho titles to  
the  farm  Ismds are  passed npon and  ap­
praisem ents of - value made. This is 
done by a  commission or board, o f w hich 
th ree  are  the  officers of the  s ta te  ap­
pointed by  the  governor. Two more are 
county officers of tho  county wherein 
the  laud is located. The o thers aro ap­
pointed by the  farm ers themselves who 
desire to  borrow money. Tho county 
officers m ight be tho  recorder of deeds 
and county judge, or the  county clerk 
and treasurer, a s  m ight be thought b e s t 
So fa r  a s  the  tit les  aro concerned the 
same ru le  applies to  th is association as 
to  any  o the r real e state  loans.

The next step is  th e  appraisem ent of 
the property. Tin's is done publicly. 
All o f the  members are  present i f  they 
desire to  bo, and  they can give evidence 
under oath o r argum ent as to  the  value 
of the ir property. The appraisem ent 
should be a  conservative one, based on 
sales made, soil and  other advantages. 
I t  should not bo on  w hat i t  would bring  
a t  sheriff’s ta le  for cash, b u t upon the  
basis o f the  usual standard  of p a rt down 
and th e  balance in  payments. The valu­
ation complete, th e  proprietor executes 
a  deed conveying the  laud he proposes 
to  p u t in to  the  pool, aud running  to  the 
secretary of farm  loans, who, I  would 
suggest, should be the  secretary of the 
sta te  of Nebraska. Tho land thus con­
veyed is fo r the  purpose of seem ing the 
sta te  of N ebraska against loss in  guar­
anteeing bon<}s th a t are  to  be executed 
by  the  association.

Deeds being recorded, the  associatis* 
takes bonds furnished by th e  sta te  of 
Nebraska, said bonds draw ing 3 per 
cent. The am ount of bonds to  be issued 
would depend upon th e  valuation of tho 
land. N ot over 60 per cent, of the  val­
uation would be bonded. Of the  1,000 
members, for illustration, say th a t ten 
w anted $1,000 each, five needed $2,000 
and five $2,500, m aking a to ta l of $32,500. 
The persons borrowing $1,000 would take 
ten shares of stock o f the  association;
others, taking $2,000 or $2,500, would
take tw enty  o r  twenty-live shares re­
spectively, m aking a  to ta l issue of stock 
of $32,500. This stock would call for 
interest a t  0 per cent, per annum , paya­
ble quarterly  o r sem i-annually, us may 
be thought best, and  would be paid to  the 
treasurer of the  sta te  of N ebraska for 
the  beuefit of the  Saline County associa­
tion, ou t of w hich the  in terest would be 
paid semi-annually to  the  sta te  to  pay 
the  interest on tho bonds which the  as­
sociation has m ade, and  which the state 
has guaranteed.

T he ex tra  3 per cent, would bo kept, 
a  part of i t  as reserve fund, the  rest to 
be loaned on re tu rn  bonds as soon as 
enough accum ulated so they  could do it, 
bearing in  m ind all of the  tim e to  keep 
sufficient reserve ahead so th a t the  in 
terest on the  bonds should be paid 
promptly. The surplus could be loaned 
to  tho  members or other persons on col­
laterals or chattel securities a t  6 per 
cent, per annum , or to  tho highest bid­
der above tha t, on the  sam e principle as 
m illions of dollars have been sold and 
loaned in  building associations. -Som e 
m ay say, why no t m ake i t  8 per cent, a t 
once and give the  farm ers a  low rate? 
B u t if  you w ill study  it  you w ill see th a t 
the  ex tra  interest is the  saving feature 
of the  whole plan.

In ca<e of failure of crops or other ac­
cident the  person failing to  pay his 6 
per cent, assessment would have i t  paid 
by  th e  association as long as there was 
any cred it to  h is account of the  surplus 
earning*. Tho ex tra  3 per cent, as soon 
as the first year’s  paym ents are  made is 
a  fu rther guarantee  to  tho sta te  fo r the 
prompt paym ent of both principal and 
in te res t The extra 3 per cent., loaned 
o u t a t compound interest, would a t the 
end of tw enty years pay for the  princi­
pal, figuring i t  tho same way th e  build­
ing  and loan associations do  throughout 
the  U nited S tates.—F. L Foss in  Omaha 
W orld-Herald.

