W asiiin o to n , Jan . 2a.—T he senate 
m et a t  10 o'clock th is raorulng, b u t no 
quorum  appi-arcd u n til 10:30. The ques­
tion being on the  approval of the  Journal, 
M r. Aldrich proceeded to  address the 
senate. lie  said th a t  the  Journal dis­
closed the  fac t th a t I t was tho determined 
policy of tho Democratic senators to  pre­
vent any legislation or action unless 
the ir wishes as to  certain  measures 
should bo acceded to. T he action of the  
m inority was revolutionary and  would 
be resisted.

Mr. S tew art Inquired w hether It was 
p roper for tho senate  to  violate I ts own 
rules.

Mr. Aldrich replied th a t th a t was a 
question he did n o t understand , b u t th a t 
I t was clearly th e  r ig h t of the  senate to 
change Its rules. Ho then w ent ou to 
enum erate  the  Im portan t bills pending 
In the  senate w hich m ust be passed be­
fore the  4th of March.

Mr. H arris said t h a t  unanimous con­
sen t would be given by the  Democratic 
side to  proceed to  the  consideration of 
appropria tion  bills or any of the  bills 
mentioned by Mr. Aldrich.

M r. Aldrich—T h a t Is exactly  w hat I 
have said. I f  wo yield to  th e  d ictation 
of th e  m inority and le t I t say  w hat leg­
islation shall be considered, everything 
Is all right.

W hen Mr. Aldrich had concluded his 
rem arks ho moved th a t tho senate  pro­
ceed to  the  consideration of his resolu­
tion for a  change of th e  rules. A point 
of order was m ade th a t  the  unBnlshed 
business was th e  motion to  correct Tues­
day 's  Journal. T he vice president said 
he  would hear argum ents. A long d is­
cussion followed, during  which Mr. Stew ­
a rt argued strongly on the  Democratic 
Side. Finally the  vice p resident ruled 
ruled th a t Mr. A ldrich 's motion to  pro­
ceed to  the  roosldcrallon of th e  c loture 
ru le  was In order and overruled the  
point of order th a t th e  question before 
the  seuate was th e  motion to  correct 
T uesday 's Journal.

Mr. H arris appealed from the  decision, 
b u t th "  chair  was sustained—yeas, 35; 
nays, 30—Teller, W olcott and Stew art 
voting w ith th e  Democrats.

Mr. Aldrich moved to  proceed to  con­
sider bis resolution and Mr. Gorman 
moved to table It. T he  vice president 
subm itted the  question to  th e  senate and 
th e  vote resulted: Yeas, 30; nays, 85. So 
the  motion to  table was lost aud the sen­
a te  proceeded to  vote on A lerlch 's mo­
tion to consider th e  c loture rule 

T he roll-call was suspended on E»n- 
som’s po in t of order th a t the  Journal of 
Tuesday showed th a t th e  m a tte r  had 
already been taken  u p  T he chair  over­
ruled th e  poin t of order and the  Demo­
c ra ts  took an appeal. T he appeal was 
defeated and the  chair  sustained—yeas, 
30; nays, 27 W hereupon Mr. Gorman 
made the  fu rth e r  po in t o f order th a t Al­
drich’s  motion m ust be In w riting.

T ho vice president sustained th is point 
and Mr. Aldrich w rote o u t his motion.

Aldrich’s  motion prevailed—yeas, 36; 
nays, 32. Jones of Nevada, Joined with 
th e  D em ocrats In opposing It.

Imm ediately upon the  announcem ent 
by tho chair  th a t  A ldrich's motion to 
proceed lo  the  consideration of the  clo­
tu re  resolution bad been agreed to H ar­
ris rose to  a  poin t of order. His point 
was th a t the ru les prescribed th a t nut #e 
should be given In w riting of any motion 
to  suspend, amend o r In any way a lter 
the  rules. Aldrich, ho said, had not 
complied with th is . T he chair  over­
ruled the  point of order. H arris ap­
pealed from  the  decision and took the 
floor In the  defense of his po in t of 
order. Objection was made th a t It was 
not debatable, bu t the  vice president de­
cided It was. Senator H arris spoke at 
length and was replied to  by Aldrich 
Debate became general and lasted uutl 
la te  In the  afternoon. Aldrich finally 
moved to  lay M r. H arris’ appeal on t' 
table which was done by a  vote of 33 
28.

