A BARRIER BETWEEN THEM.

:dulo of

IIovHlo Neighbors In Africa Who Have 
Established a  No a ian 's Land.

A  little  B ritish expedition recently 
steamed fa r  up tho  Benoe branch of the 
N iger river in  a  email steam  launch, and 
finally entered a  tr ibu ta ry  o f the  Benue 
and explored a  region w hich no w hite 
man has over visited before. The most 
interesting th ing  abou t the ir journey 
was tho curious experience they had 
w ith  tho  natives.

T hey had  been passing for a  good 
w hile through  a  region th a t w as inhab­
ited by  Moslem blacks, fru its  of the 
ra the r severe m ethods of conversion 
employed by th e  A rab invaders of the 
Soudan. Tho country  w as very fertile, 
and  tho  people were numerous; but 
a ll of a  sudden, though th e  country  still 
wore its  usual aspect, and  the  soil was 
apparen tly  rich , population entirely 
ceased. F o r  a  stretch of over tw enty 
m iles n o t a  h u t was to  be seen, nor wai 
a  single sign of hum an life  anywhere ob- 
ser(M . Tho expedition w ondered at 
th is  rem arkable sta te  of affairs, for the 
country  w as certainly inv iting , and  they 
could no t im agine w hy i t  h ad  no  inhab­
itants.

A ll a t  once, however, as they  rounded 
a  bend in  tho  river they  saw  big crowds 
of natives running  down tho slopes 6f 
the  h ill to  the  bank. They brandished 
th e ir  spears a t  tho  w hite m en on th e  lit­
tle  boat, and  to ld  them  to  go back, for 
they  w anted no Moslems in  the ir coun- 

T hero was a n  in te rp re ter on. the  
vessel, w ho succeeded in  convincing the 
natives th a t tho visitors were no t Mos­
lems, and  thereupon th e  people becaiho 
quite friendly.

T hen  the  reason for th is  enrsous lack 
of population was ascertained. When 
tho trihes who had been converted to 
Islam found tho  natives near them  were 
ju s t as strong a s  they  w ere, tho  spread 
of the ir religion in  th a t direction ab­
rup tly  ceased, b u t these heathen  people 
and th e  Moslem converts near them  
could no t live a t  peace w ith  ono another.

finally decided th a t as they  could 
no t be good neighbors, a  s tre tch  of 
country should bo p laced betw een them 
w here no one should live, and in  tha t 
way they expected to  g e t a long with 
less bloodshed.

So all the  people who inhabited this 
fertile  region, about tw enty  miles wide, 
packed up  th e ir  lit tle  belongings and 
moved away, and  tho  s tre tch  o f country 
thus came to  bo w ithou t a  single inhab­
ita n t. Today i t  ia a  No M an's Land, 
a nd  th e  only reason is th a t the  people 
w ho a re  neighbors the re  cannot live on 
friendly term s, and , having tired  of 
fighting, have p u t th is  barrier between 
them .—Boston Herald.

c ity . W here there is no  exchange the  
inform ation has been supplied by masons 

d builders. Tho schedules h»ve been 
tabulated and  interesting  facta thus 
brought to  light.

The six  cities in  w hich the  highest 
wages are  paid a re  N ew  Y ork. Brooklyn, 
Chicago, St. Louis, G alveston and  San 
Francisco. The trades selected for the 
table were masonry, carpentry, painting, 
plumbing, roofing and  th e  common labor 
required in  th e  erection of a  building.

c ity  pays tho  h ighest wages in 
all th e  trades o r in  more th a n  ono trade. 
T hus, St. Louis pays th e  h ighest wages 
for masonry, New  Y ork for carpentry, 
San Francisco for pa in ting , Chicago for 
plumbing, Santo Fo  for roofing and G al­
veston for common labor. San ta  Fo 
pays more than  any  o the r c ity  fo r roof­
ing, b u t i t  ranks below Brooklyn in  all 
the  o the r trades.

