STARTLING CONFESSION BY REV.
HENRY W. GEORGE.

'a Romarkablo Career
s Kieptomaniac.

OatsxiLL, N. Y., Jan. 24.—The Rev.
Henry W. George, who s In jall here
charged with causing the dlsgrace and
death of Lottle Townsend, yesterday de-
clded to lay his case befors the public.
Itis the first atatement regarding the
crima made for publication, and it Is
supplemented by a remarkable story
from the lips of the clergyman of a de-
mon which, he says, has pursued bhim
from {nfancy.

Mr. George admits his gullt. He as-
serts, howover, that the only scandal
which had previously been connected
with his name was his manis for taking
other people's property.

“*From my earllest boyhood,” he sald,
“I have seemied to be under s spell—
havo had an almost conatant desire to
take things, It has been so from birth;
Indmed, T am told that my mother axhib-
fted for & time this same propensity—
would take things sud conceal them.
When st school I would take pencils
aud erasers from my fellows. I did not
need them, but the desire cou'd not be
resisted. I jolned the church but there
was no cessation; my desire was over
present. It followed me through school
avd in my course at Colby unfversity.
It was known to the students and the
faculty, and was treated s a disease
rather than as & fault for which I was
respousible,

“‘From the university [ went to Bosten
to clerk In the hnm( store of Noyes,
Tsokwond a k thelr propsrty

unknown to t

‘After lnvlnu Boston I went to Ober-
Iin university, Ohlo. The students and
Ity early Inrnud of my falliog, and
I was called Into private couucil and
prayed with. Graduating In 1878, I went
t Huatley, Ilinols, with no cessatlon of
thismalign influence,but I am not aware
that restitution has not been made
for everything taken by me while at this
p'ace. From Huntley I went to Creston,
I\llnoll [t was the same thing there.
I mot and married my
wife, and from there wa weutio Geneya,
Llinofs. It was the same there asovery-
where else; I took things often of no
value, aud not because I nesded them,
but because [ was powsrless to reslst the
tewptation. They sfforded me oo pleas-
ure; oo the contrary, I hated them as
rewinders of my terrible thraldom.

“From Geneva I went to the First
Presbyterfan church of Topoka¢ Kan,, I
remalined there about five ye:
lhu same dreadful story, and hclng over-

rkod, my terrible propensity was
qnlrkenad, untll it fnally got so that I
would walk up and take things with
scarce an attempt at concealment. It
came to the knowledge of the session
and I was ssked to resign. I waut to
s87 that I never have'been arrested and
never have bean formally charged with
thefs.,

‘‘While at Topeka I found ont what
really was the matter. An expert in the
insane asylum examl| e and pro-
nouuced my case kleptomania. He sald
that I was Irresponsible and should have
rest and he put'me In ehlru of some one.
Learning of the Rev. B. Simpson, at
New York, I was lndueed to go there. I
tried the faith cure, all the while expeat-
ing but never belng relleved of my ter-
rible diseass.
I bellave I have a verltable posse:
fon, such as fs spoken of in 1he gospel;
there {s within me that which I never
can control. When this devillsh fm-
pulso {s upon me it Is irresistible.

STORY OF THE WALDENSES.

The Descendants of Poople Who Were
Porsccuted for Rteligh

The Rev. Dr. Teofilo Gay, ministor of
tho Waldensia TS
small, black™bearded man, who in ap-
pearance and speech might bo mistaken
for n German rather than an Italian,
His English, spoken in fall, ronnd voice,
is flnent and clear, An iden of his work,
as given by himself, is as fqllows:

You haye all read of the unhuppy Wal-
densea. Long ago they fled from their

% | homes in Switzerland across the lofty

Alps and down into our Italian valleys,
there to find & refuge from porsccution
and a cluster of tleir own brithren.
For, years proviously, a branch of the
Waldensian church had been establishod
on the Italian side of the mountains.

In the dark centuries of the Middlo
Ages our forefathers would accept noth-
ing but the Bible, which was thoir
strength and joy, and at. the same time
the causs to thém of sore trials and trib-
ulations. The Waldenses have ulway
believed and felt that tho Bible was
worth far moro than anything else, and
in that belief thoy have never faltered.

Even in_ the earliest times they had a
theological school, in which tho students
learned by heart whole books of the
Bible. Then, leaving their native val-
leys, they journeyed over the mountains
to their colony in Calabria, acting as
cotporteurs on theroad. You know how
they entored the castlos as merchanta of
goms and precious stones, and_how, ex-
tolling the Word of God as the most
precious gem of all, thoy left the good
book with many a great lord and lady
who had hardly heard of it befora,

by the Inguisition, but the Piedmontese
valleys survived the persecntions—the
thirty-three terriblo persecntions to
which _they were subjected—until they
were._ finally liberated less than half &
century ago.

You have lLieard, too, of the fearful
Waldensian massacre, after which only
4,000 out of 14,000 prisoners escaped to
the mountains, and of the “glorions re-
turn of our fathers” to their yalleys in
1080. That ovent, the most colebrated
in our history, was commemorated by
our peoph- on the occasion of tho 200th
anniversar.

Today. on thres vallays nestling to-
gethier on the Italian side of the Alps
very near to Tarin, the capital of the old
Piedmont, there aro 50,000 Waldenses,
descendants of the early champlons of
the faith.

Napoleon the Great, when he was
crowned king of Italy, earned our last-
ing gratitnde by granting us land and
privileges beyond any we had before en-
joyed. Ho then declared that the retarn
of our fathers was the most wonderful
feat in military history, and Napoleon,

with all his faults, was an expert in mil-
itary affairs.
