ON AN OSTRICH FARM.

AN AFRICAN INDUSTRY TRANSPLANT-
ED TO CALIFORNIA.

Ostriches Aro Profitable Birds to Talse.
Somothing About tho Buslness—Popu-
lar Superstitions Exploded —Matohed

By Moans of Incubators.

There are at least half a dozew ostrich
farms in southern California. They have
ceased to be & curiosity there, and each
now representa a commercial enterprise.
Americans buy one-half the millions of
ostrioh feathers produced aumually, It
is estimated that this country expends
$3,000,000 a year for thess ornaments.
Each ostrich when full grown yields a
fenther income of from §200 to $300 per
annum. The elegant, long black and
white plnmes sell for §5 each at the farms,
and readily bring $10 each at retail in
New York or Chicago.

Every feather has a value. If it is
snfficiently largs for use it is worth at
least 10 cents. The very small ones,
otherwiso useless, make up into cheap
souvenirs and aro eagerly purchased by
visiting tourists at prices varying from
10 conts to $1. The plumes produced in
southern California are fully as valnable
as thosa from the far away Cape Colony.
The eggs, if fertile, sell for $25 ench,
and generally from 75 to 8 per cent, of
all eggs prodaced will hatoh. If not fo
tile the shells are in demand at from §2
to $5 each as curios and ornaments. A
young ostrich just ont of the shell is con-
sider=d equivalent to $50, and his value
increases until he is full grown, when
£500 is a low markot price.

The expense of maintaining an ostrich
farm is comparatively slight. The birds
in this country are usually healthy.
Their appetites are appalling, but they
are satisfied with alfalfs, cabbage and
crushed bones for a regular diet. On
ocoasions they expect larga and small
pebbles, bits of iron, old shoes, tin cans
and such delicacies. A hungry ostrich
s not particular about his food. Itis
merely a question of deglutition with
bim. If what he eats will go down--or

(for he eats and drinks head downward),
he feels safe to trast his digestive organs
to do the rest.

The ostrich has long been maligned.
In-our schoolboy days natural history
taught us to despise the ostrich, first, be-
cause of its lack of rense, and second, for
its want of parental instincts,
told that this great, ungainly bird, when
chased by a native South African upon
the back of a fleet horse or a tame os-
trich, wonld hide his weary head in the
sand, under the impression that if he
could not seo his pursuer the pursner
could not see him. This fable is no more
rue, at least of the dowesticated bird,
than the other, which actually says that
tha mother ostrich lsys her eggs in the
hot sand and leaves them to the tender
care of the snn and the Hottentot.

The ostrich egg shell is sometimes one-
sixteenth of an inch thick. It is fally
twenty-four times the size of an ordinary
hen's egg. Incubation requires forty
dnys, during which period the male and
female alternate in the domestic duty of
keeping the eggs warm. Most of the
hatching is now done by incubsators. A
300 egg incubator has a capacity for but
27 ostrich eggs.

At the farm near Santa Monica [ saw
the birds on the nest, however, and the
young ostriches after they were removed
from the nest. Tho eggs at this sit-
ting nearly all batched, and as I visited
the farm frequently I grew very mnch
interested in both parents and children.

The old birds are not awkward, but
the young ones have no_sense whatever,
and 0 it is necessary to remove the lat-
ter as s0om as possiblo after they escape
from the shell to prevent them from
wandering into danger. It requires
skillfal coaxing and no little munenver-
ing to entice the fond parents from the
nest, but this accomplished the young
ostriches are transferred fo a sand box in
the sun, whero they must have close at-
tention all day long to keep them from
mishaps which their utter lack of dis-
cretion and extremo awkwardnoss would
certainly bring upon them.

Atnight they aro placed in an incu-
bator. Until they are several months
old the absurdly heedless and tender
things require very groat care, After
they pass from infancy, however, they
generally thrive. The losses usnally oc-
cur within the first month.

When the birds are seven months old
the first plucking occurs, and from that
time forward they give up their feathers
twice a yoar. The females begin laying
eggs at thres years of age, and produce
from thirty to ninety eggs each an-
nually. ;

In South Africa, until about thirty
years ago, the natives killed the ostrich
for his plumes.

KA REMARKABLE DEATH SENTENCE.

Judse Benedict's Condemnation of
Murderer the Queerest on Kecord.

One of the most eccentric and at the

saue time one of the ablest jndges that
ever sat upon the far western bench was
Kirby Benedict, who for thirteen years
was o justice of the supreme court of
New Mexico, having been first appoint-
ed in 1853 by President Pierce and reap-
pointed by President Bachanan, and ap-
pointed chicf justice of the court by
Fioeont Lincoli” Ho wascamian 6f
great ability and learning, strong in his
prejudices, violent in his passions and
relentless in his conviction:

There are many mn-cdmcs told of
Judge Benedict.  But the crowning ct
of his judicial carcer was the sentence of
death passed by him upon a prisoner con-
victed of murder, which sentence was as
follows:

“Jose Maria Martin, stand up. Jose
Maria Martin you have been indicted,
tried and convicted by & jury of your
countrymen of the crimo of murder, and
the court i3 now about to pass upon you
the dread scntence of the law. Asa
usual thing, Joso Maria Martin, it is a
painful duty for the judge of a court of
justice to pronounce upon a human be-
ing the sentenco of death. There is
something horrible about it, and the
mind of the conrt naturally revolts from
the performance of such a duty. Hap-
pily, however, your case is relieved of all
such unpleasantness, and the court takes
positive delight in sentencing you to
death.

“You are a young man, Jose Maria
Martin, apparently of good physical con-
stitution and robust health. Ordinarily
you might have looked forwarl to many
years of life, and the court bas no doubt
you have, and have expected to die a
green old age; but you are about to be
cut off in the consequence of your own
act. Jose Maria Martin, it is now the
spring time; in a little while the grass
will be springing np green in these beau-
tiful valleys, and on these broad mesas
and mountain sides; flowers will be
Llooming, birds singing above your lowly

head.

““The sentence of the court is that you
be taken from this place to the county
jail; that you there be kept safely and se-
curely confined in the custody of the sher-
iff until theday appointed for your execn-
tion. Be very curcful, Mr. Sheriff, that
he have no opportunity to escape, and
that you have him at the appointed place
at the appointed time; that you be so
kept, Joss Maria Martin, until—Mr.
Clerk, on what day of the month does
Friday nbout two weeks from this time
come?’ rch 22, your honor.” *‘Very
mu—nnm I‘nday. ‘the 22d day of March,
whtn you will be taken by the shoriff
from your place of confinement to some
safe and convenient spot within the
county (that is in your discretion, Mr.
Sheriff; you are only confined to the
limits of the county), and that you there
be hanged by the neck nntil-you are
dead, and—the court was about to ndd,
Jose Maria Martin, ‘may God lave
mercy on your soul,’ but the court will
not assume the responsibility of ashing
an all wise Providence to do that wlhich
a jury of your peers has refused to do.
The Lord ¢ouldn't have mercy on your
soul. However, if_you have any rlig-
ious belief, or are counected with any
religious organization, it might be well
enough for you to send for your priest
or your minister and get from him—
well, such consolation as you ca:
the court advises you to place no reli-
ance upon anything of that kind. Mr
Sheriff, remove the prisoner.”—Santa
