The Baths of London,

There are as many great bathd in Lon-
don as there are theatres in New Yor!
city. They are Turkish, Roman, vapor,
electric, swimming, medicated, hot, cold,
tepil and salt. The most interesting are
fho great public baths, Nearly every
district of London hus one, and often
there are public wash houses in connec-
tion ywith them. Some of the older of
theso baths aro dark and more ot Jess
gloomy, but the newer onos are very fu-
Viting, Take the Battersea public bath
as an example, Its first olusstank is 100
feet long by 85 feet wide, with o dspth
of 6 feet at one end and 8§ feet at the
otfier, It js led with white glazed
Dricks, roofed with wood and iron and
ventilating skylights, and hasfifty locked
dressfng boxes, 'In the same building
there is a second class bath, 75 feet by 25
fet in sizo. At certain times women
use both baths, The water is heated
when it is desirable, These baths
distinctly popnlar, The first elass price
varies from a shilling to fourpence, and
the second class from sixpence {0 two-
pence, the cheaper baths being. those in
the more thickly popnlated parts of the
city. The wash houses connected yith
many of the baths seem to be of very
great public bencfit.—Julifin Ralph in
Hurper's Weekly.

That was how it got the name that will
cling to it forever. It was played in the
army, and generals said it was worth
10,000 men. Copies of “The Marseil-
laise” wero ordered when requisitions
were mrde out for weapons.
