He 
bad sank  In his chair and was falling to 
the  floor. His face w as ghastly and a 
cry  arose among the  festive revelers.

D rs Robinson, Duran, W hitney, F ish ­
e r and Bishop were soon a t  his chair. 
Dr. Robinson ben t down and m aking  a 
close examination of the  prostrate  form 
discovered th a t th e  h e a r t was s till beat­
ing. By h ts order the  dying secretary 
w as carried Into th e  dish room adjoining

William Wlndom was horn In Rilm ont 
county, Ohio, May in, 1827. He was lib­
erally educa t.d . studied law  and began 
professional life ss  an a ttorney, p ractic­
ing In Ohio and Minnesota, removing to 
the  la tte r  sta te  In 1855. T here  he 
rapidly hi cam e popular and was 
elected, successfully, a member of the 
th lrty -slx ib , th lrty -s-ven th , th irty - 
eighth, th ir ty  nin ih  and fortieth  
congresses. Iti Ju ly ,1870,he w as appoint­
ed by the  governor a  U nited  States sen­
a to r to  fill the  uncxplred term of Senator 
N orton, deceased, and was subsequently

In  M arch, 1881 President Garfield call­
ed him from the  senate to  a  seat In his 
cab inet as secretary  of the  treasury. 
A fter th e  death  of P residen t Garfield, 
In September, 1881, Mr. Wlndom re­
signed h is office.

Upon re tu rn ing  to  M innesota he was 
re-elected to  the  senate  to  servo the  re ­
m ainder of bis te rm , a t  the  expiration of 
which he w ent to New Y ork and engaged 
In business In W all s treet. He was In 
the  m idst of a  prosperous business career 
w hen Benjam in H arrison was elected 
president, and called him to h is old posi­
tion In tb e  cabinet.

T .lk ln g  with a  distinguished Demo­

c ra t recently about the deop dissatisfac­
tion given by certain appointm ents to 
office ho Impatiently declared “ the  offices 
are  a  curse  to  tho party."

T h is Idea Is a t  the  bottnm of the  civil 
service doctrine and Is wrong. Curse or 
no curse th e  offices go with the  policy 
upon which a  pa rly  gains power, and 
th a t party  m ust take  th e  responsibility 
of both for they are  linked together.

The people who are  Interested In a 
party  fo r Its policy and who only do the 
voting do no t expect office bu t as parti­
sans they do expect th a t tho deserving 
w orkers shall be rewarded. Tho Jeal­
ousies and envies of the  office seekers 
will no t barm  the  party  and be In no 
sense a  curse If the  appointing power 
discreetly rew ards merit. T he  mass of 
the  voters are  good Judges of the  merit 
of the leaders, and they will be pleased 
o r displeased according to  the  way the 
appointing power Is used.

I t  Is too often th e  case th a t men get 
offlcefrom th e  president or governor 
who could not be elected dog killer by 
the  people. In  the selection of appoin­
tees the  appointing power should be care­
ful to  a scertain  tho popular standing o 
the  men a 'k in g  places and theselecilon 
will only become curses. In other word: 
w ia k etln g  causes, by the  appointing 
power listening to  a  small, deslgnln 
clique w ithout standing before tho peo­
ple.

T he candidacy of every ma 
appointive office should be made openly 
and above board. I t  Is surprising and 
unexpected appointments obtained In 
sneaking and underhanded way th a t 
prove curses to  a  party , and so th« 
should. The man who cannot get 
place In an open and fair s tr ife  Is i 
worthy and his resort to  secresy and 
finesse Is proof conclusive th a t he has an 
Inward realisation of his own unworthl-

T he offices should not be the  curse of 
th "  parly , they should be Its strength 
and through  I t and Its policy be 
come a  blessing to  the  country. 
All forms of hum an organization 
hold ou t rew ards to come for extra­
ordinary and effective effort. A  well or­
ganized arm y Is a  perfect Illustration of 
w hat we mean, where tho  ru le  prevail 
of promotion and* rew ard for faltbfu 
and heroic service thus Inciting thi 
courage and patriotism  of the  whole Hue.

T he offices Justly bestowed a re  the  stay 
of an army aud no t Its curse, bu t these 
offices would be tho  curso of an arm y If 
they  wore hastily  handed over to  the  (I 
poltroon o r  Coward who snoaklugly got 
tho e a r of tho commander aud secretly 
boasted of Services unknown to  his 
rades.

