Washington , Feb. 1.—Indications 
point to  a  rem arkably bu#y week In con­
gress. Now t b a t  the re  a re  b u t 36 days 
rem aining of th is session will m aterially 
stim ula te  every e ffort to  dispose of ac­
cum ulated legislation. Tho fortlflcatlon 
bill will be taken  up  In tho senate  to­
morrow and will be considered by sec­
tions. Senator Allison has announced 
th a t ho will ask  for continuous consider­
ation of tho appropriation bills u n til all 
are  passed. Many bills o f local Import­
ance will bo sandwiched In and muoh 
progress Is expected to  be made 
this week. B lair 's labor bill nomi­
nally takes pretedonce bu t It Is no t 
likely to  bo discussed for some time 
T he Ind ian  departm ent bill ‘ has a 'so 
been partially  considered and  Is urgently 
pressed by western senators. I t  Is prob­
able, however, th a t appropria tion  bills 
will have the  r ig h t of way during  tho 
entire  week, supplemented by the  pas­
sage of num erous m inor measures to  
which objection have not been made.

In  th e  bouse Monday will be pension 
day, b u t owing to the  fac t tb a t the  house 
does no t meet u n til 2 o 'c lock. I t Is prob­
able th a t b u t little  will be done. I t  Is 
expected th a t the  consular and diplo­
matic appropriation bill will be taken 
up again  on T hursday and Its considera­
tion continued An effort may be made 
to compleie I t on th a t day. T h e  Inten­
tion of the  m anagers of th e  house affals 
Is to  devote the  rem ainder of the  w e.k 
to  the  appropriation bills. I t  Is no t Im­
possible, however, tb a t the  silver people 
may Interfere w ith  this programme.

Should tho committee on coinage, 
weights and measures fall to  repo rt on 
th e  silver bill a t  the ir meeting on 
Wednesday. It is said th a t the  friends of 
free c  linage will m ake a  motion to  dis­
charge  the  committee from fu rth e r  con­
sideration ol tho bill, and take  It up for 
action In the  house. W hether they will 
be able to m ake am otion of this kind Is a 
little  ui certain , although I t Is claimed 
th a t Ibis motion would be In order as a 
privileged question. In  case th is course 
of action Is determ ined upon a  very 
lively tim e Is anticipated  befo^p tho 
week ends. ________

tu have the  money sent to  them In 

there are  no dependent relatives, 
then the  money received Is to  be 
held by him, and th e  am ounts reported 
to  the  hoard for th e ir  action. Provided, 
th a t In any case of exceptional m erit tho 
com m andant Is empowered a t his dis­
cretion to  transm it the  money as re­
quested by The Inmate.

2. A uthority  having beer, given the 
com m andant by the  board of managers,

carry  Into effect the  provl-lons of the 
above rule, it  Is ordered th a t all mem-
 of tho home drawing, or who may
hereafter receive pensions, shall bring to

3. A fter the  receipt of the  pension, all 

am ounts In excess of four dollars per 
m onth m ust be turned over to  tho com 
m andant (when the  recipients wish to 
remain In th e  home), who will give a  re­
ceip t therefor, sending tho am ount re 
celved to  dependent families If there  be 
any, and If no t, holding It subject to  tho 
order of th e  board of managers.

known, no pension money has been 
turned over In obedience to  these.brave 

As these  first payments of the 
pensions are  much larger than  the  regu­
la r  qua rte r  payments, I t seems straoge 
th a t the  m atter Is no t enforced, as the 
home treasury  Is losing quite  a  sum of 
money.

We reckon politics were never so 

mixed as now. There Is no t an Issue 
th a t tests a  man's party  loyalty, and 
furtherm ore there Is no t an Issue In con­
gress th a t holds men to a  party  name. 
T he silver and force bills have partic­
ularly proved embarrassing to  the  Re­
publicans and forcibly displayed the 
feeble decrepitude of th a t party.

