THE WINDOM OBSEQUIES.

Solemn Itites Over ihe Remains of
ihe Sccretary of the Treasury.

WasuixeToN, Feb. 2—The national
capltal is truly a clty of mourniug today.
The executive departments and Its varl-
ous branches were closed all day, and
congress dld not assemble tfll 2 o'clock

‘in the afternoon. Flags on the White
house and all other public bulldings are
displayed at half mast, and so were
those of the hotels aud other business
establishments throughout the city, and
the large granite columns of four fronts
of the treasury department wero heavily
draped in black. These honors were
paid to the memory of the late Secretars
Windom, who was stricken down in the
full tide of his usefulness on the 20th
nlt, and whose remains were commit-
ted to thelr last resting place tods:

The funeral was simple In character,
and without the least attempt at display
or ostentation. Dauring the forenoon the
body of the dead secrotary lay finan
open casket In the front drawlng room of
the family residence on Massachusetts
avenue, in the vicinity of the statucs of
Gen. Scott and Gen. Thomas, The face
of the doceased wore a calm and peace-
ful expression. On the casket the only
decorations were crossed palm leaves
aud ropes of Eoglish violets around the
upper edge of the 1ld The latter was &
loving tribute of his daughter, Nellle.
The floral offering were beautiful and
Dumerous.

The house was thrown open to the
public between 8 and 11 o'clock, and
there was & constant stream of callers
during those hours, including nearly all
the ofilcials and employes of the tress-
ury department, by whom Mr. Windom
was greatly beloved. At 11 o'clock the
houss was closed to visitors, and soou
after brief services, Including prayer
and reading of the scriptures, were con-
ducted by Rev. Dr. Hamlin, pastor of
the Church of the Covenant (Presbyte-
rian).

President
Williams, of the Chemical bank, and
President Perkins, of the Importers and
Traders, each receive $20,000, and the
average salary of other bank presidents
in New York is from $10,000 to §15,000.
There is a long string of such salaries,
and the general opinion is that the men
earn their money.

The interests of these vast companies
are all under_the minute observation of
the commanding officer. These interests
extend over all the globe, and require
the greatest judgment and the most
skiliful knowledge of affairs. Many of
these officers by their keen knowledge
of affairs of state and nation save their
companies annually ten times the salary
they receive. They are provided against
almost every system of blackmail by
reason of their vast experience in the
conduct of their companies, and earn
their salaries maay times over.

Up in the dry goods district the big
men of the Claflin company, Tefit,
Weller & Co. and other firms of that
caliber receive on an average $3,000 to
$10,000  year. There are several excep-
tions where buyers and others run their
incomes up from $10,000 to $20,000 a
year. This is in the dry goods jobbing
branch, becanse in the dry goods com-
‘mission branch the average salary of an
employe is from $2,500 to $5,000 a year.
Thero are exceptional people Who re-
ceive §7,500. Allof these people earn
their money, too. The vast experience
necessary to buy goods successfully and
to keep in touch with the vast corpeti-
tion of the present day is certainly worth
a liberal income, Then the eelling of
goods requires an_extended acquaint-
ance, much personal ontlay and the tem-
perament of a diplomat.

NATIONAL AND STATE OFFICERS.

Looking over these few facts and fig-
ures the salary of the president of the
United States comes in for consideration.
The president receives $50,000 a_ye:
and from the day he enters the White
House until the hour he leaves it vers
few men can tell how hard he earns his
money. There can be no adequate rule
of compensation applied to his case. The
vast army of office holders and offica
seekers who besiege him ought to make
the place worth $500,000 a year at least,
But possibly the compensation for the
place is eled ont by its great honor and
the hurras and cheers which greet the
president, no matter how unpopular he
may be, wherever he goes, The salutes
of the great cruisers, the bands playing
“Hail to the Chief, great personal
honors shown the holder of the office
no doubt are intended to make up the
compensation, which caunot be repre-
sented by his salary of $30,000 a year.
The cabinet officers receive $3,000 a
year; senators and congressmen Teceive
each £5,000 & year. Governor Hill re-

ceives $10,000 a year, and the senators
and assemblymen receive $1,500 a year,
One has only to look at the difference in
the figures received by men in public
life and those paid to men who reach
the pinnacle in business life in New
York to observe the great difference and
to wonder at it. The wonder is that
men of the personal abilities at the head
of the national and stato governments
ehould consent to accept the salariea
paid to them. But then comes the uni-
versal statement that the honors of the
places held by them n & measure must
wake up for this vast difference in the
pecumiary compensation. — New York
Sun,

