Tho force of N iagara 
Falls (gravitation) can be tu rned  into 
electricity, and brought to  Grand Rapids 
and converted Into ligh t for our houses 
and streets, h e a l fo r w arming and conk­
ing, and power fo r our factories, but 
e lectricity  had  nothing to  do  w ith get­
ting tho  w ater there as wo shall see.

If  tho "sunbeam s" were composed of 
e lectricity  we would be obliged to  take 
the  glass from our windows to  lot In the 
light, as glass Is a  non conductor It could 
no t ge t In.

Now to  show tho  force of light 
w ill go Into a  da rk  room and b u t i 
chlorine and hydrogen Into a  glass bot­
tle ; stop It In w ith a  glass stopple fitted 
a ir  tig h t so no  elec tricity  can touch  It, 
and you can n o t m ake them  unite. T hen 
la k e  It o u t of th e  room and le t the  sun­
ligh t s tr ike  I t aod It will tu rn  Into by- 
droclorlc acid so quick  th a t  the  bottle  will 
explode.

I  have only s tarted  on the  reasons why 
electricity  Is no t a  force. Mrs Hinckley 
Intim ates th a t I  had  to  try  th ree  times 
before I  could think  once. I  m ight pos­
sibly give a  reason In time.

I  w ill te ll you. Y ou rem em ber tho 
little  spark  I  had  in  m y scarfpin Christ­
mas. W ell, th is  is  w h a t i t  has grown 
to  in  less than  n year. T h a t lit tle  stono 
cost me » do lla r  and  tho p in  cost 
*2.80. I  sold tho  p in  for *8, and  bought 
an  e igh t c a ra t stone a  l it tle  off shade for 
a trifle over *5. I  bought a  stud  setting. 
Y ou know  you can  go t those th ings quite  
low now. T hey a re  m ade u p  by  the  
thousands by  firms w hich do n o t take 
finished goods. W ell, I  p u t  th e  stone in  
tho se tting  on a  sp ira l and  sold i t  the 
sam e week for *18. T hen  I  w en t to  tho 
office and  bought th o  best stone 1 could 
get for *15 and  m ounted th a t  in  the  
same m anner. I  w oro i t  a  m onth  and 
then sold i t  for *30, and  I  p u t *25 into 
another stone. I t  w as a  lit tlo  beauty, 
and  I  traded  i t  fo r ano ther one of about 
tho same size, and  go t *5 to  boot. T hat 
pu t tho  stone dow n to  *20, and  I  p u t it 
in to  a  se tting  w hich cost mo *3, and  sold 
i t  a  few  days la te r  fo r *35.

I 'm  a  p re tty  good judge  of diamonds, 
and  w hen I  p u t th a t stone  in to  a  nice 
ring  I  w ill m ako i t  look like  *250 w orth, 
and I  don’t th in k  th a t  anybody can  per­
suade m e to  sell i t  fo r any th ing  less.

My cue comes a  few m om ents a fte r  the  
c urta in  goes up, and  th a t n igh t, owing 
to  a  delay in  ge tting  m y tru n k , I  was 
la te  in  ge tting  dressed and  kept tho  stage 
w aiting no t qu ite  fifteen seconds, for 
which I  w as fined *5. Wo rehearsed tw o 
hours the  nex t m orning, and  th e  a fte r­
noon w as spen t listening to  tho m anager 
read a  new  play and  give h is d irections 
as to  how ho w onted tho  d ifferent char­
acters in terpreted.

" T h a t n ig h t a fte r  th e  play we took 
the  1:35 a. m. tra in  for Rochester, where 
w e arrived in  tim e for b reakfast. Then 
we rehearsed tho  new  play ti l l  noon, and 
in  tho  afternoon wo rehearsed th e  old 
one. The hotel w e stopped a t  was a  poor 
one, and  tho  m eals were worse. My 
dressing room  a t  th e  theatre  w as so cold 
th a t I  g o t a  sore th ro a t  W e took the  
3210 a . m. fo r Buffalo, a fte r  almost 
freezing to  death  a t  the  hotel, and  in 
order no t to  m a r tho  even teno r of 
w ay the re  w as no fire in  the  car.

