TROUBLE IN SPAIN,
The Revolutionary Spirit Shown at
ona.

BARCELONA, T'eb. 5 —The revolution-
ary spirit smoldering throughout Spaln
noarly burst nto flamo I this city to-
day. There was a poaceful demonstra-
ton, o which o parade and speeches
wero the main features, going on In fa-
vbr of the Republican leader, Don
Nicholas Salmeron y' Alfonso Zolloras, &
co=worker In the propagation of Repub-
lican Ideas, and naturally the crowds
which wero attracted by tho procession,
becamo somewhat exclted. This attl-
tudo of the populace seems to have
alarmed tho officors In charge of the
troop of mounted gendarmes, who had
been detalled to malntaln order, and In
case of such an emergency arlsing to
suppress any revo'utionary proceedings.
Ta any ease the officer seems to have lost
his head, and to have ordered the gon-

Tho result was that sev-
ns were more or less danger-
ously wounded, and & number of bullots
trom tho gendarmes’ weapons were flat-
tened around the balcony and window of
tha hotel from which Salmeron was
speakiug. The action of the gendarmes
deaply enraged the people, but the crowd
seems to have dlspersid without any
open act of retallatfon. Tt Isunderstood
that the government will be asked to
order au luquiry fnto the conduct of the
officers la charge of the Rendarmes.

DROWNED N TUE RIVER

LITTLE ARTHUR VAN KEPPEL
BKATES TO DEATH,

He Goes Down 1n Bight of a crowa
of Would-be Rescue:
Body Not Yet Recovel ul

Arthur Childs Van Koppel, aged 8
years and 6 months, llving with his
parents, Mr. and Mrs. John R. Van
Keppel at 41 Finney street, was drowned
{n the river at 5:45 last evenlug near the
Fulton street Bridge. The boy, In com-
pany with several others, was skating
near the O. & W. M. rallroad bridge and
a number of them started up stream for
arace. Tho Van Keppel boy being con-
siderable smaller than his companfons
fell behind and after skating up the
river opposite Hartman's foundry the
larger boys returned, meet{ng him near
the upper end of the Island.

The little fellow screamed
for help but as the corrent was very
rapid he went down atream nearly as
faxtas a man could run, Several at-
tempts were made to throw boards with-

had bren washed do@n to the old dump-
{0g grounds a larga crowd had gathered,
but their united efforts to save the help.
less boy proved frultess, and he sank out
of sight. The police arrived and at once
commenced & search for the body, but
up to 2 o'clock this morning it had not
been recovered.

The Shortage In the Food Crops.

The magnitude of the food supplies of
anation is not very easily conceived.
We get an approximate idea in tho im-
ports of Great Britain. In 1850 no less
than 58,000,000 bushels of wheat went
into British ports, and flour to the value
of $41,000,000 has circulated in English
bread pans. It is calculated that the
shortage in wheat in tho crop of 1800
will not be less than 100,000,000 bushels.
Potatoes aro placed at tho same short-
age. Fruits, vogetables and berries are
credited with a deficiency of 100,000,000
bushels, Europo reports 233,000,000
bushels lacking in the average potato
crops, and the wheat crops as being 80,-
000,000 bushels less than the annual con-
sumption. Should theso figures bo but
approximately true, they indicate a grav-
ity in the situation that the coming year
will very pertinently show.—Economist.

Temperature In tho House.

It is strange how few people thero are
whose feelings are a criterion as to the
proper temperature of a room. No room
in winter should be higher in_tempera-
turo than 09 degs. Fahrenheit. Yet a
great many living rooms and, worse
than this, sleeping rooms, are kept habit-
ually at a much higher temperature.
