The first
question was Mr. Dingley’s polnt of
order ral-ed yesterday on the Bland free
coluage amendment to the coinage see-
tion of the measura. Great Interest was
felt In the chair's declsion, for lndirectly
the whole question of free colnage was
Involved. The chalr (Mr. Payson) fn an
elaborate opinfon, which he read, dectd-
ed that the polnt of order was well taken
for the reaton that the amendment
would change existing law, which could
1ot be dove In an appropriation bill.

While the chalrman was reading his
declslon every seat was filled up. It
was known that an appeal was to be
taken and that the vote on that appeal
would determine the fate of all free
colnage legislation for thissession. When
Mr. Bland formally appealed from the
deciston tha chairman dec'ded that de-
bate was In order aud a discussion was
begun which bid fair to consume the re
malnder of the day. The question was
finally put to a vote and the rullng of
the chalr was sustalned by a voto of:
Yeas, 134; nays, 127. Speaker Reed
voted to sustaln the chair.

‘The following Democrats voted fn the
affirmative: Avdrew, Mutchler, Vaux,
Spinola, Dunpby, Wiley and Clauoy.
The followlng ropuhucnns vsmd 1o the

The vote was so close that It was not
evident until the last moment which
side would be victorious.

While somewhat chagrined at the re-
sult of the vote, the free colnage men do
not concede thatit isa fair test vote.
They clalm that a number of free coln-
age men did nat vole against the decis-
lon, for they agreed with the cbalr that
Mr. Bland's method of getting the ques-
1lon before the housé was not the proper
one. Agaln, they feared that if a free
colnage measure should be engrafted
into the sundry civil bill and go to the
president {t would probably result ina
veto of the whole bill, and that would be
a serious matter.

Collided With a Cargo of Dynamite

LIVERPOOL, Feb 6.—What might have
proved a most terribla disaster occurred
today, but fortunately the only damage
done was the slnking of a steamer. The
Britsh steamer Kuatzford, Capt. Harrl-
s0n, whicharrived here Februsry 1 from
Galveston, collided In the river Mersey
with the steamer Drumbenderie Injur-
Ipg the Iatter vessel 1050 great an ex
tent that she soon filled and sank. The
Drumbeaderie had on board a rargo of
dypamite. Though the force of the im
pact of the two steamers was sufficient
to crush in the plates of the Drumhben-
derle, allowing the water to rush foto
her bold, it was not sufficient to explode
the dynamite. Had the dynamite ex-
ploced, the result would have been ter-
ribly disastrous.

IANOTHER ALLIANCE IDEA.
A Commercial Congressfor the Great

TorexA, Kas,, Feb. 6.—A resolution
was Introduced In tho senate by Mr.
Kelley today, providing for the calling
ot & commerclal congress of the Western
states at Kansas City. The preamble
recites that harmonlous action on the
part of the states and territorles within
the agricultural and mining reglon west
of the Ohfo river and extendlng to the
Pacific ocean Is a necessity.

The resolution suggests that delegates,
equal In number to thelr congressmon be
allowed the states included, and that

ZLondon's HWigh Death Rate. -

Not for a long period has the death
rate in London been so0 alarming as it
was'last week, when, owing to the fog
and cold combined, it reached the high
figure of 26 per 1,000. This isan in-
creasa of 5 or G.per 1,000 on tho returns
for recent weeks, and how great the
leap is may be judged from the fact that
in Tecent years the rate has averaged
ouly about 19 per 1,000. The weather
has chiefly affected those with weak
lungs, The registrar general shows that
deaths from diseases of the respiratory
organs increased by mearly 300 during
the week, and reached the unnsual total
of 753, or nearly 300 more than the av-
erage for this time of year. The mor-
tality is not so great in London as in
Preston, where the death rate has gone
up in a week from 33.2 per 1,000 to 5
But the average for the great towns is
only 25.1, and London is on the wrong
side of that fizure.—London News.
