The Popular Citizen and Peo
ple's Friend Dead.

HE EXPIRED SUDDENLY LAST NIGHT

An Attack of Vertigo, Similar to
Others Recently Suffered, Proved
Fatal--Brief Outline of His
Career and Admirable

Traiis of Characte

‘Those who were about town Iate last
evenlng were startled and shocked by
the news of the death of Jullus House-
man, which occurred somewhat unex-
pectedly just after 9 o’clock.

For some time Mr. Houseman had
been subject to sadden and unexpectad
attacks of vert!go, with Indications of

* heart disease, 0 his death was not en-
tirely unexpected. On Thursday last he
was visited by one of these attacks,
which were usually of short duration.
He recovered and was about town Sat-
urday and yesterday evening he dropped
into Sweet's hotel and chatted for nearly
an hour with Landlord Johnson and
others. When he rose to depart Mr.
Johnson sald he was golng out for a

walk and would accompany him. When [*

they reached Division street Mr. House-
man sald: “‘You needn’t go home with
me, Johnson:” But the genial hotel
man Insisted and reminded his friend of
his recent attack.

When they reached Mr. Houseman's
residence, at 56 Sheldon street, they
bade each other good night and Mr.
Johnson returned to-the hotel. Mr.
Houseman complalned to his daughter,
Mrs. D M. Amberg, shortly after enter-
ing the house, that he did not feel well,
and Mr. Amberg, who was visiting in
the South Eod, and Drs. Wood and
Barth were sent for, but before any of
them arrived Mr. Houseman had ex-
pired, with only his daughter and his
two grandchildren present.

The attack which caused his death
was the fourth one of the same descrip-
tlon, the first occurring at the funeral
of Jobn Kendall, the second during
the Masonic fair, and the third last
Thursday

Mr. Houseman leaves besides his wife,
with whom he has pot resided for anum-
ber of years, his daughter, Mrs. D. M.
Amberg, two grandchiidren, & Ilnlu son
apd daughter of Mrs. a
brother, Joseph, lnd a cousin Wlllllm
Houseman, both of whom are In the
clothing business ln this city.

ullus Houseman was born In Zechen-
dorf, Bavaria, December 8, 1832. His
father was a manufacturer of silk and

cotton, and also a merchant. His early
education was com) mercan-
tlle, and he was fo his father’s employ

until his coming to America at the age
of 18. went to Cincinnati, and re-
Sialnea! thero untll 1851, mbviog {rom
there to BattleCreek, this state, where he
traded unsuccessfullyone year. In1852,
with no capital, he came to thla cny.
where In partnership with an eastel

friend he began trade in ‘ho clothiog
business, aud prospered. Later he en
gaged (n the lumber business and other'l

enterprises, d became one of the
wealthiest men In the city.
Itis unnecessary to glve a detalled

sketch of the public Jife and services of
Julius Houseman. y ara known to
nearly all the resldents of the city and
Western Michigan, He served the city
2sa member of the common councll,
represented it In the leglslature. was its
chlef executive officer for three terms,
represented the Fifth district fn the
Forty-elghth congress and filled many
other positions of trust, honor and re-
sponsibility.  He was largely Interested
in many of the city’s most Important en-
terprises, and no man has done more
than he for fts growth and prosperity.
While conservativeand careful In_busi-
ness matters, he was generous at heart,
and when once enlfsted In the {nterest
of an enterprise was energetic and pro-

He was truly 8 man of the people, and
the people had fmpliclt confidence In his
judgment and fotegrity. He was kind
lnd generous to the poor, more so than
supposed by those who were not fn-
timatoly acquainted with bis private

SENTENCED FOR LIFE

Sixty-Three Years for Over Seven
Hundred Violations of Ver-
mont's Liquor Law.

