BONDS AND SA LA RIES.
The Democrat and L eader deserve 

cred it for the ir efforts to  Induce the 
council to  drop th a t amendment to  the 
charter  relative to  the Issue of bonds for 
w ater w orks extensions. T he Issue of 
such bonds In anything more than  con­
tingent am ounts should be controlled by 
the  people who have never failed to  re­
spond when fairly  called upon to  appro­
priate  funds fo r necessary public Im­
provements. The Democrat’s  and Lead­
er's claim to credit, however, depends up­
on whether they a re  acting In good faith . 
To those who thoroughly understand 
the  m atter It looks a s If the ir opposition 
Is duo to  a  desire to  resurrect the 
chances of th e  H ydraulic company to 
ohtalu control of the  w ater works. If 
not, why do they not call a ttention to 
the  amendments to  the  Superior court 
ac t by which It Is proposed to  rob the 
people of SI,300 per year w ithout even a 
p retext of any resu ltan t benefit?

T here  Is ano ther proposed amend­
m ent to  the  charter  th a t Is of much more 
Importance to  the  people than th e  w ater 
works bond question. Under the  pres­
e n t charter It takes a  unanimous vote of 
the  council to  order a  public Improvment, 
unless such Improvement Is asked for In 
a petition by a  m ajority of the  property 
owners Interested, or representing 
Jorlty of the  p roperty fronting on the 
th e  street. T he amended charter  pro­
poses to give three-quarters of th e  couu- 
ell, or seventeen votes, au thority  to  order 
Improvements w ithout a  petition, and 
even against the  wishes of the  property 
owners, and against th e  opposition of 
their representatives In th e  council. 
W ith a  three-quarters vote the  council 
may order an Improvement In any ward, 
even when It Is opposed by every res), 
den t of the  ward Including Us members 
of the  council. Y et, th e  foregoing does 
n o t. describe the  most dangerous 
fea ture  of the  proposed amendment. 
Under the  new charter  public Improve­
ments a re  to  be paid for prim arily with 
city  bonds Issued by th e  council. Where 
such Improvements are  made In accord­
ance w ith the  wishes of th e  property 
owners as expressed In petition there will 
be no trouble In collecting assessments 
to  pay the  bonds; b u t where an Im­
provement Is ordered without the  consent 
of th e  property owners there  will 
be trouble and In case the re  Is the  least 
technical defect In the  assessment roll or 
In any of the  proceedings, litigation 
follow and the  resu lt will be th a t the  c ity  
a t  large  will have to  pay the  bonds. 
Instances of bow the  cost of the  Improve­
m ent can be shouldered back on the  city 
a t  large, look a t  the  recen t Improvement 
of W est Fulton street; also E llsworth 
avenue. Other sim ilar resu lts are  likely 
to  follow, even where the  Improvements 
were ordered by the  unanimous vote of 
th e  council and had the  endorsement of 
many residents on the  streets and prop­
e rty  owners. Under the  proposed 
amendment such cases will certainly be 
more frequent and with estimates 
ready made for nearly 8300,000 worlh of 
public Improvements I t Is plain th a t If 
If the  new rule Is adopted there  Is a 
strong probability th a t In a  few year.1 
the  c ity 's  bonded debt for s tree t and 
sewer Improvements will equal or exceed 
th e  present w qter debt.

T his bond question Is a  mo 
ta n t one for the  city  and should bo care­
fully considered before th e  new charter 
Is adopted. T he mere giving th e  coun­
cil au tho rity  to  order Improvements and 
Issue bonds In unlim ited amounts 
for them , would undoubtedly loi 
cred it ol the  city, which Is no t desirable 
a t  present, Inasmuch as It may bo deem 
ed advisable to  refund some of the  bonds 
now outstanding, within a  few years.

A  fu ll leng th  pict­
u re  of tho goddess of liberty  w ith hand 
resting upon a  national shield and  w ith  
th e  topm asts o f several v issels appear- 

th e  background w as another pop­
u la r design for tho  forearm. Tho na­
tional coat of a rm s and  also tho  one pe- 
cn liar to  tho  navy  wero popular pieces. 

Seamen o f a  religious tu rn  of m ind 
m ally selected a  representation of tho 

crucifixion of C hrist to  appear on the ir  
forearms. O thers preferred to  have a  
design representing C hristcrow ned w ith  
thorns appear upon e ither th e ir  back or

The sailor's farew ell,"  representing a  
m aiden and  sa ilo r in  th e  a c t  of parting  
w ith  each o ther, and  w ith  a  fu ll rigged 
ship in  tho background, w as perhaps tho 
most popular design o f the  m any in  use 
among navy sailors during  the  w ar.

Freemasons, Odd Fellow s and  those 
belonging to  Irindred organizations • 
often  w ont to  adorn th e ir  hands, arm s 
aud  bodies w ith  a  whole o r  a  p a r t o f the 
symbols of th e ir  respective orders, 
tho  sm aller designs tho  in itials of one's 
nam e w as perhaps th e  m ost sensible of 
a ll o thers chosen to  appear on • 
body.

