MONEY FOB CUSTOMS.
T he latest utterances of President 

H arrison make I t certain  th a t no free 
•liver coinage bill will become law this 
year, and therefore any further discus­
sion of th a t subject now would seem 
to be labor In vain, bu t some statem ents 
from New Y ork regarding the  payment 
o f customs In the  event of free silver 
coinage calls fo r comments upon a  side 
Issue.

T he legal tender treasury  note Is re­
ceivable for all debts, public and private 
e icep t duties on Imports. T here  Is 
really no money receivable fo r customs 
b u t gold, o r silver In a  limited way. Y et 
greenbacks are  received Ju st the  same. 
John  Sherman, when secretary of the 
treasury , Issued an order In December, 
1878, directing th a t from and a fte r  Ja n ­
uary i ,  1879, the  legal tender treasury 
note should be received for Import duties 
and from th a t tim e on there was no pre­
mium on gold. T his o rder was against 
law and Is against law today. T h is be­
ing understood the  sta tem ent Is made 
from New York th a t large Importers 
have opened gold accounts In the  banks 
fearing th a t free silver coinage would 
lead to  a  premium on gold and th a t gold 
wonld be demanded for Import duties.

T he effort has been made tim e a 
again to  make the  treasury  note receiv­
able for customs as well as fo r o the r pub 
He debts bu t has always been defeated 
by the  loyal servants of the  bondholders 
In congress. I t  Is tlm s th is disparage­
m ent pu t upon the  treasury  note should 
be repeated. T he tim e may come when 
the  scarcity of gold m a^ be taken  ad­
vantage of and In the  Interest of the 
bondholders It may be required for 
toms to  the  excluaion of the  treasury  
note. I t  would be a  desperate deed by 
any adm inistration. T he pa rty  respon­
sible for I t would c u t Its own th roat 
from ear to  ear. T he people would rls> 
as one man against any party  th a t ever 
again undertook to  degrade the  green­
back for the  benefit of gold demanding 
bondholders.

T he people now a re  In earnest for 
Issues of money equally good to  the  
“ plowholder and the  bondholder" aud 
•till as the law stands the  greenback 
need not be received for customs and It 
Is tim e th is should be repealed.

It  really  looks as If Mr. Dee was 
w riting the  leading editorials of th e  De­
tro it T rlbnne and giving them  the  tone 
of Independence and brain th a t charac­
terized hts first and best efforts on the 
D etroit News. He Is smashing the Re­
publican gods th a t he found In the 
T ribune sanctum  with a  degree of power 
th a t would cover with confusion a bull 
In a  china shop.

T h is  Is sometimes done 
from mere ambition, as when a money 
bag buys a  senatorshlp to  fu rther his 
social advancem ent—Just as Siockbrllge 
did, or contribute  largely to  a  campaign 
fund to  obtain a  foreign mission or a 
cabinet position a s  a  decoration for bis 
vanity—Just as W anam aker did. But 
oftener the  rich man who Invades the 
domain of politics or government with 
his money does so for sordid seifi-b rea­
sons. He desires to secure some privi­
lege which he Is “ willing to  pay for,' 
like t h a t of taxing his fellow-cltlzsns, or 
monopolizing some branches of business. 
To do th is  he buys votes, hrlbes^legl'lat- 
ors, corrup ts Judges, and places even 
presidents under obligations to him 
According to the  testim ony of M. C P. 
Huntington, the  president of the  Cen­
tra l Pacific railroad, th is Is precisely 
w hat Stanford did, first, to  obtain munifi­
cen t government subsidies for his rail­
road, and, second, to  buost himself Into 
political power.

We claim th a t such a ,  use of wealth 
substitu tes a  Plutocracy for a  Democ­
racy Money governs Instead of men 
The essence of Republicanism Is de­
stroyed when one man, o r a  relatively 
small combination of men, carry  elec­
tions, shape legislation, delay o r color 
the actions of courts. Influence executive 
policy and elec t themselves to  senator- 
shlns, through  the  power of money.

N ot all rich men are plutocrat*. Bnt 
every plu tocrat is a  rich man. T he dis­
tinction Is even p lainer than th a t be­
tween poor men and socialists. The 
spectacle of Henry George running  for 
president upon a  millionaire's ticket 
wonld not be more Incongruous than tha t 
of Leland Stanford running on a  ticket 
supported by the  farm ers and laboring 
men of the  roontry.

An Impressive Society Initiation.
In  one of the  secret societies nt college 

Iho victim  is led in to  the  hall blindfold­
ed. The room is  perfectly dark , so th a t 
he could n o t see anything if  the  bond­
ages were removed. Ho is  then  taken 
by tw o strong  men. p u t in to  n  regulation 
graveyard c o S n , w ith  holes bored in  tho 
‘id  so th a t ho w ill n o t suffocate, a nd  the  
rover is  screwed down tigh t. The build ­
ing has a  sha ft to  the  cellar, and  the  
rofiin, w ith  th e  v ictim  in it, is slowly 
lowered. I t  is a  tru ly  horrible experi- 
snce, aud  several young men w ith  shaky 
nerves havo fain ted  during  th e  ceremo­
ny.

