SAN Fraxcrsco, Feb. 15 —The Aus-
tralisn steamship Almeda arrived today
brioglog Honolulu advices of February
6. The funeral f King Kalakaua was
to take place today, Sunday, Februry
15. The crulser Charleston bearing the
Kkiug's remains arrived at Houolulu har-
bor Jauuary 20. The firstreport of tha
king's death was rocelved as a joke, but
when the people abserved tho flags at
half-mast and realized the truth, the
mourning was general. Tho news was
at once taken to the palace. The goy-
ernment offices were closed and flags
lowered.

As the steamer Charleston dropped
anchor the shore was thronged by an anx-
lous crowd, and when the king's death
‘was announced o strange scene of wafl-
ing and sorrow was witnessed. Busi-
nasson the island was generaily sus-
vended.

The triumphant arches, reared to wel-
come the king’s return, were. draped In
mourning,and what had been Intended for
a feteand rejofcing changed to mourning.
The men-of-war fired misute guns as the
body was recelved on shore, placed Iu a
hearse and guarded by the marines and
Dative troops, proceeded fn & processiou
lq lhe DIML‘E where It was placed lu the

EUREKA SPRINGS AS SEEN BY
A GRAND RAPIDS MAN.

Bright and Dark Sides of a Arkan-
was Henlth Itewort—ilosplitaiity,
Glorlous Climnte, Cotton, Hogs

EurrkA Serivas, Ark., Feb. 10—
(Special Correspondence.]—This locallty
Is becomlng quite noted n tho West and
Northwest a3 & modern mecea for Iuya-
11ds who seek tho beneflt of its heallng
waters and bright, dry climate from
nearly all parts of tha unlon,

Castiug about for relef from rheu-
matic allments, as well as for s milder
climato for February aud March, the
writer loft our ‘Valley City” with bls
better hall uearly two weeks since, and
after a brief stay in Chicago came hither
from that city in 26 hours.

‘This clty of the mountalns, 2,000 feel
above the sea lovel, orfginally called by
the aborlgines **Medicine Springs,” s
located fu northwestean Arkansas about
30 miles south from the Santa Fe rail-
road, and s reached by a spur from the

Erlsco road which jolus the former
at Monetka.

The first thing which favorably fm-

pressed us upon our arrival hers Is the
remarkably blue sky, the suashine and
tho clear, dry alr. Then the rosy facer,
bright eyes and clear complexlon, cspe:
clally of the women aud children, (ndl-
cated & different atmosphere from that
of many more morthern climes. It Is
clalmed, however, that the sparkling
spring waters which here gush out from
the rocks aud bills In half a dozen dif-
forent places, and which are (mmensely
used for drinkiog, cooking, washiog and
bathing, have much to do with the
health of its (nhabitants.
It {3 quite fnteresting and almost
amusing to sea the small army of lava-
11ds every morning marching up or down
the winding streets and paths, cach to
thelr favorite spring, carrzing boitlis or
buckets for frésh spring water. ‘Whis
morning & dozen came to the "'magnetic
spring” while I tarrled about fiftesn
minutes to fill my own vessel. With
mavy of them the palld face or limping
galt plsinly tell the object of thelr visit
here, Ugpon Ioquiry we flod among (hem
all classes of sufferiug humanity; a ma-
Jority of them, however, like ourselyes,
seaklng rellef from rheumatism. O.hers
suffering mainly from dyspepsls, dropsy,
liver and kidney complaints, neuralgla
and insomnia, are alen here in large
aumbers from Iiliuols, Missourl, Iowa,
Kensas and Texar, while quitea fow
regfster from Michigan, Oklo, Kentucky
and Pennsylvania

While I fear the place may be some-
what overestimated by Interested partles
I am bound 1o say that nearly all seekers
after health with whom I bava conversed
«ay they have found fn this climate and
in these waters a verltable pool of
Bathesda, In fact, only one visitor has
10ld me that he had failed to find relfef;
o was au Asthmatle who had been here
for mouths without belng cured, although
bo was stronger, aud now he Is golug to
Arizona.

