CLBVBLAND’S LET TE R .
We are bound to admire the spirit of 

Mr. Hyde's article on Cleveland’s silver 
coinage letter. There Is nothing dog­
matic or Illiberal about It. The Invita­
tion Is, "Come let us reason together."

This Is the true spirit In which all 
public questions should be discussed. 
This Is the tolerant, catholic, patriotic 
spirit In which the public utterances of 
a  man like Mr. Cleveland should be re­
ceived. He Is acknowledged brave, 
honest and wise. Prejudice only can 
Impeach his sincerity.

The letter, however, was a great dis­
appointment to the Democrats of Michi­
gan, at least, and we Judge from what 
we see In the newspapers that It was 
equally a disappointment to Mr. Cleve­
land’s friends Jn all parts of the West 
and South. If this letter Is to bo ac­
cepted as Mr. Cleveland’s absolute con­
clusion agvlnst the free coinage of sil­
ver, no more and no less, it  means that 
he cannot be the candidate of the Demo­
cratic party In 1&Q2 and be elected.

Mr. Hyde is certaluly mistaken in sup­
posing that any silver lobby has worked 
up this sliver sentiment In the West and 
South. All industrial elements In these 
sections are unmistakably for free silver 
coinage and we believe before 1892 the 
Industrial organizations will be heard 
speaking for this measure In the North 
and East as positively as the bankers 
and capitalists are now heard against ftN. 
There is no reason why the Industrial 
masses should not get together In accord 
for it  from all sections as are the 
creditor class of all sections against It.

We would not have any rash or pre­
cipitate action on this sliver question. 
That Is absolutely Impossible because 
the question has been discussed exhaust­
ively In all Its phases for years. The 
same tactics against free silver has been 
•adhered to since the discovery of Its de­
monetization aroused a demand for Its 
remonetization. There Is no reason In 
It, It Is altogether prophecies of evil to 
result from free sliver coinage and yet 
every step taken toward free coinage of 
silver has completely refuted these dole­
ful predictions of a silver basis, the flight 
of gold, a  contraction producing panic.

Every day Is proving more and more 
the great necessity of a larger volume 
of money. If this Is not provided for 
before congress adjourns there Is no 
telling what will happen before congress 
meets. A money panic on Wall street, 
preclplatvd by stock gamblers, with no 
surplus In the treasury for rapid dls- 
burs ment may lead to a general panic. 
We warn the money power now that It 
had better consent to a reasonable ex­
pansion of the currency to ward off 
threatened business ruin, for just as 
sure as such a misfortune befalls the 
country under present financial legisla­
tion there will be no let up by the cur­
rency reformers until a sufficient volume 
of money solely Issued by the goven>- 
meut has been secured, and If It can not 
be paid out In any other way and hon­
estly put In circulation the land loan

There are fignreheads, for instance. 
In the olden tim e every ship of any pre­
tensions had a figurehead. Owners of 
vessels vied in  their efforts to secure fine 
designs, and the enterprising gentlemen 
who modeled the representations of fair 
maids, sea nymphs, of trim midshipmen 

f admirals in  uniform did a  right 
pretty bnsiness. A  simple sort of scroll 
work has taken the place o f  the dashing 
figures of the past.

Of course there are exceptions. The 
big English four master, the Falkland, 

an excellently modeled representa­
tion of the Fair Maid of Perth above her 
cutwater. The clipper ship Seminole 
has a Seminole bravo in  full war paint, 
and there are others. In the main, how- 

the old tim e figurehead has fallen 
into desuetude.

Just off South street, before a  shop in 
which nautical instruments are sold, 
there is  the figure of a sailor that has 
evidently seen many and many a  storm. 
He looks as though he had been crimped 
and shanghaied times beyond number. 
Part of his nose is  gone, some one has 
made a  pot shot at one of his eyes, but 
there is a  jaunty, wicked leer upon his 
face and an expression that say’s:

Here’s  a salt as has sailed, an' be 
blowed to ye!"

EFFIGY OF QEX. BOLIVAR.
There are a couple o f old figureheads 

to bo seen on South street that have had 
very hard experiences on land as well as 

a. One of these is  an effigy of Gen. 
Bolivar, and w as the figurehead of the 
ship of that namd.

