T am going to tell you one thing that
is very important, and that is that every
pain which any animal suffers just be-
fore dying poisons the meat,” said Georgo
T. Angell, president for the Massachu-
setts Society for the Prevention of Cruel-
ty to Animals, in an address to the chil-
dren of the Boston public schools and
published in Our Damb Animals,
“If you wonnd a bird and don't kill it,
every minute its meat i3 growing worse,

u cateh an animal in a steel trap,
every minute it stays there its meat is

Cheese

In an address before the New York
Farmers' institnte, Mr. D. McPherson,
the noted Ontario cheesemalker, said:

‘0 aro all anxions to leard something
new. Cheesemaking has been gupposed
toboa very smple thing. My experi
encoof twenty-ono years has tanght mo
that it is a very difficult thing. Itis al-
‘most impossible to control results and to
make checso such as is wanted. Cheese-

making consists simply in chabging a
fluid into a solid. This on the surface
may seem to bo a little thing, but it is
in reality a very intricate thing to do.
But ono thing is ndded—rennet (not
counting ealt); and one thing taken out
—whey. Fermentation is the chicf chem-
ical factor. To control this azent is tho
most difficult thing to do and have its
work just right. 3

The first requisite is a uniform con-
dition of the milk. Without uniform
milk we cannot have uniform checse.
Temperature, moisture and time nre
most important, Mill which has about
8 percent. of butter fat and 8 per cent.
of casein, being purc and sweet in flavor,
is what is wanted. Any slight change
in the temperature and composition of
milk will affect the character of the

eese. Too much moisture is detri-

mental. If the air is charged with elec-
tricity the milk should be cooled. It
should always be acrated. A great deal
of aeration will improve its keeping
qualities, and it will also make better
cheese.
Any discovery which would enable us
to determine the exact amount of moist-
ure would be a boon to cheesemakers.
Asghown with the hot iron, the curd
should costain 48 per cent. of moisture
when there are fine threads on the iron.
When taken from tho press the cheeso
shonld have 88 per cent. of moisture,
and when well cured 833 percent, An
excess of moisture tends to carry on fer-
mentation; a reduction to lessen it. A
low temperature leaves a soft, pasty
cheese, and a high temperature, a hard,
firm cheese, according to the degree of
heat. Putrefactive fermentation must
be avoided. Itis the greatest dread of
the cheese maker.

A large amount of acid and moisture
in the curd at any stage canses the
cheese to be leaky, crumbly and mealy.
A small amount of acid with an ordi
nary amount of moisture causes a corky,
pen cheese, with a smooth texture, and
it goes offi-flavor very shortly. Milk

should keep sweet three hours at a tei-
perature of 84 degs. When the curd will
draw out on a hot iron one-sixteenth of
an inch it is ready to have the whey
drawn off. The acid should be devel-
oped after this at a temperaturs of 95

Cooltng Milk Withiout a Spring.

With much less money than §100 a
first class outfit can be purchased of any
of the standard males of cabinet cream-
ery supplies, and with a well filled ice
house—which, by the way, no farmer
should try to get along without—this
will put it within the power of every

butter maker to make an article which
she will mot be obliged to sell for a shil-
ling a pound, or trade out at the villago

Our dairy outfit consists of a milk-
room, 12 by 15 feet, adjoining the wash-
room. It is wainscoted up and ceiled
inside with black oak in strips three
inches wide, plain, alternating with
beaded. This is finished with oil. On
one side is a refrigerator, which is built

out into the ice house, which joins the
milkroom on that side. This refrigerator
is o homo tade affair, and is simply a
large box, four feet in width, the satno
in depth and five in height, with the

open side toward tho. milkroom, from
which a door opens intoit. Itis fitted
'with shelves for the storing of cream,
butter, ete. It is lined with ga]vanluﬂl
f course, it is surrounded on
threo eides and the top with ice. The
milkroom contains a four-can Wilson
cabinet creamer, a barrel churn, a butter
worker, together with a table and scales
for weighing butter. A well of puro
cold water is within threo feet of the
door. Though this system may not pro-
duce any bester results than the spring
water, it has at least one or two adyan-
tages, It can be used in winter and
summer alike; while a separate milk-
room at some distance from the house
might not perhaps be convenient at all
seasons of the year, and a great saving
of steps is also effected by having the
milkroom under the same roof as the
living rooms.
