“The Confidential Memorandum” is
neither more nor less than a railroad
black list, and it contains some startling
information about various people whose
pames are not unknoswn to the American
public. Only the higher officers of rail-
ways can obtainit. Some persons whose
names are contained therein might con-
sider the charges bronght aguinst them
libelous, and 5o to avoid responsibility
and evade law suits the names of the
publishers and the place of publication
are not printed upon t's: title page.

Nearly every railroad m the United
States is a part proprietor in the ‘Mem-
orandum,” and those who compile it
draw their pay and inspiration from the
records of hundreds of ralronds in
Uncle Sam’s domain. Little short of a
special dispensation of Providence en-
ables any one except a railroad official
to see the book.

The hook contains nineteen pages of
names of delinquents and seven pages of
the names of periodicals and their edit-
ors whoabused the courtesies extended
to them by railroads. Notwithstanding
the edicts of the interstate commerce
law an uncommonly large number of
persons other than railroad men secure

and reduced rates from railroads,
and it frequently bappens that the re-
cipients dispose of these favors to friends,
scalpers and even to strangers “for a
cousideration.”

When a person is detected in loaning,
selling, exchanging or altering a pass,
his name appears in the next issue of the
“Memorandum,” and when he next ap~
plies to any road for favors heis met

ith a fived snileand a polite excuse,
but never the true one.

Unhappily there are found on the
black list the names and residences of
several clergymen, as well as statesmen,
who have abused the privilege. The
are in some cases stated in an
almost brutally epecific manner, and
would prove rather shocking reading to
the wives, children or [riends of the cal-

prits.

Among the “A’s” are twenty-three
names, including that of a clerzyman,
who is charged with altering and loan-
ing balf-fare permits. The list of sixty-
eight names commencing with “B" de-
scribes ono as a. thcnmc.u agent and a
“d. b., first water.”

Farmers' Insurance Companles.

At the recent meeting of the executivo
committeo of the California Farmers'

liance the question of mutual fire in-
surance was fully discussed. W.
Hines, after a long dissertation on tho

advantages to be gained by the forma-
tion of such companics, presented a tab-
ular statement wherein he proved the
immense advantages that would neces-
sarily accrue to the farmer of this state
Dy such organizations. Ho showed that
the saving in premiums on fire risks
alone would amount to more tyen 50
per cent., besides the satisfuction of
knowing that each member insured
would be responsible to the *“ars to the
amonnt of his holding for the losses sus-
tained by any who held a po¥ey in the
proposed mutnal company.

A petition was then agreed upon, to
be presented to the legislature at its
present session, asking that a new sec-
tion sball be added ta the civil code, to
be nambered section 432, prov\dmg that
“mutual insurance companies or a
ciations may be formed in s state
with or withont any act of incorpora-
tion, such companies to provide by their
bylaws for a payment by members of
their proportionate share of any loss by
fire gustained by a member, and that
such bylaw, in accordance with the con-
stitution, shall have the force and effect
of a statate in determining the liability,
of a member to pay a share of the loss.

intrinsically more valuable large one.
The Mongols, Thibetans and Turke-
stanese have never consented to use the
Chinese copper cash, although it is the
standard money of the realm. Tho first
named people use silver ingots or brick
tea; the others havo a silver currency
of their own.—Cor.

ROMANCE AND REALITY.

TOURGEE'S CONTRIBUTION TO THE
SOCIAL MOVEMENT.

Thio Serfous Problem Presented by the In-
cronse In the Army of Women Wago
Worker—What Mast Be Done to Solve
Xt—Miss Van Etten's Views.

The social movement, or, as it 13 gen-
erally called, the labor movement, has
become a favorite topic with novelists
during recent years, The economists and
essayists no longer have this field all to
themselyes. Writers of fletion may not,
as a rule, scarch as far into the dark
caverns of science as the professors, bt
many ot them get much closer to the
actual life of their times—learn more of
tho conditions which exist, So it is not

unusnal that the background upon which
the novelist traces the characters of his
story 18 a more faithful representation of
the social and economic situation than is
presented by the compilers of heavy-
weight statistics and complex theories.
And I'really bellave the former of thioso
two echools has dono most to turn the
eyes of readers in the right direction.

“Murvale Eastman, Christian Social-
ist,” by Albion W. Tourgee, author of
“A Fool's Errand,” “Bricks Without
Straw,” and other well known worls,
has just been issued in book form.

Many will say that this is the best of fic-
tion's contribntions on the social ques-
tion. While it shows deeper research
than is apparent in *Metzerott,” it is
not open to the objections made to

Looking Backward." Fault is found
with Mr. Bellamy’s book becanse it goes
&0 far into details as to frighten the tim-
id ones, who fear they will be turned out
of their homes and have their individu-
ality squeezed to death if ever its propo-
sitions are adopted. Mr, Tonrgee is con-
servative in his statements and modest
in his recommendations in ‘‘Murvale
Eastman."
