There  are  several still to  receive consid­
era tion  In th e  senate , and In nearly  
every case they will have to  come before 
the  house agalo, as th e  senate will more

BY FABREIt REYNOLDS 
The question of our medium of ex­

change—tho origin and character of our 
money—Is the  broadest plank  In the 
platform  of th is  republic's finances. The 

ib jeet Is a  fundam ental one, bu t a fte r 
all I t may be qu ite  profoundly discussed 
In common sense fashion, without 
erud ite  am biguity or pedantic verbiage. 
Our congressmen often  forgot this.

W hatever tho olden practice (and the 
historical p a rt of the  theme Is not 
herein discussed), the  U nited States au­
thoritatively -and exclusively assumes 
absolute power and proprietorship in 
th e  money m auufacludng  business. 
From  the  government's m ints and 
presses comes every lawful dollar; 
and anybody else making oven the 
sm allest bill o r  coin, constitutes the 
crime of counterfeiting. And It I s a  
sta tes prison offense to  havo even bogus 
money In our possession, w hether we 
pay for I t or not. Tho N ation has the 
gigantic and entire  monopoly of creating 
and pu tting  ou t to  the  people 
all our legal coins and currency. Tho 
grea t sta tes and millionaires of the  
country, and no m atter w hat stacks of 

silver, copper o r paper they may 
have, can no t m anufacture  a  dollar or a

T he nation thus being the  origin of 
i r  money, many Im portant questions 

arise, both from a  governm ent and a 
people's standpoint, and among these 

vo prim ary considerations as to 
w hat our medium of exchange shall be 
made of, and, how I t shall be Justly and 
wisely p u t from the  governm ent's mints 
and presses Into the  hands of the  multl- 

dc?
As to  the proper money material the 

widest difference of opinion obtains. 
Some would havo a ll gold; o thers gold, 

and  copper; b u t a  combination of 
metal and paper money seems to  have 
the  approval of the  m ajority—such be­
ing the  m anufacturing policy of the 
United States a t  present.

B u t again comes up  tho problem as 
w hat shall be the  standard? We 

w ant our dollars to  be dollars th e  world 
Republican America can  stand  no 

discounts. As th e  government makes 
the money, so It and a ll other g rea t na­
tions m ust ta k e  It—otherwise our me- 

of exchaoge would fall sho rt of 
the  public demand and the  purposes of 
commerce. Uncle Sam's dollars m ust 

nlversally honored, and over a t  par, 
whether made of m etal or paper. This 

sellevldent to  every American 
citizen, w ith even th e  rudim ents of a 
statesm an and p a trio t In him.

And here opens th e  ba ttle  of theories 
between the  biggest heads of our cepub- 
Uc today. We m ust havo a  world's 
standard—or honored recognition—be­
yond all doubt; b u t m ust th a t measure­
ment be one wholly of gold? W hatever 
system th e  nations of Europe may have, 
are  we obliged to  conform to them? If 
the  gold dollar, consisting of so many 
grains, and  for reasons th a t a re  monopo­
lis tic  and a rb itra ry  rem ains the  trans- 
A tlan tic  s tandard , should th e  United 
Slates forever kneel to  the  Yellow Mam­
mon and be whipped Into line? Owing 
to  the  generally understood fac t th a t 
the re  Is no t enough available gold In the  
world—embracing both bullion and coin 
—for the  financial foot of any single' 
grea t nation to  stand upon, m ust the 
people of th is  republic be made to  fold 
the ir  arm s and  sit down? Has gold been 
God-ordalned to perm anently ru le  as an 
International king? One of the  most 
worthless of metals, Intrinsically, and 
only highly valuable because of Its 
rarity , why shall*lt universally  retain 
such fictitious Importance? Should not 
the  fac t th a t th is  popular commodity for 
gew-gaws and old tee th—wero I t the 

money—would no t afford a  cent 
coin to one In a  thousand of the  e a r th ’s 
population, forbid a  governmental and 
philosophical significance? M ust our 
republic, like Aaron, tro t o u t th is  golden 
calf for the  m ultitude to  forever wor­
ship? Because there Is not gold enough 
to  go around, Is an argum ent th a t It 
was never Intended to  be passed around, 
either as a  medicine or exchange, or— 
for the  same grounds—as an only basis of 
currency.

