*Flower culture in o small way can be
made to pay even by an amatenr who
chooses to pursue it in a painstaking and
intelligent way,” gaid o _young woman.
“Fivo years ngo I booght a little farm
near Anacostia, called it ‘Rose Acres,’
and started in merely for amusement's
sake with a few rose bushes and some

the labor I expended upon them was well
repaid by the pleasure of it, but after a
while I found that it would produce
money also. So I planted moro and
more, until at present I have between
threo and four thousand rose bushes of
the choicest varieties. A skilled gar-
dener told ma the other day that my col-
lection of hybrid perp ®alsis pro ably
the finest in this conntry. C
befors Decoration Day I picke
5,000 roses from my own place,

“I am extravagantly fond of roses,
but violets are moro profitable. On the
day beforo Christmas I picked and sold
3,300 violets at twe cents apieco; that i
mworm. They wero worth e
est price then, but they never bring le
than one cent apiece. To raise them is
quite easy. I have 820 glass sashes un-
dor which tho violets bloom all winter
long. In May I have a lot of fresh
ground plowed and prepared, and in it T
plant all my violets, taken from beneath
the sashes for the purpose. Then I sim-
ly take up the sashes and cover the
newly planted violets with them and
the work is done. In October they be-
gin to bloom, and continue all through
the winter, so that 1can pick them every
day and send the flowers to market.

ALWAYS A MARKET.

All of my violet plants come from one
little pot that I bought at the Center
market five years ago. They are made
to multiply by dividing tho roots, so
that a single plant taken upin the spring
will supply a scoro or more. Isell my
flowers by sending them to the forita
in Washington or very often in New
York. Prices are higher in New York,
so that it usually pays to express
them on.

“There is always a market for flowers
and thero i3 never any difficulty in dis-
posing of them. Any florist is glad to
buy them if they are good ones and in
prime condi'; Thosa which I send
to New York are delivered early the

profitavle of my flowers. They require
but little care, I plant th seeds in. tho
spring in open gronnd, abont four inches
deep, and as the plants grow tho earth is
keept hilled up around thom. Then posts
are stuck in along tho rows with strings
arranged go that the vines are trained

upon them. Ihad one-sixteenth of an
acre set out with sweet pease, and it
bronght in o clear §200 from the sale of

t the blooms.

GROWING DAILIAS.

“Another flower I am very successful
with 15 the single dahlia, which is very
much handsomer than the double
dnhlia, you know. I plant the bulbs,
which I pro[mgaw mysclf, the last of
May, and the plants begin to flower
about the last of August, keeping on
until frost. I manage to keep them go-
ing for somo time later than would

otherwise be possible by lighting fires
on cold nights at the ends of the rows.
In this way [ get them over the first
frosty spell, after which there is usually
a season of quite warm weather, £o that
frequently my dablias are blooming
Deautifully up to the end of November.
