FRANCE AND GERANY

THE EX-EMPRESS LEAVES PARIS
WITHOUT BEING INSULTED.

Panis, Feb. 27.—Empross Frederick
of Germany loft Par(s this morning. No
unpleasant Incldent marked her depart-
ure, Thae gravity of the situatfon, how-
ever, can be judged from the fact that,
acting under advice from high quarters,
tho ompress changed the line of her
route for fear of belng fnsulted by that
portion of the populace which had grad-
ually worked ltself Into a fevar heat of
rage over the presence of the imperisl
visitor 1o Parls. It was publicly an-
nounced yesterday evening and agaln
this morning that the Empress Freder
fek Intended to leave this clty for Oalais
80 11:30 3. m., but upon the suggestions
referred to sho left the German embassy
two hours earller, and enterlng & car-
risgo was driven rapldly to the Gare du
Nord, where she entered the traln which
loft that depot for Boulogne. Tho em-
press, however, will not embark for
England at that port, but will proceed
from there to Oslals, where & royal
yacht {s awalting her arrival.
Tn spite of the precautions taken to
avold an unpleasant demonstration by
Kooping the exsct hour of the Empress’
doparturea secrot, several hundreds of
people gathered about the Gare du Nord
aud watched the movements of the Em-
press with considerable {nterest. The
crowd, contrary to general expectation,
was civil and qufet, the majority of the
men present taking off their hats as the
Empress passed. There was no lnsult-
1ng cries of any description.
Tho Empress was as calm and com-
posed to all outward appearances, as If
she had been In Berlin, surrounded by &
body-guard of loyal Germans. She quick-
car which had

sccompanied her to the station.

Ata reception yesterday evening at
the residenca of M. de Rothschild, M.
Gervex, the palnter, was presented 10
the empress. On behalf of the French
ariists he expressed the regret that they
felt at not being able to send works of
artto the Berlin exposition, clalming
that the reasou for theirabstaining from
50 dolug was that they could not place
themselves at variapce with thelr col-
leagues.

Want of Medical Attendunce—
Conflict Between City and
County Officials

A practical llustration of the saying
iwhat fs everybody’s busfness I8 no-
body’s business” was wituessed at tho
county jail last night. It seems four
prisoners were taken sick and requested
the attendance of & doctos. Formerly It
has been the business of the county phy-
sician to prescribe for aud doctor all
prisoners at the jall from the fact that
prisoners confined there were supposed
to be county charges. Frequentiy it so
happened that clty prisoners were at-
tended by the county physician and if an
oxpense account was ncurred the city
audited the clalm and ordered a voucher
drawn for the county. Undor the new
order of things County Physiclan Dis-
brow puts a different (nterpretation 1o
the dutles of the county physician and
last night when he was called
to relleve the sufferings of the prisoners
he refused to have anything to do with
them claiming It was the business of the
city physician to tend all city cases. The
night watch seelng 1t would be useless
to argue the matter, telephonad for As-
slstant City Physiclan Willey, but that
gontleman refused to come, saying he
had been Instructed by Olty Attorney
Taylor not to attend any more jall cases
a3 that was the business of the county
physiclan, and therefore the assistant
cliy physician could not be fnduced to
doctor the men who were suffering be-
hind Kent county prison bars.

Dr. Oatlin was finally (nduced to visit

the jall and prescribe for vhe patients,
loaviog & written prescription to be
filled at the expense of some onue, but
who that some one would be seems to
have besn more of & dialemma than the
attendance of a doctor to write the pre-
seriptlon. Dr. Catlin would not furnish
the medicine simply becaunse he did not
baye {t in his case. No one at the jall
felt that they had the authority to get
the medicine, and the prescriptions were
sent to police headquarters to get them
0 K'd,” but those in charge rofused to
take any responsibity upon their shoul-
ders, Superintendent Eastman was tel-
ephoned regardiug the matter and
ne also refused to order the prescrip-
tlons fill«d, clalming It was the business
of the sheriff to look after such mytters.
All efforts to relieve the sick men prov-
ing fruitless, thoy were locked In thelr
cells to walt undll some one could be
fouud whose business It Is to doctor and
furnfsh medicine when prisoners are
taken sick.
It certainly 1s some one's business to
doctor the Jall patients, and those {n
charge of the affalrs of Kent county
should ses that its prisoners are properly
treated when they are sick

~Singular Preservation.

