AFFAIRS AT IR E  JAIL

E ditor Morning Pr ess—Will you al- 
w me space In tbe  columns of your pa­
ir  to  reply to  a  complaint made against 

me by the  officers of the  Jail In an article 
published In the  dally Dem ocrat th is 
morning headed “ W ithout Pantaloons?"

As to  objecting to  any expenditure for 
the  comfort of prisoners I t Is no t true, 

object to  clothes a t the  expense 
of the  tax  payers for prisoners who 
make It a  point to  commit a  petty  crime 

to  be sent to  Jail for ten, 20 or 30 
days, and get the ir board and lodging. 
T hey come In a  ragged condition and a l­
most barefooted and a t the  expiration of 
their sentence walk ou t with a  no 
of clothes. During the  month of Ja n u ­
ary I  furnished a t the  request of the 
sheriff two pairs of pantaloons and  throe 
pairs of shoes, being more th a n  for the 
entire previous year under Sheriff 
Bishop's adm inistration. I  told Sheriff 
McQueen th a t I  would have to  shut 
down on I t and only In cases of absolute 
necessity would I  furnish clothing to  
prisoners* T he colored boy referred  to  

the  article  I  knew nothing about and 
is  no t seen about I t by anyone.
As to  other expenditures I had  good 

reason to "k ick . T he public knows th a t 
the  county expended over 8600 In re­
pairs on th e  Jail last sum m er and the  
building was In good condition up  to 
January  1, b u t by the  change of admlu- 
stratlon and the  appointm ent of Inex­
perienced officers a t  the  Jail, the  troub 
began. More fuel, plumbing, resettln 
glass, was tbe  order of the  day a t 
most every v isit made by me. To show 
the expense of fuel used In the  two 
m onths past, 25 tons of coal and 30 cords 
of 16 Inch wood a t a  to tal expense o ' 
8196 25, have been furnished. The ei 
neose for plumbing since January  1 1 
878 77. Number of lights of glass broken 
since January  1, 27 Theabove expense 
far exceeds th a t of the  entire  prevlo 
year.

As opportunity  now affords me I  w ant 
to say something In regard to  th 
agem ent a t  the  Jail. A prisoner, with­
o u t any experience In such w ork. Is made 
to  ta k e  care of the  furnace. D uring the 
month of January , on my way 
Jail, I  discovered nearly  all the  window 
In the  upper floor open. As I  entere-* 
tbe  building I  found it  to  be uncomfor­
tably warm. Upon Investigation I  found 
the  boiler to  regis ter 10 pounds of steam 
and the  furnace  charged to  Its fullest 
capacity. Upon Inquiry In the  office 
why such should be, no explanation - 
made—simply the  blame laid to  the  pris­
oner. In  the  mild w eather we ' 
th a t tim e tw o pounds of steam would 
have been sufficient w ith proper care. 
The expense of plumbing Is caused by 
the  recklessness of allowing the  prison­
ers to  congregate and te a r  up  water- 
closets and  sinks and  no one lookln g a fte r 
them . Also by  th e  carelessness ol leav­
ing cellsr windows open, causing the  
pipes to  freeze ahd burst.

The broken glass Is caused by the  
prisoners being allowed the  keeping of 
brooms and  broom handles Inside the  
corridor with which the  windows are  
broken for mere cussldness. On the  26th 
ult. a  mao was sent to  se t some glass. 
A psJsoner made him a  proposition th a t 
If he would get him a  plug of tobacco he, 
the  prisoner, would break 20 lights for 
him  to set.

As to filthiness, of which considerable 
has been said In the  dally papers, It Is to 

e a t ex ten t the  fau lt of the  officers, 
buckets filled with filth have been 

, -land ing  until 3 o'clock In th e  af- 
oon w lihout being emptied, when 
form er custom was to  have cells and 
i.  ts clean before 9 o'clock each day. 

Somo of the cells have from th ree  to  five 
pairs of woolen b lankets to  ha tch  vermin 

and the  sheets look as If never 
washed.

