tr ic ts  would be a good one If It prevailed 
In all the  sta tes bu t as th a t can no t be 
It says the adoption of the  plan by the 
Democrats of Michigan would be highly 
wrong.

If  the  plan Is a  good one the  sooner it 
Is adopted the better, and as action by 
all the  states can no t bo taken  a t  once 
those states th a t can take  such action 
should begin a t once and from th a t be­
ginning we should hope to  see progress 
to  the  end of uniformity therew ith.

This Is a  sta te  affair and each state 
can do as It pleases about It, but we feel 
sure If the rest of the  states could per­
suade New Y ork to  adopt this plan they 
would all rejoice. T his should be easily 
accomplished In New York where the 
Republicans have the  senate, tho Demo­
crats’the house and the  executive. But 
the trouble Is New Y ork's solid electoral 
vote chosen on a general ticket makes 
the politicians of th a t s ta te  all powerful 
In national conventions, and therefore 
the  plan would be scorned, bu t If other 
states th a t have long felt the  dictation 
of the Empire state, In both Republican 
and Democratic national conventions, 
would adopt tho plan of electing presi­
dential electors by congressional d istricts 
It would tend to  break up the.solid con­
sequences o f New York, by making the 
choice of a  president possible In th e  other 
sta tes without her.

T he money power would be opposed to 
th is proposed change In choosing elec­
tors. I t  wauls the  solid aid of such 
sta tes as It controls In the  East, New 
York and New England being Its strong­
holds.

We are  tending to a . c ertain  phase 
of sectlonaUsra again on the  Interests 
th a t divide the  creditor states from the 
debtor siatds. I t  Is always a dangerous 
situation for the  nnlon. T h is  way of 
selecting a  president by congressional 
districts Instead of by sta tes would tend 
to break up sectionalism. T here  Is a 
growing desire for the election of the 
president by a  direct vote of the peo­
ple and th is plan for choosing electors 
by congressional distric ts Is a  move 
nearer to a  fa ir  respect for the m ajority.

For the  present there may be some 
pa rty  advantage In this move for the 
Democrats of Michigan and Wisconsin, 
bu t no man can say th a t advantage 

will be with the  D em ocrats o f those 
sta tes In 1802, and therefore It Is folly to 
consider the  subject from a party  stand- 
polnt.

civil service rules. T his am endm ent In­
cludes not only all the  force who were 
appointed upon examinations conducted 
by the  superintendent of the  census, but 
It takes In also aM of those persons who 
were exempted from examination because 
they had served as clerks when the tenth 
census was taken. The amendment will 
work a  hardship, no t only to  those n"- 
merous persons In the  various parts of 
the counsry who have passed the  regu­
lar civil service examination and are  on 
the  eligible list, and whose names will 
no t be reached for a  year o r  two, bu t It 
will shu t ou t thoushands of persons, 
because It .will not be nicessary 
to  hold examinations until all the 
census clerks are provided for. The 
amendment makes one concession Ic H  
existing law, providing th a t It shall not 
operate to  Ignore tho present rules tha t 
d istribute the  appointments among the 
different sta tes according to  population. 
As an applicant who has passed exami­
nation, howfiver, can reta in  his or her 
name upon the  eligible lis t for a  certain 
length of tim e only, It follows th a t when 
tho groat m sh  of the  census clerks be­
gins, should the amendment be enacted 
Into law, the  eligible will stand no 
chance whatever, as the ir e ligibility will 
lapse while they are  waiting for a  rhance.

A ntiquity of Playing Card*.
T he gam e of cards w as first played in 

the  east, and  seems to  have had  a  m ili­
ta ry  origin. Cards were introduced 
from  Asia in to  Europe a t  the  tim e of the  
Crusades, a nd  were first used by  necro­
m ancers to  foretell fortunes. They 
became a  popular am usem ent in 
south of Europe, w here the  Saracens 
and  Moors taugh t the  people bow t 
them, and  card  playing spread to  all 
p a rts  of tho continent. The s ta te  record 
of Germany m ention tho  fac t th a t R u­
dolph I, in  1275, w as fond of tho game 
and  played w ith  h is courtiers.

A fter th e  invention o f paper th e  manu 
facture of cards became extensive, bu t 
declined somewhat w hen card  playing 
w as forbidden by  several o f th e  German 
states and by  the  English government 
on account of the  supposed immoral 
tendency. Before tho  era  of paper, cards 
in  tho O rient w ere m ade of ivory, papy 
rus and  canvas, less frequently  of the 
precious metals, and  qaito  commonly of 
wood.—St. Louis Globe-Democrat.

