plans far the  solution of the  problem 
ms having prepared maps showing 
■ w they w an t to divide the  city; but 
-o uf them have been found to  agree In 
sir plans.
l i  is believed th a t the  m ajority of the 

aldermen agree t h a t tho ward lines 
be re-established and th a t I t l s b  
adopt the D etroit plan and make 
bon wards"—strips running from the 
river each way to the city limits. Others 

lo favor of leaving the  old wards 
numbered as a t present and adding the 
territo ry  adjacent. T hen  there  a re  oth­
ers who wish to  discard the  present di­
visions entirely  and divide the  city Into 
wards as nearly  square a s  possible.

There Is a  g rea t difference of opinion 
i to  how many w ards there should 

Some favor only the  present number—10 
—divided Into small voting precincts. 
O thers w ant the  num ber Increased to 12, 
16 and 2n. Those who favor the  higher 
number consider the  precinct a  nuisance 
and contend th a t the  w ard should bo the 
sm allest division of the  city. They 
would also have the  charter  amended to 
give each ward one alderman Instead of 
two as a t present. T hey  point to  the  
fac t th a t to  make 16 or 20 wards and In­
crease the  members o f'th e  council to  3! 
or 40 and then Increase the  salary from 
8200 to 5350—75 per cent—would be t 
much of a  good thing.

In  th is  connection the  proposition 
ncrease the  aldermanlc salary Is being 

freely discussed, or rathe r, condemned, 
-ry few except the  aldermen and 

c ity officials are  heard to  speak In favor 
of the  amendment. I t  Is well known 
th a t tho office of alderman does no t go 
begging In any ward and so long as good 

in are  willing to  discharge the  duties 
the  office a t  the  p resent salary, to  In­

crease It wonld be nothing less than  a 
steal from tho taxpayers. W ith the 
present number of aldermen It would 
resu lt In an Increase of 83,500 In tho an­
nual budget of taxation, and In case tbe 
num ber should be Increased to  40 the In­
crease would be doubled. No argument, 
w hatever, Is advanced In support 

e sa lary  grab except th a t 
c ity  onght to be able 

pay Its aldermen more than 8800 per 
year. I t  Is not contended th a t the  raise 

salary would rem it In securing more 
efficient aldermen; on tho con trary  It Is 
adm itted th a t It would more likely re 
suit In the  election of men who would 
seek the  office merely for the  salary, aud 
thus tend to  lower ra the r than raise the 
average efficiency of the council. In 
the  past It has been noticeable th a t the 
most valuable members of the  council 
were men to  whom the  salary was of llt- 
" s  importance.

Another question th a t arises In con­
nection with th e  new division of the  city 

the  num bering of the  w ards. Many 
citizens would prefer to  have the  old 
num bers retained as nearly as practlca- 

bu t It Is p robable th a t the  numbers 
Will be changed throughout. Some pro­
pose to  allow the F irs t and Second 
wards to  reta in  the ir present numbers 
and then add even numbers on the  north 
and odd ones on the  south until the  east 
side of the  river Is numbered and then 
number the  W est Side wards consecu­
tively from north  to  sonth as a t present. 
Others suggest th a t tho F irs t ward 
should be fixed In the  south end 

c ity on the  oast side; the  Second 
south end of the W est Side and then 

number north with odd numbers 
oast side o f the river and even (

west, om itting the  even numbers If 
oast side wards exceed the number 

the  West Side.
All these questions, except the  salary 

grab, are  m atters fo r the  council to set-

terday.

Mrs. Murphy and her daughter have 
lived alone on their farm for many years. 
Lately Daniel McMahon was engaged as 
h ired mao, and he soon fell In love with 
the  widow’s daughter. Recently she 
announced her engagement to  another 
mao, and this Is supposed to  be the cause 
of the 'm urder.

I t  Is no t known exactly when then the 
tragedy was enacted, a t  Mrs. Murphy 
left home early In the  previous evening 

‘Id no t retu rn  until yesterday morn- 
She foond the  honee locked and 

curta in  draw n. Going to  the  g irl’s  bed 
room window she peered In under the 
curtain and a  sickening sigh t in 
gaie. S tretched on tho bed, w.th noth- 
Ingfbot her nigh t dress on, th e  g l.l lay 
cold In death, with her th ro at c u t from 

r. H astily summoning assist­
ance, the  door of the  house was forced. 
E verything In th s  daughter's bedroom 
showed th a t she had fought bravely for 
her life. Blood was In all parts of the

Leading from the room to the  bed 
room occupied by th e  hired man were 
grea t spots of blood. McMahon's door 
was forced open and there  was another 
horrible spectacle. Lying on the  bed, 
w ith his th roat cut, was the  hired man. 
n  o t dead, bu t In an unconscious 
condition. N ear by was a knife, which 
was recognized as beleg his property.

