Rot, Dr. Campbell F a ir  preached 
St. M ark's church la s t evening on the 
"Q reat Social Evil "  His discourse 
confined to  the  evil seen In all climes and 
among every race. He said: "W o have 
streets In our cities, houses In our streets, 
rooms In our b locks whore are  contained 
those poor unfortunate  beings who are 
outcasts from  society, whose shame Is 
painted upon the ir faces and whose 
fingers and  ears contain the gaudy trlnk* 
els purchased with the ir casket’s Jewel 
—th e ir  soul. And we have also piece: 
of hum anity sometimes called men, who 
live on th e  unholy earnings of these 
holy women. W hat Is th e  effect? F irst, 
It Is the physical degredatlon and weak 
enlng of the  race which points 
generate people. Second, m orality de 
cllnes to  such an ex ten t th a t I t becomes 
legalised sin.

" I  have respect for the  law, I  have 
spect for the  con rt of Justice, I  have re ­
spect for the  Judge, b u t a t  the  same 
tim e when we a re  told th a t the  law  can 
not grapple with th a t sin . I t shows the 
law Is weak, th a t th e  law Is powerless 

"W hat becomes of those onfortnnate  
woman? A large num ber are  murdered: 
another large number fill the 
suicide grave. T he laudanum  bottle 
te lls the  story, the  po tte r 's  field Is 
doom.

"W h a t are  the  causes? First, 
devil. Second, our hum an nature. 
T hird , love of excitem ent and sensual 

* pleasure; wicked and Improper amuse­
ments th a t excite the  passions, and 
wicked papers. Another cause Is th a t 
some g irl In a  fit of passion leaves home, 
and where does she go? T here  Is dan­
ger In th e  restau ran t, there Is danger In 
hotel life, and from the re  to  the  drugged 
drink  and then to  ruin and a  life of 
shame Is b u t  a  step.

"T here  are  some more causes o f this 
social evil? Sins against na ture  I: 
avoiding m aternity  and uncalled for di­
vorces. Some men m ake It a  practice to 
begnlle Into m atrim ony Innocent girls 
only to  d esert them and they becoming 
outcasts, fly lo  honsesof shame. Country 
girls a re  entrapped  to  visit th e  c ity; their 
male companions assisted by th e  devil 
delude ihem  and th e  shades of n igh t de­
scend upon an Innocent girl and the  sun 
of another day beats down upon a  pour 
ru ined  outcast

" In  the  seaport cities of eastern  s ta tes 
hum an beings of the  female sex clothe 
themselves lo the  ga rb  of sisters of 
charity . In the  ga rb  of those noble 
hearted, queenly women of the Roman 
church , meeting poor I rish  em igrant 
g irls tell them  th a t the m other superior 
w ants to  see them. They a re  entrapped 

- Into houses of shame and are  ruined by'
fo'ree.

"A  tn^o in th is  city—some people style 
him a  gentlem an—heard of a  young girl 
who was desirous of becoming proficient 
In a  certain  branch  ta u g h t In one of our 
colleges. She d id  not have the  means to 
accomplish her desires, and th is man 
w ent to her land told her he would pay 
her tuition •yhd when by the  knowledge 
she possessed and th e  knowledge she 
would acqtxre In a  short tim e, she conld 
secur^-a rem unerative situation  and re- 
turo-'lhe loan; bu t th a t Is no t w hat tha t 

-jpYece of hum anity wanted. He wanted 
her soul and—he ruined her.

"How  are  we to  prevent th is  event? I  
tb lnk  the  law should strive  aud do some- 
thlbg, I  do no t th in k  any punishm ent 
can  be devised to  serve for th a t woman 
c lothed In the  garm ents of the  good sis­
ters , leading Innocents to the  slaughter.

"Can th e re  be any  punishm ent too se­
vere for th a t man who assists a  girl In 
th e  buoyancy of youth and ambition to- 
reacb a  goal and when she stre tches out 
her hand for the  prise she finds It grasp 
ed by th e  libertine w hose touch Is death?

