About a  week ago, a fte r a  moderate 
rain  of less than tw enty house duration, 
a  rain  which bad I t occurred during the 
summer se ison  would have excited no 
apprehension of high w ater In the  river, 
Citizens of the  city  were suddenly startled 

.b y  the  news th a t In consequence of tbe 
cent heavy rains the  river was un­

usually hlah and threatened serious 
darnsgo to  property, coupled with the 
supplem entary rem ark th a t tho danger
was fa rth e r aggravatrd  by an "Ice 
gorge" o r  obstruction a t some point be­
low tho  city. I t  probably occurred to 
very few people th a t the principle cause 
of tho whole trouble was the  Ice obstruc­
tion caused bs only a  s ligh t Increase In 
usual volume of w ater, which hsd It oc­
curred In absenec of Ice would probably 
have failed to  raise the  w ater level In the 
river to  excetd one foot In hlghth

As tho danger to  free flow of w ater is 
Inversely proportioned to  Its velocity, 
and the  velocity Is Inversely propor­
tioned lo  a rea  of cross section tho rem­
edy Is very plain.

L et the  river be narrowed to  proper, 
bu t uniform w idth, beginning a t  the 
dam and extending down siream  as far 
as city lim its or to  th e  foot of the 
natural grade of river. A* to  proper 
width a  variety  of opinions may ho en­
tertained . T he dock lines of Mauls'* e 
river within the  city corporation aro 
fixed so as to  affurd a  e 'ea r width of 100 
feet, with a  fall of perhaps i ne fool per 
mile A rough, uneven river bed with 
variable grade, together with ragged 
shores, olTers no taay or c ertain  moans 
for detetm lulng tho actual volume of 
water.
