U rfttns: HI* K x lied  C’o u n ir y m tu  
C o n t r ib u te  CBftU to  A id  In 

C ru sh in g  O u t tb *  Mc­

T he governmont continues to exile all 
persons wbo are  In any way Inclined 
toward the  rebels, both natives and for­
eigners suffering. Several Germ an and 
English m erchants have been glveo 
thirty-six hours In which to  leave the 
country forever.

A perfect 
shower of grape and canister was fol­
lowed by solid shot. T he people fled to 
the heights for safety, while some took 

Guge In tho railroad station. The 
bombardm ent continued amid tho

a  shot struck  the  railroad station. This 
w as followed by several others, and be­
fore anybody could escape the  roof and 

wall fell In, burying over 500 men, 
women and children In th e  ruins.

BESTITUTION AT LAST.

A Ccvrmwuy T hat VTnm Delayed Many
Yearn—Hardships of a  Family That
Had Been Bobbed—Tho Rascal Marries
Ono of the  Danchten.

The tru th  of tho old saying th a t fort­
une favors thoso who w ait has again 
been illustrated in  tho  caso of L ai W ick- 
land, an old m an G3 years of ago, and  an 
employe of th e  Illinois Central railroad 
at McConnell, some fifty miles north  of 
Milan, Tenn. The story reads liko a 
romance. There resided in  tho  c ity  of 
Aberdeen, Scotland, seventeen years ago 
a rich and prosperous jew eler, Mr. Lal- 
land W ickham, a  m au of fam ily, which 
consisted of himself, his w ife, three sons 
and three daughters.

Tho nam e of tho eldest son w as John, 
#nd he w as engaged to  a  young lady of 
his native oity  b y  tho name of Craig, ono 
of the  foremost of the  beautiful Scotch 
maidens of Aberdeen. T heir marriage 
was only deferred on  account of eomo 
business transactions.

Ono day W ickland bu rst in to  h is wife’s 
room, g rea tly  agitated, and exclaimed: 
"M ary, wo are  ruined—utte rly  ruined! 
The shpp has been broken into and  a t 
least £ 12,000 w orth of plato and jew elry 
carried off. I  have been w ith tho de­
tectives through all tho  holes in  tho city, 
bu t wo found no  traco of tho th ie f or of 
tho goods. Tho detectives th ink  tho 
goods w ill never bo discovered, and wo 
aro ruined if  i t  is so.” W hen th is  rob­
bery occurred John W ickland w as in  
London, and ho read th e  news in  a  Lon­
don newspaper. Ho hurried homo and 
found th e  fam ily in  tho greatest distress.

SEEKING A NEW FORTUNE.
For m any  days tho W icklands indulged 

themselves in  tho hope th a t eomo clew 
would be found to  tho robbers and thoir 
precious w ealth  bo restored to  them. 
Theso hopes were never realized. Tho 
robbery, as tho polico Baid, had been 
cleverly and  cleanly done. No traco of 
tho perpetrators or any p a r t of tho  prop­
erty  was ever discovered.

In th e  meantimo W ickland had paid 
all h is ou tstanding debts, and found 
himself a  pauper without a  sixpence. Ho 
m ight have urged tho robbery as a  plea 
for bankruptcy, b u t ho w as too conscien­
tious ever to  think  of such a  course, so 
ho paid h is debts to  the  last penny. Tho 
u tte r  ru in  which had overtaken tho 
W icklandspostponed tho proposed union 
between John  and Miss Craig, and Mr. 
W ickland struggled on for a  few  years, 
his son John  assisting h im  all tho wlulo, 
b u t they could no t oven m ake a  living. 
I t seemed th a t fate  w as ag ainst him.

A bout this tim e thousands of peoplo 
were leaving tho  >ld countries of Europo 
and heading fo r America. Mr. Wick- 
land caught tho emigration fever and 
longed to  com© to this country. Ho sold 
all h is personal effects, and  securing 
steerage passage for h is family landed in 
New York. Ho liad eomo m oney and  it  
w ent fast. Ho began to  realize th a t ho 
m ust find something to  do.

He left New  York and w ent to  St. 
Louis. W hen they arrived in  th a t city, 
some fifteen years ago, they had very 
little  le ft. Tho boys found employment 
as hands on tho railroad. In  1883 they 
came to  Cairo, H is., and the  boys stayed 
there, w hile the  old gentlem an secured a 
posjtion fa rth e r south, a t  McConnell, as 
track  w alker and  koopor of the  tanks in  
th a t vicinity.

HAPPINESS AT LAST.
F o r  years they have battled  w ith  diffi­

culties. D uring all th is tim e John  and 
Miss Craig kep t u p  correspondence until 
in  November, 1890, Mias Craig was 
agreeably surprised a t  the sudden and 
unexpected appearance in  h is na tive  c ity  
of John  W ickland, who bore th e  joyful 
intelligence th a t his fam ily, th e ir  fortune 
restored, would soon bo iu  the ir old homo. 
How  was it?

T his happy term ination cam e o u t in  
th is wise: A  man named Johnson located 
himself a t  McConnell as a  m erchant, 
running  a  plantation and supply store. 
H is w ealth  in  ready money w as tho talk  
of th e  town. Ho sold goods rapidly and 
mad© money hand over fist. Ho took 
grea t interest in  tho  W icklands and 
seemed to  evinco especial interest iu  the 
facte rela ting  to  the ir robbery and u tte r  
ruin. I t  finally came o u t th a t Johnson 
had been a  prison bird and tho cold 
shoulder w as tu rned  to  h im  by  Lucy 
W ickland, to  whom he was paying a t­
tention. This seemed to  nettle  him , and 
ho sent for the  old gentlem an to  come to 
him.

T heir interview  lasted tw o hours. A t 
length Johnson confessed th a t i t  was ho 
who had  robbed W ickland of his w ealth, 
snd  coming to  th is country had trebled 
his possessions. He gave the  old man 
his check for $50,000. So soon as this 
happened tho  W icklands decided to  re­
tu rn  to  th e ir  native land. W hen John ­
son heard of the ir determ ination ho in­
sisted on  paying tho ir  passage back to  
Scotland.

The strangest f ea ture  of the  affair was 
th a t Johnson imm ediately sold ou t all 
his belongings and w ent back to  Scot­
land a  m onth a fte r the  fam ily of W ick­
land had  returned, and  a  le tte r  from him 
to a  friend nunouncing h is m arriage to  
Miss Lucy W ickland, eldest daugh ter of 
the  man whom he had robbed, has been
