NEW ORrEANs, March 14 —Eighty
thousand Infuriated clifxens rose up in
thelr flerce wrath this morning and
wreaked summary vengeance on the
men whom they considered gullty of the
murder of Police Chief Hennessey The
excltement throughout the city over the
‘mlscarriage of justice in the case of the
‘alleged Siclllan assassins leaped beyond
Al restraint. The parish prison was
surrounded, the doors burst open and
the Slcllian assassins taken out and

lynched. Some were shot; the others
were hanged. The following were the
victims:

MANTEL PoLITR,
PIETRO MONASTERIO,
AXNTONIO SCAFFIDI,
JoSEPH MACHECA,
AXNTONIO A. MARCHESI,

‘The verdict of the jury rendered yos-
terday, acquittipg six of the accused
prisoners and reporting & disagreement
as to three others, was recelved with
general disapproval and rage and for a
time It was apprehended that an attempt
would be made to wreak vengeauce upon
the prisoners at once, but this was
averted for the time. The evining
newspaper extras were filled with Intl-
matlons that the jury had been cor-
rupted. It was asserted that not less
Ahap §75,000, ard probably as much as
$100,000, was contributed by Itallans all
over the country for a defense fund.
‘Thousands of dollars, it was sald, came
from Chicago and New York, and farm
laborers In this vicinity were taxed $2 a
head.

GREAT FIGE IN SYWACUSE.

Thoe United Siates Ilotel and Seyeral
B Blocks Burned.
Symacuse, N. Y., March 14.—At 6
o'clock this morning firs was discovered
In the Hier & Lighton clgar manufac-
tory, In the Hogan block. Itimmedl-
ataly spread to the stora of M, P. Walsh,
hardwsre, and Oahill Brothers' bakery,
[n the same block. A florce wind made
an awlful draft between the thick walls
of the bulldiogs. Within ten migutes
every floor and the whole front of the
bulldlng presented & mass of flames.
At 6:30 the roof fell, and shorily after
the rear and front walls. The wind
grew flercer and tha efforts of the fire-
men were pauy compared with the greed
ol Ihﬂ flames.

PRESTON FORD'S FATE

His Body Fouud at the Bottom of
John Widdicomb's Well—The
Coroner’s inques

The sad fate of Preston T. Ford, who
dlsappoared fo mysterlously from the
home of his cousin, B. P. Ford, Friday
worning,as stated In the MonNIxa PrEss
yesterday, has been dlscovered, mafnly
through the efforts of Charles Johnson,
who found the body In the well of John
Widdlcomb, locsted in the rear of the
house from which yourg Ford disap-
peared. Mr. Johneon and o\ Ana of the
searching party gave thelr attention to
the well first by letting down an
hook on the end of a rope, bup (tmas
too dark to distingulsh anything at the
bottom of the well After trying the
hook awhlle the well was absndoned for
a time. But Mr. Johnson was not satis-
fled with what had been done, and later
let down a lighted candle Into the well
and saw the face of the mlssing man,
Just above the surface of the water. The
polica were motified and responded
promptly with the ambulance, but It was
decided to remove the body fn the
funeral carrfaga of Allen Durfeo.

After tho body had beeu dlscovered
the questlon of how to get It out
seemed to puzzle the crowd wh
gathered at the well, which was found to
be 50 feet deep.

Another Well Known Ploneer,
Henry Fralick, one of the oldest plo-
neers of the city, dled early yesterdsy
moraing at his home, 192 East Fulton
strest. Ho was 70 years old February
9 and untll ho was taken (1l February 10
ho had always enjoyed excellent health,
Te cause of his death was pneumonfa,
He was perfectly consclous until a fow
minutes befors death claimed him for
Its own, and conversed with members of
his famlly about his &pprosching end in
a contented manner He leaves a son,
Henry . Frallck, and_three daughters,
Mrs O. W, VA‘enl.lno, Mre. Dr. Wateon
and Mrs. A. E. Wor

Henry Frallck wu born at Miuden,
Montgomery county, N. Y,, February 0,
1812 His father was a captain in the
war of 1812, and his graudfather wasone
0115 boys, 11 of whom served thelr coun-
try In the revolutionary war, four belog
killed in battlo and the other seven re-
turning homo with honorable wounds.
Mr, Frallck recelved his y education
In the district schools near his birth
place and took a finfshing courss fn the
dlstrict schools of Wayne connty, Mich ,
where his er moved In 1824, The
next three years was spent on a farm
and then the family removed to Piy-
moth, Michigan. In 1828 he started out
to seek his fortune. He went east and
began work for himself as mateon s
cansl boat plylng on the Erfe canal and
he second year was promoted to the
captalocy. Canal navigation did not
prove sufficlently exciting and In 1832,
at New Bedford, Mass., he shioped as &
haud before the mast on & whaling ves-
sel bound for the south Atlantic and In.
dian oceans. In Mr. Frallck
shipped as third mate in merchant ves-
ol bound for Rlo Jauelro and other
South American ports.

He was gone seven month, after which
he worked for a year on
sels and then In 1836 he abandont
] d returned to Michigan.
located in Detrolt where he became
clerk {n the Exchange hotel, then the
chief hostelrfe In Michigan. Nine
months later he removed to Plymonth and
became clerk In the dry goods store of
Henry B. Holbrood. In 1838 he bought his
employer out and for 20 years thereafter
was actively engaged In business with a
saw mill and flouring mill as episodes
along the way,

Tn 1860 Mr. Frallck dlsposed of his ln-
terests in Piymouth and came to Grand
Raplds and purchased M. V. Aldrich's
Interest In a private bank of Ledyard &
Aldrich, which, after five years' exist-
ence as the Ledyard & Fralick bank was
merged Into the City Natlonal, now the
Natlonal City bauk, in which he has
been a director to this day. When the
war broke out he, with his brother,
ralsed, equipped and filed the muster
roll of the first three-year company sent
from Michigan, and throughout the war
he gave his best efforts to ald the govern-

ment,
