Later neckcloths or mvnm were
adopted, and no donbt were o welcome
change from the stiff, uncomfortablo
ruff. They were of Brussels or Flanders
lace, tied in a knot under the chin, the
ends being allowed to hang square.

Still later they were worn much longer,
the ends being passod through the but-
ton holes of the waistcoat.

The lace neckcloth was succeeded by
small cambric bands, but was reintro-
