BURGLARY AT BERLIN

the store was galned by prying the lock
off the front door with & chisel and ham-
mor. The manner {n which the'tellows
dld thelr work bears evidence that they
are not novices at the business A hole
was drilled fn the top of the safe, in
which was put & charge of some power-
ful explosive, probably powder, The
charge was undoubtedly heavier than
was Intended. a3 {t not only blew open
the doors of the safe, but broke a dozen
Iarge lights of glass In the front of the
store.

The nofss made by the explosion at-
tracted the attentlon of the landlord of
the Berlin house across the street, who
was awake and up with a sick wife, On
Investigation he saw that something was
wrong at McOulloch’s drug store and at
once aroused the proprietor. Mr, Mc-
Oulloch, upon finding out the condition
of llhln n\ the store and what wss
missinj phonod the police depart-
Syt tece! tho full particulars. A lot of
mortgages ggregating about
513,000 ware found & shart dlstancs from
tho atore and in & direction thst led to
tho ballef that tho thieves had started
for this city.
