The 
grand ju ry , too, Is tak ing  a  hand In the 
m atter, and  between th e  tw o tho Jurors 
will no t have a n  easy tim e.

L as t nigh t's tragedy shows th e  tempi 
of the  people. T h e  least th ing  can 
ronse them. F ra n k  W aters, a  drunken 
newspaper m an, was abusing the  citl- 
tens’ committee and every one conneoted 
w ith It. F rank  D unn, one of th e  a tto r 
neys for the  s ta te  In th e  Hennessey case, 
Instantly  tcok all th e  abuse for himself, 
and  the  tw o men began to  Are almost 
tlm ultm eously. As a  result. W aters 
was sho t through the  brain, dying Im 
mediately. Dunn was terrib ly  wounded 
In th e  breast and abdomen. W aters ' 
body was taken  to  police headquarters, 
while Dunn was sen t to  the  C barlty  hos­
pital where no one was allowed to  s 
him. D uring the  shooting two hystand 
era were slightly wounded, one In the 
arm  and another In th e  leg.

A grea t crowd Instantly gathered and 
the  saloons were Ailed w ith men passion­
ately discussing the  m atter. No  one can 
tell the  outcome of "all these things. 
There are grave fears th a t  the  mob may 
take  things Into the ir own hands agalu 
and th a t I t w ill go fu riher than  It
before.

I ;  Is 
tho same ta lk  John  Sherman and a ll the 
advocates of a  gold basis have repeated 
for years as an argum ent against a n  In­
crease of the currency of any kind. I t  
will be very ha rd  fo r H arrison and Sher­
m an and other gold basis men to con­
vince the wage-earners th a t they are 
really Influenced In th e ir  opinion for a 
gold basis and a lim ited volume of money 
by the great sym pathy they have for 
working men. I t  Is too plain th a t the 
scheme of a single money standard  le In 
the Interest of capital. T h a t policy has 
prevailed for the  past tw enty years and 
the experience of labor during  those 
years has not been so pleasant and sa tis ­
factory th a t I t Is rea lly  g rea tly  In love 
with ll.

"T he ad justm ent of tho tariff and tho 
expansion of tho c irculating medium” 
a re  the  two measures specified by Mr. 
Ingalls as th e  ones th a t will "ca rry  with 
them a  strong popular feeling." He 
goes so far as to  compare this feeling 
to  th a t of Republicanism th a t swept 
over th s  country from 1850 to 1800 We 
quote his In teresting Ideas a s  reported 
by the  Interview er a t  B altimore:

" I  th ink  I t may bo compared to  the  
feeling of Republlcaul*m which swept, 
over the  country from 1S5G to 1860. This 
resu lt m ight bs maro quickly reached 
could the  W est and South find common 
g rou .d  on w hich to  s tand  Tho East 
and N orth  have been recognized all 
along and have very adroitly  prevented 
any coalition.. T hey know th a t In the 
South anything th a t endangers local 
government by tho w hite clement 
will to  resisted, and th a t  over? 
o ther Interest will be sacrificed to  
this end. T hey have managed to 
streng then  th is position by an occasion­
al menace. In  the  west srctlonal feeling 
has been resorted to  w ith varying suc­
cess until th is  year, when It signally 
failed. Such plays on the  passions and 
Interests In the  sections have about 
reached the ir limit, The sections are 
becoming apathetic alike to appeals and 
menaces, and when the  one dies o u t and 
th s  o th -r  I* allayed wa may look for a 
coalition t h a t will produce tang.ble re ­
sults. The existing political parties, 
however, may by th - lr  platforms and the 
candidates nominated make such con­
cessions to tho Alliance as to  cause the 
members to  re tu rn  to  the ir respective 
friends w ith the  belief th a t tho evils thes 
seek to  redress will be reformed In their 
own households.”

Simpson. In  tho  tw o hours' discussion 
on the  p latform  there w as sufficient evi­
dence th a t no sot o f  m en over merited 
less tho ridicule th a t has been heaped 
npon them  than  the  gentlem en w ho head 
w hat they terra tho "People's P a rty .”

Barring  any  criticism  of th e  principles 
advocated b y  tho Farm er's A lliance, the  
general verdict of those w ho w ere pres­
en t la s t evening w as th a t the  congress- 
men-elect on  tho  platform  were up to the  
fnll standard  of statesm anship and hon­
esty, oven though the ir gram m ar and 
rhetoric were n t limes a  little  faulty . I t 
is  a  question if  any g rea ter surprise was 
ever created than  w as experienced on 
listening to  the  address of Hon. Je rry  
Simpson. This newly fledged statesm an 
from Kansas is  undoubtedly a  diamond 
in  th e  rough. Q is na tu ra l eloquence is 
of a  grade th a t m ay yet cause th e  pol­
ished Ingalls to  look to  h is laurels.

