A FARMEn‘s BALANcE SHEET.

The Figures Iln llt‘n.l Forward in Sap-
Port of Ono of His Demunds.

The derannd for a material reduction
In tho compensation of county officials
is almost universal. It is not confined
to the agricultural classes, although they

aro awakened to the subject in a manner
that will brook no trifling.

A Franklin county n.mm. whoss
farm {3800 acres in extent, and for which
ho paid §15,00, had last year 200 acres
of the same under cultivation, Besides
the vigilanca and labor domanded by
his crops ho had tho care of his cattlo,
horses, sheep, hogs and poultry on his
hands. Theso and his Inrmlmplumenu.
together with the original purchaso
price, represonted for tho year an in-
vestment of about $20,000. The year
was one of arduous toil, hopes, foars, re-
sponsibility and care.

This farmer keeps an accurate account
o{ all his receipts and expenditares (a

thing, by the way, that every farmer
ought to do), and knows, after the year's
products are disposed of, exactly where
he standa. A fow days since he courte-
ously exhibited his balance sheet for the
year 1890 to n gontleman of this city.
His net: profits after paying taxes and
deducting $10 for each member of his
family of six, on nccount of money ex-
pended for clothing, groceries, school
books, newspapers, ctc., was a fraction
of a dollar moro than $360. Estimating
that the farm products consumed by
members of the family were $80 for each,
or $480 for all, he finds his entiro avail-
able income from the farm for the year
10 bo §840, or 4 1-5 per cent. on his invest-
ment,

This is not a bad showing. He thinks
he did better than most of the farmers
in his township, that a number of them
had to use extra care and economy to
come out even, and that any extra ex-
pense, such as a good sized doctor's bill
or the loss and replacing of a valuable
horsa, wonld have thrown a good many
of them in arrears.
But taking his own income, $340, as a
standard, there is little wonder that he
is inclined to kick when he finds a young
man in a county office clerkship without
any investment save what his schooling
may bave cost, without any ibi
ity and practically without any anxety
or care coolly pocketing $1,000 to §1,500
each year for fewer hours of light labor
du.ring the wholo. year than the hours of
heavy toil which the farmer expended in
six months. And when in addition to
this he sees the county officials them-
selves each receiving $1,000, §6,000 or
even $10,000 and $15,000 & year, ho con-
cludes thatit is in effect nothing less
than robbery, even if sanctioned by the
forms of law.
