‘The constitation of the Unlted States
glves congress the power “to cofn money”
and ‘‘regalate the valus thereof” acd It
also forblds Interfering with debts, and
when It falls to provide money enough to
keep busloess moylog and our wages go
down 1t bas a quadruple effect.

A St. Panl (Minn.) special says that
through the cfforts of an inventor
of Towa articles which can be manu-
factured from common slough grass are

attracting considerable nttenucm The
farmers of the northwest have been pay-
ing large prices for binding twine, and
it is this fact probably which st
George Lowry to investigate the uses
to which common marsh grass could be
put. Ho has made several inventions
which are an assured success, The bind-
ing twine made by his method is strong,
durable, and, above all, cheap. Whila
the material from which ordinary bind-
Ing twine is made costs from $120 to
$180 per ton, slough grass costs from $3
to §5 a ton, and the costof making the
twine from either material is about the
same. A company has been organized
for the manufacture of this twine.

Apple Tiessoms Iu Winter.

Wo all lovo the beautifal, deliciously
fragrant apple blossoms that charm us
for  short scason in the spring, and note
sadly the last shower of white petals over
tho ‘emerald greoh carpet benenth the
trees. All persons do mnot knoyw, how-
ever, how easily these lovely flowers may
bo caused to bloom indoors in winter.

If largo branches are broken from the
trees and placed in water in o yarm,
sunny window, they will soon ﬂnwer,
and many of the blossoms will bea:
