MAKING THE YOLK

The yolk of an egg is composed of 80
per cent. of yellow fat, 14 per cent. of
caseirs, about 8 per cent. albumen and
water, The fatis common animal fat,
and beef fat, which is very cheap, will
be the chief ingredient, To this a liberal
amount of caseine, which is that portion
of the milk which produces butter and
cheese, will be added, and albumen
mainly from Deef blood, together with
water, will bo mixed in small quantitica.
Tho color, already a yellow, will be]
treated with a chemical which will serve
a double purposs of deepening the color
and preserving the mixturo in a emi-
liguid state until it is cpoked.

The “white” of the egg is about one-
eighth pure albumen,’and is a diffico’t
substance to prodace chemically, A sub-
stance that-appears to tho eye oxnotly
similar, and which hardens and whitens
when cooked, has been produced by n
misture of legumin, or vegetablo albu-
men, extracted from common peas, ar
which forms one-fourth of the peas,
little albumen from beef blood, a trifle
of sulplur, considerable gelatine and a
chemical golntion to prevent rapid de-
compasition, aud which also whitens the
whole bulk yhen subjected to Leat, just
a8 the ogg becomes white when boiled.

As beef blood will be utilized in very
large quantities in the big egz mill, a
few special cars will be fitted up with
tanks to bring the blood from the Chi-
©ago slaughter houses.

In order to tho imitation moro
complately successful, molds of ecveral
sizes will bo Introduced, making the
eggs vary in bulk as do the products of
any respect=blo flock of hens. The color
of the shell also be of two or tiree
shades, rendering the likeness to the
original still more striking.

Tests Lave been made which chow
that the artificial egg can be preserved
for a month wunder proper conditiors,
2nd sti a3 fresh as ona laid by an
ordinary hen.  As all the ingredicnts of
this reform egg are esceedingly chm,
it can be manufactured at the rate of
about three centaa dazen, There will
