Haagen wrote on the  sla te  another thing 
la also tru e . I  find In the  telephone 
directory th a t Dr. W right nnder the 
le tte r  “ C"—city  physician has a  tele- 
phono numbered 336 located a t his house 
aud I t Is my opinion th a t  had Mr 
Haagen been given tbo proper a llotm ent 
of brains found In th e  heads of o rdinary 
people—not b o o k  k e ep e rs—th e  c ltj 
physician could have been reached a' 
his house as I  have had several expert 
ences In finding the  city physician or 
Sunday, aud when all other efforts f ille r 
I h iv e  found him or his whereabouts by 
telephoning to  his house. In  fac t l a m  
assured th a t some one Is a t  the  city 
physician’s residence n igh t and  day to 
answer telephone calls aud to  Im part 
Information as to  where tho  doctor can 
he found, and I  believe had tho  seeker 
for a  c ity  physician fo r a  sis ter  of his 
hired girl exercised proper Judgm ent ho 
would have had no reason to  complain.
I  find from  Inquiry th a t  It's  no t customary 
io keep the  city physician's olfice open on 
Sunday, as thero  Is seldom a  call a t the  
office and In case of an  emergency peo­
ple are  supposed to  know enough to  call 
the  doctor from his residence, especially 
ou the  Sabbath, as th a t Is the  only day 
ho has to  become acquainted w ith his 
family. Moreover, 1 find th a t on tl 
dav referred to  by Mr. Haagen th a t 
was the  asslstau l's day on du ty  and tha t 
In ihe  d ischarge of those du ties he rode 
10 hours looking a fte r city patients and 
on retu rn ing  to  the  office m sde seven 
visits on fool; and  I  wonder It Mr. 
Haagen worked even one hour th a t day 
tu alevlate the  sufferings of H umanity. 
He says:

“ If  the  c ity  of Grand Rapids Intends 
to a ttend to  h e r poor, le t her do I t well or 
not a t  all; be tter leave It to  charity  and 
to people who a te  Inclined to  do their 
du ty  lu  th is  respect."

Evidently from  tb e  communication 
Mr. H sageu Is no t of tbo chsrltab le  class 
a s  bo does no t say a fte r  falling lu  getting 
a  city physician th a t he hired  one him ­
self as ho suggest charitable people 
would do, although  lu th is  case a  sister 
of Ihe sick pa tien t was In his family.

The o ther, w ithout a  foundation, built 
upon the  e arth , his house fell and great 
was tho ruin.

T he difference Is th a t one was a  doer 
and the  o the r was not. We may s it and 
w ranglo about tho tru th  till doomsday 
and be no wiser In tho end. Such  are  
said by the  apostle to  bs “ forever learn­
ing and never ablo to  como to a  know l­
edge of th e  trn th .

The word of God Is its own Interpreter 
and a  very clear one If wo will follow Us 
directions. T herefore le t us g e t down 
to th e  bedrock of trn th  or as near to  It 
as we are  capable. We w ill endeavor to 
bo plain ana  simple. In  th e  te x t before 
us It Is said th a t tho Lord repented of 
the  evil which he thoogh t to do unto his 
people. F irs t Samuel 15-90 reads, the  
strength  of Israel will no t Mo nor repent 
fo r be is no t mau th a t he should repent.

I t  m ust s tr ike  every rational mind tha t 
both m oss statem ents cannot be literally 
true: one Is apparen t tru th , the  o the r Is 
real tru th . T ne form er Is frequently  
used to r  convenience as Genesis. "T hen  
th e  sun was about to go dow n," b u t the 
scientist says the  sun does no t go down, 
and no one th inks of criticising th a t ex­
pression It Is so common. I t  Is a  law of 
Divine Prov.dence th a t we may re s t In 
m e  apparen t till wo are  able to  recelvo 
the  real tru th .

And It Is also provided th a t we shall 
rem ain In partial tru th  as loug as 
are  unable to  bear the  full b lase of divine 
tru th . And 1 would like to  see the  man 
who has got beyond or above th a t state 
B ut there is tho promise th a t In this 
mountain he will destroy the  face of 
covering cast over all people and  tho 
veil t h a t Is spread over all nations; and 
we believe th a t work Is now progressing. 
Man sees tru th  If a t  all by virtue  of his 
intellectual faculty; bu t they t 
or less bent, refracted o r  colored by the 
will principle. A  person can readily  be­
lieve th a t which Is In harm ony with his 
sla te  ill feelings or reject w hat Is no t In 
harmony. A nd th a t  fac t Is recognized 
all through m e Bible.

T hus in  Ezekiel 14 every man of the

w ards all pooplt; ih s  apparen t difference 
Is all In the  beholder, T he law and the 
prophets of the  old testam ent In their 
ultim ate or lowest sense were un­
doubtedly addressed to  the Israelltlsh 
nation. B ut In the ir broad general 
sente and In their s till h igher spiritual 
sense they are  addressed to  all who can 
recelvo them. Now considering th a t 
th a t  nation was a  low, barbarous, cruel 
revengeful people Is I t s trange th a t  the ir 
Ideas of God should be of a  s im ilar cast.
