A  little  w hite  cloud floated ou t from 
Ihe head of tho S tatue  of L iberty a t  4 
o'clock in  the  afternoon, and in  it  dis­
appeared in  tho four w inds of heaven 
the rem ains of Henry Meyer, hotel 
keeper, of Staten Island.

To be bnricd in  th is singular, half 
yynical fashion in  m i^ iir , as i t  were, 
was exactly a s  tho  dead m an had often 
directed whilo he lived. As he hod 
wished, h is body w as crem ated, his 
oandful o f ashes w as preserved in  a  box 
until the  nex t Sunday should come, 
rod  then , w ith  the  popping o f cham ­
pagne bottles and expressions of good 
will, b n t no  grief, w as cast from the  top 
3f L iberty  w henever I t would go. In 
the.clear sunshine of the  beautiful day, 
looking no bigger and of no more im ­
portance than  a  puff of cigar smoke, 
the cloud hung for a  moment under tho 
ice of the  statue. T hen tho  sharp  no rth ­
west wind caught it ,  w h ir led it instantly  
out of sigh t in  the  direction of the  dead 
man’s  old homo, and th a t was tho last 
of th e  body of Henry Meyer.

A  jovial though an odd soul, and a 
hotel keeper for th ir ty  years a t  Port 
Richmond, Mr. Meyer w as well known 
to every Staten Islander and a  good 
many other people, too. From  the  name 
of his hotel he go t to  be called "Puck” 
Meyer, so th a t his real first nam e was 
generally forgotten. H e w as a  skeptic, 

socialist, a  strenuons advocate of cre­
mation, a  pretty  good liver and a  man 
of grea t populnrity in  spite of a  thousand 
peculiarities w hich will be S taten  Island 
folk lore fo r generations.

v "Puck” die. H e was 
found dead in  h is bed in  the  hotel on the  
m orning of Feb. H . His wife was the  
first to  discover h is death. As his will, 
made m any years ago, directed, th e  body 
was taken to  th e  Fresh Pond crematory. 

Long Island, tw o days la te r  and  in­
cinerated. A  com m ittee from th e  Staten 
Island Schnotzen corps, of which Meyers 
bad been a  member, accompanied the  
remains in  throe carriages, w ith a  brass 
band.

The body w as dressed in  tho blue un i­
form of the  Schuetzeu corps, and  a fte r it  
had been consumed th e  brass buttons 
rod  other pieces of m etal which the  fire 
had not destroyed w ere preserved os 
souvenirs. Tho ashes, weighing little  
more than  th ree  pounds, w ere of a 
w hitish color and as feathery a s  cigar 
tshes. T hey were carefully placed in  a 
round tin  box nnd pu t in  charge of First 
L ien t M oritz W egerle. Then, w ith tho 
band playing a  lively a ir, the  pa rty  re- 
tnrned to  S taten  Island.

The special com m ittee took th e  steam­
er Bay Ridge for Bodloe's Island.

To avoid cariosity  L ie u t W egerle had 
the tin  box in  a  brown G ladstone bag. 
He sw ung this carelessly in  his hand es 
the pa rty  clim bed to  the  top of the  ped­
estal. T hen they w ent outside the  statuo 
on the  stone p latform  surrounding i t  
and there  tho bag w as opened and  tho 
m aster of ceremonies disclosed four 
brown paper bags, each containing an 
equal am ount of Meyer’s  ashes. There 
was a  spoonful o r tw o le ft in  th e  bottom 
of the  case, w hich w ere saved for 
"Puck’s" m arried  sister on  S taten  Island 
i t  her request.

As he handed around th e  bags Mr. 
R inschler m ade th is  speech:

"H ere are  the  ashes of old ‘Pock’ 
Meyer. Ho was a  good m an, beloved by 
ill. I  never knew of any  w rong th ing  
he ever did."

E ach m an th a t g o t a  bag  stuck  i t  in to  
his pocket. T hen tho party  proceeded 
to  climb the winding sta irs  to  L iberty's 
head. T heir movements, however, had 
been observed by  W atchm an H orn, aud 
is  they began the  ascent he called out: 
“ W hat havo you go t there? ‘Puck’ 
Meyer?”

Consternation w as depicted on every 
face u n til H orn shouted again: " I t ’s 
ill  r ig h t  Go ahead. You can come 

Up they w en t accordingly, b u t in 
one of tho  sharp  tu rn s  Capt. F ink  who 
is a  portly  m an, go t hopelessly stuck. 
He handed his bag  of ashes to  Mr. Boehe 
rod  w ent back to  th e  pedestal. I t  had 
been intended to  th row  the  ashes from 
the torch, b u t th a t wasimpossible. They 
had forgotten the  necessary form ality  of 
tho special permit.

E ach man took his station therefore in 
the head corresponding to  the  points of 

compass, and  as each bag  was emp­
tied tho members cried, “ Hero goes the 
tshes of ’Puck’ Meyer. H appy days!"

my children obey ordere.and If you can 't 
do I t alone tend  form e and I 'll come 
help you.”  Well, w bat do you think  
the  result. I t  would often be whispered 
around by the  teacher “ those children 
were the  best and made the  least trouble 
of any In school.” 80 much for proper 
discipline a t  homo, yea  for rea l klndm 
In the  family and no t a  bogu. kind.

Now I nave brought In  Ih l. topic 
Illustrate G od', dealing, w ith  m ankind 
under th e  gospel dispensation. Love I. 
a  good thing, a  very prom inent thought 
se t fo rth  through all the  new testam ent. 
Indeed 11 may be w hat Professor D rum­
mond claims for is, " the  suprem e gift,' 
bu t i t  Is no t a ll we find In th e  gospel of 
Christ.

Many of o u r liberal minded Christians 
as well as all Imitation C hristians are 
very fond of claim ing th a t love 
principle thing. Indeed th e  only th ing  to 
be thought of In all our relations with 
God. And some of them  are  very fond 
of preaching from texts as this: "Have 
wo not all one F a ther?  H ath no t one 
God created us a ll?”

They u tterly  Ignore th e  fac t th a t the 
•ame book th a t eays th a t "God Is love, 
also declares th a t  "o u r God is a  consum­
ing fire."

Again I t says, "Vengeance Is mine; 1 
will repay sa ltb  the  Lord." T h is  In the 
New Testa'menl. Now tn rn  to  tho Old 
and read Psalm s vxxxlx., 14: "Ju stice  
and Judgm ent a re  the  hab itation  of thy 
throne;" then again Isaiah  lx., 7, speak­
ing  of the  coming of Christ upon the  
throne of David and upon his klngdoi 
to  order It and  to  establish I t with Judg­
ment and w ith Justice, "from  hence­
forth  even forever.”  Such I .  the  true 
character of God and H I. government 
while H is mercy also endureth forever.

I  think  I have before alluded to  the 
grea t necessity of preaching a  whole 
gospel In order to  make God's tru th  
success and lead the  people to  a  saving 
knowledge thereof, and to  bring them 
from  darkness to  light and from the 
power of Satan  Into the  service of God.
