The history of the peculiar
usage known as ‘‘celibacy” Is not s0 gen-
erally understood as It ought to be.
Some people have an idea that it Is an
apostolic Idea, Nothing Is further from
the truth. Even Peter had a wite
whose mother was sick of the palsy; and
for 13 centurles the ministers of the
Christian religlon marrled. There was
no rule even for the regulation of the
clerles’ domestic life duriog the firsy
three centurles. Polycarp speaks of
Valens and his wife. We find Eus-
tathlus,-about the time of Constantine,
declaring marriage Itself to be a state of
aln, A provinclal councll in 326 con-
demned him as heretical, and condemned
all who refused the sacrament of a mar-
rled pri As the church became rich
through the vast Influence of Constan-
tine, t seemed necessary to guard the
property of the church. A married
priest's wife and children would natu-
rally take his property on his death, and
a rule was made requiring cellbacy to
check the spirit of priestly galn. The
decretal of Sixiclus was the first canon
enforcing It, however. That was an ar-
bitrary rule for which no Scripture, pre-
vious canon or epistle of any pope was
quoted. From the tlme the Idea wasad-
'vanced It bad its advocates as every rad-

fcal and novel thing Is sure to have, but 2o

for 1,000 years the priests of the
church kept on marrylog, defy-
ing the rules and decisions of
counclls which were obtained of the
political manipulations of the radical
and ascetical among the clergy.
