SUMMERING THE PETS.

HOW THEY ARE LODGED, BOARDED
AND CARED FOR.

Familics Relloved of Embarra:
cumbrances—Some Things Worth Know-
Iog Abont Dogs aud Other Animals.
An Interview with a Speclalist.

In the summer geason, when so many
families shut up their city residences
and go to the seaside or country, the
disposition to be made of the family pet,
be it dog, cat or bird, is often a most
embarrassing question. It is often a
puisance to take it along. Humanity de-
mands that if left behind it must Le
properly cared for. The numerous fanci-
ers, dealers and doctors of domestic pets
in this city fully appreciate this situa-
tion of affairs, and in summer notify the
public by sigus on their establishments
that with them can be found “‘summer
board for domestic pets.”
A LARGE BUSINESS,

“The business is quito an extensive
one,” s’ud a koeper of one of these “‘pet
hotels,” “'yet it is not as great as we
wonld hke ittobe. I think that the
keeping of a honse cat or dog is getting
less and less popular with peopls in or-
dinary circumstances. The wealthy
people keep them becanse they have tho
room and servants to look after them.
The wealthy, though, generally own
their conntry or beach places and send
thoir pets there, so we get very few
boarders from them.

“While people in ordinary circum-
stances are giving up dogs and cats as
house pets they are growing fonder and
fonder of song birds. Dealers who take
birds to board are uow doing a rushing
business. People of moderate means
when they leave town generally go to
hotels where they would not be allowed
to take their pets, so it is from them wo
get most of our boarders, One Sixth av-
enne dealer is boarding nearly one hun-
dred canaries and many parrots and
mocking birds. Fifty cents a week is
the charge for small birds and seventy-
five conts for parrots. We charge $10 a
month for a dog’s board, and §7 a month

g

T cats.
“People who value their domestic pets
should be very careful how they care
for them during the summer.. Give
your birds plenty of rape seed, and as
little largo sced as possible. Slip a pieco
of green stuff between the bars of the
cage occasionally. Also give them a bft
of apple once & dny. Applo is a natural
tonic to birds. Keep your cats indoors
as much as possible, and brush their
coats thoroughly every day. Feed them
lightly, giving them fish and milk dishes,
but no meat.
HOW TO CARE FOR DOGS.

“Thero is not one owner of a dog in
ten who knows how to care for the ani-
mal. The dog should be kept as quiet
as possible throughout the heat of the
day, but he should not be chained or
worried with restraint. Ho should be
fed lightly and only twice a day, and
change should be made in his food fre-
quily: {Dont girs him meat. Give
him a bone to chew once in a while,
Forstaple food give him milk dishes and
vegetables. A great many people will
tell youa dog won't eat vegetables. If
a dog turns away from vegetables the
fis tim take them away at ance. Give
him a fresh supply at the next meal.
S THiE S iy gt et e e

as to meat.

+Dogs shonl frequently be washed in
cold water coutaining a little
Use common yellow soap. [f you ot
muzzle your dog in summer, don't keep
him without a muzzle all the rest of the
year. Putit on him for a half hour or
50 every day, and he will get 8o used to
it that when he has to wear it steadily
it won't worry him. If people would do
this for their pets there would be fewer
50 called mad dogs. Dogs are very like-
ly tohavea rush of blood to the head.

A Good Method of Copying.

Buy a pieco of common factory or
cheese cloth, or as many pieces as may
be necessary tomake the desired number
of copies, each the size of the letter book
page. When about to take copies wet
the cloth, orseveral pieces if necessary,
50 thoroughly that thero shall be no dry
spots. This done wring them out as
dry as possiblo with the hands. Now
place the ail sheet in the book and the
cloth thereon, and the leaf of the copy
book on this Next lay the letter or
manuscript on this, and if another shect
is to be copied add another il sheet, a
wet cloth, tho tissue leaf, and &0 on for
as many sheets as there may be to copy.

By this process as many as twenty
shects may be copied successfully at the
same time, whilo the most expert with
the brush, or any similar device for
moistening the tissue leaves, will some-

times fail on a single copy. We retired
our hair and felt brushes to make place
for the cheese cloth a number of years
ago, For typewriter work nothing ex-
cels the cloth. Clear copies may be pro-
cured as long as there is enough ink left
on a ribbon to make an impression.—
Cor. Writer.

Dyeing Roses.

It js said that the process of dyeing
roses is becoming a remunerative branch
of industry with English horticulturists.
Instead of growing new varieties of
roses, which is & process of years, they
simply grow ordinary white roses and
dip them in_a chemical solution which
ina single hour converts them into the
most magnificent yellow tea roses, the
rare scarlet red or the peculiar shade of
bluish violet which has been one of the
favorites of tho season. In a similar
way pink roses are turned into blossoms
of the deepest red.

There can hardly be bat one sensible
answer to that question, however it is re-
garded.

bined efforts of the workers in its ex-
hibits, and it is the especial aim of the
ladies’ board of managers that the work
of women shall have a fair and equal
standing with that of men. There will
be gathered in the fair building handi-
work of bundreds of women all over the
United States and Europe. The joint
product of man,and woman will be
shown, and woman given credit for
everything that she has done.

The unigue work, the ideas of bright
women will bo shown, the progress of
women along the hundreds of lines where
shois engaged will find_expression, the
inventions of women that are given form
and shape by thousands of working girls
scattered all over the country will be
there.

And who ought to see these things if
not the people who will later on create
them? The inventor will be there. She

or he may create ideas, but the working
i is going to give them life

he  board of managers is going
to co ri plan by which work-
ing women may avail themselves to a
e degree of the opportunity to ex-
hibit at the fair. They will endeavor
to devise some practical scheme where-
by women who are making articles that
ought to be displayed, but by reason of
poverty are nnequal to the expenso of
‘maintaining an exhibit for six months,
will bo assisted to do 0. Of course
they can't take every one to see thesc
exhibits, but there is one way by which
working girls can arrange that for them-
selves.

Thero may be some who are not sure
about being able to go finally, To meet
this all payments must be credited to the
individual making them, and if at any

time she finds it necessary to withdraw | on

the total amount of her payments can be
returned.

The payment will be weekly or month-
1y according to the rate of wages ob-
tained and the decision of the members
as to the amount they can save up with-
out hardship. As is always the case,
any amount can be spent, but as this
plan is designed for tho approval of
working wornen who receive from six to
ten dollars a week it is not supposed
that anything but the strictest economy
and most prudent_outlay will be con-
templated. Some idea must be secured
of how much the trip can be made for.
It is proposed to endeavor to secure from
therailroads a “working woman's” ticket
that shall be only issued to members of
fair fund clabs, Most women will
doubtless feol as if a week was all th
time they could afford to give to the fair
besides the time necessary to travel, and
it should give ample tiwe to securea
good deal of beneit.

Entertainment whilein Chicago is the
next thing to be considered, and it is
hoped that, if the women take hold of the
club movement and male it sufficiently
extensive, a plan of entertainment can
be pat in operation by Chicago women
that will reduce the expgnses to less than
five dollars for the seven daysin Chicago.
Another question is that of the wages to
bo lost by the week's absence. This s a
pertinent question, and I should suggest
that the amount to be lost be reckoned
in when deciding on the sum to bo saved
up. That will relieve both the club
members and their families from any
anxiety.

Tho entire sum necessary for the trip
can vary from $50 to $100, but I beliove
with skllfal management trips allowing
for four days’ travel and six days’ stay
