They have been trylog to get
permission to abandon this non-paylng
chunk of thelr system, but the farmers
and townspeople who pald about §1,000
amile to have it bullt would not con-
sent. The rallroad commissioners were
appealed to and the appeal pigeon-holed.
‘The South Lyon people then threatened
10 go to court and force the magoates to
glve them a decent service. Saturday
‘men from all along the line were ordered
to Aon Arbor. The order was an in-
definits one and nobody but the of-
ficers of the llne knew what was
to be done. There congregated here
nearly 100 section hands. At midolght
l traln was made up and all loaded upon

the ‘mers and cltizens were asleap
this army of men began to rlp up the
irack. There were two gavgs, one
working toward Leland and one toward
South Lyon. They worked Sunday and
al night without a break and umull 10
o'clock |hu morning, and only about
iwo mils track are left. The men
hope to get lhII up before an {njunctlon
can be served upon them.

RIOTING COKE WORKERS

They Use Dynamiie, Pravént New
Men from Working and Ralwe

ScorrpALe, Pa, March 30.—Rloting
prevalls throughout the coke reglon to-
dsy. The Jimtown works were ralded
by 1,500 strikers and the 20 workmen
there were driven from the yard In great
confusfon, Work was to be siarted at
the Morewood plant this morning, but
the strikers pravented this. A dynamite
bomb was exploded atthe Leisenrlog No.
3 plant, which tore a hole six feet deep
In the ground, but no one was serlously
fujured. Great disorder prevalls at the
Lelth and Lefsenriog and other plants.
Eight of the rioters at Lalth were ar-
rested. Al the Frick works.are heavily
guarded by deputles and the managers
say If pecessary they will call on the
state militfa.

MouxT PLEASANT, Pa, March 30 —
All Iast evening the striking coke work-
ors began gathering at the Morewood,
Staudard, Alice and Bridgeport plants.
A2 o'clock this moraing the strikers
concentrated their forces on the hills
around the Morewood plant. Morawood
1s admirably situated for a rald Shortly
After 2 o’clock 3,000 strikers armed with
clubs, fron bars, stones, revolvers and
ather weapons commenced firlug revoly-
ers and and made & dash for the ovans.
Thbe deputles hearing the bulleis whiz
by their heads uncomfortably ciose com-
wetiood seeking places of safery. The
surfkers then begau tearing up the Larry
tracks for a dlstauce of %00 or 600 feet
‘ney burned other property, tore down
fences and committed other depredations
untl 8 o'clock this moraing. So far as
known now no one has been serlousiy In-
ure

The marauders continned thelr work
DY Whrusting coke-oven scrapers into the
burning oveus, plifog up In & heap 8
dczen wheelbarrows and making s bon-
fire of them. They also knocked 1o
ronts. They then rushed
toward * A" shafs, yelling and shooting
aud breaking window glass, and on to
the company's store acd offices. Here
the lsrge panes of glass were »hattered
srd smaller panes In the offica broken.
The strikers kept up their raid by tear-
Ing down the fences around the works
untll 5 o'clock, when they dispersed.
Daring the rald the handful of deputies
displayed much patlence and bravery.
They stood thelr xnmnd well, but were
Rreatly outoumbere

The result of lhe rald is tbat the
strikers have lost much public sympathy.
The citizens of Mount pvm.n: are ex-
tremely wrathy over the affalr, bi
it on the leaders. It is now quiet at
Morewood, but amother attack Is ex-
pected tonight,

The Farmers' Alliance means to de-
throne the money power and thus eman-
cipate the people. This does not mean

anarchy, it does not mean repudiation,
it does not mean war; it means only the
rule of the peaple. The people will take
charge of their own affairs; they will
make and issue their own money, and
charge borrowers only what the hand-
ling of it costs, just as they now do with
postage stamps, with court houses and
with highways. That is the first and
great work to be done. With that will
come many other reforms, for every de-
vice of villainy which is sapported by
the improper use of money will fall
when the props are taken away.

1t is proposed to_continue the organ-
ization until it shall ripen into a national
movement including all the working
forces of the country, so that in the cam-
paign of 1892 the foilers will be in line
with a uational ticket in the field. Noth-

ing short of success will satisfy the
nasses, and snccess means government
control of transportation, of money, and
of every other public function.

And there is a great social problem
whica is left for the Alliance to solve.
It is known in politics as the “southern
question.” It bas been made a football
by politicians for party purposes, and
that will settle nothing. It requires
broad and brotherly treatment, and that
is a stranger in party politics. The farm-
ers will soon obliterate sectional lines,

and local prejudices will give way as fast
as the national sentiment grows and
spread.

At the supreme council of the Alliance
held in Ocala, Fla., last December, thir-
ty-five states were represented, and dele-
gates from every body of organized farm-
ers in the country were present to par-
ticipate or to confer. The mnational
Alliance of colored farmers was held at
the same time and place, and friendly
greetings were exchanged. The two
Dodies represented at least two and a
half million voters. Every state Alli-
ance is authorized to admit colored farm-
ers to membership. There is no distine-
tion of color among Kansas Alliance peo-
ple. The Farmers' Alliance and Indus-
trial union is of southern origin, and,
naturally, s far as prejudice of any sort
has place in the order, it is largely
southern prejudice; just as the National
Farmers' Alliance, being of northern
origin, whatever of prejudice may have
place inits councils is northern preju-

These two kinds of prejudice are but
remnants of conditions which have
passed away never to reappear, and they,
too, ought to bo buried forever out of
sight. Our great war ended long ago.
‘We are now one nation in law, let us be
so in fact. This means the getting to-
gether of the south and the west, for
their material intercsts are identi
Baut that involves souie sacrifices.

“The researches showing the relation
of special microscopic organisins to spec-
ial diseases are likely to lead to the most
important résults. The cultivation of
the germs of disease ontside of the body
has enabled us to_study the products of
their growth and in several instances
from them to obtain materials which,
when injected into an animal, act as a
sort of vaccine against the disease itself.
The hopo of obtaining in some of the
most important diseases vaceines which
will bear the same relation to them as
ordi vaccine to smallpox is very
reasonable and likely ere long tobe real-
ized. In another direction, too, the
studies of Koch have shown that in the
growth of these bacilli materials are ob-
tained which may act most powerfully
npon the body and attack tho elements
of the disease itself. His discovery of
the action of the product of the growth
of the tubercle bacilli upon_tuberculons
tissue ranks as ono of the most remark-
ablo of late years.
