The p latform  w hich has been form u 

luted by  tho executive board of the 
U nited Trade aud Labor party  contains 
m uch w ith which The H erald is in  hearty  
accord, together w ith some th ings which 
invite criticism more or less severe.

MILTON GEORGE, FARMER.

Addn the Chicago Econon

M ilton George, ono of tho men promi­
n en t in  the  farmers’ movement in  Dli- 

delivered an address before the  
economic conference of Chicago recently. 
H is rem arks were listened to  w ith  more 
than  nsual interest by  an inte lligen t au­
dience, aud undoubtedly made a  deep 
impression. A mong other things he sa id : 

The im portant position w hich the  hus­
bandmen in  all ages and in  a ll countries 
occupies in  tho social and economic con­
ditions of m ankind is generally acknowl- 

. This is  especially true  in  this 
country, where agricu ltu re  form s so 
large a  portion of the  industries, and 
where tho farm ers form  so large a  class. 
This importance is n o t only perceptible 

an industrial o r  producing sense, b u t 
in  a  social and  political sense.

Tho agricu ltu ral classes have fonped 
steady bulw ark against the  encroach­

m ents of corruption, w hich has its  origin 
tho large cities under the  fostering 

influence of the  saloon and tho gambling 
The farm  has supplied fresh and 

honest blood for places of t ru s t and ab ili­
ty , and i t  is  to  m ain ta in  th is position 
th a t the  A lliance had been organized 
and m aintained through  the  eleven years 
of its  existence.

The w ork of the  Alliance, said th e  lec­
tu rer, was in  a  large degree educational, 
to  teach  the  growing generation th e  in­
telligent exercise of the  elective fran ­
chise. I t  w as tho self assumed du ty  of 
tho A lliance to  educate th e  masses of the 
country  to  a  sense of patriotic resistance 
against the  encroachments of corruption 

politics, monopoly in  money a nd  la­
bor, and above all to  teach respect for 
the  nobility  of labor.

Today pre tty  much all th a t w as left 
to  the  farm er was tho public school, and 
th a t w as the  sheet anchor of th e  Alli- 

The order was pledged to  no t 
only m aintain th e  public schools in  the 
country, b u t also to  w ork for the  estab­
lishm ent of kindergartens and m anual 
training schools, where children m ight 
no t only be taugh t in  the  books, b u t 
given a  physical train ing  th a t would fit 
them  for true  and  self sustaining citi- 

H e c laimed th a t the  sta te  owed 
every child such an education, and  the 
A lliance demanded i t  from  the  state.

W o are try ing  to  preserve ourselves 
from  the  greed of corporate monopolies 
and  bring the  government back to  first 
principles. The railroads of tho country 
are  based largely upon w atered stock, or 
have been b u ilt by  subsidies given them  
b y  reckless demagogues. Since the  com­
m encem ent of the  railroad era  $2,500,- 
000,000 belonging to  the people have been 
taken from them  and  given to  gigantic 
railroad corporations. The Central Pa­
cific received fa r  more money from  the  
government than  tjie road cost to  build, 
and the  Union Pacific today owes th< 
people more money th a n  the  road is  
w orth. U nder such circumstances wo 
c laim  th a t the  governm ent should take 
this p roperty and operate i t  in  th e  in te r­
est of tho people whose money b u ilt it.

Mr. George said th a t the  recent action 
of the  A lliance in  Kansas and Nebraska 
was one of self defense. I t  was a  notice 
to  th e  politicians aud the  corporate 
nopolies th a t the  farm ers would 
longer subm it to  being robbed. The Al­
liance was n o t a  political party , b u t 
had come to stay. I t  was conservative, 

j had m ade itself felt in  tho  c 
cils of the  state. I t  would see th a t tho 
people had honest governm ent in  every 

Tho tru th  would se t the  people 
free. L ibe rty  could no longer be con­
strued in to  license.

The autocrats had denied th e  r ig h t  of 
th e  farmers to  meddle w ith  questions of 
finance, w ith the  tariff, or w ith  taxation. 
The monopolistic autocrat had  taken  a 
seat by  the  portals of th e  treasury, and 
w hen a  farm er approached has said: 

H ands off, old hayseed; you are  noth­
ing  b u t a  chronic growler. A ll you 
fit for is to  w ork sixteen hours a  day  to 
m ake money w ith which to  pay tho  taxes 

& fit to  levy upon you.”

