Depuiy Sheriffs Fire Upon the

GREENSBURG, Pa., Aprll 2 —The coke
strike at Morewood culminated this
morning I two bloody rlots, fn which 11
of the rioters were killed and §0 or
more wounded The strikers to the
mumber of 300 gathered about midnight
and after spending some timn fn fcflam
matory talk started for the company's
stables at Morewood, reaching there
about 3 o'clock. None of the rioters
would heed the dcputies's entreatles and
atonce made & rush forthem. In self-
defenze the deputles opened fire aud
killed efght and wounded 21 of the Hun-
garlan strikers.

At 9 vclock another riot was precipl-
tated, In which three more huns were
killed and about twenty five wounded,
tome of whom will, It Is thoughs,
dle. The sheriff and two deputles ar
rived home on the 9 o'clock traln, hay-
Ing two of the rioters In custody, one of
- whom was wounded In the leg. Both
- werelodged In jall. All the killed are

They murdered tho
workingmon with cruelty but with cer-
talnty. It Is not probable, as sllsgod,
that If 500 men armed with guns and 500
more armed with clubs determiued to
make an assault on the works they
would bo frightened away by 13 men
who shot them down Iike dogs and never
recolved an Injury. Tho story of Cap-
3lu Loar Is faise. " The men wero peace-
ably golng home when they were fired
upon as from ambush. Some one wijl
suffor because of this outrage. We shall
never rost untll the perpetrators of the
orime are brought to justice,”

Although all the members of the Van-
derbilt family entertain on a magnificent
scale they never permit their children to
remain up late at night, are extremely
carefnl in their education, and, in a
word, are fitting them for life as well as
any mother or father could do.

BOCIETY'S SAFEGUARD BELITTLED
BY ALLEGED GUARDIANS.

The Power of Money Dally Shown—Se-
verity for the Poor Man, Only the
Form for (he Rich—Tho Convict La-
bor Problem.

Recent events in Now York have
aroused thought on the question of -the
power of moncy and position in the ad-
ministration of law. A cortain class of
well pleased citizens and subsidized
newspapers dolight to ring tho changes
on the high sounding sentiment that
“all men are equal beforo the law.”
They will not sce, or if they seo will not
admit, the daily evidences of tho ntter
falseness of tho words, Wo must take
the law as it is interpreted. for us by tho
judges, and it isin their interpretations
and adwinistrations of it that prejudice
is shown against the man who is poor
and without influence. The criminal

W, s it roads, does mot make dis-
tinctions, but who that watches tho
records of the conrts, high and low, does
not know that tho rich axd influential
receive altogether different troatment
from that accorded the moneyless and
friendless for its violation?

Tho recent events in New York before
mentioned furnish a case in point. Sev-
eral lives wero lost in a disaster in tho
New York Central Railroad tunnel, and
a coroner’s jury found that the directors
of the New York, New Haven and Hart-
ford company wero primarily responsiblo
for the death of at least two of the vie-

tims. A co lision occurred between two
trains of this company, and two persons
wero burned to death because of the
stoves in the cars, which stoves were
thero in_direct violation of lnw. Al
thoagh Chauncey M. Depew, one of the

directors so charged by the jury, at-
tempted to laugh the matter off in his
happiest after-dinner style, the coroner
declared it wasno langhiug matter, most
eminent lawyers agreeing with him,
aud Mr. Depew and his fellow directors

were bound over to await the grand
jury's action, to which body all the
papers in the case were submitted.

Theso directors were held by the cor-
oner for manslaughter (and if anybody
is responsiblo for the burning to death
of two human beings they are), but they
were admitted to bail. It is true the
bond was pliced at. tho very high figure
of §25,000, but to tho railroad princes
this was as easy to secure ns ono dollar
would be for a laborer.

A scoro of hungry men, said to be
strikers, belonging to the Cloakmakers'
union of New York city, raided a scab
shop in Jamaica, L. L, just across the
East river. The New Yori police arrested
eleven men as participators in tho raid,

cloakmakers, on_the
charge of inciting the others. All of
these men were taken, handeuffed, under
a heavy guard of the metropolitan de-
tective force, to Jamaica aud thrown
into jail. Tho justice of the peace be-
fore whom they wero taken hooted at
the suggestion of bail, which tho union's
attorney offered for Barondess, No at-
tempt was made to prevent the incar-
ceration of those charged with actual
participation in the raid, but Barondess,
who was ill, wished fo give a bond for
his appearance. Jamaica’s unique just-
ice refused, according to the New York
Evening World, in the following em-
phatic if ungrammatical language, “I
sou't take no bail for none of them, and
I won't let no one see them.”

