Governor Hill has w ritten a  letter to 

Henry George meeting held In Cooper' 
Mission positively declaring against free 
trade. Here Is an ex tract from the  let­
ter:

I cannot a ttend  the  meeting because I 
have no sympathy w ith Its professed 
purpose I  bad supposed th a t my opin­
ions on the tariff q i*-stlon had been so 
frequently expr**ss»d in public th a t no- 
bodv cou d expect me consistently to a t­
tend a meeting Intended to promulgat* 
the  doctrines of free trade.

As a  Democrat I  mu«t respectfully de­
cline to support any movement, no mat­
te r  by whom Instigated or championed, 
having for Its purpose the adoption of 
any such suicidal policy as Is sought to 
be promoted by the  meeting to  which 
you have Invited mo

Now the  D etroit News says Governor 
H ill has po t himself ou t of touch with 
his party  as effectually as did Mr. Cleve­
land by his sliver letter.

Io the first place It Is ye t to be seen 
th a t Mr. Cleveland Is no t In touch with 
his party  on the  sliver question. I t  Is 
tru e  he Is no t In touch with the  Demo­
c ra ts  of some of the  sta tes bu t no 
national Democratic convention has 
ever said anything th a t  conflicts with 
the  Cleveland letter.

B u t why has Governor Hill pu t him­
self ou t of touch w ith his party  be de­
claring sgalnst free trade?

W ith the  single exception of the 
single tax men we know of no party  In 
favor of free trade. President Cleveland 
In his famous tariff message expressly 
disclaimed free trade. The Dnui< crats 
from  every stum p and In evory news­
paper th roughout the  la s t cam paign pos­
itively denied b*dng fc r  free trade 
Governor Hill In his letio r to the  Henry 
George m eeting bu t repeated w hat h-i h  *s 
said before, and every leading Democrat 
of the  nation has said the  same thing.

I t  Is conceded th a t th e  large  sums 
needed annually by the  government 
makes free trade  almost, If not abso­
lutely, Imposslnle. T he D m ocrats ar.-

dentally  gives revenue. B i t  the long 
and sho rt of I t Is, all parties are  In favor 
of raising revenue by duties on Imports.

Church street a  family of dogs w hich are 
as interesting  as any dogs in the state. 
Some of them  belong to  the  officials con­
nected w ith the  prison and  some belong 
to  the  prison itself, bu t they a ll live and 
eat together in  perfect harmony. Tho 
m ost prominent, perhaps, is the  largo 
N ew foundland, Nellie, tho property of 
F . H . Crass. She possesses almost hu­
man intelligence, and thereseems hardly 
a  lim it to  her capacity for learning. Sho 
will go errands, steal a  h a t off the  head 
of the w earer or preach to  you. She is 
the  m other o f four curly, clumsy little  
babies, whoso frolicsome gambols she 
w atches witli grave dignity.

Nellie loves her babies very much; in 
fac t she loves .v y k ind of a  child, and 
w ill p lay w ith  one by the hour. H er 
master has a  little  four-year-old girl, and 
when Nellie is there to  see her they a l­
ways have a  big romp. One of their 
gam es is hide and  seek. Tho little  girl 
goes and hides w hile Nellie is held with 
here eyes covered. W hen the  tim e to 
commence looking arrives Nellie scours 
the  whole place and  never fails to  find 
th e  little  one. W hen found sho gently  
takes her b y  the  a rm  and leads her to  her 
mother.

A nother interesting dog liv ing  a t  the 
prison is tho grea t Danish mastiff 
“D ante.” Ho is a  glorious old fellow, 
ju s t such a  dog as was the  friend of 
L ittle  Lord Fauntleroy, and looks fero­
cious enough to  eat up a m an; b u t he 
wouldn’t, fo r he is  sweet tempered and 
amiable.

There
w ater flowing inland from  the  sea. I tis  
found on tho island of Cephalonia, in  the 
Ionian sea, w est of Greece. The phe­
nomenon occurs on the  southw est side 
of the  island, near the  small tow n and 
port of A rgostoli. Two stream s flow a t 
a  short distance from  one, s tra igh t from 
th e  sea for a  few yards, and  then  follow 
different courses.

In i ts  course i t  tu rn s  tw o flour mills, 
which w ill give an idea of tho strength 
of tho  curren t. There is  no  tide  in  tho 
sea here, and tho flow o f  th e  sa lt w ater 
brook is  perfectly steady and  continuous. 
The other stream  disappears in  the  
ground in  a  sim ilar way.