Congressman H atch, of M i^ouri, ex- 

chairman of tho house com m ittee on 
agriculture, pitches into “ the system  of

m ental to  the  farmers’ best interests, 
which they have to lerated and even en­
couraged for twenty-five years." He re­
gards tho fanners ' demands ns “ so p a tri­
otic in  principle, so closely allied to  tho 
broad fundam ental principles of the 
founders of our government, th a t tlio 
wonder is th a t they were not universally 
accepted and prom ptly complied w ith.’*

George Alfred Townsend, the  corre­
spondent, who is  a  much clearer and 
more rational observer o f  men and 
events than  some of his less active con­
temporaries are w illing to  adm it, de­
clares th a t the  movement, of which the 
Farm ers’ A lliance is nn outcome, meets 
w ith  more favor in  tho east than  the 
perusal of tho newspapers would ind i­
cate.—A tlanta Constitution.

W ithout wishing to  discuss in  these 
columns tho expediency of any  of the  
political o r economical proposals made 
a t  the  la te  convention of th e  Farm ers’ 
Alliance, wo cannot b u t share  tho sa tis­
faction of disinterested pa trio ts a t  the 
reawakened in terest evinced by  A m eri­
c an  farmers in  s ta te  and  federal govern­
m e n t Farm ers are  now, as they have 
always been, the  bone and  sinew of the 
American people. They feed os, and 
they furnish the  bu lk  of the  products 
w herew ith we purchase European com­
modities. In  their hands is  the  m ain­
spring, the g rea t d riv ing  wheel of our 
social m achinery. Through them  we 
reap the  bounty of our genial mother 
e arth , a t  whose breasts we m ust bo nour­
ished from  th e  crad le  to  th e  grave. Of 
a ll honorable vocations th e  tillage of the  
soil is  th e  first in  da te  and the  first in  
honor.

Especially w eighty is the  debt owed 
to  farm ers by tho A m erican community, 
fo r th e  first se ttle rs in  th is  country, un­
like Anglo-Saxon invadors of B ritain , 
had to  ply th e  ax and  level tho primeval 
forest before they could push tho plow.

M oreover, tho tillers of th e  soil have 
continued to  p lay a  dom inant role in  the 
U nited States from  the  tim e w hen a t 
Lexington “ the  em battled farm ers stood’* 
up to  a  comparatively recen t period.

O f the first five presidents, four were 
farmers in  tho sense th a t they depended 
for a  livelihood on th e  returns from  land 
tilled under the ir supervision and a t 
th e ir  expense.

I t  w as n o t until a fte r the  overthrow 
of the  so called “ V irg in ia  dynasty" th a t 
farmers were gradually  e lbowed ou t of 
the  federal congress and the  sta te  legis­
la tures u n til a t  one tim e the  agricu lt­
ural in terest seemed alm ost ex tinct a s  a 
factor in  A m erican politics. In  thfl 
g reat crisis of the  c ivil w ar, however, 
the  farm ers fully  recognized th e ir  duty 
to  th e  state, and  they form ed the  main­
stay of the  arm ies on either side of th a t 
f ra tricidal conflict. T heir present activity  
is the  inevitable outcome of the ir awaken­
ing  to  the  profound social changes under­
gone by  our country  w ith in  a  generation. 
T hey feel th e  im m inence of econom­
ical problems in  whose solution farmers, 
as well as all o ther mem bers o f th e  com­
m unity, are v ita lly  concerned. Their 
alliances and  com binations are  simply 
efforts to  give themselves a  voice in  leg­
islation proportionate to  th e ir  numbers 
and  to  the  m agnitude of the ir  social 
functions.—New Y ork Ledger.