Senator Cookrell then took the  floor 
on the  c loture rule. Ho gave a  la rge  
share  of h is atten tion  to  reading of 
artic le  front the  pen of Senator Hoar 
recently published In th e  Youth’s Com­
panion. In which Mr. H oar spoke a t 
length of the  absolute freedom of debate 
In th e  senate and sta ted  th a t unlike most 
other parliam entary  bodies the  senate 
bad no ru le  by which debate could be 
closed b u t th a t the  r ig h t of every state 
to a  full hearing through Its sena'ors 
was not denied o r  curtailed by th e  rules 
of the  seuate. Mr. CockerlU read this 
article  with g rea t gusto and In his most 
sarcastic  vein, the  touch of hum or run­
ning through  his rom arka, creating  much 
am usem ent upon th e  floor of the  senate 
a s  well as In the  galleries.

A t 6:10 Mr. Aldrich go t the  floor and 
moved th a t Ihe senate  ta k e  a recess until 
11 a . m. tomorrow. Mr. CockerlU asked 
If he would be considered as entitled to 
the  floor a t  th a t tim e and reply was 
made th a t ho would be. T he motion 
was then  agreed to  w ithout division.

A significant pa ir was announced on 
the  first vote taken  In th e  senate today. 
Mr. Allison arose aud announced th a th e  
was paired with Mr. Ingalls In all ques­
tions affecting theclo lu re  resolution and 
th e  federal election law. As Allison Is 
In favor of these projects, of course In ­
galls Is against them I t  Is probable 
th a t th e  cloture resolution will be adopt 
ed w henever a  vote on It can  bo forced 
B ut this does no t by any means Indicate 
th a t the  election bill will pass. Indeed, 
there Is good reason to  believe th a t  It 
will no t pass. Senator W asburn of 
Minnesota, said today th a t while he was 
In favor of adopting cloture, he was op­
posed to  tho election bill and would vote 
against It. Ho said the-e are  nine other 
Republicans who would oppose the  pas­
sage of tho election blll^ T h is of course 
would defeat tho measure.

Is lu non- 
negotiable paper, so th a t the thief will 
be little  the richer fo r his bold deed un­
less ho can work off some of tho  drafts 
on Innocent people.

Many telegram s have been received 
a t  the  bank today, Inquiring why rem it­
tances have no t been acknowledged, and 
lu th is way a  clew Is being obtained to 
tho am ount stolen.

London, .Tan. 22.—Appalling accounts 
of destitu tion  continue. In the  east dis­
tr ic t of W olverhampton the  charity  offi­
cer reports th a t tho people are  starving, 
th a t in  some Instances I t is actually dan­
gerous to  adm inister food, owing to  the 
peril a tten d an t upon ravenous hunger 
when food Is first offered. A clergyman 
says It Is Impossible to  describe the  mis­

ery th a t prevails “ Homes are  without 
fire; the  rooms w ithout fu rn itu re ; the 
women have only a single garm ent 
covering them , and the  children are  al­
most as bad ." A good deal of misery In 
Birmingham and other places Is due to 
work being c u t off by the  new American 
tariff. In  London the  verdict of death 
from starvation Is returned In numerous 
cases. Some laborers who applied to  a 
m agistrate for relief said they had sold 
oven th e ir  boots for bread. In  many 
years there has no t been a  more terrible 
w inter for the  poor. And yet London Is 
full of charitab le  societies.

A djntaotG eneral Alngor In his annual 

report recommends a new compilation of 
the  laws governing the  sta te  troops, a 

plete revision of the  rules and regu­
lations, and a purchase by the  s ta te  of 
land for holding thereon the  annual en­
cam pm ent of sta te  troops. He thluk<* 
th a t the  s ta tu te  should bo amended so 
th a t no officer should be commissioned 
until he has held the  next Inferior rank 
for a t least six months. T h is rule should 
no t apply to staff officers, b u t the  la tte r  
should be. In all cases, officers of tho 
s ta te  troops for some definite period be­
fore appointment.