T he low est w ages ore  paid in  the  south­
ern  cities, A tlan ta , N ew  Orleans. Lex­
ington, Va., V icksburg and  Norfolk, Va. 
Some o f th e  sm aller cities of th e  north 
pay b u t little  m ore than  those of the 
south. W ages in  the  no rth  seem to  de­
pend more on  the  size of a  c ity  than 
on i ts  location. The explanation is  of 
tourse th a t in  th e  la rge r cities the  
trades are  be tter  organized. For tho 

reason tw o adjoining cities seldom 
pay exactly th e  sam e wages. New  York 

m ore than  Brooklyn for painting, 
carpentry a n d  plumbing. Brooklyn pays 

'  > N ew  York for m asonry, roof­
ing  and, according to  the  ta lk , fo r com­
mon labor. There is  the  same difference 
in  the  wages paid in  th e  nearby  cities of 
Minneapolis and  St. Pau l, Cincinnati 
and Cleveland. Philadelphia and  Bos­
ton rank below th e  five lead ing  cities, 
and m any  sm aller w estern cities pay 
h igher wages th a n  do th e  Q uakers aud 
th e  modern A thenians. A tlan ta  pays 
the low est wages fo r roofing, masonry 
and  common labor, b u t  comparatively 
good wages for pa in ting  and  plumbing.

T he difference in  th e  w ages ra te s  paid 
in  each trade  is  as g rea t a s  the ir geo­
graphical distribution. A tlan ta  w ill pay 
21 cents an  hou r for m asonry, b u t  S t  
Louis is  w illing to  give 49 cen ts for the 
same w ork. New  Y ork  and  Baltimore 
pay 40 cents a n  hour, and  Brooklyn, G al­
veston, W ashington, San Francisco and 
Chicago frcm  41 to  45 cen ts a n  hour. For 
carpentry Now Y ork pays SO cents 
hour and Lexington, V a., 18 cents, 
eight cities, from  Minneapolis to  Pro 
deuce, th e  prevailing ra te  is  25 cen ts an 
hour. Now  O rleans aud  V icksburg are 
w illing to  pay  25 a n d  20 cents, b u t mos* 
o f tho  sm aller w estern cities w ill give 
less th a n  25 cen ts  fo r carpentry, 
plum bing Chicago pays 40 cen ts a n  hour 
and V icksburg 221 cents. New  York 
and  San Francisco pay 89 cents. The, 
other thirty -th ree  cities follow  in  nc 
particu lar order, some o f those in  tht 
w est paying less th a n  southern cities. 
Tho ra te s  fo r pa in ting  show th e  greatest 
difference, San Francisco paying 53 cents 

hou r and N ew  Orleans 22J cents. 
N ew  Y ork pays 62 cen ts and  Kansas 
C ity 51 cents. Indianapo is, Baltimore 
and  Providence are  w illing to  pay 42 
cen ts and  Santa Fe  40 cents a n  hour.

In your Issue of January  S3 It acorns auf- 
Bolout to  say th a t It Is folly to  drag In 
Issues which are  u tte rly  foreign to  the  
single Issue fo r which I  am contending, 
viz: tho Illegality of tak ing  tho pension 
papers o r  money of the  Soldier homo 
boys for any purpose whatever. Until 
tho United Slates laws perta ining to  tho 
m a tte r  are  charged there Is b u t one 
course open to  the  board of m anagers or 
tho  com m andant, and th a t Is to  le t the 
la te  order rem ain In "Inocuous desue­
tude ."  Tho sta te  of Michigan has no 
righ t under existing laws to  meddle 
w ith tho  veteran’s  pensions. T h is  Is 
all1 I  am contending for a t  tho present 
time.

T he Idea has gone o n t th a t, since the 
Soldiers’ homo Is supported la  p a r t by 
tho  general governm ent the  laws con­
trolling tho m anagem ent of National 
Soldiers' homos will now apply to  the 
M ichigan Soldier’s  homo, b u t  th is  Is a 
mistake. E ven If they did so apply the 
la te  order wpuld still bo Illegal.