T his same sort of a  way of bestowing 
offices will demoralize a  party  as It woul 
an army. T ho offices then are  not 
curse  to  a  party  unless they are  u t 
w orthily bestowed.

These D emocrats who cry o u t no, 
against t i e  offices as .being a  curse to 
party  were loud In deploring the  Influ 
ences of office for the  Republicans whe 
th a t party  was In power.

The Horrors of Snooting.
Every reader has heard  of th e  “ sweat­

ing system," b u t no  one can  realize w hat 
unless he o r she  has seen i t  in 

operation. I  have heard  of i t  only in 
connection w ith  th e  m annfactnre of 
clothing, w hich flourishes in  th e  d irtiest 
and  m eanest a n d  m ost poverty stricken 
section o t th e  east side. T he w ayfarer 

the  streets a butting  on the  fa s t side 
of tho Bowery, where the  population 
densest and  the  inhab itan ts and  their 
surronndings th e  filthiest, can hear a t 
alm ost every hou r of the  day  and  night, 
week days and  Sundays, the  w h ir of the  
sewing m achine in  the  tenem ent houses.

Tho “sweater” i s  usually a  I 
has been long enough in  th is coun try  to  
acquire sufficient money to  purchase 
few sewing machines. Ho know s he can 
get any num ber of igno ran t male and 
female im m igrauta to  do the  w ork a t  his 
prices, and he never hesitates to  take 
advantage  of the ir poverty and  igno­
rance, which ho tu rn s  to  h is ow n advan­
tage. He pretends to  pay his hands 
stipulated wages, b u t imposes a  task , to  
accomplish w hich zrqu ires continuons 
work for tw elve o r fourteen honrs and 
more a  day.

He uses his apartm ents in  a  v ile  tene­
m ent for h is w ork rooms, and  all the 
functions of fam ily life are  perform ed 
in  th ree  or four cram ped rooms, in  many 
*f which I  have seen a  score of men 
»nd women, ha lf clad, a t  work. The 
garm ents are  piled on  floor, bed and ta ­
bles. Tho rags are  usually a  foot deep, 
fo r the re  is  no tim e for cleanliness. 
Every sanitary  law  is  violated and  the 
health of the  operatives is  never consid­
ered. Disease of every k ind stalks 
through the  d istric t, b u t is  unheeded in 
the  desire to  make money, a nd  the re  is 
no doubt th a t the  germs of a ll sorts of 
diseases a re  transm itted  th roughout tho 
Land in  tho garm ents made in  the  dens 
of the  sweaters.

T he labor leaders have tim e and tim e 
again s tarted  agitations against th is sys­
tem  of tenem ent honsew ork ; its  evils 
and  m iseries have been w ritten  about in  
the  newspapers. B ut s till i t  exists. Tho 
only pow er to  break i t  up  is  th a t o f the  
m anufacturers, and. i t  does no t seem to 
s u it th e ir  purposes to  interfere  either 
behalf of tho public whoso health  is  a t 
stake or of the  poor benighted creatures 
whoso necessities force them  to  accept 
such revolting conditions.—J . T. Mo-

famous Spanish "tnnrclics,” or frontier 
tow ns b u ilt nnd defended iu  Spain’s  he­
roic age by her p roudest kn igh ts , to  find 

fit para lle l in  h istory to  tho  position 
held by G en. Vnlledo during  tho  closing 
years of tho Mexican rnlo in  California. 
Ho had absolute sw ay for a  hundred 

or more, and  he " k ep t tho border.” 
H is men rode on  horseback to  Monterey 
and  to  Capt. Su tter’s  f o rt ou tho  Sacra­
m ento, bringing him  news and  carrying 
his letters. Spanish families colonized 
tho fertile  valleys under h is protection, 
and  Ind ians oamo and  b n ilt in  tho  shad­

e s of tho Sonoma mission.
Ho owned, a s  he believed by  unassail­

able tit le , tho  largest and  finest ranch  in  
the  province, and ho dispensed a  hos­
p ita lity  so generous nnd universal tha t 
it  was adm ired and  extolled oven among 
tho old Spanish families. J .  Quinn 
T hornton, who visited tho  coast in  1848, 
and published h is experiences, says: 
'G overnor G eneral V allejo owns 1,000 

i th a t a re  broken to  the  saddle and 
bridle, and 0,000 th a t a re  n o t broken. 
Broken horses readily  bring  $100 apiece, 
b u t tho unbroken ones con bo purchased 
for a  triv ia l sum."