Op the  force bill the  Democrats were 
united, bu t on the  silver bill and the 
money question, generally, they are  Just 
as badly broken up  as the  Republicans.

Tho di­
rectors o f moat companies live in  thr 
east and in  London a nd  other European 
cities.

W henever ono of those d irectors has 
son or nephew, o r th e  son o r nephew  ol 
some influential friend, ho sends h im  out 
west to  take a  position in  tho  ofpco of 
tho company of w hich he is a  director, 
and th e  young m an g e ts  a  fa t place. 
Please understand th a t w e do  no t blame 
the  young m an. As a  ru le  ho  is  a  gen­
tlem anly fellow and does his w ork  to 
the  beat o f his ab ility , and  some of them 
have done well.

HISTORICAL PERSONAGES WHO 
STOLE UNIQUE VOLUMES.

Intelligent Look-

nt1 vor knows in  w hat form  i t  w ill next 
break out. I t is an incident by no  menus 
uncommon in Booksellers' row for a 
bibliopole to  be offered a  book which 
had been stolen from  his next door 
neighbor. There is something m ore than 
a  tradition to  th e  effect th a t a  bookseller 
has on occasion purchased a  book-taken 
a  m inute or tw o previously from the 
shelves outside his shop!

A  favorite mode of stealing books from 
public libraries is  to  procure a  book, sit 
down to read it  and then w rap i t  up in 
an overcoat, and a fte r  th is to  take  up  a 
paper or magazine. The rest is  easily 
guessed. The public libraries suffer in 
all sorts of ways, fo r here tho accumu­
lated wisdom of the  thief finds plenty of 
scope. Some o f  the  tr ib e  have a  mania 
for old directories. L ibrarians complain 
frequently of the  clerical th ie f of ser­
mons and theological literature.

Novels and  "books of the  bibliophile” 
iqs the  French call them) one can under- 
stand being stolen; bu t sermons and 
theology! Women, more or less—gen­
erally more—respectably dressed, are 
often objects of suspicion w ith libra­
rians; for the  "receptivity" of cloaks to 
infinite, and  the  "feelings" o f the  culprit 
must also be considered. As a  general 
rule, the  thief is well dressed aqd  edu­
cated. and frequently  well to  do.

HISTORICAL THEFTS.
W hatever m ay' be th e  causes which 

prompt a  person to  steal books there is 
always this consolation—he is in  good 
company T his balm  m ay not bo a  very 
healing one to  the  soul of tho person 
whose books a re  stolen,-but it  m ust be 
consolatory to  th e  thief, w hen repenting 
in prison, to  know th a t some grea t and 
good men have been touched w ith  the  
same species of insanity. H earne. in  his 
•Johannes Glastoniensis," m ore than 

hints tha t S ir Thomas Bodley had a 
weakness iu  th is direction. " I f  you 
bold," he w arns Sir Henry Saville, "any 
books so deare as th a t you would bee 
loath to  have-him o u t of your sight, set 
him aside," etc. Moore, Bishop of Ely 
has likewise come under such a  stigma.

The anecdote runs to  th is  effect: A 
gentlem an calling on a  friend who had  a 
very choice lib rary  found him  unusually 
busy in  ‘pa tting  h is best books ou t of 
sight ‘ Upon asking his view in th is  he 
was answered, "Don’t  you know the 
Bishop o f  dines w ith me today?"

The very king of book stealers was 
Libri. who. as inspector general of 
French libraries under Louis Philippe, 
had special facilities for helping himself 
and whose known thefts have been 
valued a t £20,000. Tho most interesting 
illustration of th is m an's depredations 
was exposed in 1863. w hen Lord Ash- 
U imhuin issued a  translation of the 
Pentateuch from a  L atin  MS. which had 
been purchased by the  la te  Lord Ash- 
bnrnham from Libri, who had sold it 
under the  condition th a t it  w as no t to 
be published for tw enty  years. I t had 
been stolen in 1847 from the  Lyons 
library and the  last clause of the  agree­
ment. the re fo recou ld  be easily under­
stood. Libri evidently w as no t one of 
those whom Jules J a n in  describes as 
•people who don 't th ink  i t  th iev ing  to 

*teal a  book unless you sell i t  a fte rw ard .”
POPR AND PRIEST.