One of thc lost arts, provided it ever
existed, was the malleable glass of the
ancients, The Egyptians and the Phee-
nicians made glass—for many early spec-
imens remain—fully 2,000 years B.C.
In the reign of Tiberins a person ap-
pcnrcd in Rome who claimed that he had
invented inflexible glass. The story
tells that he produced a glass vase,
which he cast on the marble floor with
yehemence, o as to bend it, but restored
its shape with a few blows from a ham-
mer, and that, at the solicitation of a
mob of artificers, who feared that the
new process might supersede the use of
their vessels of metals, the emperor re-
tained the glass vase, but ordered the in-
genious artist to be put to death,

Since then two or three other persons
claimed the discovery of a process for
making malleable glass,_but nothing
came of it. The art, however, is scarce-
1y *lost,” for in the glass houses of
Marano, close to Venice, they make
glass plates which can be bent and
thrown about withont breaking, but
will not bear to be hammered. Every
one almost has seen what is called spun
glass, which you can twine round the
finger as if it wero silk; but this cannot
be converted by any process into a yes-
sel to hold water. Malleable glass is
not a lost, because it has novor been a
found, art.—Thomas J. Bowditch in
Troy Times.

About Bank Checks.

The cashier of n downtown bank said
recently when the public learned whicl:
end of the check they should sign their
names on it would bo a great and glori-
ous day for the employes of the banks
in New York. *When the public has
been taught this little detail,” the cash-
fer said, “it wonld be well to give the
banks a lesson in printing their checks,
The latest fashion in checks is by far the
most convenient one, All of tho in-
formation on the check which isof value
to the banker is placed on one end. At
the right hand upper corner is the date.
Under this is the name of the man to
whomm the clieck is drawn. Beneath this
again is the amount of the check in fig-
ures, and right below that the signature
of the man who draws it. The other end
of the check is filled with the name of
the bank, and o on.

#“The advantages of this form of check
are: First, that the date, amonut, signer
and drawee can be seen at a glance;
second, if tho check is bound np with
dozens of other checls and bills it is not
necessary to pull it out from the bundle
to got information abont it. A cashier
can take up a package of such checks,
thumb over the ends, and set them asido
in less time than it would take to go
over two or three checks of tho older
form. Nearly all of the larger banking
houses and big corporations have adopt-
ed the check, and it will eventually find
its way doswn to the emaller concerns.”—
New York Sun.

The old tower had to be raised by
power, and it was a slow and tiresa
job.

twenty-two feet high. The derrick is
pivted over the forward wheels of the
truck and when not in uss it, with the
pile inside, lies prono upon tho tru
At a firo the derrick is crected by means
of what may be called engine power—
the piston rods of two cylinders. which
aro very-like steam engine cylinders,
connect with the bottom of tho derrick.
Instead of steam, however, carbonic acid
gas, which is generated in a retort sus-
pended near tho rear axle of the truck,

is used.

This retort is partly filled with soda
and water, and when the time comes for
raising the tower asmall quantity of
vitriol is spilled into this mixture. The
gas is generated in sufficient quantity
to create a pressurein the cylinders of
above 100 pounds to the square inch, and
it is this power, exerted through the
cylinders, that raises the derrick. The
pipe is elevated above the derrick by
means of a stont metal rope working
over pulleys and a hand winch, The
stream from the tower can be swung
around in any direction and thrown up
or down through a wide arc.—John R.
Spears in Scribner’s.