“ W e all counted, however, on  being 
able to  g e t some res t a t  o u r hotel it 
Buffalo. B u t im m ediately wo had  break 
fast w e w ere ordered to  report a t  the  
theatre  for rehearsal. W e rehearsed till 
1 o'clock, and  w ere told to  be back a t  3 
to  rehearse a n  a c t of tho  old play, 
dow n for a  m om ent a fte r  dinner and  did 
not aw ake ti l l  supper tim e. Of course I 
missed th e  rehearsal, and  o f  course I 
w as fined *5.

ON THE ROAD.
The nex t day  being  Saturday  the 

m anager was good enough to  leave us to  
ourselves in  th e  morning. B u t, m y love, 
you m ay bo sure th a t  i f  any  one spent 
the  tim e tak ing  in  th e  sigh ts o f  the  c ity  
i t  w as in  h is d ream s, fo r no  one  g o t up 
t ill d inner tim e, and  a fte r  dinner 
a ll to  go to  tho  theatre  for th e  matinee. 
A fter th e  evening perform ance, which 
w as c u t a t  every possible point, we 
packed as quickly a s  possible to  catch 
th e  Chicago tra in  a t  11:30. I  had 
upper be rth  over some old man v 
snored so I  couldn’t  sleep, and  w hen 
reached Chicago Sunday afternoon a t  5 
o'clock I  w as w om  out. B u t I  managed 
to  snatch an hour’s  sleep a t  the  hotel; 
then I  had  to. ru sh  to  tho  theatre , fo r in 
Chicago, you know , wo play Sunday 
nights. N o, wo don 't play in  many 
o the r cities on Snnday, only in  New  Or­
leans and  S t. Louis, b u t ' in  th e  a fte r 
noon we m ust a lw ays have a  long re­
hearsal, which is  abou t a s  hard 

"W ell, because th e  p lay w en t a  littlo  
badly in  ono o r  tw o places Sunday n igh t 
(and i t  was no  w onder, considering th a t 
most a ll of us were nearly  dead for w ant 
of sleep) we had to  rehearse i t  tw ice 
M onday, once in  the  m orn ing  and  once 
in  th e  afternoon. Tuesday we rehearsed 
tho new  pieco tw ice, and  on W ednesday 
m orning we rehearsed i t  again. In  tho 
afternoon we had a  m atinee. T his m orn­
in g  we had  to  rehearse, ond w e had  an­
o ther m atinee th is afternoon—and when 
we have finished o ur supper, littlo  one,' 
m ust hu rry  back to  the  theatre  to  play.

Is  th is tho w ay I  a lw ays work? Yes. 
A nd too, ns I  expect to  have to  w ork  so 
long a s  I  rem ain on th e  stage, and as 
m ost all whom you see before tho foot­
ligh ts w ith  smiUng faces- and who, you 
think, m ust have snch lots of fun and 
see so m uch of the  world, have to work. 
Now, do yon like  to  bo an actress?" The 
little  one stunned for tho m om ent by the 
death  of h e r ideal life, looked m ourn­
fully in to  tho  face of th e  actress, then 
slowly shook her head.—Chicago Herald.

The 
leather shoo is said to  possess distinct ad­
vantages over th a t of iron, w ith  superior 
efficiency in  every way. The leather 
shoe weighs 4$ pounds against 21} 
pounds for iron, and i t  w ill wear three 
tim es as  long. More th a n  th is , i t  has a 
g reater coefficient of friction, so th a t 
forty  pounds c f a ir  pressure is  a s  effect­
ive a s  seventy pounds w ith  i n n  brake

There is one pre-em inent benefit w hich 
tho  introduction of the  leather brake 
shoe would confer on communities 
w hich aro subjected to  the  necessary 
evil of the  e levated railroads. They 
w ould thus bo spared tho dangerous 
show er of iron particles, w hich now in­
ju re  so m any  eyes.