A man of 50 has been sentenced to 63
years’ Imprisonment for selling liquor,
belng convicted on 723 out of 1,000 In-
dictments. That sounds llke law In
some other couniry than this, but it is
what has happened to G. F. Kibling, a
citizen of Norwlich, Vt., alittle hamlet
Jjust across the river from Hanover, N.
H., the seat of Dartmouth college.
Bvery college graduate for twenty
years at least knows “Kib," for he has
defied the law and the prophets as ex-
emplified by the atugust facultyof the
college, and has supplied the ardent
more or less surreptitiously to all the
students who chose to call on him.

Its quality has been terrible, Its cost
far from moderate, yot it was liquor, and
that was enough. Time and time again
has the faculty ‘batled” him. Countless
times hias the victim appeared In court
and penitently taken oath not to sell
Raln.

In Ifke manner the genoral
radical programme of the Allfance, which
was adopted early n January, has been
kopt In abeyance thus far, and nelther
the banks, the rallroads nor the money
lenders see any cause for alarm at pres-
ent.  Asa matter of fact, the Alllance
canuot secure the adoption of any of fts
pot measures by the present leglslature,
for the state sonate fs o the hands of
the Republican party. It was possible
to elect Peffer, bacause, In that election,
the two houses met [n Jolnt sesslon, and
the majority ruled the hour; but It ls
ot thux that bllls cyn becoms laws
Both tha governor and the upper house
are checks upon Allfance legislation.

The lack of material for solo vaices
has prompted the organists of dome
prominent churches, such asSt. George's,
St. Mary tho Virgin's, All Angels, and
St. Iznatius', to employ femalo voices in
this capacity, and even as auxiliary |
chorus singers, and the fature will
donbtless see many other churches com-
pelled to adopt this expedient, which
can certainly be defended on musical if
not on ecclesiastical grounds.

The most successful choirs in New
York number about thirty-fivo voices,
viz.c sixteen trebles, five altos, seven
tenors and eight bassos, and although
anthorities differ somewhat the best re-

sults appear to be obtained when the
parts are divided in about this propor-
tion.

Voices vary greatly in quality and
carrying power, which malkes it difficult
to give n definite law covering every
case, but some adalt yoices are a neces-
sity,

The number of rehearsals varies ac-
cording to the stylo of music rendered
and the ability of the choir to read
music readily. In few churches are the
rehearsals for boys less frequent than
twice weelly, and in many cases in
vidual lessons are given in addition.

Many listeners express wonder at the
facility with which the little choristers
render” florid passages; but except in
raro instances theso results aro accom-
plished by hard and patient labor on tle
part of both instructor and pupil.

GERMAN BOYS IN DEMAND.

Boys of German parentage are greatly
in demand, they seeming to_ possess bet-
ter voicesthian American lads, and in ad-
dition a musical instinet, which is a
great Lelp to proficiency in their art.

Boys aro available for choir work be-
tween the ages of 9 and 10. At an

Boys' voices have two registers, the
“thick" and “thin” In tho first the
vocal chords vibrate in their whole thick-
ness and in the latter only tho thin cdges
of the chords are employed.

Tho sweet, birdlike quality of the
trained chorister is due to the uss of the
higher register or head tones rather than
to constant practice, as is generally sup-

sod.

An uritrained boy will sing naturally
in the thick register, producing a hard,
disagreeablo tone, and his voice will
wear ont long before the alloted period.

In addition to the flute like timbre
when the thin register is employed, the
compase of the voice is_extended up to

G und A above the staff without effort,
notes which would be impossible for the
untraized boy to deliver.

In nearly all the surpliced choirs boys
are paid a salary which varies from $1.50
to $10 monthly for chorns work, and
from $15 to $50a month for soloists. Ex-
ceptional voices command corresponding
salaries

A system of fines for tardincss, ab-
senco and misbehavior is generally en-
forced as tho most_eatisfactory method
of maintaining discipline, and it is prob-
able that the angelic countenance of the
average choir boy is nourished by the
prospect of the salary which this course
will preserve intact.—New York World.