T he professional ta ttooers d id  a  th riv - ' 
ing  business in  o ur navy during  tho civil 
war. Tho price  dem anded b y  them  for 
the  w ork they perform ed varied  w ith 
th e  size and  character o f tho  design 
chosen b y  tho  person to  be tattooed. 
Tho price fo r ta ttooing tho  fox h u n t was 
fixed a t  $70. F o r  a  fu ll rigged ship $25 
was demanded. F o r  any  piece requiring 
tim e and  tho exercise of more than  
ordinary skill in  i ts  completion a  sum 
ranging  from  $10 to  $70 w as demanded. 
Tho placing of a  s ta r  o r anchor upon a  
m an 's hand w as a  simple affair w ith  ta t­
tooers, w ho for ta ttoo ing  either design 
charged fifty cents.

Certain of tho  celebrities in  tattooing 
serving in  our navy du ring  tho  civil w ar 
le ft tho  service having in  th e ir  possession 
quite a  .respectable sum  of m oney ob­
tained by  them in  tho  steady  pu rsu it of 
the ir peculiar calling. B ill H asw ell, of 
Baltim ore, who in  h is day  w as held to  
be unequaled as a  ta ttooer, is  said to  
have retired  from  tho  navy a fte r  a  cruise 
of tw enty-six m onths w ith  upw ard  of 
$5,000 over and  above h is regular pay, 
which was th a t  of a  seaman.—Boston 
Commercial Bulletin.

Ho d id  n o t have to  placard  his 
store w ith  “ please don’t  ask fo r credit” 
signs, fo r no one seemed to  th in k  of 
coming in  to  bny  toys or trifles unless 
he had tho w herew ithal handy  to  pay 
for them . B u t now  orders come by 
telephone which no  one likes to  ignore, 
nor can tho  c. o. <L system bo rig id ly  en­
forced, however m uch  one m ay try . So 
every year a  larger sum  has to  bo w ritten  
off to  profit and loss as “ bad debts,” for 
the  am ounts, a lthough la rge  in  the  ag­
gregate, a re  too sm all to  m ake their 
collection a  commercial possibility.

A nother bad  resu lt from  tho tele­
phone, so fa r  as th is  business is con­
cerned, is tho increased percentage of 
goods w hich have to  be delivered. Toys 
bought over tho  counter are  nearly  al­
ways taken  home, b u t  telephone orders 
have to  bo sent, however trifling the 
profit m ay be. I  know  of tw o instances 
in  w hich telephones have been aban­
doned in  the  hope of forcing a  re tn m  to 
the  old regim e. B ut th e  wheels of prog­
ress cannot bo clogged, and  as Ion 
there is  a n  obliging druggist in  the  block 
to  receive and forw ard orders, and  a 
r iva l s to re  close by  w ith  a  telephone 
it ,  tho  new  order o f  th ings w ill con­
tinue.—Interview  in  St. Louis Globe- 
Democrat.

Thus a  m oor b a th  is  a  m ineral ba th  in  a  
concen tra ted  form , and  effects a re  pro­
duced upon tho  system  by  tak ing  a  
course of these ba th s w hich cannot be 
produced, according to  e x p er ts  b y  any 
m ineral w ater.—Blackwood’s  Magazine.

ured  in  th is  coun try  annually? There 
are  no  official re tu rn s g iving th e  num ber 

th is country, though in  tho  U nited 
States i t  is  calcu lated  th a t one um brella 
is m ade annually  fo r every six persons.

o apply th is  proportjon to  tho popu­
la tion  of th e  U nited  Kingdom—now cal­
culated, in  round  num bers, a t  38,000,000 

or 0,000,000 um brellas are  m ade an­
nually. U pw ard o f 2,500.000 um brellas 
were im ported by  sea in to . C alcu tta  
the  y ear 1888-80, a n d  tho  yearly  exports 
of um brellas from  th is country  are  valued 
a t £581,000. In  Franco, in  1830, um ­
brellas were m anufactured b y  100 makers 
to  the  value of £280,000; in  1847, £105,000 
w orth by  303 m akers; in  1883 th e ir  value 
was £ 1,180,000, and  890 m anufacturers. 
Price averaged four francs each. There 
were thus m ade in  Franco in  1883 7,500,- 
000 um brellas, o r  nearly  one fo r each in­
hab ited  house.—London Tit-Bits.

-  A Rare New Zealand Bird.
Dr. F risted t has b rought a  most in te r­

esting and valuable collection of birds, 
e tc., from  A ustralia, where ho had many 
an adventurous outing, and  from  where 
ho proceeded to  Now Zealand. There ho 
succeeded in  obtaining a specimen o f tho 
quain t and  alm ost ex tinct kibi bird. 
This b ird  is somewhat liko a n  ostrich, 
b u t only th e  size of a  crow. I t  has no 
wings a t  a ll, and is covered w ith  f a r  
liko sho rt striped feathers. A nother pe­
culiarity  about tho kibi is tho fac t th a t 
i ts  egg is  la rge r than  one-third o f its 
body.

Ho also succeeded in  b ringing homo 
some Maori skulls, which a re  difficult to  
obtain on account of tho m anner in  
which tho natives bu ry  the ir dead. 
W hen the  bodies have been so long in  
the  ground th a t a ll tho  flesh has fallen 
from  th e  skeleton they  unearth  them  
and  carry  them  in to  tho in terio r o f ' tho 
forests, where they are  deposited in  nat­
ural caves, w hich are  very difficult to  
find. Tho a ttem p t to  ob ta in  these skulls 
is attended  w ith th e  grea test danger, as 
any  ono discovered w ith  one is certain  of 
being instan tly  killed.—Galignani's Mes-