All Mall M atter Is Counted.
Persons w ho read  th e  reports o f the  

n um ber of pieces o f  m a il m a tte r  handled 
a t  the  New  Y ork postoffieo. m ay have 
w ondered how  tho  figures were obtained.
The explanqtion is  sim ple: Every piece 
Was actually  counted. E very  employer 
w ho stam ps m ail m a tte r  m ust keep an 
accurate account o f  tho num ber o f pieces 
ho handles and m ust m ake a  daily report 
o f tho am ount of w ork  h e  has done. He 
m ust no t only give tho  grand  to ta l, bu t 
te ll w hat part w as in  each o f the  four 
classes of m ail m a tte r, and  also how  the 
pieces reached th e  postoffice.

Tho letters, e tc., a re  m ailed a t  the 
postoffice, in  w hich case they  are  known 
a s  “drops,” collected b y  carriers, arrive  
b y  trains, or, in  the  case o f foreign 
m atter, are  b rought by  steam ers. A 
repo rt m ust be mado of every piece 
th a t comes in  by  any  one o f these ways.

W hen one considers th a t a n  average
o f about 600,000 le tte rs  alone reach  tho
general postoffieo here e very day, i t  w ill 
be seen th a t the  ta sk  of counting  I hem 
is a  b ig  one. L ot a.person count 1,000 
and  then  t r y  to  g e t some idea  of the  
labor involved in  keeping n  record of 
1,000 tim es th a t  m any, a n d  h is head will 
swim a t  tho  thought. As the  counting I b*c"  of 
is  done b y  a  num ber of m en, and  the 
le tte rs are  subdivided in to  batches, the 
labor is  no t so enormous as m ight at 
first bo supposed.—New  Y ork  Tribune.

G IVES TH EM  A  SHOCK.

AC E le c tr ic a l Sc he S to p p in g

Chicaoo, Fob. 11.—A carriage  drawn 
by a  pa ir of spirited horses th a t dashed 
north  on St. Clair s tree t yesterday after 
noon a t  a  furious gallop made a  number 
of pedestrians halt, la anxiety for the 
w elfare of the  one passenger who sa t in 
tho vehicle. No driver was on the  box 
and the  lines hung slack on the  horses 
A block had been traversed when, for nt 
apparen t cause, the  plunging horses 
throw themselves on the ir haunches, and 
came to  a  sudden standstill. The 
In'ldo opened the carriage door, stepped 
out, with a  smile on his face, and said 
a repor er who had been watchlnir the 
progress of the  runaw ay team: "I 
you think  It worked pretty well?"

" I t  was a  livery man, who says he has 
Invented a  "press-the button" electrical 
contrivance by which a  runaw ay i 
may be stopped Instanter. Beneath the 
d river's box a  two-volt d ry  battery Is 
placed, In the  top  of which are Insei 
three copper pegs th a t p roject from 
ends of the  lines. Running Inside the 
lines are copper wires forming a  ci 
through the  horses' nose by small polish­
ed balls of aluminum which press lightly 
against tho Inner sides of the  nos 
The c ircu it Is opened and closed by 
means of two buttons, one of which c 
bo operated by the driver. Should he 
thrown from his seat before he can press 
the button another button beneath lh< 
seat Inside the carriage can be operated 
by the  occupants.

A reporter tested the m erit of th 
ventlon by pressing th e  button Inside the 
carriage a fte r  the  horses had beet 
allowed to quicken the ir  pace to  a  run. 
I t apparently  worked like a  charm. Sim­
ilar tests on N orth Pa rk  boulevard drew 
a  largo crowd, and the  success a ttending 
the exhibition drew much applause fro 
the  spectators. In  addition to his device 
for s topping runaw ay teams, Mr. Hoi 
has also patented an electrical stim ulator 
for s tarting  lazy or balky horses and giv­
ing them "style" T h is device Is 
e rated through  the  lines also, the  
ren t being applied to  the  horses’ sides by 
copper plates in  the  ba<-k band.

A u ingenious m achine is used in  E ng­
land for preparing telegraph post arms. 
These arm s are usually m ade from  the 
best selected English oak, and  vary 
length from tw o feet to  four fee t They 
are  in  the  first case planed on th e  foor 
sides by  mdans of a  special planing 
chine, and then sawed to  th e  exact 
length required by m eans of a  double 
cross c u t sawing machine m ade specially 
for the  purpose. The arm s are  then 
passed on to  the  shaping machine, which 
rapidly and effectively does its  work. 
The machine is  quite self contained, and 
has the  driving sha ft placed overhead and 
supported upon standards fixed to  th t 
main bed. The arrangem ents fo r deal 
ing  w ith the  various lengths of anm  
have been carefully  worked ou t. A t the 
official test of the  m achine the  wooden 
arm s were finished a t  the  ra te  of three 
per m inute.—New  York Com merrial Ad­
vertiser.