Imust here add that In this clty of

Ing saloon—almost dn the ouisélrts of
the town—1s tolerated. Ths others bave
been squeezed out by high license. As a
matter of course the peopla are remark-
ably peaceable, Intelligent and active.
Indeed, upon arrival here one Is fm-
pressed by the conrtesy and kindness of
the people. They all seem honesily de-
sirous of making the stay of thelr visl-
tors pleasant and beueflclal, and the
place Is not yet fashlonable enough to
make ving expensive. There are hall
a dozen or more hotels and wang ‘‘fur-
nished rooms” where fair accommoda-
tlous can be had at 85 and $7 per weck.

Swine, I am told, live
here malnly on acorcs In the forests and
thus feed and fatten themselves.

@ find no suow hers, and it seldom
remalns more than » day or two when 1t
falls. Durlng the past week the weather
zage has averagod 45 to 55 dogrees—at
ulght ten degrees lower—except yester-
day and this moraing, when it marked
only 15 10 25 degrees above zero. Such
cold spells are rare, I am told, In winter,
while In summer the thermometor very
seldom fndicates 100 degrees—usually iv
remalus In the elghtles, or Just above.

In fact the corenl Is in such dis-
favor that the term “buck whoat farmer’
has come 10 have a meantng of derlsion
much llke *'small potatoes and few in
a hill,” ete. Then buckwheat Is not
troated falrly after It s harvested and
threshed. It Is usoally mixed with a
low grade of wheat flour or middlings
and before it reaches the consumer loses
muchof Its disposition to Irritste the
cuticle. Millers and dealers vsually of-
fer as an excuse for the adnlteration that
it Is necessary In order to make the sup-
ply meet the demand. The excuse, how-
ever, Is not good this year. W, R Par-
cell, a miller at Corluth, 12 wmlies south
of the city, has ground 4,128 bushels of
buckwheat since December 8 _which cer-
talnly lndicates that the Kent county
crop of 1890 was suficlent to supply the
pure article for home consumption

The mansgers of the state houso of
correction ask of the legisiature auo ap-
propristion of $10,000 to evable them to
enlarge the furniture plant they have
established on state account for the em-
ployment of convicts In that prison

the clgar contract will expire April 1 and
will not be renewed.

We agrees with the prison officers In
opposing any renewal of the cigar con-
contract. We are unqualifiedly opposed
to any farther contracting of prison
Iator.

It Is certaln the convicts must be kept
atbard Iabor and it is further certaln
that this Iabor must be done on state ac-
count. It only remalns to declde upon
what labor the state will provide.

There are two classes of convicts who
will bava to be:given work fn the prison
shops within the walls. One of these
classes Is composed of the dangerous men
sent up for & long time. They vanuot
be taken outside. These can be fully

tory without enlargiog 1t and If the pro-
dutt of that factory is falrly sold at
prices that do ot cheapen free labor
there will be no complalut.

This caused it to
approach nearcst the sun on Dec. 21,
1248, and it will approach equally near
on July 21 of the year 11745. We of the
northern hemisphere will then be in the
midst of a terrible winter, providing t"e
whole of the land north of the equator
has not been submerged; bnt there is
good reason for believing that North
Aumerica, Europe and Asia will then all
e under water.

This terrible catastrophe will be
brought about in this way: The south-
ern hemisphere will then receive 40 por
cent. more heat aud light than it does
now. This will melt the great ice ac-
cumulations at the south pole. One
mile of that supposed two and a half, it
melted, would raise the sea level at the
north pole about 300 feet, at London 250
feet, at New York 200 feet. When all
of it should melt the waters would stand
500 feet deep on the top of Lake Superior,
and wash the base of the Rocky mount-
ains thronghont their entire length —St.
Louis Republic

been trying to settle the question wheth-
eritis born alive or hatched from an
egg. During the summer of 1855, a
cablegram was sent 4rom Sydne Au~
stralia, to London, by Professor Liver-
cidz th tha effect that Mr, W. H. Cald-
well, who Rolds the Balfour traveling
fellowship of Cambridge, had at last sat-
tled the matter. Mr. Caldwell was sent
out to Australia by the British associ
tion for tho express purposo of studyin
the life history of this wonderfal creat-
ure, a mission which was finally reward-
edin the year above mentionad by the
discovery of the eggs and nest of this
living contradiction of nature.