Originally the effigy was so painted as 
to  appear dressed in full naval uniform, 
cocked hat and all. A t the tim e of the 
draft riots the rioters, having nothing 
else to  do at one time, stood across the 
street and fired bullets,at him. He re­
ceived full many a wound that day, but 
he stands in  his place still, stiff and 
erect.

Another figurehead fared aven worse 
a t  the same hands. It was intended to 
represent Samuel Kimball, of Kennebec, 
Me., but i t  left the sea some forty years 

I t  was then placed where i t  now 
stands, to call attention to a store. The 
draft rioters had rare, sport with i t  one 
day. They tied a  rope around its neck, 
dragged i t  here and there in wild glee. 
Then they made i t  the central figure of 
a  bonfire. Just ps it  was being consumed 
the police came down and rescued it.

But there are other curios to  be found 
this locality besides figureheads.

w ill be told they are.—N ew  York Mail 
and Express.

THE FIRST STRIKE.
The First Wo Know Of Was In Egyi 

Throe Thousand Years Ago.
“There is  nothing new under the sun 

receives nowhere a  more startling verit 
cation than in  this matter of strike; 
The way in  w hich our workingmen c 
modern Europe try to  coerce their cm 
ployers was in  substance the way adopt­
ed by their dark skinned, meanly 
clad, poorly fed predecessors in the land 
of the N ile before Moses led the Israel­
ites out of Egypt. M. Maspero, who 
well qualified to speak on a ll points co 
nected w ith Egyptology, devotes several 
very interesting pages to the subject 
in  his charming “Historic Headings,” 
which have just been published. I 
seems that the families of the workim 
classes were quite as improvident in 
Egypt thirty centuries ago as some of 
them are in  England a t the present day. 
A t the beginning of the month, when 
they had ju st received their month's ra­
tions, eating and drinking went on with­
out restraint. By the middle o f  the 
month the stock began to fail, and fam ­
ine began to stare the thriftless house­
holds in  the face. So again and again 
they w ent ont on strike in  order to ex­
tort more from their superiors. A  strike 
of masons is described by  M. Maspero in 
detail, and some parts o f the description 
m ight almost be mistaken for extracts 
from an English or German newspaper 
in the Nineteenth century of the Chris­
tian era.

On the 10th of the month the builders 
employed a t a  temple rushed tumultu­
ously out of the place where they were 
working and sat down behind a  chapel 
in  the temple precincts, exclaiming, “ We 
are hungry and there are eighteen days 
before nextpay day." They charged the 
paymasters w ith dishonesty, asserting 
that the latter gave false measure. The 
paymasters, on the other hand, charged 
the men w ith want o f foresight, alleging 
that they spent their wages as soi 
they touched them. After some further 
negotiations w ith officers of the govern­
m ent the men resumed work on the un­
derstanding that the king himself should 
receive their complaint. Tw o days later 
Pharaoh actually visited the temple, and 
when the matter was laid before him 
dered relief to be given to the woebegone 
masons. For a  short tim e there was 
quiet, but soon provisions failed, and dis-' 
content broke ont again with renewed 
violence. On the 16th of the following 
month the strike was in  full force again 
N ot a  man would work. On the 17 th and 
18th they still refused to lift  a  tool.

On the 19th they attempted to leave 
the precincts o f the temple in  order to 
carry their grievances into the outer 
world, but found that the person who 
was placed over them had taken precau­
tions so effectively that no one conic 
leave. So they spent the whole of that 
day in  laying their plans. On the fo l­
lowing day they resorted to more noisy 
methods. After vainly appealing with 
loud cries to  their manager, they decided 
to  apply to the governor of the c ity , and 
therefore rushed through the busy streets 
to the inconvenience of pedestrians, not 
stopping until they reached the gov­
ernor’s  palace. Like their European suc­
cessors, these discontented artisans stub­
bornly ref usd to work, spent m any hours 

discussing their position and pros­
pects, disturbed the order of the streets 
by their impetuous movements, and u l­
timately obtained part at least of their 
demands. So we can trace the strike 
back for 8,000 years, that is , to a  period 
when Rome was not built and even 
Greek civilization was still in  ih 
fancy.