B ut how of silver? And a  bl-meltallc 
standard?

Well, tho government has more of 
th a t product; b u t eveu then It can be 
monopolized by the  mine owuets, Wall 
s tre e t and our millionaires, and the  gold 
and silver syndicates, can make "co r­
ners” on th e  nation 's entire  supply of 
minerals—tho same as they do on pork 
and wheat—and th is embracing alike 
the  whole ou tpu ts of our copper, Iron, 
tin  and lead mines.

Besides, both th e  world’s silver and 
gold, visible and available, would 
around to  1's population—If anybody 
wanted to  lug It around. They are  too 
bulky, and fa r  from ample, as money to 
carry  on the  world’s or th is republic's

makes tho transfer too bulky, of course 
Uncle Sam 's silver certificates would bo 
innored as our greenbacks now are. As 

th is  republic’s bonds are  a t par, why 
shouldn 't Its money be, backed In the 
sam e way? W hy, our Astors, Stew arts, 
V anderbilts, and even Goulds, could 
Issue the ir promissory notes, payable a t 
sigh t In Now York, and they would pass 
c u rren t a t  th e ir  face value around tho

B u t the  government owns and works
>ne of our mines. And shall th e  na­

tion buy a ll the ir products—gold and 
r—and m ake it  Into money? Or 

shall the  mine owners c a r t the ir ore up 
to the  back door of our government 
mint and have It shoved back to  them In 
brigh t dollars? How about such coin­
age being unlimited and free? and 
whether wholly of the  products of Amer­
ican mines? Also shall the  bullion value 
of all coins—the ir Intrinsic metal worth 
—bo the ir  standard  of measurement? 
T h a t Is, shall a  dollar be th a t In the 
scales as well as over the  counter? And 
how about bullion going up  and down, 
owing to  the  yield of mines, foreign 
m arket demand, and syndicate or shy- 
lock manipulation of the  metals? 
Would not an Immense sllver-flnd In the 
Rocky mountains—or gold, for th a t 
m atter—bankrup t the nation or block 
the free coinage system? Surely such 
crisis from over prodnctlon fell upon 
A ustralia  and several other countries. 
W eights of metal stam ped as dollars 
fell to  nearly  half of tha t 
bullion value, which was m aking 
millionaires of the  miners, and the  
government madly backing 50-cent pa­
per for Its full face. T hey abolished 
free coinage and were only saved by thus 
calling a  ha lt. Can this government 
authorize unbounded coin Issue, to 
ex ten t of our mines, and yet guard th e  
the  nation and the  people? And how 
much c irculating medium per cap ita  
does the  United States w ant anyhow? 
Would we not become a laughing stock 
In the  eyes of the  governments of the  
world, by branding silver pieces as dol­
lars th a t would no t be w orth over slxtyl 
cents or so In world’s markets? W hat 
good for our people to  carry  such money 
around in baskets? How would the 
American eagle look on Iron or tin  tab­
lets?

But, finally, w hat shall the  nation' 
money be? W hat Its value? And how 
to be circula ted among th e  people?

T he free s ilver coinage bill sent down 

from the  senate to  the  house of repre­
sentatives has been killed In committee 
and now I t Is almost absolutely certain 
th a t the  silver question will remain to  
be fought over In the  next presidential 
cam pilgn.

I t  Is true  the  next congress will cer­
ta inly pass a  free sliver coinage bill, ba t 
I t Is al*o certain th a t the  president will 
veto the  bill and be denied a  renomlnu- 
tlon.

T he old parties will no t dare to  op­
pose free silver In the ir platform s or 
candidates bu t both will try  to  straddle 
the question.