A New York undertaker, who for the
past few months has been engaged in dis-
interring the dead bodies of old Kuigk-
exhocker families from the vaults in St.
Luke’s ohurchyard, received a special or-
der from an old New York family re-
sently to remove the bodies of two chil-
dren from a vault in the churchyard.
Tho undertaker opencd the coffins. ~The
bodies were in old fashioned metallic
coffins, made to conform to the lines of
the body, with rounded and marrow
ends and & bulging center. Glass plates
covered the fuces of the dead, and theso
plates were in torn protected from dam-
age by metallic shields.

‘When the undertaker raised the metal
shield and snw the faces of the dead he
was astonished tofind that thongh the
bodies had been in the vault for forty
years they were as perfectly preserved
us if they had just been buried. The
bodies are those of a boy and girl. Ac-
cording to inscriptions on the caskets
the boy died on Nov. 24, 1850, at the ago
of 4 yéars, § months and 7 days, and the
girl on Feb. 7, 1851, at the age of 10
years. The little boy looks as though he
ere asleep.

And right here it may be asked, in
view of the present condition of work-
ingmen, **Has any one ever heard of &
woman, sticking to the cld limited
sphere of working women—domestic
servico—suffering for lack of tha neces-
saries of life” Tho newspapers record no
such instances. One would bo such a
novelty that the ambition of the musenm
men fo secure nnheard of curiosities
would be aroused.
The fact is that the only women de-
pendent on their daily work for subsist-
ence who are comfortably situated, with
« few exceptions, are the domestic serv-
ants. All the thrifty ones have their
bank accounts, and’ they don't know
what it is to want for food or clothes,
Moreoyer, their labor is comparatively
light, and they haye real homes.

So thoroughly is this fact recognized
that the societies devoted to fmproving
the conditions of working women aud
helping them in their dificalties with
employers exclnde servants from their
rango of worl
Mre. M. J. Creagh, enperintendent of
the Working Women's Protective union,
ves the reason, as follows:

“The working women in stores, fac-
tories and offices need all the assistance
the union can give, for they are the suffer-
ers. Women who work as domestics
may sometimes haye reasonabls grounds
for complaint, but their condition is so
far above that of the other working
women that they can always get along
comfortably. They cin get plades when-
ever they want them, receive good wages,
don't know what hunger is, and are well
wequainted - with the looks of a bank
. They don't need help.

1t i3 this poor saleswoman, the over-
worked factory girl aud thesewing wom-
an that has to be helped to live,

“Considering the board matter, they
do not get one-half or one-third as muck
as the servants and have to worklonger.
Besides, they are of’en cheated out of
their scant_earnings. If they are sick
for a time they lose their little pay, and
perhiaps their places are filled beforo they
recover. The servant girl, on the other
hand, gets her wages right along, and
if sheis in a good family she receives
such medical and other attention as the
storo girl canuot receive. She s, in fact,
settlad, while her eisters in the world of
business depend on their week's salary
for food and lodging the following week,
and a few days' sickuess means to them
starvation and inadeqnate attendance or
 journey to u charity hospital
““Therefore this society gives all its at-
tention to women outside of domestic
service. Asyomen go further and far-
ther into the business world we have

““The records liere show, better than
anything 1 know of, tho slavery into
which women have been brought of late
e Employers know that women
have not tho money to pay lawyers to
su6 for them, o they take advantaze of
their helplossness whenever they can. [t
is remarkable, however, that they settlo
up with great rapidity when the women
come here to complain. Our counsel
conducts worthy cases free of charge
and has got verdicts in the civil courts
for more than $50,000 since the union be-
au its work.”
When Mrs. Creagh was asked why the
\wages of girls in fuctories, stores and of-
fices were so small, she answered in al-
most the same way as Miss Van Etten

did.

Women, she said, took the places of
men in mauy occupations without or-
ganizing themselves to obtain fair com-

nsation. They took anything they
could get. They expected to get married
some time, and their work was o tempo-
rary expedient, at first, to obtain pin
money. Now many of them find that
they have really to support themselves,
and their meager wages won't do it.