Some of the  prisoners are  allowed more 
privileges about the  premises than  an 
outsider. During the  month of January  

prisoner was allowed to  carry  th e  big 
brass key of th e  Jail and was permitted 
to  pass visitors In the Jail a t his own free 
will. Things were allowed to  be brought 
In w ithout question 

In  th e  afternoon of the  28th day of 
Ja n u a ry  male and female prisoners were 
seen to  come out of one room. On 
being disturbed th e  male prisoner made 
for the  cellar from th e  second floor and 
the female prisoner was, assisted up­
sta irs  where the  female' prisoners are 
kep t by Mr. Fullmer. The room from 
which they came proved to  be a  bed­
room. These are  facts which I  have 
told to o neo r two of the  deputies a  short 
tim e ago bu t never Intimated t i  any 
reporter of any paper, nor would I  have 
said anything now had no t tho  article 
appeared In the  D em ocrat Monday morn­
ing, bu t would havo w altid  and reported 
the  facts to  th e  board of supervisors a t 
the ir nex t session.

T he M arquette M ining Journal quotes 

a  paragraph from the  MoRSfixo P ress 
In which I t was m aintained th a t the  elec­
tions decided by the  farm ers last year 
tnrned on the  demand 4 o r  free silver 
coinage and no t upon th e  McKinley bill 
and th a t the  rejection of th a t demand 
from the  people by th is  congress was lo 
deference to Wall s tree t and In deflance 
of the  popular will, and In reply the 
Mining Journal says:

‘■Well, If the  farm ers are  advocating 
free coinage of silver, a re  ihey no t also 
demanding th a t the  government shall 
loan them money on th e ir  farm s and 
■non-perishable’ farm products a t  about 
ha lf the  ra te  of Interest th a t I t pay 
the  national debt? And If the ir wish Is 
to  be law In one thing, why not lo a n ­
other? Conceding everything th a t the 
P ress claims as to  w hat the  farmers 
waut, I t Is still to  be shown th a t they 
are  the  b*8t Judges of w hat the  country 
needs In th e  way of financial legislation, 
or th a t, as a  class, they are  entitled to 
special consideration and /avo r a t the 
hands of those who make and adminis­
te r  our laws.’’

T he farmers as a  class have no special 
claims to  favor from the  government 
over other clasies of citizens.

T he farmers as a  class are  n o t by any 
means united In the ir demand for pop­
u lar loans. T h a t proposition Is before 
the  country fo r discussion. If  I t should 
be acceptable to  the  country I t w ill be 
approved by all classes of voters and 
land owners, w hether In city  or country 
will be able to  make loans on equal terms.

So far the  farmers are  no t united for 
a  land loan and It Is possible th a t Idea 
will no t be specifically declaredfor by the 
Alliance party  In 1892. I t  may be laid 
on th e  table, so to  speak, to  aw ait the  ef­
fec t of less radical means to  be taken  up 
and  adopted If found necessary and wise 
a fte r  fu rther and carefnl consideration.

B ut w hat g rea t heresy is the re in  this 
proposed land loan th a t  I t should be 
singled o u t In this manner for ridicule of 
the  farm ers Ideas of finance? H as not 
the  government for 20 years given away 
money to  the  banks fo r loans to 
pie a t h igh rate s of Interest, giving as 
security  to the  treasury  govern m int 
bonds? W hat be tter security  Is bonds 

* than  lands? Are no t promises to  pay 
secured by mortgage on land be tter  than 
promises to  pay w ithout mortgage? T ie  
land loan would be secured by mortgage 
the  national bankars' loan Is secured by 
a  promise to  pay.

T he proposed land loan carries w ith It 
possibilities of favoritism  and corruption 
for party  purposes and for th a t reason l.< 
more objectionable than  any o ther, bul 
how Is It possible for th e  treasury  de 
parlm oot to  prostitu te  Its powers more 
scandalously In m aking loans on land 
th a n  did Sherman as secretary of the 
treasury  In making loans and  deposits 
w ith favorite national banks, especially 
one In New York In which he was no t a 
stockholder? We have arrived a t 
deplorable condition of th ings In this 
nation. T hera  m ust be a  change from 
the  plutocratic, monopolistic tendencies 
th a t date from th e  close of the  war 
T he outrages on labor fo r th e  aggran- 
dlsmont o f capital perpetrated lo the  
past 29 years m ust bo corrected, the 
g rea test of which was th e  stealthy  and 
tr icky  demoralization of sliver 
suggestion of the  money kings of Europe

They shall no t charge or receive more 
premium for any given risk  than  is epee 
ified by the  act. I t  then provides that 
no life o r fire insurance company shall 
charge or receive as a  prem ium  on a  life 
policy, or one for a  te rm  of years, more 
than  5 per cent, yearly on tho  am ount of 
tho  policy, and no t more th a n  1.7 
cent, yearly on a  policy fo r a  r isk  against 
fire. Tho penalty  fo r violation of the

ers’ trade.