POINTS ABOUT THE STUDENTS IN 

THE HARVARD ANNEX.

Publlo Posl-

None of th e  studen ts live a t  the 
school, b u t w hile they are in  the  build ­
ing  they a re  on tho m ost intim ate  tonne, 
and  a  feeling of sociability am ong tho 
students is  encouraged by  tho  au thori­
ties.

A ny young woman who wishes to  be­
come a  s tuden t in  th e  college m ust 
w rite to  A rth u r G ilm an, th e  well known 
au thor and educator, who ia secretary, 

he finds ou t all about th e  student 
her family. Tho ages of tho appli­

cants vary from  eighteen to  forty  years.
A fter the  s tuden t has passed th e  eu- 

trance exam ination am i has come to 
Cambridge, w hat is called th e  studen ts’ 
committee of th e  college is called on for 

perform ance of an im portan t func- 
This com m ittee is in tru sted  with 

responsibility of either selecting the 
home in whidh tho  s tuden t is to  live or 
supervising th e  s tudent’s  selection. All 

applies, of course, only to  the  case 
th e  s tudent w ho comes from  a  d is­

ta n t sta te  o r  a  no t very ad jacen t c ity  or 
tow n of New  England.

All of th e  s tudents a t  tho A nnex who 
have no homes in  Cambridge board in 
private fam ilies in  th a t city. Of th e  160 
students a t  th e  A nnex th is  year there 

about fifty w ho live in  th is way. 
Tho other 100 or more students como 
from such places as Roxbnry a nd  Cam­
bridge and Somerville and  Newton. 
T heir homes aro in  those towns, and 
w hen they  get through  w ith  the ir w ork 

th e  Annex every day they  go home. 
O utside of the  supervising interest 

w hich the  authorities have in  th e  social 
life of the  students, the re  is ano ther in ­
terest th a t m anifests itse lf  in  all k inds 

p leasant ways. The young women 
encouraged to  regard  th e ir  instruct- 
a s  persons who aro m ore to  them  

than official pedagogues. A nd then the 
studen ts have no class sp irit, no  social 

ba rriers to  kindly intercourse.
For several years a  certain  ceremony 

has existed a t  the  A nnex. I t  is th e  get­
ting  together a t  th e  com m encem ent of 
th e  college year of a ll the  studen ts. The 
new  students assemble a t  tho  invitation 

thoee who have been on  tho  la s t year’s 
lists of the  college, and  everybody has a  
jo lly  good tim e. Everybody gets ac­
quainted w ith  everybody else a t  those 
gatherings. I t  is th e  commencem ent r e ­
ception. and  the re  are  dancing  and  tho 
usual ad juncts to  a  social affair. But 
the  inv itations are  str ic tly  confined, 
alas! to  th e  studen ts themselves.

On th is  pa rticu la r day th e  Annex 
building is  delivered over to  th e  stu ­
dents. Every room in  the  house is theirs 

as they please, and they usually 
Tho refreshm ents are  supplied 

by th e  A nnex housekeeper, and  the  stu ­
dents who give th e  invitations pay  for 
th e  fun. Ice cream  and  cake and  choco­
la te. and from  100 to  150 students—this 

th e  lis t of sw eets to  be enum erated in  
dascribing th e  m ake up  o f  th e  reception. 
The eye of m an has never looked upon 
the  scenes a t  these gatherings, and  prob­
ably never w ill, and  tho  chronicler of 
A nnex social h istory m ust be conten t to  
accept h is inform ation second hand. 

A fternoon teas  are  a  conspicuous feat- 
e o f  th e  social life of th e  Annex. These 
as were held in  th e  parlo r on Thurs­

days th e  year before la s t, and on Wednes- 
days last year. A t these teas  there are  
present th e  professors of th e  college and 
th e ir  wives, and  anybody else to  whom 
the  young women are  k ind enough to  
send invitations. They don’t  begin t« 
have these teas u n til a fte r  Thanksgiving 
day.

Ample Kvlde of the Demand for 
Mew Buildings.

A party  of supervisors and newspaper 
men drove ou t to  the county poor farm 
yesterday and retu rned  thoroughly con­
vinced th a t there  Is urgent need of a 
new building for the  accommodation of 
the  county’s poor. The present buildings 
are  no t only old and dilapidated but 
they are  too small, and lack heating and 
ventilating facilities. The main build­
ing was erected nearly th ir ty  years ago 
and additions have been made from time 
to  time, until It consists of four sections 
all low, two-story structures. The rooms 
are  small and there are  not enough to 
accommodate the present number of In­
mates—nearly sixty. Some have to 
sleep on cots In the  narrow  halls.