McMahon was brought to th is city 
last night, and he was arraigned before 
Ju stice  Robeson th is  morning. He ad­
m itted the  crim e and said he killed the 
girl. The stories sent ou t th a t McMahon 
wanted to m arry th e  girl, and th a t the 
wonld no t have him but was going to 
m arry someone else, a re  denied hy the 
g irl’s mother.

There will be a  fine 
margin for the  stockholders after 
mining corporations h ave paid a  rea 
able s ta te  tax, and the re  need bt 
alarm  about the  th rea t th a t they might 
under these circumstances surrender to 
the southerners and go ou t of buslnes*.

T he only point to  be guarded against 
is injustice. The tax  ought n o t to  be so 
high as to  be In any degree unfair to  the 
mine owners, and up to date  It has not 
been shown th a t the  Doran bill is open 
to th a t charge. T here  should be friendly 
conference between representatives of 
the mining corporations and the  legisla­
tive committees, with a  view of fixing 
upon a ju s t and fa ir  rate  of mine tax­
ation, and when th a t has been deter­
mined some such measure as Senator 
D oran's ought to pass.

Old FaNhloned Watch Chain*.
Among the  presents showered 

blushing brides th is season figures tho 
old fashioned'w atch chain, more th a n  
yard long. A fter m any years of sus­
pending w atches from  chatelaines, from 
short chains hanging from  a  brooch and 
from ribbons secured b y  monograms; 
a fte r w earing them  in b reast pockets oi 
tucked in to  the  bosoms of dresses w ith 
short chain pendants, a fte r  carrying 
them in  leathern straps o r slipped 
the clasp of a  bag  o r using  them  a s dec­
orations fo r th e  liandles of prraaols and 
umbrellas, card  cases and  portemon- 
naics, a s  clasps for bracelets orxoncealed 
beneath a  m iniature in  a  brooch or be­
h ind the  h e a r t of a  floral pin—fashion 
has gone back to  the  ancient style of 
chain throw n around tho  neck th a t 
mothers and  grandm others affected.

The new  chains a re  very fine and , 
erally are divided a t  in tervals of three 
or four inches by pearls, turquoises or 
garnets, strung  like beads, o r  by  small 
diamonds, rubies, sapphires or moon­
stones, se t clear.

As for tho w atch  i t  is  hidden in  the  
folds o f  the  dress or carried in  a  side 
pocket. I t  is sm all in  size, and  the  back 
mould be encircled o r  entirely  incrusted 
w ith gems sim ilar to  those on  the  chain. 
One very handsome w atch  and chain 
th a t I  saw tho other day am ong the  
dainty trifles of a  bridal corbeille was 
ornam ented w ith  bo th  rubies and  dia­
monds. Tho stones were se t a lternately 
between sho rt lengths of th e  chain and 
formed a  spiral on tho  back of the 
w atch.—Paris Cor. Jewelers’ W eekly.

H e rec­
ommends certain  pa rts  only of the  body 
to  be used, and these to  be dried, macer­
ated and  spiced ou t of a ll likeness to  
their na tura l condition. M umm y so 
prepared entered in to  a  g rea t varie ty  of 
"balm s" and other medicaments, for 
which Penicher in  his concluding chap­
te r  gives recipes from  old w riters.

Some of these have the  consistence of 
oil, o thers th a t of a n  o intm ent. I t  is 
clear, from  tho references in  N ares, th a t 
in  our own country m um m y and  its 
preparations were well know n, and from 
the  "m ake m um m y of m y flevsh," which 
Nares quotes from  an old play, to 
"beaten to  a  m um m y" is a  n a tu ra l and 
an easy step.—Notes and  Queries.

I t  has luirdened 
around the  hnm an charac ter a nd  taken 
i ts  form  from  i t  W hile  the  old vices 
and cruelties and  injustices rem ain in 
the  individual, society w ill show the  
sam e fanlta.” T his is a  da rk  picture, 
b u t she w ho painted i t  is n o t entirely  
w ithou t hope, if  she doesn 't have any 
regard fo r consistency. She says, "  W hen 
wo have evolved a  be tter  hum anity , a  
be tter  society w ill be already  here."