Are you aw are th a t In some of onr 
sta tes are  laws relative to  w hat Is called 
th e  “ age of consent?" T h a t age Is fixed 
a t  from 10 to  IS years. T he laws on the  
s ta tu te  books p ro tec t a  minor's properly, 
th e ir  bricks and m ortar, until th ey  be­
come of age, b u t will no t go so fa r  with 
th a t Jewel which Is so much more pre- 

- th e  Jewel of virtue.clone
" I  would advise some of the  methods 

of the  mayor of Ion ia  In eradicating this 
social evil upon which I  have been 
speaking. He sen t them  word to  vacate 
the  houses and blocks a t  a certain  time, 
before th a t tim e a rrived he visited them 
personally and told them  they m ust leave 
and the  la s t tra in  on the  last day of 
grace  he had given them, carried tho 
la s t of the  women of scarle t from th a t 
city. T hey  may go back again b n t he 
may do thh same over again "

“ I will suggest ano ther preventative 
L ot the  mother tell to  th e  daughter In 
all Its hideousness; le t h er pa in t a  word 
p icture In all Its horrors of the  cup of 
poison, the  figure of despair,Jthe potter's 
field. L et the  family physician be faith ­
ful to bis charge, let the  father, mother 
and  physician weave around the  child 
an arm or th a t will no t be pierced by tho 
libertines, th a t can no t be broken by the 
hand of the  llcentlons

"How  many g irls and boys go forth 
In the  world and fall Into trap s  tha t 
have been prepared for them  for w ant 
of some advice from the ir na tura l guar 
dlans?

"W hen a  g 'r l falls she Is an outcast; 
th e  door of society Is closed against her 
forever, w hile a  m an Is received In tho 
lap of society, and fawned upon. W hat 
Is wanted Is a  law th a t will show him up 
In w hat he Is and le t him know th a t his 
sin has found him out.

" I  th ink  the  church should take  I t up 
as a  special w ork and m ake I t a  subject 
of special prayer, for prayer will open 
heaven and close hell. Sometimes a  wo­
man’s  na tu re  rebels against It. She throws 
It off and Is saved. T he minister of the 
F irs t Congregational church deserves 
praise; ho was called upon to  bold ser­
vices over the  rem ains of one of those 
unfortunate  women, and when the  earth  
was strik ing  the  colfin lid he p rayed fer­
vently th a t the  soul th a t was scarle t 
should bo made w hite as snow, and from 
th a t burlsl scene there came one who 
was a  notorious woman—I refer to Miss 
Ueorgle Young — now known for her 
good work.

"A  young man of my congregation fell 
la te  abominable p ractises and became

notorious. He finally became repentant 
and I baptized him. He afterw ards be­
came superintendent of tho Sunday 
school. B u t ho had committed a  sin In 
his wild care-r  wnlch kep t gnawing a t 
his h e a r t like a  canker worm, and he told 
me If hell was any worse than  w hat ho 
suffered I t would Indeed be terrible. He 
finally asked me If I  would allow him to 
have aa-ln tc rv le w  with a girl In my 
house. H o ld  him I would, and ho sent 
for a  girl he had betrayed. I, my<elf, 
opened tho door to  adm it her and then I  
loft them alone. I heard; she became 
excited and though t ho wanted to renew 
his relations w ith her, b u t he finally con­
vinced her t h a t  he w anted to m arry  her 
to  repair the wrong he had done, she 
finally said 'W alter, I am not In your 
station of life, I  will m arry In my^own 
sta tion .’ How may men I  could say to 
tonight. 'W alter m arry th a t girl?'

“Suppose ton igh t one of those daugh­
ters of sin cam e to  your house and asked 
you to  allow her to  become your drudge, 
how many of you would take  her In? I 
once took one of those g irls to  eight fam­
ilies of my congregation to  find her a 
home, bu t they would no t receive her.