In  his short address ho  gave eveidence 
of a  m an o f deep thought and  education 
in  the  principles ho advocated. H is lan­
guage is  good, and  his vocabulary of an 
ex ten t never imagined by  those who 
were fam iliar only w ith tho pen pictures 
of tho “ Sockless Statesm an,” H is illus­
trations were apt, nnd a s  a  sto ry  teller 
ho is  de lightful. H is hum or is quaint 
and  catching, and  he sim ply captivated 
th e  1,000 people gathered in  tho hall last 
night, and  a t  tho conclusion o f th e  meet­
ing  a  perfect ovation was tendered him. 
Men nnd women crowded around and 
congratulated him . W hile Senators 
Peffcr and  Kylo both made interesting 
speeches Je rry  Simpson was b y  all 
m eans the  lion of the  evening.

M r. Simpson opened h is address by 
sta ting  th a t of tho m en comprising the 
convention th a t nom inated him  for con­
gress in  tho  Seventh d istric t of K ansas 
only ono m an wore a  w hite collar nnd 
n o t one of them  w ore a  w hite sh irt, and 
there  w as n o t a  law yer in  the  conven­
tion. "W hen we hold a  convention in  
Kansas w ithout a  law yer we th in k  tha t 
tho m ilieninm  is  daw ning,” h e  said. 
"People can g e t any th ing  they  so t their 
m inds on in  th is country,” w as h is next 
statement.

The A lliance d id  no t pretend to  have 
solved a ll the  ins and outs of legislation, 
b u t th a t w ould como la te r  on. T hey had 
se t the  people thinking. Thero would 
be  tw o grea t parties iu  h is opinion—the 
Alliance and tho  Democratic. Tho con­
servatives would n a tu ra lly  d r if t to  the 
Dem ocratic ranks. Thp Republican party  
w as a s  dead a s  was th e  W hig  pa rty  iu  
18GB, and  had  only been kep t alive ol 
la te  by  tho  leaders keeping u p  tho old 
sectional ha te  betw een the  no rth  and 
south.

H e repeated tho  argum ents th a t havo 
been mado for tho  necessity of a  th ird  or 
people's pa rty , and  interspersed his re­
m arks w ith  illustrations and  stories tha t 
se t tho audience iu  a  roar. Ho protested 
against legislation th a t allowed one-half 
o f th e  w ealth  o f the  country  to  be held 
b y  one tw o-thousandth p a rt of tho popu­
lation. H e drew  a  pathetic p icture of 
th e  poverty tka tcx isted  am ong the  farm ­
ers of tho  w est and tho laboring classes 
of the  east, a nd  deplored th e  apathy  of 
law m akers v. ho le t  such conditions exist.

H e spoke o f having visited th e  wom­
an 's convention w hich m et in  the  city 
la s t week. lie  had seen fine ladies dressed 
in  silks and  w earing fortunes in  d ia­
monds nnd precious stones on th e ir  per­
sons, reading fine essays on education 
and  w om an's sphere, b u t ho had  not 
heard  them  say a  w ord about th e  20,000 
young women in  N ew  Y ork w ho are 
d riven to  cr ime to  obtain a  livelihood, 
nor propose a  p lan  for the ir redemption.

M r. Simpson described his first v isit to  
tho  Capitol; how  ho had  viewed i t  from  
a ll sides, and  looking a t  tho  figure th a t 
surm ounts the  dome, th ough t ho saw in 
i t  tho representation o f a  w orkingman 
carry ing  a  hod. H e thought how appro­
priate  such a  sta tue  was. Ho tim idly in­
quired o f a  bystander w hat th e  figure 
represented, and  was Informed th a t it  
w as th d  Goddess o f L ibe rty .-

Then ho began to think, and seeing 
th a t tho faco of the  im age was tu rned  to 
tho cast he said: “ How appropriate. She 
can  look over to  N ew  Y ork and  see the 
ten  thousand littlo  children th a t d ie  a n ­
nually  fo r luck of proper protection. 
She can  see tho tw enty  thousand young 
women doomed to  degradation. She can 
look on  tho  thousands of oppressed in 
factories, m ines and  m ills g round down 
by  greedy-cap ita l, and  I  said to  myself, 
if  th is is  a  free country  nnd th is is  lib ­
erty  then  give mo death.”