A Novel Plan for Coinage.
G eneral Berdan has w ritten  a  le tte r  to  

Francis Newlands, chairm an of the 
tional silver executive committeo, pro­
posing a  novel solution of th e  silver coil 
age problem. Tho scheme is to  make 
dollar of gold and  silver, mechanically 
combined, by  first m aking a  silver coin 
w orth  twenty-five cen ts w ith  a  hole in  
the  center, aud  then pressing a  p lug of 
gold in  tho hole th a t is w orth  seventy- 

jents, tho num ber of grains of silver 
employed to  be fixed by  congress. Such 
a  dollar, he contends, would no t only do 
away w ith  the  serious objections raised 
by  a ll to  the  w eight and  size of the  pres­
en t silver dollar, b u t to  the  smallness of 
tho gold do llar also.—New  Y ork Ledger.

The Boston H erald, in  an  article 
tho sub-treasury proposition, w hich it  
opposes, says: “ In  principle i t  is no more 
un ju st to  a id  the  farmers through special 
legislation in  the ir  in terests on tho cur­
rency than  i t  is to  a id  tho m anufacturers 
th rough special legislation in  th e ir  in te r­
ests on  tho tariff, o r  to  a id  the  ship own­
ers by  special legislation for subsidizing 
the ir  vessels.

I tlsq u lto re aso n - 
able to  believe this. Why, then.canw e not 
still be reasonable when we reach  th e  u t­
m ost llm ltof hum an thought and langu- 
aeg and call th is refined material “ sp irit,” 
o r "m ind" o r will?" E veryw here the 
visible seems to come from  the  Invisible 
and th is  is all th e  sc rip tu re  affirms 
Christ nowhere gives us to  u nde^ tand  
th a t  God created the  world ou t of noth­
ing. No enlightened C hristian feels un­
der any obligation to  accept W ebster or 
any theologian of the  past or p resent as 
au thority  In m a tte rs of Christian faith ; 
ne ither do they feel called upon to  do 
violence to  the ir reason In accepting 
Christ’s teachings. If  It were a  choice 
between reason and nnreason we would 
no t be long In coming to  a  decision. Re­
member Christians are  ne ither Jew s or 
Pagans. Because some Ignorant and 
superstitious persons call themselves 
Christians Is no good reason for conclud­
ing th a t all persons claim ing the  same 
name a re  to  be classed w ith them.

Prof. Lisle seems determ ined to  keep 
these half-informed persons before ns, 
and to  address bis rem arks to  them, 
hoping apparently , th a t outsiders wlli 
n o t detect the  fallacy, bua the  scheme 
will hardly work w ith the  Intelligent 
c lass of people. I, for one, am not claim­
ing th a t Prof. Lisle Is using words he 
does n o t understand. I  am simply wait­
ing for him to explain his te rm  “electric­
i ty ,"  which he claims Is the  only force 
known, so th a t I  can understand It. 1 
am anxious to  know bow It differs from 
"sp irit."  C hrist says “God Is sp irit;’ 
P rof Lisle h as said, In substance, God Is 
electricity. W hat we want to  know Is 
Just wherein these two distinguished 
authorities differ, and which 1s righ t, or 
w hether I t may no t be th a t both are 
r igh t. I t  may be th is modern term 
“ electricity” Is synonymous w ith the 
ancient term , “ sp irit.”  How can we 
know w hat Prof. Lisle means by "elec­
tric ity ,”  until he defines it, and  clearly 
explains It. He laid down a  series of 
propositions, b u t the  argum ents estab­
lishing them  bave not yet appeared. So 
fa r  he has sim ply m et dogmatism by 
dogmatism, bu t dogmatism Is not argu ­
m ent.

An Argument for E igh t Hours.
There are  in  the  U nited S tates in  th is 

year 1891 500,000 seekers for w ork—: 
half m illion people of both sexes and all 
ages looking for employment in  gainful 
occupations—and only 460,000 places to 
be filled. The figures are  based upon 
actual retu rns from  th e  census and other 
sources of the  to ta l num ber of persona 
employed a t  different periods and the 
increase of the  population, showing an 
average percentage added yearly  to  the  
num ber of persons engaged in  a ll occu­
pations. T h a t is, to  keep np  the  integ­
rity  of the  w ork of the  country—to keep 
i t  u p  to  its  full average standard  of pro­
gression and fill up  the  places naturally  
m ade vacant—400,000 new places w ill 
have to  be filled, w hile the  increase of 
th e  population shows th a t there  w ill, in 
natura l order, be 500,000 inhabitan ts for 
these places, w ithout counting in  either 
case " th e  grea t arm y of unemployed 
which through  a ll ages has hung  upon 
th e  outskirts of civilization." These fig­
ures a re  arrived a t, no t only by  the  ordi­
na ry  process of division over a  decade of 
years, b u t by  separate calculations based 
on the  death rate  and  o the r elements. 
I t  is evident from  the  bare sta tem ent of 

a se  th a t th e  problem w ill be, a s  it  
has been, a  m ost serious one for a 

largo proportion of th e  seekers fo r work. 
—Scientific American.