The men who raided the seab shop in
Jamaica violated the law, and must pay
the penalty. Whether the guilty par-
ties were those who were arrested it is
not for me to say. Iam not discussing
the question of guilt, nor am I offering
an excuse for lawbreakers, But in the
name of justice I want to kuow why the
men held to be responsible for the mur-
der of the New York Central tunnel vie-
tims are allowed to go freo by giving
bail, while in the same state, under the
eame code, others chiarged only with
“‘burglary in the second degree” are re-
fused the same right? If the distinction
swas not made because of the difference
in the social and financial position of the
offenders, then itis singular that the rec-
ords show humimds of just such cases.

As a rule men do not love
what they aro tanght ouly to fear, and
when with their dread ‘of a thing is
coupled tho belief that in its application
they are discriminated against because
of their social position, is it to be won-
dored at that they loso their mpecz for it?

Think you, dear reader, that a mob
could pound u blue coated representative
of the law uninterrupted by any of the
hundreds of citizens who looked on, as
was the case in New York recenth' it
thero was not a decided lack ol reqx-ce
for thoso who are suppos be the
officers of the law? Had thnt man been
arrayed in the habiliments of a private
citizen a hundred pairs of strong arms
would have come to hisrescue. But the
onlookers did not seo the man inside the
bluo coat; they saw only the insignia of
that of which they have learned to ques-
tion and doubt the worthiness. Theso
are sad truths for the man who loves
peace to contemplate. It is well that
TS i eyes bandaged and can-
not seo what is done in her name,

Convict labor is an old problem, but it
seems the solution is as far off as it was
twenty years ago. Organized labor does
not scem always able to handle it intelli-
gently; but upon oue point it is solid
and sound—abolition of the coutract
system. This is tho greatest sourco of
evil.  When the labor of the inmates of
a prisonis let by contract toa private
o tyua) G Gorurhtion. 10 generally
employed in one industry, and the prod-
uct becomes, becauso of its quantity, a
serious factor in the market whers it
meets and cuts the prices of the same
class of articles made by free labor.
Aguin, under state contract, if a special
industry is extensively pursued in the
prison, the product thereof appreciably
ncreases the supply of the particular
aaklcle: im0 Yo oF supply and
demand must affect the price, no matter
what regulations may be adopted. It
seems the best system that can at pres-
ent be worked is to £o diversify the pur-
suits within the prisons as to prevent the
possibility of extensive production in
any one line. It is stated that prison
labor is but 1 per cent. of the whole
productive force of the country, and if
its fire is scattered over the whole field
of industry, and the contractor is elimi-
nated, the ‘damage dons to freo labor
will bo at the minimum.

The interest which has been mani-
fested during the past fow months in the
subject of women wageworkers by tho
press, pulpit and public of New York
has brought ont much that is of valae to
the student of political economy. The
feature of tho agitation which has af-
forded me great amusement is the tacit
admission of the *iron law of wages” by
men who had hitherto hooted the idea.
The “‘cranks” have been coughed down by
the big editors and gi economista
when they claimed that under the com-
petitive system, unchecked by the force

of labor unions, wages bear no specific
relation to the value of the product, but
are measured by the standard of living
the producer will and can accept. If the
newspapers are any sort of reliablo rec-
ord there has been a great change, though
of course the gentlemen will mot ad-
mit it.

Let us see how the case stands: There
has been a general admission that sound
business principles dictate that an em-
ployer shonld secure his labor for the
lowest po&ublo figure consistent with

good service. This is right, just the
same as that he should buy his goods fn
the cheapest roarket, and that the work-
ingman should not pay more for an hon-
est article than the lowest price at which
he can obtain it. So it is reasoned that
if a woman will do for eight dollars a
week thie work that a man has received
twelve dollars for, the business man
must, if he would successfully compete,
give her the place and let tho man go,
Then follows explanations of why the
woman can and will work for less than
the man, and we find that all anthorities
agree that the sole reason lies in her

ability to get along upon less. New
York’s specialists on the subject have
printed columns upon columns showin,
how men’s expenses are nearly doubls
that of women—that is, on a general
ayerage. No more need be said to prove
the “‘iron law” in this connection, But
what is necded, and probably all that
can be done now, is to open the women's
eyes to the possibilities in unionism.
This has been done to a considerable ex-
tent in New York and other cities.