This curious phenomenon has n o t at­
trac ted  m uch  atten tion  because Argos­
to li is  n o t on one of th e  regular tourist 
routes. No one know s w hat becomes of 
th is w ater, b u t i t  probably flows to  some 
subterranean reservoir, and  i t  m ay have 
something to  do w ith tho earthquakes 
th a t occur in  t h a t neighborhood once in 
a  long while, o r  possibly i t  feeds some 
d is tan t volcano, for, as is  well known, 
the  m ost generally accepted theory of 
the  cause of volcanic eruptions is th a t 
they a re  due to  steam  generated from 
w ater adm itted through cracks in  the  
earth ’s crn st o r  in  some o the r way.— 
Goldw aite's Magazine.

THEY ELOPED ON A RAFT.
A LUMBERMAN STEALS HIS BRIDE 

FROM HER FATHER'S BOAT.

A Romantic Idyl from tho  Wllda of the
Pennnylranla Backwoods Country—An
Ira to Kkthcr Outwitted—His Opposition
Was Only SpitefuL

A lumberman dressed in  woodsman 
style came hurriedly into the  union de­
pot. Leaning on his a rm  w as a  pretty  
girl about eighteen years old. H er pant­
ing brea th  and fiery cheeks gave evi­
dence of her excitement, w hich was 
seemingly m ade more intense by  their 
rapid w alking. Following them  w as an ­
other lum berm an, m ore nervous than 
the  first. Ho seemed to  be on guard, 
and kept his eyes turned tow ard the 
rear ranks.

Myers was afraid 
to  leave h is daughter behind, and  giving 
as an excuse the  sta tem ent th a t ho w an t­
ed her to  cook for th e  men, he brought 
her on the  ra f t and gave her quarters in  
the rough shanty  which is frequently 
built on large flats. Snyder saw  the  ob­
je c t of Myers’ move, and  w hen tho la t­
te r  pulled ou t w ith  his r a f t Snyder quick­
ly followed w ith  his own.

PAPA COMES TOO LATE.
Both rafts  arrived a t  B rady 's Bond 

ehortly a fte r 6 o’clock Saturday  n ig h t 
Myers pulled in  to  tie  up for the  night, 
and  when about to  land Snyder’s  raft 
came up. H e was acting  as pilot h im ­
self, and , seeing Miss Meyers standing 
on the river edge of her father's r aft, he 
ordered his men to  pull in  such a  way 
th a t his own ra f t ran  close to  th a t of 
Meyers. W hen a t  tho nearest poin t he 
jum ped from  Ids oar, grabbed tho young 
girl, and , as he leaped back, yelled a t 
his men to  pull into the  c u rre n t I t  was 
a  daring  act, b u t Snyder had been vic­
torious, and  found no  trouble in  per­
suading Miss Myers to  give her consent 
to  the ir m arriage when the  opportunity 
came.

K ilter or kelter waa an “ Anglicism’’ 

long before i t  was an  "Am ericanism .'' 
Skinner, in  1071, has “ K elter; he is  not 
ye t in  kelter, nondnm  est paratus.” It 
is also given in  a  reprin t of R ay’s  collec­
tion of 1091. The k  before i i>oint3 to  a 
Scandinavian origin. Cf. Dan. kilte, to 
truss, tuck  up, whence E. kilt. Rietz 
gives Swed. dial., k ilte r  band, a  band 
for holding up  tucked up  clothes; kiltra- 
eig, to  gird up, tuck up, and fasten. The 
metaphor is obvious enough.

T his w ord kelter, as it should be 
spelled, is given in  Johnson’s  Dictionary, 
and derived from the  Danish kelter, to 
gird. A  quotation is given from Bar­
row’s  works, where tho w ord is used. 
Bailey in  his Etymological Dictionary, 
derives i t  from  the  L atin  cultura.* Hali- 
well (“D ictionary of Archaic and  Pro­
vincial W ords”) gives i t  a s  used in  the 
east of England both as a  substantive 
and  as a  verb. I t is a  word of every-day 
use in  Surrey and  Sussex, in  the  sense of 
order o r condition. The Rev. W. D. 
Parish , in  his "D ictionary of the  Sussex 
D ialect,” notices it  in  the  phrase, “ This 
farm  seems in  very good ‘kelter.’” I 
have often heard i t  used in  tho same 
way, and  anyth ing  th a t is ou t of condi­
tion  is described as being “ out o’ ke lter.”

On reference to  the  publications of the 
English D ialect society i t  w ill be seen 
th a t the  w ord is of very general use 
throughout England. In  the  neighbor­
hood of W hitby  i t  occurs as a  verb and 
a  substantive, and in  the  m id and east 
Yorkshire glossaries also; i t  is  used also 
in  w est Cornwall, H am pshire and the  Isle 
of W ight. In  w est Somerset, in  Sheffield 
and in  Huddersfield the  w ord means 
money. These references w ill bo suffi­
cien t to  show th a t the  expression is  not 
an Americanism, b u t t h a t th e  w ord has 
found, a nd  still finds, a  place in  vernacu­
la r  E nglish.—Notes and  Queries.