The Allliinco und tho Senators.
The M innesota farm ers are  tired of 

high protection. T heir A lliance state 
convention bus declared in  unm istakable 
term s in  favor of a  low er tariff. Tho res­
olutions adopted dem and th a t “ the w ar 
tariff be radically revised, g iving neces­
sary reductions and placing raw  m a­
terial on the free lis t, to  th e  end th a t the 
farmers of M innesota m ay be able to 
compete w ith tho w orld fo r a  m arket.

T hey w ant raw  m aterials to  bo placed 
on tho free lis t instead of having them 
taxed higher and higher a t  the  instance 
of the  McKinleyites to  su it th e  wishes of 
a  few  m anufacturers w ho have nothing 
to  offer the  farm ers in  return  b u t the 
sorry sop of a  problem atical rise of 
o r  tw o cents a  pound in  the  value of 
the ir wool, which m ust bo paid for many 
times over in  tho  advanced cost of cloth­
ing, bed coverings and  carpets. They 
demand a  radical revision of the  ta riff  in  
other respects, bu t are  especially op­
posed' to  being unnecessarily taxed  on 
raw  m aterial when the ir own produce 
has to  be sold in  open competition with 
th a t of other countries.

Apparently the  Minnesota senators are 
no t aw are of this a ttitude  on the  p a rt of 
the ir constituents, or if  they know of it  
do no t a ttach  to  i t  tho importance i t  de­
serves. Certainly noth ing  they have yet 
said or done indicates them  to be “ in 
touch" w ith the  people they are  supposed 
to  represent a t  W ashington. I t  is about 
tim e for them to wake u p  i f  they would 
no t be ra ted  a s unfaithful and unprofit­
able servants, unw orthy to  have confi­
dence reposed in  them  for the  fu tu re.— 
Chicago Tribune.

Moral Enthusiasm.
According to  Edw ard Bellamy, in  Tho 

American A griculturis t, the  fac t which 
“constitutes a ltogether tho  m ost signifi­
can t aspect of the  farm ers' uprising ie 
th a t it  a ttacks the  industrial, political, 
commercial and social system on lines 
so radical as to  be revolutionary. This 
is the  characteristic  w hich broadly dis­
tinguishes it  from any  more political 
overtu rn , and  compels its  recognition 
a  pa rt of the present world wide move­
m ent of the  masses for a  radical change 
in  the industrial system —a  movement 
everywhere so a larm ing to  those who do 
no t understand it, so inspiring to  those 
who do."

H e proceeds to  po in t o u t th a t i t  i 
inevitably resu lt in  tho great national 
party  of the  people, "w h ich  is  destined 
in  tho near fu tu re  to  establish a  nobler 
and happier civilization in  th is land. 
Mr. Bellamy says th a t “ no t since the 
w ar has there been a  political campaign 
carried on w ith  so m uch moral enthusi­
asm  os the  A lliance cam paign justclosed 
—or more properly I m ay say ju s t begun, 
for it  is  the sheerest nonsense to  set 
dow n, as tho  politicians would like to 
do, tho  farm ers' m ovem ent as a  mere 
year demonstration."

Spoils, Spoils.
W hat we need for th e  purification of 

th e  political atmosphere is  an independ­
ence of thought supported by a  courage 
and  patriotic fervor th a t w ill secure in­
dependence of action consonant w ith 
convictions of righ t. P a r ty  leaders are 
banded together no t so m uch  for the  pur­
pose of carrying o u t certain  well defined

office, which wo have reason to  appre­
hend are  no t infrequently  divided be­
tween those whom tho people have been 
uduccd to  regard ns b itte r  antagonists.

This is a  " tr ick  of tho  trade" th a t  is 
practiced all tho  way dow n to  tho low­
est county and  m unicipal offices. Every­
body knows th is , ond everybody ac­
knowledges it ,  bu t everybody has no t 
courage to  c u t loose from  political en­
vironm ents and  rebuke th is spirit of 
w rong doing.—Farm ers’ Friend, •