T he a d ju tan t general reports th a t dur­
ing the  past two years a  roster of the 
sta te  troops has been completed In his 
office so th a t I t Is now possible to  give 
the  m ilitary history of nearly  every mao 
connected with the  sta te  troops since 
18S2. Owing to the  loss of papers It Is 
Impossible to make th is history as Is de­
sired, bu t commencement has been made 
toward a  perfect record.

In regard to Mrs. Elizabeth Boynton 
Harbert.w ho Is to  lecture here In the  near 
fu tu re, a  prominent local Equal Suffragist 
writes the  following: “One of the  rep­
resentative women of today, whom It Is 
a pleasure and a privilege to know Is 
Mrs. Elizabeth Boynton H arbert of 
Evanston, III. Actively engaged for 
many years In philanthropic work, and 
lo the  In terests of reforms, still those 
who know her lu the  home, know her at 
her best. There, as a happy wife and a 
devoted mother, all the charm s of man­
ner and the qualities of mind and heart 
which characterize her public work are 
a t  the ir b rightest. Who shall say how 
much brighter and be tter  is tho home be­
cause of the earnest purpose to open 
rlosed doors and make life broader and 
richer for those outside of It? Many 
years ago Mrs. H arbert expressed It 
berself In a  single sentence: “ The new 
tru th , electrifying, glorifying American 
womanhood today, Is the  discovery th a t 
the sta te  Is bu t tho larger family; the 
the  nation, the  old homestead and tha t 
in th is national homo, there Is a  room, a 
corner and a  duty for 'm other.' ”

Tow ard the close of the  year 1876 the 
thought came to Mrs. H arbert th a t no­
where In Journalism was there  a  special 
recognition of woman’s Interests.

Added to  a  fine 
personal presence aud address she Is able 
to stand  before an audience complete 
master of the  situation , and th a t without 
loss of womanliness. She can and does 
!>ay the  brightest, sharpest th ings In the 
most Irresistible way. and If occasionally 
one discovers a  touch of satire  or sa r­
casm, even this Is so pervaded w |th  good 
nature , th a t It never hurts.

Those who listened to  Mrs. H erbert's 
address before the  International council 
held In W ashington throe years ago, or 
before the  Association for the  Advanca- 
raent of Women held In D etroit two 
years ago will no t be likely to  forget her 
or her words.

The Caroline islands, w hich are  now 
recognized as belonging to  Spain, though 
the  G ermans tried  to  annex them  a  few 
years ago, form ono of tho largest a rchi­
pelagos of the  Pacific, covering a  sea area 
of more than  2,000 miles, and  comprising 

500 separate fragm ents of land. 
Some of these islets are m ere rocks, 
m any are  uninhabited  and  a  few are 
very populous. E xcepting those a t  the  
eastern end of th e  chain, and  th e  large 
island of Y ap a t  th e  w estern end, they 
have been rarely, some of them  never, 
visited by  w hite  m en, unless in  th e  dub i­
ous form  of “ beach combers.”

K usaie, sometimes called Strong isl­
and , is  about fifty miles in  circum fer­
ence, is of basaltic  form ation, has a 
large ex ten t of h igh  ground, and  boasts 
of tw o .excellent harbors. Tho people 
are reputedly industrious and peaceable 
—for South Sea islanders—and they  have 
a  k ing of the ir own. T hey  belong, to  
nil appearanco, to  the  Polynesian race, 
b u t travelers have declared th a t they 
seem capable of a  higher civilization 
than tho average Polynesian. It-is re­
markable th a t  the  chiefs communicate 
by  signs and speech n o t understood by  
tho common people.

LnTLE EASTEB ISLAND.
If wo traverse  some few thousand 

m iles of ocean to  tho very eastern ou t­
sk irts of Polynesia w e shall find th e  lit­
tle  island calied E aster island, w hich is 
barely ten  miles long by four miles 
b road ,. which has no trees, n o  running  
w ater, and very lit tle  abou t i t  to  a ttrac t 
settlers. I t  is  of volcanic origin, and 
one of th e  ex tinct c ra ters is over 1,000 
feet high.

Y et tins physically uninteresting isl­
and. peopled by  Polynesians of the  fair 
type, such as are  found in  tho Society 
islands, is th e  grea test m ystery of th e  P a ­
cific. I t  is covered w ith  rem ains of some 
prehistoric people of whom every record 
b u t th a t preserved in  stone seems to  have 
vanished.