Chapt. 130, Sec. 4, of tho United States 
sta tn te s  provides a s  follows: "T he  pen­
sions of all who are  or shall hereafter 
become Inm ates of th e  Home shall be 
paid to  the  treasu rer of the  Home. Tho 
money thus derived shall n e t become a 
p a rt of th e  funds of th r  Home! * * * and 
such p a rt of I t as shall no t sooner have 
been paid to  him shall be paid to  him on 
his discharge from th e ln stltu ilon .” Sec.
2, of au a c t approved Fob. 38,1831, says: 
■■All pensions payable o r to  be paid un­
der th is a c t, to  pensioners who a re  In­
m ates of th e  N atloanl Home, shall be 
paid to  th e  treasurer, to  be disbursed for 
th e  benefit of the  prisoners, w ithout de­
duction for tines or penalties, under the 
regulations to  be established by the  m an­
agers of tho  Home; * * any balance 
which may remain a t tho  d a teo tth ep e n  
sloners d  scharge shall be paid over to 
him ." T  icse acts apply only to  nation­
al homes.

I t  Is to  be noticed th a t  even In th e  Na­
tional home no p a rt of tho  pension can 
In any way be diverted from th e  pen­
sioner; and only In case of h is death  Is 
any p a rt of I t to  be paid to  his 
family. No color of au tho rity  Is given 
the  board to  convert a  penny of It Into 
the  treasury  of the  home. Section 4746 
of a c t approved February  38, 18S3, ap 
piles to  all persons, and  m akes I t a  mis­
dem eanor to  keep a  pension certificate 
from  a  pensioner fo r any purpsse w hat­
ever. and any assignm ent of sam e Is 
void. T ho In ten t of these laws Is clear; 
and seems strange th a t Intelligent men 
will keep r ig h t on urging the  authorities 
a t the  Michigan Soldiers’ homo to adopt 
a  course of action directly  con trary  to 
the  le tte r  and  sp irit of these enactm ents 
of tho generel government.

General O rder No. 78, promnlgated 
December 31, 1890, a t  the  home, which 
Is loo long to  be given here, Is very 
nlngly worded, and a  wily law yer might 
m ake a  ju ry  believe th a t said order does 
no t conflict w ith th e  United States laws; 
b u t I  am confident th a t a  rule which 
really Intim idates a  pensioner, a  rule 
w hich compels him under a  th rea t of 
pulsion to  tu rn  h is pension money o 
to  the  com m andant of th e  home, to  be 
disposed o f a s  th e  board sees fit, will—to 
any  unprejudiced mind—seem a  flagrant 
violation of the  sp irit of these laws • 
least. The law -m akers certainly I 
tended th a t pension money should no t be 
diverted from th e  pensioner for any pur­
pose whatever. I f  th e  dlstresssed 
payers of the  s ta te  feel th a t the  United 
States laws concerning these m atters are 
u n ju s t and  burdensom e to them , they 
should a t  once appeal to  the  national 
congress to  have th e  pensions of all th  
soldiers of the  sta te  turned Into the  state 
treasury . T h is  would* no doubt lessen 
taxation grea tly , bu t doubtless Com­
rade Slayton would be one of the  first tc 
■’k ick ."  A pension Is a  vesud  right.

If  he bad to  smoke the  maladorons

w ith in  easy reach of everybody. Agencies 
a re  selected in  various pa rts  of the  city, 
such a s  d rug  stores, groceries and  other 
reputable places, w here adhesive labels 

different denom inations aud  colors, 
resembling postage stam ps, w ill b e  sold.

Cards corresponding in  color w ith  the 
labels w ill be furnished, upon w hich the 
depositor w ill affix th e  labels as they are 
purchased u n til tho  tw enty  spaces on the  
cards a re  filled. F or instance, suppose 
th a t a  depositor de term ines to  save five 
cents per week. H e is furnished w ith 
card  corresponding in  color w ith  the  five 
cen t labels.