More nnd more in  tho  closing years of 
th e  epoch and the  days of the  conquest 
G en. V allejo became tho representative 

of h is people, and  so he has re­
vived, am ong m any of tbe  old families, 

reproachful nam e of a  tra i to r  to  Cali­
fornia and  to  Ins nation. The quie t in ­

Columbus’ Body.
Christopher Columbus died in  obscurity 

and  poverty a t V aladolid, Spain, May 
. IMS. By special favor o f tho  monks 

of St. Francis h is body was, for a  tim e, 
deposited in  th e  vau lt of the ir  church in  
th a t c ity , b u t some years la ter, in  pur­
suance of his own expressed wish, tho 

-ere translated  to  H ispaniola 
and  placed in  a  cryp t under th e  cathe­
d ral of San Domingo. In  1529 the  body 
of Diego, th e  son of Columbus, was also 
buried in  th e  crypt, nnd some years 
afterw ard  th a t of Luis, th e  discoverer’s 
grandson, was laid w ith th e  o ther two.
In 1795 the  Spanish p a rt o f San Domingo 

ceded to  the  French, b u t before the 
cession permission was given for the  re­
moval of Columbus’ body to  H avana.

A m etallic  case, supposed to  contain 
the  body of tho  discoverer, w as removed 
and placed in  the  Cathedral of Havana, 
and the  m a tte r  rested u n til 1877, when a 
m etallic  casket was found in  th e  S in  
Domingo vault, which beyond all doubt 

th a t of Christopher Columbus. I t 
w as inscribed both w ithin and w ithout 
w ith  his nam e and  titles , and  p roved be­
yond question th a t, through  haste or 
carelessness, the  persons w ho  effected 
tho removal in  1705 had  carried aw ay  the 
body of Diego, tho  son of Columbus, 
and  th a t th e  rem ains of the  g rea t ad­
m iral now rest beneath tho  Cathedra l of 
San Domingo.—St. Louis Globe-Demo-
cra t. _________________

Do you keep charcoal?” asked a  re­
porter of a  large  coal doalef in  th ia  city.

we do  no t. I  have sold lots 
n iW i!  in  m y tim e, b u t never n ponnd of 
charcoal. I don’t  oven know  how i t  Is 
made."

Leaving the  wealthy coal m erchant 
tho reporter sought one of those nonde­
scrip t coal haw kers who m ake a  liveli­
hood by  attend ing  to  the  w ants in  tho 
way of caloric of the  very poor classes 
in  the  by  streets and alloys.

Having found ono of these coal holes 
tho reporter approached th e  alm ost car­
bonized specimen of hum anity, who was 
for tho tim e being resting from  his 
labors, and propounded the  question. 
"W ha t's  the  price of charcoal?”

"E ight cents a  peck,” replied a  gruff 
voice, ami the  little  old m an straight- 
ined himself ou t w ith an effort as ho 
stopped filling the  peck measure, w hich 
ho judged to  be about tho newspaper 
man's capacity.

"W o don 't sell m uch charcoal.” ho 
continued, "only in  small lots. Some 
m anufacturers buy  the ir  charcoal by  tho 
grea t quantity . I t  is used in  largo lots 
’by persons who m ake ico cheats and  beer 
coolers, ns it  is a  poor conductor of heat. 
There’s a  lining of charcoal th ree  inches 
thick in  all sides of a  beer cooler.

"M ost country  people b ring  the ir own 
charcoal to  tho c ity  in  w agon loads, and 
sell it  for from  fifteen cents to  tw enty 
cents a  bushel. Wo reta il it  a t about 
tw enty cents to  tweuty-fivo cents per 
bushel, nnd i t  is a  du ll sale a t  tha t."

The reporter now left the  charcoal 
man, and  approached a n  individual who 
had ju s t disposed of a  wagon load of the 
material.

Yes. I m ake charcoal." he replied in  
wer to  an inquiry. " In  th e  w inter 
. spring is tho tim e w hen charcoal is 

made to  tho host advantage.
BUILDING THE PILE.