Innocent X, w hen still Mgr. Pam- 
phiiio, stole a  book from  Du Moustier. 
who w as himself a  book thief, and ought 
to have been en couran t w ith the  de­
vices and designs of his ow n weaknesses. 
I t is refreshing to  come across an ex­
ample when tho tab les a re  so completely 
lum edi.and if  any th ing  would induce an 
honest man to  tu rn  book th ie f i t  should 
be th e  exh ilara ting  fun of stealing from 
another thiet. I t  to reported, however, 
tha t Du M oustier recovered th e  book, 
and kicked th e  C ardinal ou t of the 
house. Catherine do Medici w ent in  for 
stealing books by wholesale and  bare­
faced ; she seized tho fine library of 
Marshal Btrozzi and promised to  pay hto 
sorf for it  in installm ents, bu t never a 
farth ing  d id  he get.

Of another and equally extrem e type 
was tho Spanish priest Don Vincente, 
who sold books and then m urdered tho 
purchasers to  regain possession of hto 
coveted treasures. Like m ost of tho 
biblioklcpt tribe  he cam e to  g rief a t  last. 
The original edition (1482) of tho "Fur* 
eordinacions fetes per loa gloriosos Reys 
de Arago nls regnicoto del Regno do 
Valencia," w as offered for sale by  auc­
tion, a nd  a fte r a  long and  obstinate com­
petition was knocked down to  a  book­
seller named PaxtoL

A week a fterw ard  P ax to t's shop was 
burned down, and he was suffocated a t 
the  same tim o. Suspicion w as directed 
tow ard Don V incente, whoso residence 
was searched, and the re  a t  length was 
discovered the  incunabulo above named. 
The priest w as arrested, and a t  the 
hearing ho confessed—not from  contri­
tion or the  fear of to rm ents in  tho 
next world, b u t because i t  appeared that 
the  volume w as no t unique, as had been 
supposed. He sobbed violently w hen he 
w as condemned to  bo strangled, and  the 
only defense he vouchsafed was, "A h  I 
your worship, my copy w as no t uniquo.” 
—St. Jam es Gazette.

Married Women Don't Work.

Out 
of over 200 women w ho had received 
training as professional nurses thirty-

earlier than  any  records hitherto  known. 
W hen i t  is understood th a t these tablets 
of stone a re  le tte rs passed between tho 
king o f  Jerusa lem  and  tho  Pharaoh  ot 
Egypt 400 years before the  b ir th  of Da1 
vid, w ho w as the  fa the r of Solomon, 
some notion w ill bo form ed o f th e ir  ex­
trem e in terest. These le tte rs were w rit­
ten . so Dr. Cyrus A dler to ld a  W ashing­
ton reporter, about tho  year 1500 B. C. 
and  cast a  g rea t ligh t upon th e  relations 
of E gypt a t  th a t ancient epoch. This, of 
course, w as long before Jerusalem  was 
captured by  tho  Jews.

A t th a t  tim o Palestine was a  federa­
tion o f independent cities, each of which, 
like Jerusalem , w as governed by a  ‘•pre­
fect”—this w ord meaning literally  “ king 
of a  city ." Nevertheless, these towns 
paid a  tr ibu te  to  Pharaoh, and  i t  w as in 
rela tion  to  th is tribn to  th a t several of 
the  le tte rs  found were addressed to  the 
ru le r  of Egypt by  tho  k ing of Jerusalem , 
Abdi-Talja. In them  ho tries to  explain, 
w ith  due respect, th a t lie occupies a 
m ore independent position th a n  the 
other prefects, and ought to  bo treated 
accordingly. F or example, in  ono mis­
sive he Says:

“ Behold, th is c ity  of Jerusalem  neither 
my fa the r nor m y m other has given 
unto me. b u t the  call o f  a  m ighty king."