erard Kreflt, a gentleman sent out
 the British scientific societies about
1890, offered as high as §500 for an exg
of the platypus withont being able to ob-
tain one. Still the Bushmen of the re-
gion inhabited by the creature positively
declared that the animal did lay eggs,
even if they had failed to produce one ut
tho request of the scientists, stimulated
by the promisa of §1,000 if ‘they would
prodnce a pair of freshly hatched young.
During Eroffts tour of investigation
numbers of platypus wero caught, many
in the pairing season, and dissected, y2t
1o traces of ezzs wefo found. wherenpon
scientists wero inclined to believe that
tho creatures ha® been misrepresented

when spoken of in connection with the
eggs, and that they wero really vivipar-
ous.

The body of the platypus resembles
the mole, and i3 covered with a oloce,
short, grayish brown far. Like the
beaver, its  tail is broad and flattened.
A horny extension of tho jaws forms a
beak like that of a duck, their margins
being sheathed with horn and_ supplied
with transverse horny plates, two in each
jaw, but these are not truo teeth. Tha
toes are united by a membrane or web,
50 that the animal is enabled to swim
with great ease. It inhabits small
streams and ponds, living principally, if
not wholly, on insects. When the young
are hatched they are blind and quits
naked. Tha method by which they ob-
tain milk from the mother is still ob-
scure, as the creature has mno nipples,
only a flat surface; noris there any mr-
supial pouch, The beak of the young is
wholly unlike that of A adall

Tt cost the British association over
$10,000 to ascertain me above facts.
First, tho instruments and apparatus
with which Mr. Caldwell was fitted oat
cost £1,000. Besides that, he spént ovar
fourteen months in. Australia before 1o
was able to take tho coveted peep at the
rare creature’s eggs.—St. Louis Republic.

No Demand for Old Clocks.

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A Butter Extractor and Croam Separator.

At the Wisconsin agricultural experi-
ment station Professor Babcock has been
testing a new machme for extracting
butter. The cream separating and but-
ter extracting machines are chiefly
Swedish and Danish inventions, and
they aro being adopted slowly in Amer-
ica. The creamery man is conservative,
like the farmer, and justly so, Mis-
talkes are costly. *

The machine tested by Dr. Babeock
was one that could be used both asa
cream operator and butter extractor.
Por producing butter it fed milk at the
rate of 1200 pounds an hour and turned
out & fine article. It was a steam power
muchine. But the butter made by it
vas *sweet"—that is to say, the milk was
sweet when the butter was extracted.
The butter fat is extracted so closely
from the milk that in one case not more
than 18-100 of 1 per cent was left in.

The butter extractor would work with
perlect sati*fuction if only Americans
would buy butter made from swest
wilk, of which the people of Europe are
so fond. But it will ot act on sour,
thick cream.  Cream of any ripeness can
bemade into butter b\ first mixing it
svith twice its quantity of water or skim
wmilk and raising the temperature of e
mixture to 00. degs., then running f
through the machine. Tho butter that
results is of tho “ripened” cream flavor
in demand in America, and it is ex-
tracted by the machine very thoroughly.

Winter Dairying.

The advantages of winter dairying
over sumimer are many. A cow will
give mare milk and butter in the year,
to be fresh in October, than she will to
come in in April or May, and she is do-
ing her best at a season of the year when
ber product is worth ‘most, when hired
help.is cheapest and you have more time
to devote to her welfare. It is a well
known fact that milk is richer in butter
fat during the winter months than atany
other time in the year. My cows, that
were makirg one pound of butter to
every twenty-four ponnds of milk in May
and June, aro now producing the pound
from nineteen pounds of milk.

Better calves can Le raised in winter
than during the summer months, and
when they go on grass in May you have
the skimmed milk fors the pigs that
should be carried in connection with thy
dairy; but it would be folly, in my judg-
ment, to undertake winter dairying
without warm cow stables, warm water,
proper and liberal feeding and the bx st
of care.  Cows like a variety, and wall
do better thon when fed continually on
tho same fee i, - Western Farmer, _