How old the method was at that time 
i t  is  at present impossible to sayi Per­
haps the custom is  as old as the pyra­
mids. Perhaps the first strike preceded 
the  most ancient o f  the existing monu­
ments of civilization. —P all Mall Gazette.

Aniitrlan and Hungarian Minora.
A  national congress of Anstrian and 

Hungarian miners was held in  Vienna 
several weeks ago. One hundred deputies, 
representing80,000 working miners, ’ 
present. The demands of the congresj 
were: The eight hour day in  law  and 
fact, prohibition o f labor in  mines for 
children under 16 years, increase of the 
Sunday pause to thirty-two hours, intro­
duction of m ine inspection, state exam­
ination of all overseers, universal suffrage 
and the erection of free technical schools. 
The congress also resolved in  favor of 
1st of May celebration, strikes as an “i 
dispensable weapon,” and the sending ol 
a  delegation to the international congress 
of miners in  Paris next year.

The Scotch Ballney  Strike.
It is  a  striking practical commentary 
i  the ei"ht hour day agitation that 

such an important body of workers as 
the Scotch railway men should have had 
to  resort to  a strike to obtain the con­
cession of a  ten hour day. Other de­
mands were also made, but i t  was sure  
ly  enough to state the main issue to have 
it  conceded. The old objection to n e  
gotiato w ith the trade union was raised, 
but w ith the modern combinations of 
capitalists i t  is  surely late in  the day to 
ignore the unions of men.—P all Mall 
Budget

until our homes are lost, our liberties 
are lost, and on the ruins of our grand 
and glorious republic, the idol of all lib­
erty loving patriots, the guiding star 
and hope of the oppressed o f all nations, 
w ill bo erected a plutocracy of wealth 
and power such as the sun of heaven 
never shone upon, unless God's toiling 
m illions prevent tho consummation of 
the dastardly and damnable conspiracy 
outside of tho balls of legislation.

Forty years ago tho first national 
woman's rights convention was held in 
this country, and recently a  two days’ 
convention in  Boston commemorated its 
anniversary. It was a  notable and well 
improved occasion for reviewing the 
work that has boon accomplished within 
lesnlhan half a century in uprooting tho 
prejudices o f ages.

If the great man who ottered the 
dictum (reiterated for years by innumer­
able little men) that all tho literature a 
woman needed was a Bible and an al­
manac—if  ho were alive now he would 
probably modify his opinion, or else 
would have tho grace to hold his tongue. 
Even in  those old times, with all the 
odds against them, women sometimes 
turned things topsy turvy, and tho brains 
of a family occasionally refused to run

the proper masculine channel.
Many a  good man, wedded to a  meek 

woman and holding all tbe orthodox be- 
feminino inferiority, discovered to 

his dismay, as the elder Thomas Tolliver 
did, that his daughters had appropriated 
the lion's share o f the parental intellect, 
and that ho bail a family of stupid boys 
and bright girls' to  account for. So 
much tho worse for tho girls, when tho 
height of knowledge and achievement 
for them was limited to the range o f the 
almanac and cook book.

Middle aged people can well remember 
when tho name of the first and pluckiest 
of the women's rights champions—per­
sonally a pure and upright woman—was 
seldom heard except as coupled with 
coarse jests and ribald rhymes. All that 
is vaqtly different now. Woman suf­
frage has not yet won tho whole battle, 
but ita leaders have gained a good many 
rights and a vast amount of respect.

More than 800 honorable and lucrative 
occupations are open to woman now 
w hich forty years ago were to her closed 
and doubly barred doors. Few are the 
positions—except political ones—which 
a woman is not allowed to *611, i f  sho bos 
ability and courage and strength enough. 
It is almost a foregone conclusion that 
the girls of a  family shall have as gener­
ous an opportunity for education as the 
boys; in  m any families their educational 
chances arc longer and better.