T h is  will enable the  Republicans to  
keep together so far as sliver coinage Is 
Involved T h a t party  Is not strongly 
for free sliver and never has boon.

You evince the 
pluck of a  hero, Mr. L 'sle, when you 
say: " I  ask no q u a rte rs ."  Your re­
cen t reply to  " M r. G et Your Gun, 
Johnny ,"  Mr. Gibson and myself exem­
plifies th e  fac t th a t  you a re  '  fearfully 
and wonderfully m ade." W hy you 
should deal so largely In balderdash 
about spooks, hobgobhllns and ghosts I 
am unable to  say. Perhaps In using 
such scarecrows for a  subject you In­
tended to  frigh ten  us. If not, I  beg your 
pardon for th ink ing  so.

Be th is as I t may you kindly a tk  us to 
explain th e  existence of God and the  
principles upon which th e  universe is 
operated. T im e and space permits 
only to  glance a t  your sayings. In  your 
a rtic le  you y e t persist th a t "electricity  
le the  only force know n.”  Should you 
a 'm  to reason a s  well about the existence 
of God as you do about the  prlnclpl, 
n a tu ra l philosophy you m ight possibly 
find God and see th e  principles upon 
which ihe  universe Is governed. The 
sp ir it God Is Ju st a s easily seen and com­
prehended by the  principles of philoso­
phy as your god e lectricity  and Infinitely 
more so. Every principle Is surely an 
Invisible something. T heir  existence i« 
known because we see th e ir  effects. The 
eyes of vision are  no be tter  to see things 
than  the  eye of the  mind.

I  am well aw are th a t electricity Is a 
medium of force, b u t Is not of Itself 
force. E lectric ity  Is tru ly  one of ihe 
grea test wonders lo all the  laboratories 
o f na tu re  I t  Is an Im portant fac tor In 
life, light, heat and force. I t  pervade: 
all known substances. I ts  normal slate 
Is la ten t, or Invisible, and assumes 
positive and negative charse t, r. When 
thusexclted, It again tends to  Its oatur. 
sta te  of equilibrium. Sim ilar sta tes . 
electricity  repel bodies and dissimilar 
s ta te s  a ttra c t them. T hus e lectricity  Is 
supposed to  be a  subtle fluid and ha’ 
much to  do w ith magnetism and gslvan 
Ism. A dm itting all of this, It dorsnoi 
disprove th a t the  origin of force th a t h 
seen In electricity Is the  sp ir it of God 
which I claim.

In  a  recen t article  in  T he P all Mall 

G azette a  w riter  h in ts  th a t the  flics, 
which a re  m entioned by old w riters rui 
having been p lentiful on  Benmore dur­
ing  th e  m ost rigorous p a r t of th e  w in ter 
preceding tho  advent of th e  plagno in  
London, have again  appeared in  the  
snow bound heights o f the  old mountain. 
H e says: “ A week since, in  company 
w ith  a  friend . I  m ade tho ascent of Ben- 
m ore from  Crianlarich. W e found the  
cone well filled w ith  snow , w hich got 
deeper and  firmer a s  wo ascended, and 
w hen we reached w ith in , say, 600 o r  000 
fee t of the  top  wo cam e upon  a  solitary 
fly, qu ite  dead, b n t  which had  evidently 
been very recently  in  tho  full enjoym ent 
of life  and health . A few feet fu rther on 
w e found five or six m ore, some alive 
and some dead, b u t higher stall, and 
w ith in  a  very short distance of tho  top, 
w e were surprised to  find hundreds and 
thousands of them, all a live and appar­
e n tly  enjoying themselves.