A  general headquarters, w ith  reading 
room a nd  a  bureau o f com plaints, has

ganized.

Miss Vnn E tten  v isited Cleveland a 
sho rt tim e ago, w here she succeeded fair­
ly  well in  organizing th e  w ork ing  girls.

Senator Stanford proposes th a t per­
sons ow ning land—w hich is  tho founda­
tion upon which all industry  rests in civ­
ilized society—shall bo supplied by the 
governm ent w ith  a  convenient medium 
of exchange, to  represent n  portion of 
its real value, upon such easy term s as 
to  enable him  to prosocuto h is labor eco­
nomically and  w ith  g rea ter facility, 
thereby increasing h is p roducts aud giv 
lag  em ploym ent to  needy workingmen. 
Ho proposes th a t land ow ners shall bo 
furnished w ith  a  m edium  of exchange, 
representing a  portion of th e  actual cash 
value of the ir land , upon g iving a  lien 
upon tho w hole of i t  a s secm-ity fo r its 
return  a t  a  certain  ditto, and pay the  gov­
ernm ent tho moderato ra te  of 2 per cent, 
per annum  interest fo r its  use. T hus in  
tw enty  years tho governm ent gets 40 per 
cen t., besides tho original loan—a  source 
of profit to  th e  nation w hich no  other 
issue of money affords.

T he farm er, whoso land is now m ort­
gaged a t  7 o r 8 per cent, in terest, has 
saved 5 o r 0 per cent, by  securing tho 
governm ent loan, w hich, on  $ 10,000, is 
an annual saving of fivo o r six hundred 
dollars—and tho  national treasury  gains 
a t  tho  ra te  of $200 a  year on every sum 
of th a t am ount. This is  a  pleasing con­
tra s t to  tho $100 per annum  tho govem- 
m ont pays to  tho  national banks, interest 
ou tho 4 per cent, bonds on which it  
issues the  notes, which form  a  largo por­
tion of our circu la ting  medium , and  on 
which tho  banks g e t 8 or 10 per cent, in ­
terest from  sh o r t loans.

Hero wo see tho  land ow ner saves 
money, tho  governm ent receives money 
instead of paying i t  ou t, a nd  abundance 
and prosperity prevails am ong all classes 
—except tho capitalist, \y)io grows rich 
by breeding money as th e  farm er breeds 
pigs, instead of earning i t  in  productive 
industry , a s  th e  c reator intended all 
should do. Hence, the  class w ho gain 
w ealth  by  le tting  ou t money a t  interest 
oppose th is  liberal m easure of S tan ­
ford from  no  othor motive b u t selfish­
ness—unless i t  is f ear th a t tho  m ass of 
people, who have a lw ays boon kep t near­
ly  a t  s tarvation  poin t fo r money, w ill 
foolishly gorgo themselves by  overfeed­
ing , i f  fu lly  supplied for a ll th e ir  indus­
tr ia l necessities. T hey  a re  so afraid  tho 
common people w ill havo too much 
moneyl They havo no such fear i 
cerning themselves. Oh, no; they 
fortified against such danger by being 
accustom ed to  it.

Perhaps tho  people when they  get 
used to  having a n  abundance will feel 
safe also. They could no t do  worso than  
tho Barings iu  th e ir  recen t speculations. 
Everybody can  do  a s  well a s 'th e y  did. 
A t all events wo do  know  th a t when 
th a t condition prevails they w ill n o t have 
to  struggle  fiercely w ith  th e ir  fellow 
men to  secure enough to  susta in  life, as 
they  now  do. A s i f  people could havo 
too m uch  good moneyl Is  m oney too

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Polk on Stanford's Bill.
. recen t interview  w ith a  repre­

sentative of the St. Louis Globe-Demo- 
c ra t, P resident Polk bad something in te r­
esting to  say abou t the  "S tanford  land 
bill." This measure, i t  seems, has not 
been taken  u p  by  the  A lliance. I t  
b ill introduced by  Senator Stanford " to  
supply the  national w ant o f a  sound c ir­
culating m edium ." Tho plan is to  loan 
governm ent money on agricu ltu ral lands 
a t 2 per cent, interest. B u t i t  appears 
th a t tho Stanford  "bill is n o t satisfactory 
to  the  A lliance people in  its  present 
form. P residen t P olk said:

Tho term  "ag ricu ltu ral land" in  this 
bill should be specific, and should bo 
construed to  m ean such lands as shall be 
cultiva ted o r intended to  be cultivated 
for agricu ltu ral and  horticu ltu ral prod­
ucts. The g rea t fear to  be apprehended 
about the  provisions of the  b ill as i t  now 
stands is  th a t i t  m ay e ventually  lead to  
a  system  of oppressive landlordism. The 
safety of th is  republic, in  m y judgm ent, 
rests in  th e  preservation of a  stanch and 
prosperous m iddle class of people. If  tho 
b ill can bo sufficiently guarded to  pro­
tec t the  in terests of th a t class, and  i t  is 
p racticable to  m ake i ts  provisions a  basis 
fo r a n  issue of currency w hich can be 
adjusted  to  m eet tbe  vary ing  conditions 
of our trade  and  commerce, i t  w ill se-

N o new money w as issued by  tho  gov­
ernm ent, nor d id  the  la tte r  derive any  in­
come from it ,  and th e  people only a  tem ­
porary benefiL Tho people, however, 
showed themselves no  b igger fools than  
tho  bankero, a nd  both together proved 
too sm art for tho E uropean bunkers, like 
the  Barings and  o thers, fo r they  go t tho 
money tho la tte r  lost.

A nd, by  tho  w ay, th is g rea t panic and 
trem endous sacrifice o f  p rivate  fortunes 
by bankets an d  other usurers and  specu­
la to rs  all grow  out of tho  scarcity  of 
gold—tho only “ money" recognized by 
them. "T here  w as n o t enough to  go 
round" in  such a  lively deal, and so we 

treated to  th e  laughable  spectacle 
of th e  grea test "financiers" of lit tle  E u­
rope carting  gold from  Paris  to  London 
to  brace up  th e  b ank of B aring Bros, 
(which m ust bo carted  back again), and 
shipping a  p a rt of i t  to  N ew  Y ork to  
give s trength  to  tho  money m arket 
thero, to  prevent the  w hole lo t o f gold 
w orshipers from  going down in  ono 
versal crash. T his lesson ought to  
vinco even the  m ost stup id  financiers 
th a t thero is n o t gold enough in  the  
world to  supply th e  dem and as a  single 
s tandard  of value  and  exchange, and 
th a t the re  is an im perative necessity to  
restore silver to  its  fonnor position as a 
standard  equal w ith gold.

B ut th a t m easure would n o t provide 
an abundance of money. I t  would only 
lessen tho am ount o f cred it w hich peo­
ple are  forced to  use in  the ir business 
transaetions for the  w an t of money to  
take its  place, Tho circu la ting  medium

every civilized com m unity should be 
snfficieut in  volume to  m eet all demands 
w ithout resorting to  cred it in  o rdinary 
business transactions. T reasury notes 
issued to  farm ers and o the r land owners 
as long loans, draw ing  a  low ra te  of in­
terest, would supply tho demand. N or 
need the re  be any fear th a t there would 
be too m uch money in  c irculation for 
the good o f th e  nation.

People w ill no t m ortgage the ir lands 
to  g e t mofley if  they cannot afford to 
pay tho interest. Those w ho have 
money to  loan w ill have to  accept the  
governm ent ra te  and save th e  land own­
ers tho necessity of applying to  the  gov­
ernm ent for new  issues, and  thereby les­
sen tho  dem and for private loans, or 
they w ill havo to  q u it breeding money 
and go to  honest w ork for a  living—or 
beg o r starve  o r steal like m illions of 
the ir fcllowmen, who cannot ge t a 
chance to  earn th e ir  bread  on  account of 
tho lack of money enough in  circulation 
to  supply th e  industria l w ants of a  la­

least ten fee t long, the  palmettoes were 
beaten down enough to  see his head 

d o u t of a  "gopher hole.** A ngry 
and fierce he looked; h is eyes seemed 
fairly to  em it sparks of fire.

THE FARMERS? SUBSTITUTE.

io Connell'* Proposition* on tho Ques­
tion of Beelproclty and Shipping. 