T he county has been exceedingly for­
tunate  In the  selection of superintend­
ents of the  poor farm. The rooms, In 
fac t the entire  building has been kept 
neat and cle&u as possible, and tho In­
mates are  made as comfortable as the 
surroundings and the ir condition will 
permit, but a  visit to  the farm will con­
vince anyone th a t It Is Impossible with 
the present facilities to  give the  paupers 
the  care th a t they should receive In an 
enlightened country.

In addition to  tho decaying condition 
of the  buildings there  Is another and 
more Im portant reason for the  erection 
of a  new building which never falls to 
Impress a  visitor, while Inspecting the 
promises. I t  is the  danger of fire and 
the contemplation of the  result, were 
the old building to  be burned. Some of 
tho Inmates aro helpless, others Idiotic 
and otbors bedridden and the  destruc­
tion of tho building by fire would cer- 
trln ly  resu lt In horrible loss of life The 
utm ost precaution Is taken  against fire, 
but tho means of avoiding It where 
■tove-plpes run  thorough wooden p a rti­
tions, the whole building being heattd  
by stoves, a re  not trustw orthy , and thore 
would be no poslblllty o f extinguishing 
the  fllames when onco well s 'arted .f^  ^

T he resu lt o f a fire would also be dis­
astrous to  tho  county In a financial 
sense. Tho Inmates If not burned alive 
would have to  be cared for elsewhere a t 
public expense until a  new building 
could be erectod, which would be much 
more expensive - than to  erect a  new 
buhdlng before the  old one Is destrojed 
or becomes to tally  unfit for occupancy.

If  every taxpayer In the county wduld 
visit tho poor farm and Inspect the  old 
building within the  coming four weeks, 
there would no t be a  hundred votes 
against the proposition to  appropriate 
825,000 for the  erection of a  new build­
ing, which Is to  be voted opon a t the 
sp ilng  election.

If  the  appropriation Is made It will ln-| 
crease taxe* less than 7 cen ts f *r each 
8100 worth of properly as valued by 
th e  supervisors.

Tho-Insect World.
Entomologists generally concede tha t 

upw ard of 100,000 species of insects have 
been recognized a n d  classified; some au­
thors even place the  num ber as h igh as 
150,000, w hile i t  is n o t a t  all improbable 
th a t this vast num ber may n ot represent 

* than  one-tenth of the  nnm ber ac­
tua lly  inhabiting  th e  globe. N ot less 
than one-half o f the  whole num ber be­
long lo  the  order coleopatera, or beetles, 
which order is by fa r  th e  m ost num er­
ously represented of a ll. The lepidop- 
te ra , o r  butterflies, have thus fa r  yielded 
so {no 15,000 species, or about one-thir­
teenth of the  to ta l num ber (200,000), esti­
m ated by  Speyer for tho  world a t large, 
and  a n  equal num ber m ay perhaps be 
credited to  th e  hym cnoptera (bees, wasps, 
etc.), th e  hem iptera (bugs) a n d  diptera
(flies).

The orthoptera  o r  stra igh t w inged in­
sects, which include the  locusts, grass­
hoppers, etc., a re  considerably less nu­
merous. The species w ith netted wings 
(neuroptera) probably num ber someplace 
between 2,000 and 3,000. Insects are, of 
course, m ost numerously developed in  
the  tropics, b n t they a re  no t rare  by  any 
means in  th e  coldest regions which have 
yet been visited by  m an.—St. L ouis Re­
public.

S ir  H um phrey D avy .it is said, "rarely 
washed himself; and  on th e  plea of sav- 
ing tim o hd used to  p u t on his clean linen 
over his d irty , so th a t he has been known 
to  w ear a t  th e  sam e tim e five shirts and 
five pairs of stockings."

W hite w alks around to  the  Hicks street 
side and deals ou t the  crum bs on 
sidewalk or on tho asphalt street. Some 
of the  birds know his voice, and  stand 
around his feet tw ittering  im pudently 
and im patiently  for the ir rations. W hen 
the  meal is ended they are  told to  go, 
and  they do, b u t  only to  re tu rn  about 5 
o’clock in  th e  afternoon for th e ir  dinner 
from  the  same k ind  hands.—New  York 
Telegram.

W hen 
the  boil begins to  heal he would keep the 
skin around i t  dry , clean i t  w ith  ta r  
soap and smear i t  w ith  yellow rosin oint­
m ent, d ressing th e  broken surface w ith 
lin t spread w ith  the  same ointm ent, 
keeping the  dressing in  position w ith 
strips of adhesive p laster or by a  light 
bandage.—Y outh’s  Companion.