T o  regenerate society we m ust im- 
•ovo hum anity ; bu t, according to  Caro­

line, hum anity  refuses to  be  improved, 
and  w ill continue to  refuse. Tho consti­
tu tion  of society is  hardened because of 
i ts  contact w ith hardened hum anity ; the 
form er cannot, and tho la tte r  w ill no t bo 
softened.

akin to  ju stice  is bound to  come ore long 
The people have sa id  it.

Sance for tho  goose isn’t  sance for tho 
gander, according to  tho members of tho 
N ational Association of Bnildcrs. This 
organization, composed of the  richest 
contractors in  tho country, held its 
nual convention in  Now York c ity  re­
cently . A t th e  session th e  subject of 
a rb itra tion  as a  m eans of preventing 
s trikes was discussed. One of the  
bers expressed the  prevailing sentim ent 
of the  association w hen ho said: "The 
m ost serious aspect of strikes is the 
terforence of tho  s tr ike rs  w ith  tho righ ts 
of the ir employers and  th e ir  a ttem p ts to 
obstruc t workm en in  tak ing  tho aban­
doned places. Of course w here actual 
physical violence is used tho law  fixes 
upon tho  gu ilty  individuals a  liab ility  to  
its fu ll extent; b n t the  question becomes 
more difficult of answ er whore the 
m eans used a re  th e  in tim idation  of em­
ployers of prospective workm en by 
th rea ts  of bodily ha rm  o r by  any  method 
of intim idation th a t w orks upon th e . 
m ind  ra th e r  than  upon tho  body, and 
really causes tho non-striking workm an 
to  forego o r  to  bo discharged from  his 
em ploym ent"

T his gentlem an w onld have a  gag  law 
passed and  enforced which would pre­
vent un ju stly  trea ted  workingmen from 
appealing to  other workingmen who 

tem pted to  help th e  bosses starve 
the ir bro thers in to  subjection. A  guard  
of Pinkertonesque pa ttern  should be 
placed aronnd th e  m ind of tho  w orking­
m an, so th a t  the  grievances of strikers 
m ay n o t en ter and  m ake a n  impression. 
T ho bosses m ay have th e ir  oath bound 
organizations, pledging each m em ber to  
stand  by  h is fellow m em ber in  case of 
strike  o r  boycott, and  m ay exact heavy 
fines fo r violations of the  principle, bn t 
th e  w orkingm an m nst s tand  alone, and 
n o t a ttem p t to  influence the  body or 
m ind  of h is fellow  laborer. T his is  the 
k ind of doctrine the  "cap tains of indus­
try ” t ry  to  force down tho people’s  
throats; b n t  i t  won’t  w ork. M ost of the  
gudgeons have moved over tho  Hver 
Tho convention adopted a  resolution 
favonng a rb itra tion , b n t  i t  w ill be well 
to  w a it u n til about the  m iddle  of the  
sum m er before expressing an opinion on 
th a t point. The spring  w ill present 
plenty of opportunities to  te s t tho sin­
cerity  of th e  bosses. I  am  free to  con­
fess th a t I  doub t it.

One other question w hich occupied 
th e  N .

I t  is 
well understood th a t in  a lm ost all skilled 
em ploym ents the re  ore  portions of the 
w ork w hich can be done by  those with 
little  experience—there 's where the  me­
chanic m ay ease n p  a  little  on the  strain . 
I f  th is  p a rt of th e  w ork is  done entirely 
by helpers and  apprentices th e  demand 
for skilled men is lessened and com peti­
tion between them for th e  reduced num ­
ber of situations is heightened. A t tho 
same tim e tho bosses are  tu rn ing  out 
half m ade mechanics, w ho are  carefully 
educated to  a  low  scale of wages. The 
Unions of th is country  generally have 
very reasonable ru les governing appren­
ticeships, and  tho  m anual train ing  
schools, w hich are  becoming so numer- 
ons and  popular, can be trusted  to  make 
u pany  deficiencies t h a t may occur in  the 
skilled labor m arket in  th e  near future. 
A t present there isn’t  oneim portan t trade  
in  th is conntry th a t is no t overcrowded, 
and  all th is ta lk  about tho necessity for 
“ drafts  on  foreign labor” is balderdash.