‘I cow w ant these people and thl 
gregatlon to pray to  Qod to make 
u more pure; th a t they may no t ruin 

girls. P ray  th a t our legislature may de­
vise some plan to  root o u t th e  evil, 
Show sym pathy for the  fallen women, 
th a t they may bo raised to  a home In 
God's paradise—to a  home which I 
nled them  here on  earth ."

Dr. F air closed his address w ith an 
appeal fo r the  Rescne and  Emerson 
homes, a fte r  which a collection was taken 
up  for the  two Institutions

Cin cinnati, M arch 8.—T he cremation 
of th e  body of Prof. Wilhelm Steffen of 
Louisville a t  the  Cincinnati crem atory 
yesterday afternoon was In p a r t a  fulfill­
ment of one of the  most rem arkable wills 
ever known. Professor Steffen was an 
em inent Instructor In mathem atics, and 
had received many honors during his 
connection with sta le  and government 
Insiltutlons. Ho was connected with a 
p rivate academy a t  Louisville a t  the 

me of his d eath, and had been a  well 
known and highly respected citizen of 
th a t city since 1876.

He left a  small am ount of property, 
hleh he divided up  In a  num ber of be­

quests by a  will, of which Mr. Jacob 
K rleger, of Lonlsvllle, was executor. 
When the  will was probated It was fonnd 
to  c ontain a  clause which provided th a t 
the  te sta to r's body shonld be taken  to  
Cincinnati and crem ated, a fte r  which 
the  ashes were to  he throw n Into the 
Ohio river. T he will requests Mr. Krel- 
ger to  carry  o u t Its provisions faithfully

numerous friends to  take  a  last 
look a t the  body before I t le ft Louisville 

follow th e  conditions of the  strange
will, I t was taken  to  T u rner 's  ball, In 
th a t c ity, where It lay In s ta te  until yes­
terday  m orning, when It was taken  from 
the hall to  thedepot, followed by a  large 
num ber of the  dead man's friends.

T he rem ains reached th is city yester­
day afternoon and were taken  Immedi­
ately to  the  crem atory In charge of Mr. 
Anton Euzleb, the  represen ta tive  of Mr 
Krelger, the  executor of the  will. The 
crem ation occurred a t  4 o’clock yester­
day afternoon and the  ashes were placed 

aw ait the  call of Mr. Kutz- 
Ifeb, who will carry  on t the  request of the 
dead man and consign all th a t remains 
of his rem ains to  the river today.

Prof. Steffen was born on December 
1819, In S tralsund, Prussia. As a 

yonng man he was a lieu tenan t In the 
German arm y, and a fte r the  revolution 
of 1848 he was compelled to  come to 
America to  escape persecution for hav­
ing fougbafor his principles. He became 

teacher In the  M assachusetts M ilitary 
academy a t  Boston, and was given the 
rank  of captain by Governor Andrew.

L ater he became professor of mathe­
m atics a t  the  United States Naval acad­
emy, a t  Annapolis. T his chair  he filled 
until 1876, when he w ent to Louisville. 
His s trange request as to  the  disposition 
of his remains recalls a  sim ilar case In 
New York city  when "H appy" 

well known restauran t 
proprietor, of New York, le ft a will 
requesting his friends to  have his body 
crem ated and then  cast the  ashes from 
the  s ta tue  of liberty , on Bedloe's Island. 
T he provisions of the will wore faith fu l­
ly carried ou t, and the  strange funeral 
obsequies a ttrac ted  much public notice.

Commenting on “ Silly Senator Sm ith' 
boomerang argum ent against the  bill 
gran ting  m unicipal suffrage to  the 
women of Michigan, th e  Detroit T ribune 
editorially  says:

"Senator Sm ith of W ayne county made 
a  powerful plea for women suffrag 
the  s ta te  senate on T hursday He spoke 
on the  other side of th e  question.

The T ribune Is righ t. Such speeches 
as Senator Sm ith 's against equal right 
fo r women are  so offensive to  a ll Ideas of 
Justice th a t  they not only outrage  the 
feelings of all women who read them, but 
make converts to  tho cause among al 
fair m inded men. I t  1s unfortunate  for 
the opponents of equal righ ts tha t 
seems to  be Impossible fo r the  grea t ma­
jo rity  of them to make an argum ent 
against women suffrage which does not 
become by Its lack of logic aud Its 
offensiveness, as the  T ribune says of 
Senator Sm ith’s tirade, roally " a  pow­
erful (>lea In Its favor.