H e w as applauded to  tho echo as ho 
finished h is address, and the audience 
dispersed to  tho tone  o f  “Dixie" played 
by  the  band.—W ashington D aily P o s t

So Say* tho Bun.
Among the  men now spoken of as 

presidential candidates of tho Alliance 
pa rty  nex t year are  Gen. W eaver, of 
Iow a; Senator Peffer. of K ansas; Igna­
tius Donnelly, of Minnesota; Senator 
Stanford, of California; A .

B u t th is  is  tho  k ind o f sto ry  which 
Mrs. Lease, of Kansas, to ld  to  a  W ash­
ington audience. She said:

“ Twenty-five years ago th e  women 
came from  the  east to  th is  land. They 
cam e w ith  roses in  the ir chocks and  the 
fire of hope in  th e ir  hearts. Leaving 
behind them  all t h a t w as near a n d  dear, 
they tu rned  th e ir  faces tow ard  th e  new 
and  un tried  west. H ero w e endured 
loneliness and  privations. Children 
were bom  to us, and our babies ho 
buried  beneath the  sods of th e  wild 
prairies.

"T oday wo are  being robbed of our 
homes by tho  infam ous system of m ort­
gage foreclosures. As m any as 500 fam ­
ilies have been tu rned  ou t in  n week. 
W e a re  evicted from  our homes tha t 
represent tho toil of th e  best years of 
our lives.

“Do you wonder th a t we jo in  the  
Farm ers’ A lliance nnd the  K nigh ts of 
Labor? I  w onder how  any  m other in 
K ansas can s tay  ou t. In  them  w e have 
the greatest jiromise m ade since John 
tho B aptist heralded tho coming of One 
who should relieve tho  w orld o f  i ts  m is­
ery .”

There m ust bo some m istake about 
th is .

I t  seems to  me tho  mission of tho 
grnngo is  largely educational and  social, 
and  its  experience, gained through tw en­
ty  years o f p ractical grappling w ith tho 
problems surrounding it ,  tend to  confirm 
th is idea. For a  short period • a fte r  its 
inception i t  experienced a  boom of no 
sm all dimensions, b u t  w hile thus gayly 
careering over th e  sea of prosperity with 
all sails se t sudden disaster cam e upon 
her, and  politics w as th e  rock on which 
she split. A s a  popular movement the  
grange alm ost entirely  disappeared from 
view, and tho unseen world w as peopled 
w ith  the  shades of departed granges. 
Made w iser by tho experiences of tho 
past, i t  ogai.t spreads fo rth  sail to  the 
favoring w inds, a n d  is slowly b u t surely 
moving to  th e  f ro n t

A re  wo to  conclude, then , th a t nothing 
can ho done by th e  grange in  tho  w ay  of 
politics? I  w ill say, by  no means. Our 
policy now is  to  have every voter work 
w ith m ight and  m ain in  his own political 
organization, a t  tho prim aries and  every­
where, to  see th a t men are  elected w ho 
w ill seek tho welfare of th e  whole people 
and no t of any  pa rticu la r class. The 
grange interferes w ith no  m an 's political 
or religious opinions o r preferences; it  
prescribes no  ironclad o f blood curdling 
oaths fo r its  membership. A  simple 
pledge given upon sacred honor n o t to  
m ake i ts  secrets know n is a ll i t  requires.

"Tho F anners' Alliance m ovement,” 
said Mr. John  Davis, th e  Allianco con­
gressm an of Kansas, " is  progressive and 
w ill continue. Moreover, i t  is indepen­
den t of both tho old parties. I  feel very 
sure th a t none of tho A lliance members 
from  cither K ansas or N ebraska w ill go 
in to  a  caucus w ith either party . I  cer­
ta in ly  w ill no t.”

"T o  w hat do  you a ttr ibu te  tho F a rm ­
ers ' Allianco movement?"

"A  dem and for an increased volume 
of currency, m ainly. The c irculation 
has no t been increased w ith  the  g row th 
of population. Tho money question is 
tho m ain ono. A lthough in  Kansas 
there  has been a  revolution on the  tariff 
question, th e  value of our p roducts has 
undergone a  shrinkage through  tho 
scarcity of money. W e havo been over­
burdened w ith  taxation. These tw o ele­
m ents have produced a  feeling of discon­
te n t am ong tho farm ers, who have set 
themselves to  remedy th e  evils of which 
they complain. To sum  up  th e  m atter, 
our demands ore, first, increased cur­
rency; Becond, reduced railw ay freight 
rates; th ird , reduction of tho tariff.”