The Bing and the  Tratt.
Combination is  found to  be a  m ightier 

principle in  th e  economic gam e than 
competition. As well oppose handicraft 
to  m achinery a s  th e  scattered efforts of 
individuals, w ith  the ir lim ited resources 
and consequent lack  of staying power, 
to  the  tru s t, w hich know s how  to con­
tro l every avenue o f transportation, to  
undersell its  rivals, and  to  hinder them 
from  receiving supplies and  from  load­
ing  or unloading the  goods they  m ay 
have in  hand. U nder the  decreed com­
mercial regim e of the  M iddle Ages prices 
and  qualities w ere fixed, in  a  rude 
w ay doubtless, by  th e  whole community 
acting  through  its  rulers. W hen the  
‘r in g  and  the  tru st” have spread like a 

netw ork over th e  land—as in  regard  to  
some commodities they have done al­
ready—prices and  qualities w ill be de­
term ined, no t by  th e  people, w ho con 
b u t w ait w ith orien tal submissiveness 
till the  f iat has gone forth , b n t by  syn­
dicates representing—shareholders! A 
small oligarchy o f w ealth, a t  the sum­
m it o f which are  enthroned the  grea t 
railway kings and  the ir satellites, w ill 
have thus p u t the  free American democ­
racy under its  feet. Free? W hy, cer­
tainly, free to  vote fo r th e  candidates 

to  congress by  the  om nipotent “ trus- 
teee,” whose commercial m andates will 
there be converted in to  law .—Rev. W ill-

A Leather Apron Campaign for Major.
The contest fo r mayor in  Oswego was 

notable because of an odd incident th a t 
arose early  in  th e  campaign. T he Dem­
ocrats nom inated John  Kehoe, a  young 
blacksm ith, and  The Times, the  Repub­

'leather apron" candidate. B ut the  ef­

fect w as no t w hat The Times looked foi 
The w orkingmen of the  c ity  arose in  be­
half o f  M r. Kehoe. Mr. Kehoe's leather 

t  w as stretched across the  m ain 
street as a  cam paign banner, and a t  the  
polls the  w orkers wore upon th e ir  left 

it m in iature  leather aprons, neatly 
lette red in  gold. The count of the  bal­
lots showed th a t th e  people ju stly  resent 

an uncalled fo r s lu r upon an  honest 
laboring m an, for M r. Kehoe was chosen 
by 675 m ajority , the  largest ever given 
for the  office in  Oswego.

T his she 
succeeded in  doing. Every action must 
have a  corresponding reaction. Her 
pleasure, caused by being the  best dressed 
woman in  Louisville, has given place to 
her sorrow, caused by  her h a rin g  the 
largest m illinery bills of any  w oman in 
Louisville.

The bills were sen t to  her, amounting 
to  $1,200.

For Crippled Children.
There is a  charitable movement being 

carried on b y  several young society la­
dies of this c ity  for th e  purpose of es­
tablishing a  fund for the  relief of th e  de­
formed and crippled unfortunates o f the 
Children’s  hospital, deformed by  nature 
o r  accident, and  w hose only hope in  this 
world is derived from the  sym pathy and 
charity  of others. Besides being de­
formed and  crippled, m any of these un­
fortunate  children are  so poor as to  pre­
ven t them  from  having such mechanical 
appliances as would, in  a  general meas­
ure, relieve the ir sufferings and contrib­
u te  largely to  th e ir  perm anent recovery. 
Theee appliances the  fund of the  Chil­
dren’s hospital is  no t sufficient to  supply. 
These ladies propose to  establish, w ith 
th e  aid  of such persons as are  w illing to 
assist, a  fund to  be called th e  ‘vcrutch 
and  splin t fund” of the  Children’s  hos­
pital.

They propose to  buy crutches, splints 
and  the  m echanical devices necessary fox 
th e  use of these children, w ho are 
doomed to  go through life crippled and 
—unless som ething is done in  the ir be­
half—in  pain. M uch suffering w ill be 
averted, and m any childish faces now 
sad w ill light* u p  w ith hope and  cheer­
fulness. I t w ill be necessary to  have 
about $6,000 for the  support of th is fund. 
—San Francisco A rgonaut.