WHO ARE ELIGIBLE?

An Alllance Officlal Talks on the Bub-
Ject of Momberabip.
The Washington correspondent of the
New York Evening Post interviewed
the “manager’ of the Alliance head-
quarters at Washington recently as to
who aro eligible to membership in the
order and who are not. Following is an
extract from the report as published in
The Post:
“Do you admit country doctors and
teachers, for example, because their
prosperity is dependent on that of tho
er?”

“Not entirely on that account. The
classes yqu speak of are better educated,
as a rule, than the farmers themselves,
The literary and clerical work of the
order might suffer if our membership
were confined to furmers, for very fow
men who handle the plow and drivo tho
mower are gifted with their pens. So
the doctors and teachers and clergymen
do most of the work that requires special
education.”
“And how about country storekeep-
ers?”
“They are ruled ont. Not that some
of them are not very good men,
but their business necessanly involves
them in relations which are in a meas-
ure antagonistic to the objects of our
order. Somo of them aro nevertheless
among the best friends wo have.
“Tho storekeepers being excluded,
what would happen if one of them wero
nominated for offico, and except for his
calling were acceptablo to the brother-
>

BPANISH DISHES,

How to Use Oil in Cooking Without Its
Disagreeablo Effects.

Though, as a rule, Spaniards of tho
better class are not early risers, they be-
gin the day with the desayuno, as they
call the meal. This usnally consists of a
large cup of milk and coffee, or a small
cup of thick chocolate, with a kind of
cake called ensaimada. The chocolate
is made with milk, never with water, ex-
cept in the poorest families. Between 1
and 2 p. m. old fashioned Spanish folk:
bave their dinner. Tho table is very
simply laid with a clean cloth and sov-
eral plates of sweets and fruits; flowers
seldom appear; saltcellar, pepp and
mustardpot never. A spoon, fork and
lmlfc lumped together, a tumbler for
Tand a small wineglass aro set at
each place,

A Spaniard never commits the heres
of mixing wino and water; he sags it is
spoiling two good fhings. A goodly
sized loaf of bread flanks each plate.
The sonp tareen is first hunded round,
and, although its contents are a trifle
greasy, nothing can be more nourishing.
It is compounded of all the good things
that go to make up the classical cocido
or puchero. The substantial portion
with which the soup is made is placed
in three separate dishes and served np
immediately afterward. On one dish
fignre large, thick slices of boiled beef
and pieces of fowl with slices of bacon;
on another appear the garbanzos, or
chick peas, and on the third are the veg-
etables with elices of chorizo, or sausage.

The cocido is usnally eaten as it is,
though in some houses tomato sauce is
added. The puchero, or cocido, takes
its name from the pewter pot in which
it is slowly boiled. In every well regu-
lated home throughont Spain the cocido
ismade onco a day, and a right good
thing it is, as at any honr you may
chance to need a cup of broth you can
be supplied with it. The next dish is
the frifo. Frito means a fry, and the dish
usnally consists of fried brains,
sweetbread, croquettes of fowl, cte.

In no country are things fried better
than in Spain, becanse good olive oil is
used to fry them in, and oil makes thoso
delicacies more crispy. That Spanish
oil may be turned to good account for
anything in cooking will no doubt cause
unbounded surprise. There is no deny-
ing the fact, however. Food ill prepared
with oil isno doubta trying case in so
far as the palate and nostrils are con-
cerned, but a good Spanish cook knows
well how to disguise the taste of the oil
in many ways.

Tho simplest and perhaps tho best ad-
vice isto let the oil come to a boiling
point and to throw in a piece of bread,
which is taken out as soon as it becomes
brown and thrown away. This takes off
any bad taste the oil may have. The
pan is then carried to an open window

and the steam blown away, a process
which as effectually clears it of any nn-
savory smell.—Boston Transcript.