A t the  southw est end of th is  lit tle  isl­
and  there are  to  be found th e  ru in s of 
nearly  a  hundred stone houses, b u ilt in 
regular lines and  facing the  sea. The 
walls of these houses a re  five feet thick  
and  over five feet high, b u ilt of layers of 
flat stones and  lined  inside w ith  flat 
slabs. Internally  the  houses measure 
about forty  feet long by th irteen  feet 
wide, and  they are  roofed over w ith slabs 
overlapping like tiles. Tho inside walls 
are painted in  th ree  colors—red, black 
and w hite—w ith figures of birds and 
mystic beasts and  faces and  geometrical 
figures. In  one of these houses was 
found a  enrious stone sta tue  eight feet 
high and weighing about four tons, 

hich is  now in th e  B ritish  museum.
The sea cliffs near th is  ancient settle­

m ent are  carved into grotesque shapes 
no t nnlike tho paintings on tho  walls, and 
tho  coast is m arked w ith  hundreds of 
these strange sculptures.

A gain, on each headland of the  island 
there  is an enormous stone platform , 
b u ilt of hew n blocks of g rea t size, fitted 
together w ithout cem ent. They are  built 
on sloping ground, presontingon  the  sea­
w ard  side a  wall face tw en ty  o r th irty  
feet h igh and tw o o r  th ree  hundred  feet 
long, and on tho landw ard side a  wall 
o f about th ree  fee t in  he igh t r ising  from 

level terrace,
evidences of  worship.

These platform s havo evidently had  to 
do w ith  tho  religious practices of the  
early se ttle rs ,' w hoever they were; for 
upon a ll of them  are  la rge  stone pedes­
ta ls w hich have supported images, and 
on some of them  b roken images are  s till 
to  be seen. On ono platform  fifteen 
images were found, in  size ranging  * 
three to  thirty-five fee t in  height. They 
are of hum an shapo, representing the  
upper p a rt of th e  body only, w ith  arms 
and hands close to  tho sides. Tho heads 
are  c u t flat to  allow  of crow ns being 
placed on them , which crow ns seem to 
have been made, n o t of th e  same mate­
rial as the  statnes, b n t of red  tufa. 
This lias been traced to  an e x tinct c ra ter  
w ithin a  few m iles of tho houses, and 
the  b rink  of th is cra ter  a  large  num ber 
of crowns were found, finished and 
ready for removal before eome strange 
fato depeopled th e  island of these 
cien t worshipers.

The images themselves are  m ade of 
gray lava, which is  only fonnd a t  quite 
another cra ter  a t the  o the r end of the 
island. A t th is  c ra ter , called Otouli 
there are  several finished and  partly  
finished images, ju s t a s  they 
by  tho workmen. I t  is  rem arkable th a t 
the  present natives havo small wooden 
images carved o u t of a  hard, da rk  wood, 
b u t these images a re  hideous and  differ 
altogether from  th e  dignified sta tues of 
the  platforms.

T he present inhab itan ts  are  simply 
tattooed savages, w ho a re  m ore than  
suspected to  havo a  ta ste  for cannibal­
ism. They live in  long, low  houses, iu 
shape like nn up turned  canoe, w ith  only 
a  single opening about tw o fee t square, 
wholly nnlike tho m assive stone villages 
wo have described. There m ay have 
been wood on the  island a t  ono tim e, for 
the  natives are  well provided w ith  clubs 
and spears, and they also use a  double 
headed paddle which has no t been ob­
served elsewhere in  the  Pacific. But, on 
the  other hand, they m ay Ipve  brought 
these implements w ith  them , fo r they 
have a  trad ition  th a t the ir great-grcat- 
g randfathers em igrated from  the  island 
of Rapniti. about 2,000 miles away, and 
ju s t south of the  A ustral group. Bo 
th is as i t  may, they call th e ir  present 
abode Rapahui, or G reat Rapa, to  dis­
tinguish i t  from  w hat they call the ir 
form er home.—Cassell’s  Magazine.