H e purchases the  label weekly a t  the  
nearest agency, and  affixes i t  to  th e  card. 
W hen the  card  i s  fu ll i t  is  w orth  (1 , and 

then  sen t to  a  savings bank for depos- 
, w hen the  am ount is  en tered  upon the  

usual deposit boob. Labels w ill be for 
various convenient denominations, m ak­
ing  tho cards w hen filled even am ounts 

|1 ,  (2 , $5. and  so on.
I t  is expected th a t  the  agents will do 

the  w ork as a  labor of love and public 
benefit, though sm all commissions may 
be paid. T his system  brings the  savings 
bank  to  the  people who need i t  m ost 
W e have five-cent savings banks now, 
b u t com paratively few  people w ill take 
the  trouble  to  go to  th e  bank to  deposit 

few  cents. I t  w ill be a  very easy m at­
ter, however, to  go  to  th e  nearest drug 
store o r  grocery and  purchase th e  label, 
and  th e  m ethod involves no risk, except 
th a t of keeping th e  deposit card safe un­
til i t  is filled.—Springfield Union.

UNITED LABOR IN 1891,

SWINTON’S VIEW OF RECENT PROG­
RESS AND FUTURE PROSPECT;

The Itemarkablo Growth of Orgonlzr

The extraordinary growth o f thinking 
among tho w orking masses in  the  cities 
and fields of the  U nited States daring  
the  past year is  very sure to  be  kept up 
through 1891. There need bo no doubt 
in  any m an's m ind tha t, as a  shrew d ob­
server has said, "som ething will come

There are  four things to  bo especially 
noticed w hile looking nt the  recent 
changes in  tho aspect of tho  labor move­
ment, and a t tho  new  fea tures of the 
form idable forces th a t now hold the 
field.

Firstly , we see tho extraordinary 
growth of organization am ong workers 
in all branches of industry. We see it  
among hom y handed laborers, once 
known as "m udsills:” we see i t  among 
coal m iners and  am ong factory hands of 
both sexes: wo seo i t  am ong skilled me­
chanics of a ll kinds: we see i t  am ong the 
employes in  shops and  warehouses, and 
fve seo it  am ong tho operators in  the  fine 
r.rts, even among tho handlers of tho 
goose quill. W hat m ay be seen among 
tho men of the  plow need not be spoken 
of here ju s t now. b u t i t  is  a  spectacle 
th a t m ay well raise our wonder. Or­
ganization is tho w atchw ord o f a ll wage 
earners in  these times. T his is  a  gigantic 
fact, full of significance, and  of prophecy, 
and of w arning. The trade  and labor 
unions of tw enty  years ago w ero mostly 
small, close corporations; those of today 
are  all encompassing and param ount 
powers.

Secondly, we seo another new phe­
nomenon in  tho  grow th of the  principle 
of federation am ong theso organized 
bodies. A  hundred o r  moro trade  and 
labor unions w ill en ter into alliance 
w ith each o ther, w ill elect general of­
ficers for the  managem ent of th e ir  col­
lective business, w ill hold national con­
ventions in  w hich the ir combined inter­
ests are  considered, will adopt measures 
for the ir m utual benefit and w ill co­
operate in  the  enforcement of such 
measures. These are  grea t and substan­
tial facts, full of suggestion to  every 
man w ho is ablo to  comprehend the ir 
bearings. In form er tim es w orkingmen's 
unions in  general w ere isolated bodies. 
Many of them  here d id  no t even affiliate 
w ith other local unions of like kind else­
where. But now, w ith  th e  changes of 
the  year, the  unions ore no t merely na­
tionalized, they are  also federated in  
such a  way as to  enable them to act 
unitedly in  carry ing  ou t those projects 
or th a t policy w hich m ay m eet w ith the 
approval of the ir representatives in  con­
vention.