1 am ju s t clearing up  a  tr a c t of wood­
land and am tu rn ing  tho refuse to  ac­
count by m anufacturing charcoal. Beech 
wood and hickory are  tho  host fo r th a t 
purpose. Oak makes a  very poor coal, 
and i t  is hard ly  w orth  burning. G ener­
ally the  good wood is  culled ou t, and 
then a  h uge c ircular pile is made of tho 

rnd refuse. T his pile is  often 100 
feet in  diam eter and  from  ten  to  fifteen 

height. The wood is  piled with 
grea t care in  s tra igh t rows around a 
small opening, about one foot in  diam ­
eter, w hich is le ft ns a  sort of chimney 
for th e  fire to  be s ta rted  in.

As soon as the  pile is  completed it  is 
covered all over w ith forest leaves or 
straw , and then tho whole m ass i s  cov­
ered w ith d ir t  to  the  thickness of three 
o r four inches. I t now resembles a 
small volcano, especially when the  fire 
is started and the  smoko begins to  issue 
from th e  small opening left in  the  top. 
The fire is s tarted  by dropping shavings 
in to  the  chim ney w hich w as left in tho 
center, nnd then  ligh ting  them  by drop­
ping live ooals in to  tho cavity. A few 
holes are mode near the  bottom  of tho 
pile of d ir t in order to  create a  d raft, 
and  oe soon a s  tho fire begins to  smoke 
these holes are  again closed.

"Now , if everything goes righ t, the 
fire is allowed to  sm oulder away, with 
ju s t a ir enough to  support combustion.
If  a  high w ind should spring up, as it  
often does, every hole is  closed tig h t to 
keep down the  fire, and very often boards 
m ust bo laid over the  whole pile to  keep 
ou t the  wind. I t  takes from  ten  days to  
tw o weeks to  bu rn  a  ‘p it,’ as i t  is  called, 
and this tim e is  a  period of g rea t anxie- 

to  the  charcoal bu rner, as the  opera­
tion m ust be w atched n igh t and  day, 
and  a  little  negligence may canse the  
loss of weeks of ha rd  work.

BURNING THE “ PH."
As the  fire progresses p a rt of the 

charcoal is consdmed by  combustion and 
th e  rem ainder shrinks to  nearly  one-half 

original size. Tho shrinkage, of 
course, would cause th e  d ir t  to  be left 
standing alone provided i t  w ould do so. 
In  o rder to  m eet this difficulty the  tend- 

goes round a nd  round, over and over 
tbe pile, packing th e  d ir t  w ith a  shovoL 
T his continual packing m ust no t beneg- 
lectod, fo r i f  a  cavity  should occur and 
tho d ir t cave in  instan tly , the  whole pile 
would b u rs t o u t in to  flame w hich noth­
ing  could stop.

"As the  bu rn ing  progresses holes are 
punctured through th e  d ir tin su c h  places 
as the tender th inks the  fire has no t yet 
been. These holes c reate a  d ra f t and  at 
once bring  the  fire to  th a t p ^ rt of the 
pit, upon which th e  holes are again 
closed and the  charring  begins. As soon 
ns the  tender thinks th a t tbe w ork is 
complete ho shu ts up  the  chimney and 
packs every hole. He then  spends about 
two days in  packing the  d irt, and watches 
fo r crevices tlirongh which smoke issues 
and clores them  as soon as they are  dis­
covered. Barrels of w ater are  now 
hauled to  the  p it, and  workmen begin to 
open up  a  side and take  ou t the  charcoal 

If  sparks of fire should be fonnd they 
are  a t  once dashed w ith w ater, and  as 
the  w ork progresses w ater is throw n into 
the  p it, w hile tho steam  thus created 
penetrates to  a ll p a rts  of tho coal and 
lessens tho danger of fire. As a  ra le  all 
the  coal is removed a t  once as a  precau­
tionary measure, and  every man who has 
burned a  pit is glad w hen he gets i t  off 
his hands. From 700 to  1,000 boshels 
a re  m ade iu  a  p i t  T his is hauled away 
in  wagon loads of 80 bushels to  100 
bushels, and  sold for about fifteen cents 

bushel. T hus from  $120 to $150 is 
realized on each pit."

According to  chem ists only 20 to  23 
per cent, of the  wood rem ains as char­
coal, the  rest being driven off as gases. 
Charcoal is 83 per c e n t carbon .-C incin ­
nati Times-Star.