T his refers to  th e  ancient custom in 
Palestine, by  w hich ru lers were some­
times chosen in  consequence of a  sup­
posed divine call a nd  w ithou t any  refer­
ence to  hereditary law . H aving been 
summ oned to  his throne by tho Deity. 
Abdi-Taba argued th a t ho should be 
treated more leniently  w ith regard  to 
tribu te . In  another of the  le tte rs  ho 
sa y s :—

"Behold, ne ither m y fa the r nor my 
m other has appointed m o in  th is  place, 
b u t the  call of tho  m ighty  k ing  has made 
me enter in to  tho  house of m y fathers.”

T h a t th e  "m igh ty  k ing” spoken of was 
the  D eity is proven by the  f ac t th a t to 
him  as au tho rity  is  referred an oracle in­
scribed upon another tab let, which says 
th a t “ as long as a  ship sails upon the 
sea so long will M esopotamia and  Baby- 
lonia-conqner.”

The ch ief a im  o f th e  th ree  other letters 
w ritten  by Abdi-Taba is  to  ask th e  P ha­
raoh for m ilita ry  aid against foreign 
querors invading Palestine, and especial­
ly  the  d is tric t of Jerusalem . These 
like strangers he callq people of H abiri 
—in  o the r words, they w ere Hebrews. 
I t  seems hardly probable th a t tho He­
brews as a  na tion  should have invaded 
Palestine a t  so early  n  date, and  so 
likely th a t these were some advanced 
tribes of Israel which se ttled  down 
of the  Jo rd an  and  m ade incursions from 
tim o to  tim e. In  ono o f  th e  le tte r 
th is subject A bdi-Taba says:

“The H abiri people are  conquering the 
cities of th e  k ing”—i. c.. the  cities tr ibu ­
ta ry  to  the  Pharaoh—“therefore tho  king 
m ay tu rn  his face to  his subjects and 
send troops. If  th e  troops arrive  this 
year the  countries o f the  kingv m y lord, 
may be saved, b u t if  no troops arrive  the 
countries of th e  king, m y lord, w ill exist 
no longer.”

T his trem endous “Gnd” a t  Tell-el- 
Amaria includes 200 tab lets, la rgely of 
Babylonian cuneiform  script, w hich is 
thus discovered for th e  f irst tim o to  have 
been in  use a t  so early a  period in  Egypt 
and Palestine. M any o f the  other tab­
le ts are  dispatches of abou t the same 
date  from  prefects of o the r cities of Pal­
estine to  tho Pharaoh. Some of the  in- 
scriptions are  in  an unknow n language, 
w hich no  one has so fa r  been able tc 
translate . I t  is  funny to  .th ink  th a t Solo­
m on him self would have looked upon 
these tab lets as rem ote antiquities.— 
W ashington Star.

T he monthly report of Police Court 
Officer J .  B. Johnson for tho month of 
January  shows th a t during  tho  month 
126 cases were disposed of.

Tho defendants In 117 case* were white, 
and 9 black. Forty-seven defendants 
were married and 79 single; 124 could 
read and write; 95 were residents of the 
city and 31 were from the  country.

way each furnished 1 repre?en tatlv .;

N early every trade  and 
pr*tf<s»lon was represented from the 
banker down to tho common tram p. One 
case was appealed; 40 defend­

Nearly 
every offense In the  category Is named 
In the  report, drunkenness and larceny 
being e qually represented. T he amount 
received from* fines was S68, and from