Tho womau’s  rights agitation m ay not 
have been tbe solo agent in  bringing 
about the great change in  the condition 
of women in this country; b u t i t  would 
be idle to  claim that this once con­
temned movement has not battered 
down a  bost o f ancient wrongs and hur­
ried up tho brighter times. There are 
some battles yet to  bo w on, for legal 
rights and political rights, but no one 
can look backward over tbe past forty 
years and see tho change in the condi­
tion and privileges and opportunities of 
womeu without acknowledging the vast­
ness of this peaceful and bloodless revo­
lution. —Springfield Homestead.

M any a  housewife wonders what 
causes a  peculiar tnsto to her butter, or 
why it  is  that her neighbor's bntter 
brings a .fa n c y  price tho year round 
while her own is  sacrificed a t the fluctu­
ating market prices. I  w ish to ask this 
puzzled butter maker a  few  questions, 
and i f  she can answer one in  the af­
firmative she has at least one solution to 
tho bad taste of her bnttor:

Docs milk come from tho barn cov­
ered with specks of filth and dirt, 
dropped during milking, from the poor 
ly  bedded and unbrushed cows? I f  so 
do you only strain through the coarse 
fin strainer? Do sour m ilk and sedi­
ment accumulate in  tho fine seams 
the milk pans or cans? Are your milk 
vessels washed iu doubtful water and 
need without being scalded? Is your 
milk room poorly ventilated? Is food 
with strong odors, such as fish, vegeta­
bles and meat, placed in . tho samo 
w ith the milk?

In order to make good butter nU these 
details must be strictly attended to. If 
they axe not i t  is  impossiblo to secure 
sweet, finely flavored butter, such a 
many consumers are w illing to pay a; 
extra price to obtain. Many a farmer’ 
family would enjoy an increased income 
If. iustcad of producing an indifferent 
grade of buvter, soUing it  at the grocery 
«t the market rates, they took tho pains 
to make a  fine quality which would 
realize for them a  better price.—Grange 
County Dairyman.

Experiments In Cream Raising.
The Cornell University Experiment 

station has made a series o f experiments 
setting m ilk for cream raising by dif­

ferent methods, the results of which, as 
' ted in  Bulletin No. 20 of that 

station, are as follows: In eleven trials 
where tho m ilk was set in  the Cooley 
creamer with ice water at a  temperature 
of 44 degs. tho average per cent, of fat 

the skim m ilk was .23; in  eleven trials 
where m ilk was diluted w ith an equal 
weight o f cold water and set in  the open 

tho average per cen t of fat 
skim  m ilk was 1.38; in  six  trials where 
milk was diluted w ith 20 and 60 per 
cen t of cold water tho average per cent, 
of fat in  tho skim milk was 1.24; in ten 
trials where milk was diluted w ith 10 to 
100 percent, of its weight of hot water the 
average per c en t o f fa t in  the skim milk 
was 1.11; in  tw o trials where milk 
in deep cans without dilution, in  run­
ning water at 60 degs. to 63 degs., tho 
average per cent, of fat in  the skim milk 
was .80; in tw o trials where m ilk was 
set in  shallow cans, at 60 degs. and 64 
degs., tho average per cent, of fat in  the 
skim m ilk was .48; in one trial where 
milk was set in  shallow pans, and one- 
third of its w eight of water a t  120 degs. 
added, tho per cent, of fat in  the skim
milk wa:

Wo again have a  bulletin introducing 
now method of estimating the fat in 

milk. This one consists o f test bottles 
with graduated necks, a  pipctto for 
measuring tho milk, a  glass acid meas- 

and a  centrifugal machine, a kero- 
i gas lamp nnd commercial sulphuric 

acid. Many  words of precaution are 
given a s to sampling tho milk, i ts  care­
ful measurement o f m ilk and acid and 
the m ixing of them by means of tho 
w hirling machine. Cream is  tho moT 
difficult to sample. Tho cost of tho 
estimation of fat is  small—not over one- 
half cent per te s t  Tho only cost is the 
sulphuric acid, except when a bottlo is 
broken by  accident I t  follows that it 
is  important to have the measure accu­
rate, and therefore all should be tested 
before being sent out. Tho test is not 
patented, and is w ithin the reach of a ll 
—Exchange.