“ A t th is  e levation th e  ground was 
deeply covered w ith  snow , and all the  
rocks thickly crusted w ith  ice. We 
noticed th a t  i t  w as pa rticn larly  where
th e  ice w as thickest th a t th e  insects 
w ere m ost numerous. On th e  son th  side 
of th e  m ounta in , where we descended, 
w o saw none of our little  friends. I  am 
n o t a  na tu ra lis t , and  Benmore m ay bo 
the  ord inary  w in ter resort of the  fly, b u t 
i t  appears curious th a t  a n  insect which 
'is  usually associated w ith  tho  ideas of

T his has been surpassed of la te  b y  the  
poetical sim ile th a t  the  un fortunate  man 
is  like the  htbel on  a  bottle.

Tho 
tw o new w ords of th e  year in  London 
a re  "spooF' and  "w ide.” To spoof a  
m an m eans to  tr ic k  him , to  comment 
and  p u t up  a  w icked tr ic k  on  h im , and 
to  generally cavort w ith th e  more tender 
a n d  trustw orthy  elem ents of h is na ture . 
W hen yon say th a t a  m an is "w ide"  in  
London a  flush of m ingled pride and 
satisfaction overspreads h is face. I t  h 
a  g rea t thing  to  bo clever, sm art, dow 
ney, know ing and  wideaw ake, b n t people 
w ho are  all these th ings are  a s noth ing  
com pared to  th e  m an who is  “ wide.1

Tho kitchen  and  nursery  versus the  
factory and store question has long en­
gaged the atten tion  of women who arc 
devoting th e ir  lives to  tho improvement 
of th e  m ateria l condition of the ir sisters.
In  other w ords, those ph ilanthropic per­
sons are  w ondering w hether, a fte r all, 
the  w orking w oman has dono a  wise 
thing  by leaving th e  sphere w hich was 
peculiarly her own, w ith  d ifferent sur­
roundings, since th e  days of Adam , and 
invading the  occupations which are, by 
the ir na tu re , adapted to  men.

Some opinions on th is sub ject have re­
cently been given. T hey  camo from wo­
men w ho thoroughly understand the  ex­
isting conditions o f life, and the ir ex­
pressions were echoes w hich a re  heard 
everywhere now adaya The best friends, 
male a nd  female, of the  w orking women 

asking th e  sam e question—W hy do 
women p n t  themselves under circunt- 
stances where they  m ay  bo led to  starva­
tion or sham e when they can readily 
avoid both by rem aining w ithin the ir 
na tural sphere?

T he answ er given by a  lender of tho 
working women is th e  only one th a t  cov­
ers the  question in  m any cases. I t  is  tho 
" lady craze." T he “saleslady" and  the 
"factory  lady” have an am bition to 
eclipse th e  wtvee and  daughters of their 
employers in  tho  m a tte r  of dress, and 
they eee noth ing  absurd  in  carry ing  out 
their purpose. A nd tho  com m unity seems 
to  agree w ith  them.

WAGES Itr TWO LIRER OF WORK.
Careful observers say th a t  in  th is m a t­

ter tho g irls a c t  ju s t the  sam e as tho 
young m en of the  day who crow d one an 
other fo r clerkships, e tc., whoso pay 1 

3T a  week, ra th e r  than  learn a  trad  
which they  can  earn  throe or four 

times th a t m uch. The pnny  littlo  deri: 
and the  pale, unhealthy "saleslady” thinii 
they are  gentlem en and ladies and  would 
be horrified if  any  ono offered to  
duce them  to th e  rosy, healthy servant 
girl w ho has a n  account a t  tho  bank , or 
to  tho  robust mechanic w ho can  produce 
a la rger roll of bills on  Satun lay  evening.

The " lady"  who sells handkerchiefs 
and to ile t boxes during  tho day  for 
income of fifty  cen ts is the  o the r ha lf of 
the  “ gentlem an" who se lls cuffs and  col 
la rs fo r six ty  o r  sevepty cen ts a  day. 
They a re  the  n a tu ra l product of the uev, 
American lady and  gentlem an crnae, an. 
they never realize ju s t w hat it  me 
less they g e t married. T hen tb j ' 
man" c lerk w ishes he had mate 1 w tra  - 
girl in  domestic eervice who know hot 
to cook and  w ho had  a  little  money Ini 
by; and  th e  " lad y "  regrets th a t she did 
not devote her sm iles to  a  m echanic who 
could support her. The police courts and 
the divorce courts give tho  culm inations 
of these stories every day  in  th e  year.