T he shipping and reciprocity b ill pro­
posed by  tho  council of the  F anners’ Al­
liance and Industrial union as a  substi­
tu te  for the adm inistration 's measures of 
subsidy would in  a  few years a fte r  its 
passage completely revive our foreign 
trade  and p u t agriculture on a  basis of 

lid  and  enduring prosperity.
T he principle of the  bill is honesty and 

sim plicity itself. I t  does not propose to 
take a  dollar of taxes to  pay freight 
e ither fo r m anufacturers o r farmers. I t 
fully adopts the  principle of reciprocity 

hich Mr. Blaine seeks to  find a n  ex­
cuse for subsidies to  steam ship corpora­
tions, bu t it  applies th is theory in  an 
open and straigh tforw ard  way, as may 
be seen in  the  following resolution: 

Resolved, That the lepinlatlvc committee of 
io National Farm era’ Industrial union be ro- 
aostcd to prepare a bill for presentation^to

ing the provisions that oil vessels built, owned 
.nd manned by citizens of tho United States 
hat carry full outgoing cargoes, to be detcr- 
olncd by tho tonnage of tho vessel, two-thirds 
f which at least shall consist of homo agri­

cultural products, shall bo allowed to enter 
nd discharge their returning cargoes, provid- 
d said cargoes shall consist of manufactured 

products, at any port of the United States free 
f  all custom1' duties. Wo are persuaded that 
uch a  measure properly carried out in detail 
rill not only build up tho shipping Interest 
f  tho country, but result in creating a foreign 
aarkct for tho surplus agricultural products 
t  (ho United States.

In  less than  two years a fte r the  pass­
age of such a  law  95 per cent, of tbe 
ocean carrying trade of the  U nited 
S tates wonld be done in  A m erican ships, 
and there would hardly bo a  port in  th e  
civilized world w ithou t th e  American 

ig  in  its  harbors.
O ur surplus of ag ricu ltu ral products 

would move o u t a t  once in  constantly  
increasihg quantities, thus g iving im m e­
diate relief to  th is m arket from  the 
pressure w hen crops are  first throw n on 
it  and insuring reasonable prices for 
farm  products the  year round, w hile a t 
tho same tim e establishing a  healthy com­
petition in  m anufactured goods, through 
which tru sts  and tru s t prices would be 
m ade impossible.

Tho Farm ers’ council has found the  
secrect of agricu ltu ral depression and 
has proposed the  tru e  remedy. The 
passage of the  proposed reciprocity and 
shipping bill would mean complete suc­
cess where such measures as government 
control of crops would only m ean worse 
demoralization.—St. Louis Republic.

A  steam  crane  has been constructed 
for employment on the  M anchester ship 
canal w hich has done some rem arkably 
good w ork, both in  h a rd  and  in  soft ma­
terial. The m achine is  a n  ordinary ten 
ton  locomotive crane, w ith  an excavator 
a ttached to  the  jib , th e  w hole being car­
ried on a  steel truck  fitted w ith  wheels. 
The principal fea ture  of th e  excavator is 
th e  m ethod by  which th e  bucket is  fed 

_ to  its  work. T his is  done by  a  spe­
cial steam  cylinder, w hich is bolted to 
th e  arm s carry ing  the  bucket, and by 
m eans of which tho bucket can be 

id in  or ou t a  distance of tw o feet 
as desired. In  m aking a  c u t the  bucket 
is first lowered to  th e  bottom  o f the  c u t­
ting , and then fed u p  to  i ts  w ork by the  
steam  cylinder, th e  valves of which are 
controlled from  th e  footplate of th e  ma­
chine.

The lifting  gear is then applied, and 
the  b ucket is sw ept up  tho face of the 
c a ttin g  by m eans of th e  lifting  gear. 
In  practice en tire  cuttings u p  to  20 feet 
deep and  40 feet w ide have been worked 
by  these machines, th e  o u tpu t varying, 
so the  m akers state, from  200 to  800 
wagons of 4  cubic ya rd s each per day  of 
eleven hours. The cost of such excava­
tion and  delivery in to  wagons is  said to 
be a  trifle loss than  tw o cents per cubic 
yard.—New  Y ork Commercial Adver-