But, having thus rebuked tho Wavne 
senator, the  T ribune In a  loading edi­
torial, Inconsistently proceeds to make 
most vulgar, b ru ta l a ttack  upon Mrs 
Lease, one of the  most prom inent orators 
of the  K ansas Farm ers Alliance, 
connt. of her r ec en t address before the 
Woman's N ational council In W ashing­
ton—an address, by the  way, of which 
President W enham, who beard It, spok* 
very highly a t  the  meeting of the  Grand 
Rapids Ladles L iterary  club Saturday 
afteruoon, though not Indorsing all the 
K ansas o rator's strong  expressions. Tho 
T ribune's "powerful plea" of Mrs.Lesso, 

-hlch Is headed. "Gag the  Reckless 
Slanderer,"  Is here given In full as one 
of the  best Illnstratlons of how to popu­
larize a  course by denouncing It:

aud send her back to  Kansas. ’

The Tribune differs from all other pa­
pers In saying Mrs. Lease " sen t her 
card to Mr Ingalls" a fte r  this speech; 
all o ther reports say she sent her card 
to  him when she- first a rrived In Wash- 
lugton, b u t he declined to  see her, send­
ing word back to  her th a t "women and 
Indians were the  only people who scalped 
the  d e a d " The harsh criticisms on 
Mrs Lease's address have received espe­
cial Interest In th e  denounced portions, 
and they are  here summarized:

You w ondrr why the  women of the 
W est Interest themselves In this great 
uprising of the  common people? Twenty- 
five years ago the women of the  E is t 
come to  th is land T hey  came w ith roses 
In the ir cheeks and the  fire of hope In 
the ir hearts, leaving behind all th a t was 
near and dear. Hero we endured loneli­
ness and privations. Children were 
born to  us. and our babies He burled 
'n eath  the  sods of the  wild prairie, and 
today we are  being robbed of our homes 
by the  Infamous system of mortgage 
foreclosure. As tuauy as five hundred 
families have been turned ou t In a  week. 
We are  evicted from homes th a t repre­
sen t the  toll of th e  best years of our 
lives Do you wonder we Jo in 'the Farm ­
ers Alliance and the K nights of Labor?
I wonder how any mother In Kansas 
could stay out. In them we have the 
grea test promise made since John  the 
B aptist heralded the  coming ol One who 
should relieve the  world of Its misery. 
T h a t g rea t landslide, th a t po'lltcal 
Johnstow n flood ol last November, was 
due to  tho  women of the  Alliance. So 
was the  defeat of th a t man who for 18 
years has represented us In th e  United 
States senate, and who has never once 
Identified himself with the legislation de­
manded by his constituents. We, the 
women of the  Farm ers' Alli­
ance, defeated John Jam es In­
gles. (Applause mingled with
hisses]. I became accustomed to
the  goose argnm ont during the Kansas 
campaign, and It does no t d isturb me. I 
am asked, ‘W hy do yon women glory In 
the  defeat of Mr. Ingalls? He Is a 
brainy, sm art m an.' Yes, he Is a  sm art 
man; he m ust be to  be the  consummate 
rascal he has made of himself."

Here the  hisses were renewed with 
g rea ter vigor, w hile the  A lliance sympa­
thizers cheered, and during tho confu­
sion several ladles and gentlemen left 
the  hall. Miss W illard, president, 
rapped for order, Insisted th a t speakers 
on the  platform shonld refra in  from per­

sonalities, and hoped th a t " their own 
self respect and dignity would deter 
ladles and gentlemen In the  audience 
from hissing sentim ents not the ir own. 
Mrs. Lease then resumed In a  moderate 
tone, describing the  work of the  women 
In tho Kansas campaign, and finally 
causing another ou tbu rst of hisses and 
a  further heglra from the  hall by the  
declaration th a t they "proposed to carry  
on the  war against capitalistic  oppres­
sion from th e  banks of Wall street 
the  gates of he ll."  Paying no attention 
however, to  the  demonstration, she w ent 
on, closing with these words: 
have come to stay. We are  advocating 
the  principles of trn th  and justice  and 
try ing  to  pu t Into practical use the  prln 
clples of Christianity. We w ant the  day 
to come when wo shall have no n 
millionaires and no more paupers 
thank  you for yonr hisses and a p ­
plause."