“ W ill tho Farm ers' A lliance be an ele­
m en t in  tho nex t presidential campaign?”

"U ndoubtedly. W hile we cannot elect 
a  Farm ers' A lliance ticket, wo may 
throw  tho election in to  th e  house. I 
think  i t  lik -ly  th a t W eaver, of Iowa, 
and  Polk, of N orth  Carolina, tr ill bo the 
tic k e t" —Interview .

Alllnnco Loclslntlon.
The low er house of th e  Kansas legis­

la tu re  has adopted th e  Farm ers' Allianco 
b ill providing for the  taxation  of bonds 
and  mortgages. I t  iias adopted tho b ill 
providing th a t th e  sta te  ehall publish 
tho  te x t books to  be used in  the  schools. 
I t  has adopted a  bill providing for the 
enforcement of tho A ustralian ballot 
Bystem, w ith  improvements, i t  has un­
d e r consideration several bills providing 
for im portant changes in  existing ra il­
road legislation, i t  has adopted by  un­
animous veto the  biH providing for jo in t 
freight rates on connecting lines, and 
tho committee of the  whole has approved 
of the  E lder railroad bill, which provides 
th a t passenger tariffs bo reduced from  8 
to  21 cen ts per mile, and  th a t the  rail­
road commissioners bo elected by popu­
la r  vote.

In  the  lower house of tho  Nebraska 
legislature tho A lliance has secured the  
adoption of a  bill providing for the  regu­
la tion  of the  rates of passage on rail­
roads, and  also a  b ill providing th a t ml 
corporations shall be held responsible for 
negligence through  which persons may 
suffer.—N ew  Y ork Sun.

W hen a  soldior was sentenced, either 
b y  cou rt m artia l o r by  h is commanding 
officer, to  rido tho  horse, he w as placed 
on  tho  b ru te 's  back, w ith  h is hands tied 
behind him , and  frequently  enough, in  
order to  increase the  pain, m nskets • 
fastened to  his legs to  weigh them  down 
or, a s  w as jocu larly  said, to  p rovort the  
fiery, un tam ed, barebacked steed from 
kicking  him  off.—London G raphic.

A New Clove Mender.
I t  is  qu ite  a  difficult m a tte r  to  repair 

one's gloves so neatly  an d  perfectly  th a t 
i t  cannot bo detected as an nonprofes- 
sional's w ork, b u t the re  is a  lit tlo  in­
vention w hich facilitates th is  w ork  to  
such a  degree t h a t even un trained  hands 
can  do i t  w ith  neatness and  dispatch. 
Tho apparatus is m ade of nickel, aud 
consists of tw o p a rts , which press against 
each o the r by  m eans of a  spring. P a r t 
o f  tho  to p  edge is provided w ith  small 
teeth  in  close range to  each o ther. The 
seam o f th e  glovo to  bo mended is  care­
fully  pressed betw een these teeth, and 
tho  needle passed in  and  ou t a t  every 
opening. - R epairing done in  th is m an­
ner is  so perfec t th a t i t  cannot be no­
ticed.—N ew  Y ork  Journal.

As tho fly glides rap id ly  over a  smooth 
surface every s tep  presses o u t a supply 
of gum  strong  enough to  give him  a  
sure  footing and  to  sustain h im  in  safety 
i f  ho halts. So strong  is  tho  cem ent th a t 
th a t upon ono of h is  six  fee t is  qu ite  suf­
ficient to  sustain tho  w eigh t o f h is whole 
body. B ut i f  ho stands ■ s till tho gum 
m ay d ry  up  and  harden  quickly, and  so 
securely fasten  tho  traveler's foot a s  to  
m ake a  sudden step snap  th e  leg itself.

Tho sponge reproduces i ts  kind m ainly 
by  eggs. In  each an im al a re  contained 
bo th  tho m ale a nd  tho fem ale elements, 
and  i t  throw s o n t thp ova to  bo hatched 
in  tho w ater. A t  first tho  young aro free 
sw im m ing, and  a fte rw ard  thoy a ttrc h  
themselves to  convenient spots a n d  grow.

Prim arily , sagacious dogs seemed to  
have had  the ir origin in  southern Europe, 
tho fighting dogs in  A sia a n d  tho  sw ift 
running  dogs, liko the  greyhound, amoi g 
th e  .Celtic nations.

face grooved w ith  concentrated farrow s;

The upper block 
is made to  revolve rapidly, w ater being 
delivered npon tho  grooves of the' bed 
stone w here th e  m arbles aro  being 
rounded. I t  takes abou t fifteen m inutes 
to  finish a  bushel of good m arbles ready