Unequal and  excessive taxation  * of 
farm  property is  assigned b y  tho  farmers 
of Maine as a  cause o f depression. T hat 
this com plaint is  well founded is u n ­
doubtedly true, says th e  commissioner. 
The views of farm ers in  various sections 
are published, and  below a re  a  few  sa 
pies of tho m ost p ithy  and  suggestive 

A  K enduskeag farm er thus pleads for 
more equal taxation: "Revolution and 
civil w ar again unless we have : 
equal taxation. The lum ber kings pay 
no taxes. Every tow nship of lum ber 
land has m ore income th a n  any  towri- 
ship of farms. Look a t  cities to  which 
every farm er pays tribu te . Bangor, for 
instance, increases h e r valuation $2,000,- 
000. Sho has b u ilt m ore than  $6,000,000 
w orth of buildings tho la s t decade. Look 
a t  our highways. T his tow n  has $8,000. 
w orth of bridges to  support, and  the 
farmers of this tow n don 't own more 
than  $10,000. The re s t th e  money lender

as.”
I  don 't th ink ,” says a  Monroe tiller 

of tho soil, “ I  could ren t m y farm  for a 
cent; no  ono w ants a  farm  in  our days, 
and I  am  getting  th a t way myself. 
W hen one comes to  depend on hired 
help such as one gets in  these days, i t  is 
enough to  tu rn  tho strongest m ind.”

A B ath farm  ow ner gives th is view: 
■I have been on tho farm  thirty -eigh t 

years, and w ith  th e  s tric test economy 
and blessed w ith  good health  havo been 
able to  keep m y fam ily comfortable and 
make a  small increase in  tho  value of the 
farm. B u t I  believe th a t w ith  the  same 
am ount invested a t  5 per cent, in terest, 
and the  same num ber of days' w ork in  
any of th e  m echanical trades, a t  usual 
pay, would give m uch be tter  results. 
B ut I  am not ono th a t is alw ays crying 
for the  good old days of yore. I  believe 
farm ers a re  m uch be tter  situated 
than  they  were fifty  years ago."

"M y farm  nine years ago," a  Hebron 
m an says, "w a s valued a t  $3,000, and  cut 
a t  th a t tim e about fifteen tons hay and 
raised forty  barrels apples. I t  now pro­
duces forty  tons hay and  ono hundred 
barrels apples, and if  I  have my health  
i t  shall double th is crop in  a  few  years. 
I  th ink  i t  would be hard w ork to  sell it  
now for $2,500.”

One Jefferson farm er th inks the  gran­
gers are  having ha rd  tim es, and  he says: 
" I  th ink  th a t tho common farm ers who 
have no  other m eans of supporting their 
families a re  having tho  ha rdest times 
they have had  for fifty  years, and  unless 
something tu rn s u p  in  the ir favor a  large 
p a rt of th e  landed property w ill go  into 
th e  hands of a  few."

"F a n n in g  a t  p resent is a  precarious 
business," is w hat a  N orth  T roy farmer 
w rites, "ow ing  to  th e  depressed con­
dition of all a g ricu ltu ral products. The 
tru e  valuo of rea l estate is hard to  deter­
mine. If  valued according to  n e t in­
come i t  would have to  be ra ted  very low. 
A t present wo are  taxed to  tho utmost 
care and  economy to live w ith in  our in­
come. Tho adage, ‘H e th a t by  the  plow 
would th rive  m ust either hold himself 
o r drive,' becomes painfully apparent 
now, as we have to  both hold and drive 
In order to  live.”

The aggregate num ber of "abandoned 
farms" reported is 8,818. E stim ating 
the  num ber in  th e  delinquent towns and 
plantations, on  the  average basis, a t  80, 
the  to tal num ber in  tho sta te  is  3,398. 
The to ta l acreage of the  abandoned 
farms reported is  254,518, an average to 
each farm of 76.7 acres.

These 
experiments have excited m uch interest 
in  m ilita ry  circles, and i t  is very gener­
ally recognized th a t there is imperative 
need for a  complete and careful study  of 
th e  question of cavalry forage.—New 
York Commercial A dvertiser.

L et us shake  hands. Pilgrim . Your 
quotation respootlng unbelievers was, 
a tlo r  ell, b u t a  figure of speech. I  took 
I t to  rep resen t your creed and th a t of 
tho  churches, and I  carried It to  Its only 
logical conclusion. If  I  b u ilt up  a  "m an 
of straw " I m ust plead In excuse th a t I 
was Im itating the  builders of the  past 
e ighteen centuries T he theological 
builders, te x t book being th e  same now 
as then, I  na tura lly  Imagined tho supor- 
s truc tn ro  to  bo tho same also.