Thirdly, wo see signs, from  tim e to  
tim e, of still fu rther developm ent a long 
the  sam e lino. In certain  cases or for 
certain  purposes there are  occasionally 
suggestions of international co-opera- 

W e hear of th e  holding of inter­
national congresses, in  w hich, however, 
American unionists have no t y6t taken 
any prominent p a rt: we hear of work­
men of a  given trade  in  one country 
lending assistance to  th e ir  fellow work- 

in  another country, and  wo hear of 
various comprehensive projects which 

be carried ou t only through th e  re­
ciprocal action of tho masses every­
where engaged in  productive industry. 
The idea th a t underlies the  new move­
ment here referred to  is  wide as the 
world: b u t those who have m ost closely 
w atched the  growth of organization up 
to  th is  tim e w ill bo tho least likely to 
deny its practicability. Wo have within 
a  short tim e  had a  rem arkable illustra­
tion of the  international m aneuvers of 
capitalists operating in  Buenos Ayres, 
Uondon, Paris and  New  Y ork, and wko 
can tell th a t tho w orld's workers will 
not ye t "b e tte r  the  instructions” of tho 
world’s  capitalists?

Fourthly, and finally, we see in  these 
tim es a  m arvelous broadening of the 
field of inquiry in  w hich Iho working 
people of the  cities and towns are  prose­
cuting the ir  researches. Look nt tho 
themes th a t a re  taken up  for debate in 
tho unions, assemblies and societies; 
look a t th e  questions th a t a re  brought 
up  for action in  the  stato  and national 
conventions of labor delegates; look at 
the  principles th a t a re  proclaimed by 
the  editors of labor newspapers. Tho 
working people of the  U nited States, or 
very m any o f them , a re  evidently filled 
w ith new aspirations. T hey aro em­
boldened to  th iqk  for themselves; they 
are gaining a  knowledge of the ir rights; 
they are  finding ou t how io  acquire 
them: they w ill ye t show the ir determ i­
nation to  possess and  m ain ta in  them.

They are  and will be governed by  rea­
son. They do no t and  will no t demand 
those things th a t a re  no t the irs by right. 
T hey desire th e  grow th of industry , tho 
peace of society and  tho welfare of the 
community. They desire to  enjoy the 
advantages of our modern civilization; 
to  secure the  benefits of science and in­
vention; to  profit by  the  work of modem 
machinery, and to  obtain tho full'prod- 
uct of the ir own labor fo r their own 
enrichment.

To -secure theso ends the  municipal 
authorities of every c ity  are  under their 
command; the  legislatures of the  states 
are  a t their service, and  so are  both 
houses of congress. They are  in  the  ma­
jo rity , and i t  is tho law  of tho  American 
government th a t the  m ajority  shall 
rule. If the organized labor forces of 
our cities and fields do not control the 
legislation of the  country  i t  is no t be­
cause of their lack of th e  pow er to  do so. 
If  they do no t remove any o r all of the 
evils of which they complain the 'fau lt is 
their own.

Tho work of organization th a t has 
been in  progress, and th a t is ye t rapidly 
advancing, is tho first thing  to  bo fully 
carried out. I t  is  ye t very fa r  from 
complete. I t is hardly more than  half 
done. Much of it  has been so loosely 
done th a t i t  cannot abide the  tria ls to 
which it is often subjected. The organ­
ization m ust bo made more c o m p c t  
Tho members m ust bo imbued w ith  a  
serious purpose. T he objects to  be 
striven for m ust be clearly understood.

One of the m ost rem arkable works of 
the  k ind constructed in  modern tim es is 
the  aqueduct bridge of Muintonou, 
erected for tho purpose of conveying 
w ater from  the  river Euro to  Versailles. 
I t  consists of th ree  rows o f arches, ono 
above another, and  is 200 feet high by 
five-sixthS of a  m ile in  length, Tho con­
d u it th a t supplies Marseilles w ith tho 
w ater of tho  D urance is  abou* sixty 
miles in  length, and one of its  aqueduct 
bridges is  262 feet high. Tho length of 
the  conduit w hich brings w ater from 
K aiserbrnnn to  V ienna is  fifty-six and  a  
ha lf miles, b u t tho ta llest o f its  aqueduct 
bridges is  only about 96 foot, Tho main 
Paris aqueduct is a  little  over 110 miles 
long, and , w ith its subsidiary conduits, 
compelled the  construction of seventeen 
bridges.—New  Y ork Ledger.

I f  con­
sciousness does no t re tu rn , tho head 
should be exposed to  a  stream  of cold 
w ater.—Philadelphia Press.