The Tiitni* Alnx of Borrlo.
K ing Alexander Is now 14 years of 

age, nnd is rapidly developing both 
physically and Intellectually. He is 
only allowed to  receive such visitors as 
are  agreeable to  tho regents, ns tho fol­
lowing instance will show: Tho M etro­
politan Michael a ttem pted lately to  in ­
trude on tho royql presence w ithout hav­
ing announced his in ten tion  to  tho re­
gents. Tho consequence was th a t he 
w as not received, and since th a t tim e he 
lias no t appeared a t  the konak. King 
A lexander will come of ago on Aug. 2; 
1894. He Is now going through a  conrso 
of m ilita ry  studios, and his present tu to r 
is Col. Miskovio. Tho king is generally 
present a t the  ordinary m ilita ry  drills, 
when ho is placed in  command of a  com­
pany. Ho is also in  tho hab it of driving 
ou t to  the park of Castle Toptahider, 
and on these drives ho not infrequently 
passes his m other’s carriage re tu rn ing  to  
town.

The queen drives herself. Her son, in 
the dress of a  colonel, sa lutes her in  m ili­
ta ry  fashion, and tho queen in  recogni­
tion waves her hand. A little  while 
ago, when King Milan was driving with 
his sou, the  tw o m onarchs chanced to 
pass the  queen, b u t on perceiving his ex­
majesty she tu rned  awoy her head, and 
the  salute was no t returned. King 
Alexander is in  constan t correspondence 
w ith his father, and w rites either 
Servian or French. These le tte rs are 
not altogether w ithout political signifi­
cance. Queen N athalie  receives a  large 
num ber of visitors, and her salons aro 
the  resort of politicians of all shades and 
parties. Occasionally she is p resent at 
the theatre , where she occupies tho court 
box; b n t th is only happens when i t ' 
known th a t K ing A lexander will not a t­
tend the  play.—G alignaui's Messenger.

These passes 
cam e from all pa rts  of the  country, and 
the  filling ou t of tho  lis t takes th e  tim e 
of ono clerk one m onth before thebe- 
ginning of every year.

Of course th e  presidents of tho rail­
roads coming in to  New York and the 
presidents of the  express companies here 
havo to  reciprocate, and they have also 
sent o u t a  wagon load of these annual 
free passes. I t should bo added th a t the 
W estern Union issues quite  os many. 
The railroad passes perm it free travel, 
the  express passes tho sending of free 
packages, and  tho telegraph passes per­
mit tho sending of free messages, no 
m atter where tho  holder may be in  the 
United States. The designs on the  passes 
are  sometimes voyy pretty , and the  col­
lection this year, as seen in  President 
Thomas C. P la tt 's  offico the  other day, 
was a  curiously beautiful one of the 
lithographic art. The m ost unique and 
expressive is a  card sen t o u t by  Mi*. Jolin 
Hoey, of tho Adams Express company. 
On the face, delicately engraved, i s  a 
skull, and above i t  in  fine le tte rs  is 
word “ Deadhead."—Now York Sun.

One of tho new  occupations fo r women 
now creating a  dem and for w hich tho 
supply is unequal is th a t of instructors 
in  women’s  gymnasiums. The salary 
ranges from $500 to  $750 a  year, w ith 
four m onths’ vacation, and th e  w ork is 
m ost hygienic and  im proving, b u t  leading 
m anufacturers of gym nasium  supplies 
are  unable to  fill th e  orders th a t come to  
them  for trained teachers in  the  use of 
the  apparatus. There are  five leading 
schools for physical education. Boston 
has a  norm al school in  physical culture, 
the  Adelphi academy has another well 
known institu tion , whore the  s tudent is 
taugh t how to fit u p  a  gymnasium and 
to  m anufacture apparatus as well as to 
teach the ir use. The sum m er school fo r 
teachers a t  H arvard  college is an im­
portant institution, having had  160 pu­
pils in  the  three m onths of its  existence. 
The average cost of instruction in  these 
train ing  colleges is  about $200 a  year, 
and a  course of instruction  for g radua­
tion comprises tw o years o f seven months 
each.—Now York Letter.