Capt. Sm ith 
and  h is baud of hardy  Irapjk . ; \.vro tho 
first w hite men know n to  en ter Califonlia 
by  the  overland route. He, w ith  Ja ck ­
son and  Sublette, constituted tho  Rocky 
M ountain F u r  company in  1826, and they 
determ ined to  project the ir opcrationa 
westward from the  Rocky m ountains to  
the  Pacific <;oast, and  contest w ith  tho 
Hudson Bay company for the  w ealth  of 
furs and skins supposed to  bo obtainable 
a long the  western coast. W hile the  other 
tw o partners tu rned  northw estw ard from 
S a lt Lnjte and journeyed tow ard Oreg< 
Sm ith left the  rendezvous a t  Salt Lake 
in  A ugust, 1820  ̂ w ith fifteen men ac 
started  for southern California.

Following up the  Sevier river, ar 
across tho divide to  tho  head of tho Vi 
gin, he w en t down tho la tte r  to  tho Colo­
rado, and w as piloted across tho  Moj: 
desert to  San G abriel mission, where he 
arrived in  December, 1826. Tho Mexi- 
cap governor of California, then a t  San 
Diego, summ oned Sm ith to  h is presence, 
and  learn ing  of h is in ten tion  to  go up 
the  coast to  the  Columbia river, forbade 
the  journey, and  ordered Sm ith and  his 
pa rty  to  re tu rn  to  U nited  S tates te rri­
tory by  th e  route he had  entered the 
Mexican province. B ut tho hardy  A m er­
ican d id  n o t propose to  abandon his p ur­
pose so readily , nnd in  January , 1827, he 
quietly  se t fo rth  on h is journey  north­
ward.

He entered the  San Joaquin valley, and 
proceeded as fa r  as w hat is  supposed to 
be the  Sacram ento o r  A m erican river, 
where he encountered hostile Indians. 
Turning back to  w here ho had  encoun­
tered  a  m ore friendly.tribe, ho mado a 
perm anent camp, and  w ith  tw o men 
sta rted  back lo r  tho  company's rendez­
vous a t  S a lt Lake for re-enforcements. 
Crossing tho  Sierras b y  W alker's Pass, 
the  tr ip  to  Salt Lake w as m ade in  tw en­
ty -eight days.

W ith  eighteen m en nnd tw o women, 
wives o f members o f h is  party , he started 
on his re tu rn  to  his cam p by  th e  route 
originally  traversed, b u t in  A ugust he 
w as attacked  on  th e  Colorado by  Indians, 
and  te n  of h is m en aud  tw o women were 
killed. A fter m uch suffering and  re­
newed difficulties w ith  th q  Mexican au ­
thorities iu  sou thern  California th e  sur­
vivors reached the  cam p in  tho  San

and a fte r securing $30,000 w orth  of skins 
tho  pa rty  sta rted  fo r tho Columbia river, 
b u t a ll except Sm ith  nnd th ree  others 
were killed by  th e  Indians.

Ho reached Vancouver destitu te, bu t 
w as well received b y  th e  Hudson Bay 
company's m anager there. A  portion of 
his possessions w as rescued from  tho 
Indians by  aid  o f  tho Hudson Bay com­
pany's m en, and Sm ith finally.reached 
h is  partners, and  in  1830 re tu rned  to  St. 
Louis. In  1831 he s ta r ted  w ith  a  wagon 
tra in  for Santa  F e , b u t  w as killed by  the 
Comanches a t  the  crossing of th e  Cimar­
ron river.—San Francisco B ulletin.

One cannot a lw ays te ll, u n til a fte r tho 
event, on w hat apparently  insignificant 
a c t his whole fu tu re  hinges. Dr. Cyrus 
H am lin, president o f M iddlebury college 
in  Vermont, nnd form erly of Maine, in ' 
a  recen t address a t  W oodford’s  said his 
life depended on  the  m aking of a  screw. 
W hen a t  Bowdoin college in  1833 ho 
mado a  brass screw for Professor Sm ith's 
theodolite, a nd  th a t led to  his m aking a 
steam  engine, th e  first one b u ilt in  Maine.