B nt the  purpose of th is article  is to  
give fu rther pa rticu lars th a t e n te r  in to  
tho contrast betw een tho  women in  do­
mestic service and  those w ho have flooded 
men's occupations. According 
most neenrato sta tistics obtainable, tho 
wages of servants in  th is  c ity  average, a t 
tho low est estim ate , $15 a  m on th , besides 
board, lodging a n d  i n  m any cases all the  
clothing needed. Perhaps $3.50 a  week 

g h t be fixed a s  th e  average money com­
pensation o f  a ll tho women in  domestic 
service.

N onVi according to  th© sta tem ent of 
Miss Ida  Van E tte n , Mrs. Creagh and 
Miss Foster, th e  average  wages o f work- 
_  a in  s tores and  factories is, at
the  h ighest estim ato, $1 a  week.

A COMPARISON.
T h a t is  a  ha lf do llar difference in 

wages, and th a t ha lf do lla r  represents, 
t comparison, tho  board, lodging,etc., 
th e  servants. Of cotlrse, no woman

 i live on fifty cen ts a  week. I t  takes
her whole $1 to  pay for board  and  lodg­
ings i f  she gives any th ing  like  proper 
nourishm ent to  h e r body. So i t  am ounts 

ju s t this: A t th e  end of a  w eek the  
servant has $3.50 to  lay  by. w hile the  

saleslady" has no t a  penny.
A s to  lodging, th e  average servant has 

her own little  room , nicely furnished 
and heated in  w inter. The "saleslady," 

she boards, has a  cold room a t  th e  b p  
of the  house, shared by  th ree  o r  fo rr  
other unfortunates. The la tte r  works 

average of te n  hours a  day , w hile 
in  the  holiday season she w orks as m uch 

sixteen hours, and  never does a  penny 
of ex tra  pay  reach her pocket.

The servant has no  longer hours, and 
the  can rest du ring  a  groat p a rt o f them , 
and , besides, has her tw o or th ree  "even­
ings off" during  th e  week. H er work, 
on the  whole, is m uch  ligh ter, and she 
does no t know w hat fines are. I f  she 
falls ill , in  a  good family, she receives 
the  sam e cordial a tten tion  th a t h e r m is­
tress would, and  is  surrounded by  kind 
a ttentions. And h e r wages go  o n  a ll tho 
tim e.

B u t how about th e  “ saleslady” u p  tu  
the  top  of th e  boarding house if  she 
should get sick? W ell, unless she is 
absolutely a t  th e  poin t of death  she is 

packed  off to  a  hospital w hen tho tim e 
for w hich she has paid her board  has 
expired. B ut even if  she is  allow ed to  
rem ain there  till she gets w ell, she re­
sumes h er w ork w ith  her tru n k  under 
bondage to  the  landlady, and w ith  a, 
to  her, heavy deb t sta ring  her in  the  
face. Is  i t  any wonder th a t  m any a 
naturally  good g irl seeks escape from  
such troubles in  th e  concert halls?

A nd is i t  any wonder th a t the  com fort­
able servant g irl generally ends her 
career o f w orking for others by  m arry­
ing an honest m an and  se ttling  down in 

comfortable home.—Now Y ork  Com­
mercial Advertiser.

THEFTS FROM GOLD COIN.

Tho U n ited  S tates sub-treasury  ofli- 
.  als of th is c ity  a re  g rea tly  annoyed a t 
prosenW b y  tho am ount of lig h tw e ig h t 
ge ld  coin th a t is coming into the ir col- 
fers. T ho gold in n il sho rt in  value, and 
though the re  is no apparent diffcrcncoiu 
the  size nf the  varinns pieces or the ir 
w eight to  tho unpracticcd observer, 
m any of them  have been reduced one- 
th ird  of the ir value.