tho  H arvard  botanic garden in  Cam­
bridge m ay be  seen in  flower a  wonder­
fu l and  noble p lan t belonging to  the  or­
chid family. T his magnificent p lant, 
w hich is technically nam ed Angraecum 
sesquipedale, i s  a  na tive  of M adagascar, 
w here i t  is  found grow ing upon trees. 
In  its  native country  its  stem  is from 
three to  four feet high ; th e  leaves, about

foot long, dark , shining green. The 
flower is about six inches in  diam eter, 
ivory w hite, w ith  a  spur from  tw elve to  
eighteen inches long, and  i t  has a  power­
fu l fragrance, pa rticu larly  a t  night. I t 
w as discovered a bou t seventy years ago, 
b u t w as no t introduced in  a  living state 
until 1857. I t  has become famous os 
one of th e  orchids which Darwin was 
specially interested in  on account of 
the  exceptional leng th  of its  spur. The 
p lan t a t the  Cambridge Botanic garden 
is  a  particularly  good specimen, and has 
four spikes o f flowers, w ith  th ree  blooms

i  each spike.—Boston Journal.

John  Sanger b rought to  th is c ity  re ­
cently  a n  arrow  head, m ade o f  tempered 
copper, and  a  num ber of hum an bones, 
which were found in  tho Rocky Point 

», a t  G ilm an, 460 fee t below the  sur­
face of the  earth , im bedded in  a  vein >f 
s ilver bearing ore. Over $100 w orth of 
or© clung  to  th e  bones when they were 
removed from  the  mine.

T he im portant feature of th is  discovery 
is  th e  fac t th a t these relics were ft 
in  the  center o f a  vein of ore, indicating 
th a t man was in existence on th is conti­
nen t w hen the  molten m etal w as sent 
coursing through  the  fissures of these 
m ountains.—Leadville Cor. St. Louis 
Globe-Democrat.

A lliance recently  in  session a t  Omaha, 
in  restric ting the ir membership to  farm - 

has been construed by  some as no t 
indicating a  purpose to  continue sepa­
rate  political action. Tho proposition 

to  allow  members of labor organiz­
a tions to  come in to  the  subordinate alli­
ances. T his m e t the  objection th a t i t  
w ould im perial tho un ity  and harmony 
of the organization.

O ther industria l workers would have 
m uch in  common w ith them , especially 
in  the  objects to  be attained in  political 
action, b u t the  history of sim ilar move­
m ents had shown th a t th e ir  g rea t dan- 

vas in  going too fast. The enthusi- 
of great num bers w as no t always 

confined to  wise channels. Better re­
sults can be obtained by  co-operation 
a nd  no t unification w ith  other forces. 
T he grea t political victory in  K ansas was 
aided-in a  Irrge  measure by  the  subsid­
iary organizations in  th e  tow ns of those 
w ho were n o t eligible to  regular mem­
bership. Unless the  chief aims are  in 
the  direction of a  perm anent competi­
tion w ith tho  political parties, the  action 
of tho convention was undoubtedly ju ­
dicious.—St. P au l Globe.

T he movement for the  form ation of a  
Farm ers' A lliance in  th is  sta te  is assum ­
ing  form idable proportions. Among the

W hile tho  Patrons of Industry  a re  par­
ticu larly  well established in  W alw orth, 
Rock and G reene counties, the  A lliance 
covers an extensive d istric t, and  con­
sidering th a t th e  first lodges were insti 
tu ted  in  Ma.- la s t th e  progress has been 
phenomenal. There are  in  its  ranks a t 
tho present tim e 0,192 members in  good 
standing.—Milwaukee Telegram.

Tho farm ers w ill give the  older or­
ganizations, particu larly  tho Republi­
c an  pa rty , grave  concern. T heir pur­
pose is to  en ter the  presidential field, 
and they declare positively th a t the  
A lliance, an organization of large num­
bers. shall take  no  p a rt os partisans in  
political struggles as affiliating w ith  R e­
publicans o r  Democrats. They are  m ani­
festly in  earnest, and  are  likely to  be­
come a  thorn  in  tho side o f both parties.

I t  is  no t improbable th a t the  farmers’ 
organization w ill be able to  gain enough 
electoral votes to  th row  th e  choice of a 
president in to  the  house of representa­
tives, where the  voting would be by 
states and the  D em ocrats have an over­
w helm ing advantage. A t the  sam e tim e 
the  choice of a  vice president would be 
made by  the  senate, w hich w ill bo Re­
publican.—Chicago Times.