T he Now York Standard, commenting 
on the  affair, says: “ Why women In the 
council should have resented Mrs 
Lease's a ttac k  on Ingalls Is difficult 
Imagine, for no man has more scornfully 
derided tho woman suffrage movement, 
and his fata l facility In Invective has 
abled him to pu t Into words the  most 
decent Insult ever offered by any  public 
man to  those engaged In tho  movement 
If women m ust "re fra in  from personal! 
ties" to  an ex ten t th a t forbids them 
even allude to  the ir m ost violent oppo­
nents, they had better drop the ir  public 
gatherings aud whisper the ir woes to one 
another In the ir p rivate parlors. If  they 
Intend to  come Into politics, they will 
have to  get over the ir squeamishness to ­
ward women like Mrs. Lease. 
She represents the  passionate pro­
test against wrong and In­
juries th a t Is likely to  distinguish 
women In any p a rt they may take  In 
public affairs, and her language was no 
choicer than  her own sense of wrong and 
outrage  demanded. T he women who 
hiss her m ust be a  lo t of weak sisters 
who dally w ith the  suffrage question as 

fad, and not from any bnrnlng desire
use the  ballot as an Instrum ent for 

working righteousness If  women ever 
acquire the  r igh t to  vote, I tw lll be be­
cause women like Mrs Lease, deeply In 
terestod In public affairs, demand the 
righ t now w ithheld. T he speech, aside 
from Its scoring of Ingalls, was a l  once 
passionate and pathetic, and would have 
touched the hearts of any body of sin 

and unspoiled women.”

A resolution was also adopted setting 
forth  the  existing dlflbrences between 
the  carpenters and their employers and 
demanding th a t questions now In dis­
pute, bo subm itted to aboard  of arb itra ­
tion for settlem ent. A t answer Is asked 
from the  bosses by March 28.

From  the  sentim ent et pressed and the 
feeling displayed It Is pretty certain th a t 
unless the  employers sgree to  a rb itra ­
tion a big s tr ike  will ta le  place April 1.

demanded by Dr. Von Gossler, m inister 
of education, from all the  Prussian uni­
versity c'lnlcs and pathological Institutes 
on the  efficacy of Koch's tubercullne 
have Just been published by Professor 
G uttstad t. T hey  a re  55 In number, 
eluding the  report of the  municipal hos 
pltal In Moablt, one of the  departm ents 
of which Is onder Professor Koch hi 
self.

The reports extend only to  the  end 
1890, comprising about eight weeks, and 
contain no final results.

render navigation excoe -ingly danger- 
oxxa.

The etn rtt of the  m aelstrom  is perfect­
ly  calm  a t  ebb o r a t  flood tide, b u t w ith 
th e  rising  o r  tho falling o f the  tide, or 
when a  h igh wind is blowing o r a  storm  
raging, tho w aters driven In from the 
ocean find th e ir  w ay ou t again through 
tho  a tra it w ith such m ighty violence th a t 
no ship can pass throngh tho cddtes. 
There is little  dow nw ard suction, a* is 
commonly supposed, tho danger being 
th a t the  vessel wfll become unmanage­
able and  be driven on tho  rocks. I t  is 
said th a t w hales havo been found in  the 
vicinity  w ith  the ir heads completely 
crushed in, having been caugh t in  tho 
cu rren t and  dashed against tho cliffs. 
Tho N orwegian governm ent has sur 
voyod tho maelstrom and  w arned ull