B u t holdl Is tho old "cornor stone" 
rejected? My memory does no t date 
back 40 years I  have a  keen recollec­
tion of—less th a n  six years ago—being 
told by a  well m eaning m inister th a t ho 
could no t jeo how I could be saved while 
I  denied tho  doctrine of e ternal torm ent. 
Leas than  one 'year ago I listened to  a 
well known preacher In th is city who 
w arned young men, on peril of eternal 
dam nation, against "unbelief."

But my chief Intention lu w riting was 
to  say th a t I  have no desire to  discuss 
th is question on the  narrow  grounds 
proposed by "P ilg rim ."  We should 
only bo argu ing  In a  circle.

Much as I  regard th e  Bible, I do not 
accept I t as Infallible. Even H It were 
ed, the  existence of the  various sects to ­
day Is proof th a t It has no Infallible In­
te rpre ter. We should therefore each 
constitu te  his own pope. "Pilgrim " 
would probably quote tex ts  of S cripture 
and reject all ou 'sldo testim ony. While 
I should claim  the  r ig h t assumed by 
L u the r and church councils, to reject 
anything which seemed to  mo Incon­
sis ten t w ith the  general tone of Scrip 
to re. I  will say before closing th a t It Is 
no sport to  me to  demolish this doctrlu 
os "P ilg rim " so readily assumes. Early 
train ing  and associations would alon 
render It Impossible for me to trea t 
lightly a  ductrluo still hold by many 
good men, though I  doubt wheth. 
pressed home, scarcely anv  of them 
would he prepared to  face Its conclu­
sions.

21,

UNIONS IN ENGLAND.

Wtolr Pro etc a i Seen b j  a  Gentle

T h e  E x is te n c e  o t  G od , B te.
Editor Morning Press—I would like

" T he  fool h a th  said In h is heart the re  Is 
no God.”

If  your God does exist, which I  do not 
believe, and man was made In bis own 
Image, man can’t  help being a  fool for 
he was b u ilt th a t way. F or my proof 
tu rn  to  Psalm s v llt ll :  "God Is angry 
w ith tho  wicked every day ." You will 
find God's anger mentioned In various 
other pa rts  o f the  Bible. Now tu rn  to 
Ecle vll:9: "A nger resteth  In tho bosom 
of fools."

W. O. H oughtallng, when you say 
th a t In the  saloons and o the r dens of In­
fam y Is where the  lufldel le tte rs  In the 
Mornieg P ress will be applauded, If 
anywhere, I  say you are  w hat you went 
around "Robin Hood's ba rn"  to  say ' 
M. C. Lisle, and I  can prove It. I  bat 
seen a  little  of the  world and have m 
and am personally acquainted with 
good many tough people. Almost w ith­
o u t exception they believe In a  God. I 
would say fa rth e r th a t I  have novel 
seen a  common prostitu te  who did 
believe In th e  evlstence of th e  orlhodox 
God. Tho w orst roasting I  ever got for 
venturing to  express my doubts of the  
existence of a  God was from a  woman 
who was m istress of a  brothel fo r 25 
years and who was so tough th a t th e  po­
lice drove h e r ou t of Chicago.

A  public meeting, convened by tho  ex­
ecutive of th e  N ational Coach and  Van 
T rades' union, wrut hold in  tho town 
hall, Chelsea, England, for the  pnrposc 
of inaugu ra ting  a  now branch  in  tha t 
d istric t. S ir Charles D ilke presided.

The c h a ir m a n .o p e n in g  the  proceed­
ings, said th a t  i t  w as in  the  year 18T1 
they removed th e  la s t of tho  obstacles 
w hich stood in  tho way of tho organiza­
tion of labor, and  since th a t  tim e those 
who desired to  give tho  w orkingm en an 
equal chance w ith  th e ir  employers had 
been engaged upon a  series of political 
reform s w hich  were in tended  to  w ork in 
tho  sam e direction. They would see in  
th e ir  tim e th e  abolition o f tho property 
franchise and  tho paym ent of members 
o f parliam ent, w hich w ould break  down 
tho  la s t of tho  difficulties w hich stood in 
tho w ay of th e  representation o f  labor by 
th e  w orkers themselves.