I t  con- 
asts  of a  cap, which takes the  place of 
the ordinary s tra iner a t  th e  bottom  of 
the sink. W ithin tho cap and attached 
to a  screw, tho handle of w hich projects 
from th e  top, is a  vulcanized rubber 
valve of largo size, w hich, by  a  tu rn  oi 
the screw, is  b rought dow n over tho  dis­
charge opening, m aking a  perfectly tigh t 
joining, through w hich no gases can  es­
cape. Tho device, as adap ted  to  use in  
wooden sinks, is screw ed direc tly  to  the 
bottom of tho  sink. As used in  iron 
sinks tho depression ordinarily  occupied 
by tho  s tra iner is  a ttached to  the  bot­
tom of tho  cap by  screws passing 
through the  holes.

The whole device is  then fastened to  
the sink, in  t h a t m anner m aking  i t  per­
fectly a ir  and  gas tigh t. Tho device is 
perfectly simple and  clean, and  cannot 
possibly get o u t of order. No rubbish 
or solid m a tte r  affects it, b u t is stopped 
on tho outside, where i t  can be readily 
cleaned off, and  thus kep t from  entering 
the pipes, the  cost and annoyance of 
which every householder knows. By 
tu rn ing  the  handle down so th a t the 
opening in to  th e  w aste pipe is  stopped, 
the  sink can be filled w ith  w ater and  used 
as a  tu b  for tho  w ashing of dishes, small 
articles of clothing, e tc.—New  York
T elegram .______

Chinese Caro for D iphtheria.
A popular remedy fo r diphtheria, 

which has been employed in  China for 
over 600 years, consists o f  blow ing a  
powder in to  the  th ro at, using a  decoc­
tion of plan ts os a  gargle and  drink, and 
the  employment of certain  . hygienic 
measures. The powder is  called ein-seh. 
and i t  appears to  consist principally of 
borax, Damphor, powdered pearls, cin­
nabar, acetate of copper and  charcoal, 
the  percentage of borax and  camphor 
being respectively 42.5 and 12. From 
tw enty  to  th ir ty  centigrammes of this 
pow der are  blow n through a  paper tube 
every tw o hours. The decoction is  dif­
ficult to  im itate, a s  i t  is m ade from  the 
following: roots of the  coptis teeta, or 
ginseng, and  flowers of Caprifolium 
Chinense, f ru it of theU vu laria  cirrhosa, 
bark o f Pterocarpus flam s a n d  Capanus 
flam s root.

A bout fifty gramm es of each are  
boiled in  a  p in t of w ater un til i t  is  re­
duced to  200 cubic centigrammes. This 
is filtered, allowed to  cool, and  given in 
three doses in  tho tw enty-four hours., 
T he regim en enjoins th e  avoidance of 
ice, cold drinks, sugar and f a tty  m utters 
and fru its, b u t  allows a t  first boiled rice, 
eggs and sa lt fish, and la ter, boiled 
chicken and  bread. A  largo num ber of 
cases are  said to  bo cured  in  th ree  days, 
b u t the  evidence on w hich they are 
term ed d iph theritic  is by  no  m eans con­
clusive.—New  Y ork  Ledger.

Teach the Child to Garsle.
Children aro mimics, a n d  the  m other 

w ho has taken  singing lessons and 
learned to  curve the  tongue down, thus 
exposing tho th roat to  i ts  fu llest extent, 
w ould do w ell to  mako a  gam o w ith  her 
children, encouraging them  to such im i­
tation. If  she w ill open h e r m outh  and 
m ake tho sound n-a-h—, le tting  the  
tongue form  a  curve in  tho low er p a r t of 
the  m outh , her baby w ill copy it, and 
th e  chances for required applications to  
the  throat, in cases of diphtheria  and 
o ther maladies, w ill be greater.

Apropos of tin s  another nursery game, 
w hich is  valuable in  i ts  f a r  reaching 
possibilities, is th e  p a ttin g  on to  the  
child of a  rubber b ib  and teaching i t  to  
gargle. Have some sugar and  water, 
and le t the  lit tle  one. in  its  im itative 
performances, oven spill a  g rea t deal 
and  swallow some. I f  tho resu lt is  ac­
complished and  tho  child learns to  gar­
gle there w ill be gained a  be tter  oppor­
tun ity  for curative measures in  case of 
sim ple o r m alignant th roat maladies.

I  have in  my care several families of 
children w ith  whom th is method has 
been pursued, and threa tened  disease is 
often aborted by  tho wise adm inistration 
of gargles by the  nurse o r  m other.—Dr. 
J u lia  Holmes Sm ith in  N ew  Y ork Led-