Ho had never seen one in  a ll h is life, 
b n t ho asked the  professor i f  he thought 
he could sell an engine, i f  he could make 
one, fo r as m uch as he could earn by 
teaching in  the  vacation. The professor 
though t ho could, ho had  made tho screw 
so perfectly. So be w ent to  Portland, 
and  w ent to  w ork  in  a  clockmaking es­
tablishm ent. A t  the  end of te n  weeksT 
vacation th e  engine w as completed, and 
sold to  Bowdoin college for $175. He 
could have earned b u t $10 teaching. Tho 
price of tho engine w as sufficient to  pay 
a  year's expenses a t  Bowdoin in  those 
days.—Bangor Nows.

F o r  tho cure o f epilepsy, o r tho falling 
sickness, num erous are  tho  charm s th a t 
have bec-n invented. A  very common 
rem edy am ong th e  poor people about 
London, a nd  pa rticu larly  in  Essex, was 
to  c u t tho t ip  o f a  black  cat's ta i l  in  or­
de r to  procure th ree  drops of blood, 
which are  to  bo taken  in  u spoonful of 
milk and  repeated th ree  days success­
ively. If  tho pa tien t w as informed of 
th e  composition i t  lo st i ts  efficacy. The 
patients also were to  creep head fore­
m ost down some three  pairs o f stairs 
th ree  tim es a  day fo r th ree  successive 
days.—London Tit-Bits.

The indiscrim inate use of dried  mush­
rooms in  soups and  stew s on tho  continent 
has led to  u nfortunate results in  many 
cases, especially, i t  would seem, iu  Ber­
lin , where tho  police a re  sta ted  to  have 
issued a  caution against the ir consump­
tion. The assertion th a t poisonous fungi 
aro sometimes dried  Vvith edible m ush­
rooms is  sufficiently probable to  cause 
s o  surprise.—London Hospital.

P R I M I T I V E  P E O P L E .
1ETHODS THEY PURSUED IN COOK­

ING THEIR FOODS.

Professor Morse gave his second lect­
ure on “ Prim itive  People” a t  Academy 
hall, and spoke particu larly  of fireplaces 
and  stoves. In opening he briefly re­
viewed hie first lecture, making special 
reference to  tho fac t th a t m en and  ani­
m als adapt themselves to  the ir surround­
ings. Thus dogs and  cats in  civilized 
homes eat corn and  oatmeal, w hile cows 
in Iceland w ill eat s a lt fish as a  steady 
diet, though neither of these animals 
would e a t such food in  tho ordinary 
natura l state.

Proceeding to  tho  subject in  hard , 
Professor Morso cited the  finding of 
baked cakes w ith tho E gyptian m um ­
mies as evidence of the  an tiqu ity  of 
cooked food, and o f th e  universal prim- 
itive fashion am ong savage or primitive 
peoples of cooking food in  vessels resting 
on th rco  rounded stones, which man 
very early found ou t were be tter  than 
four. T his method w as employed by 
the  N orth American Indians, *ho E squi­
maux, the-m odern F inns, and  even by 
the  Irish in  the  Seventeenth century.

Another method employed was the 
cooking of m eats in  baskets of w ater 
w ith hot stones. Some tribes of the 
N orth A m erican Indians cooked corn, 
grasshoppers, and perhaps other delica­
cies by placing them  in  c lay lined bask­
ets, w ith red  ho t coals, and  shaking tho 
baskets back and  forth  and blowing off 
the ashes and cinders til l tho contents 
were done to  w hat tho Indians probably 
considered a  turn.