Tho officials do n e t hesitate to  accuse 
persons of robbiu;; th e  gov. rnm eut by 
reducing the  w eigh t of the  vein, and the  
governm ent has oven gone so fa r  as to 
take  steps to  stop the  robbery. A ssistant 
T reasurer Roberts said th a t m any of the  
$5 gold pieces were fifty cents short, and 
some of tho  $10 pieces wore w orth only 
$0.25. Tho $1 coins d id  no t suffer much, 
because i t  wonld hard ly  pay to  bother 
w ith  them.

In  every case th a t h is a tten tion  had 
been called to  the  face of tho coin had 
no t been w orn  o r m utilated . The figures 
and designs presented lines aa sharp  as 
now ones, and  the  m illing h a d n 't been 
disturbed. These coins were, however, 
all short from  tw enty-five to  fifty cents 
in  value. These facts have caused the  
officials to  th ink  th a t the re  are  p e  
a t  w ork  in  the  city  who are  m aking a 
regular business of defrauding th e  gov- 
ernm cnt.

Tho gold in  theeo caaea has boon re- 
moved from  tho coin by  m eans of a 
chemical process, w hich does n o t appear 
to  affect tho  general appearance o f the

The top  of th e  bag is  tied, 
and  then the  coins a re  shaken together 
fo r hours a t  a  tim e. The friction  of one 
coin rubbing against th e  o the r w ears off 
considerqblo gold, and  i t  is  deposited a t 
tho  bottom  of th e  bag. E ach  tim e  $200 
w orth  of gold coin is trea ted  to  the  
sw eating ' process tho  Ita lian  w ill prob­

ably secure $20 w orth  of dust. The 
coins w hen taken  ou t looksom ew hat old 

if  they  had  been in  c irculation a 
, tim e—b u t they  w ill a lw ays bo ac­

cepted by persons n o t used to  handling 
money.

“ T o n  person fam iliar w ith  th e  fraud ,, 
however, i t  is  alw ays easy to  detect a 
coin th a t  has been trea ted  to  a  -sweo:.' 
Tho Ita lian  w ill alw ays take  new  coin 
fo r th e  purpose, and  i f  a  person w ill only 
s top to  th ink  he can  also de tec t a  light 
coin. The gold does n o t w ear off aa 
rapidly as is  generally supposed in  o rd i­
n a ry  c irculation. Therefore w hen a  per­
son finds a  coin w hich from  i ts  da te  is 
only tw o o r th ree  years old, th a t has a 
very w orn appearanoo, i t  has undoubted­
ly been trea ted  to  a  'sw eat.' T hete  
coins w ill a lw ays be  found sho rt w eight, 
and people w ill save money i f  they 
w atch  th e  date  and condition of tlie 
pieces they  receive.

Tho process of rem oving gold by 
a cid  b a th  is now  resorted to  more gen­
era lly  than  th e  old sw eating system , as 
i t  is liarder to  de tec t the  shortage in  the  
coins. On 'sw eated ' coin th e  figure* aad  
m illing  ore w orn, w hile on th e  o thers 
the  designs are  no t a t  a ll in jured . To 
detec t shortage in  the  la tte r  coin 
them ."—New  Y ork H erald.

sligh tly  resembled th a t of th e  compoeer a  
The lady was very proud of her sup­
posed treasure, u n til ano ther friend, 
w ho knew  th e  facts, informed her o f the  
trick , w hen she was so distressed th a t 
her husband w rote a n  ind ignan t le tte r 
to  Beethoven. The composer's dis­
courtesy to  a  lady being  thus brought 

i him , he w as bo asham ed th a t he 
im m ediately w rote a  le tte r  of apology, 
inclosing a  genuine lock of h a ir; and  be 
resolved never to  bo  a  parry  1
jokes again.—N ew  Y ork Ledger.