D uring the  la s t tw o years labor had 
become more organized, b u t the re  wore 
s till some branches, especially among 
women, in  w hich the  organization was 
needed. In  h is  opinion i t  was the  duty 
of every w orking m an and  woman to 
jo in  a  union, fo r the  organization of 
labor during  tho last few years had 
really saved tho country  from  revolution 
Lord Salisbury, speaking a t  the  Man 
sion House, when labor w as unrepre­
sented, had la id  i t  dow n th a t they should 
go thus fo r and no  farthe r in  tho di­
rection of legislating for labor, b u t his 
(tho speaker’s) opinion, in  w hich  ho did 
n o t expect every one to  agree, was tha t 
the  last w ord in  these questions would 
be spoken by  th e  law , called in  by  tho 
workingm en them selves to  m ake legal 
the  desires of tho  m ajority , w hich they 
w ere unable to  b ring  abou t b y  the  force 
of custom . I t  w as qu ite  c lear to  him 
th a t i t  w as law fu l fo r tho  s ta te  to  in te r­
fere in  tho  m a tte r  of honrs o f labor, aud 
a s  regarded one pa rticu la r trade  the 
tim e had  come when the  s ta te  would be 
wise to  do  so; b u t a lthough he w as sa tis­
fied as to  tho principle he  w as n o t dis­
posed to  say  th a t tho tim e had 
w hen i t  would be desirable to  in terfere 
w ith  every trade . S horter hours would 
be m ore beneficial th a n  m any m asters 
thonght, b u t m ere unionism  in  certain 
trades w as n o t sufficient to  bring  about 
th a t universal agreem ent w ith .which 
shorter hours would be fought for by 
th e  m eans of strikes, of w hich, unionist 
though ho w as, ho had a  perfect horror.

H e tru sted  th a t  n o t only w ould they 
secure a  b e tte r  organization of labor, 
b u t the  establishm ent of a  labor bureau, 
such as th a t w hich existed in  th e  U nited 
States. On tho  m otion of Mr. Sutherst 
a  resolution w as adopted to  the  effect 
th a t the  evils w hich existed in  th e  trade, 
especially th e  sw eating system, were 
prejndica l to  th e  in te rests of tho w ork­
m en and  th e  trad e  generally and ought 
to  be abolished.

A KENTUCKY “WARNING."

A  recent dispatch from  Paris says tha t 
the  pope w ill issue h is encyclical on th e  
social question before Easter.

T he encyclical w ill review  and  expound 
the  whole question affecting w age w ork­
ers. The docum ent w ill comprise th ree  
parts. F irst, h is holiness w ill develop 
th e  general principles upon which social 
economy is  founded, and  tho dom inant 
idea of d istribn tive  ju stice  w hich should 
regu la te  th e  in tercourse of men and  the 
spread of w ealth. The pope says th a t 
d istribu tive  a n d  restora tive  justice  is 
needed to  p reven t m isery and  "sw eating" 
on one side, exorb itan t r iohesand  tyranny 
on the  other.

The second p a r t comprises the  origin 
and  cause of th e  present condition of the  
social problem. On th is poin t tho pope 
takes a  new  thesis, first developed ii 
encyclical on  socialism.

The th ird  p a rt con tains the  views of 
tho  pope regarding th e  remedies to  be 
advocated. He expresses him self in  fa­
vor o f s ta te  intervention. He condemns 
capitalism  and  favors a  m ore equitable 
division of w ealth.

A bout two years ago a  syndicate was 
formed In London whoso object was to 
build and operate a  line of steam ships to 
run from some point In England to Chi­
cago, bringing ou t miscellaneous freight 
and carrying dressed beef and dairy  pro­
ducts back. N othing was done a t  tha t 

o, owing to  tho fac t th a t Canadian 
canals would no t accommodate ships 

Ing nine feet of w ater. Recently 
the shallowest canal has been so fa r  Im­
proved as to afford a  depth of anittle  

nine feet, and th e  project Is being 
pushed with a vigor which Indicates tha t 
the sa lt w ater ships may soon be steamed 
up and down tho D etroit river. Tho