ESQUIMAU HUTS.
The k itchens of N ew  Zealand and  Cey­

lon aro b u t rough prim itive form s of 
m any th a t a ro  seen in  G erm any and Eng­
land, except th a t iu the  form er cases 
the  fires are  ou t o f  doors. English and 
Germ an fireplaces are  fa r  behind tho 
American stovo and cooking range, and 
are really survivals of prehistoric times 
though tho  hearths for tho  fires aro raised 
and arrangem ents m;fdo for the  escape of 
tho smoke.

fastened together a t  tho top. Tho Esqui­
mau suspends his kettle  from  the  ceiling 
of his ico h u t by  m eans of cord or hide. 
And hero th e  lecturer departed from  his 
subject to  describe how the  h u t is  built— 
spirally, w ith  blocks of ice and  of dome 
shape. The h u t is  lined w ith  skins, so 
tha t w hat little  of the  ice m elts w ill not 
drop dow n on the  occupants in  tho  form 
of w ater.

Theso hu ts aro warmed by  open crude 
oil lamps, in  which is moss sa turated 
with oil, nnd over them are  suspended 
the kettles. Tho oil comes from  the  
blubber of tho w hale, seal and sim ilar 
animals, and is  obtained by  the  women 
and children, whoso principal business i t  
Is in  the  w in ter tim o to  chew  b lubber to  
get the  oil. Under the  h u t  there  is  usu­
ally a  largo supply of b lubber stored for 
w inter use.

Professor Morse describes tho stoves 
of China and Japan , and  showed tw o 
patterns of w hat appeared to  be earthen­
ware portable stoves, about the  size of 
bean pots. O ther stoves aro  rough  clay 
or brick affairs, w ith  openings for wood 
and vary ing  num bers of holes on  top  for 
the accommodation of cooking utensils, 
and none have arrangem ents fo r tho di­
rect escape of tho  smoko o u t of doors.

EARLY METHODS OF GETDJJO FIRE.
Somo of these eastern stoves have 

shrines or symbols over the  fireplaces to  
keep o u t evil spirits, and  in  some of them  
i  light is kept burning, o r  a  little  food 

m o other trifle placed b y  w ay of in­
voking the  care o f somo good sp irit over 
the food Ihpt is to  be  cooked.

In closing, the  lecturer had  something 
to  say about prim itive modes o f  creating 
ind  preserving firo, followed by some in­
teresting experim ents w ith  crude  appli­
ances. The origin of fire is no t know n, 

ts  first discoverer, b u t tho  discovery 
must have been followed by  a  trem endous 
itride of advancem ent by  the  hum an race. 
Probably fire was first used as a  religious 
rite, and b y ‘m any savage nations i t  has 
aeon worshiped os a  god; a fte r  th a t it  
was probably used for cooking, and  then 
for other purposes.

Some people never learned the  a r t  of 
making fire, bu t took good caro never to  
do w ithout it. E m in Piisha, whose rescue 
from tho heart of A frica Stanley sought, 
vouches for w ondrous tales in  th a t region 
x> the  effect th a t in  some sections of Cen- 
:ral A frica bands of chimpanzees occa- 
nonally raid  th e  native  villages w ith 
igh ted  torches. .

Professor Morse illustrated  three meth- 
xls of sta rting  fires—one b y  rubbing  a 
piece of bamboo w ith  a  sharp  edged 
itick; another by  rubbing  a  stick in  a  
groove on a  piece'of wood, and a  th ird  
jy  m eans of a  firo drill. Nono of these 
methods brings a  direc t blaze, b u t w ill 
produce a  spark  from  which a  fire may 
do brought by coaxing w ith  tinder. The 
ire  d rill w as the  m ost successful of tho 
fxperiments on th is occasion, and w as ac- 
:ompanicd by considerable smoke, b u t 
do fire. T ho d rill is a  simple arrange­
ment of wood and cord, by  w hich a  stick 
s  kept rapidly revolving on a  piece of 
Food, and  in  a  fraction of a  m inute cre- 
ites smoke and  sparks.—Salem Gazette.
