Ono of the  pleasantest and  best pay­
ing occupations in  which a  good many 
college men engage is reading m eters for 
the  Boston G as L ight Company.

The young men th u s  employed come 
from  all tho  surrounding colleges, H ar­
vard, T ufts, Boston university . Institu te  
o f Technology, and tho  Medical School 
furnishing about equal numbers. As a  
ru le  they a re  of N ew  England b ir th  and 
come from  good families. An illustra­

And It 1s also provided th a t we shall re­
m ain In pa rtia l tru th  as long as we are 
unable to  bear the  full blaze of Divine 
tru th , and  I  would like to  see th e  mar 
who has go t beyond or above th a t state 
B u t the re  Is a  promise th a t he will de­
stroy  the  face of the  covering th a t 1 
cast over a ll people and the  veil th a t Is 
spread over all na tions, and we believe 
th a t  work Is now progressing."

I f  no man has as yet been able to  re­
ceive only partial tru th s , then w hat of 
our theologians whoso confidently assert 
ju s t w hat Is m eant, who speak w ith the 
most positive au thority  concerning them, 
and against which many have rebelled 
a t  the cost of life and liberty.

I f  the  te x t quoted Is an apparen t tru th , 
then  hundreds of others may be, and 
who shall decide which are  the  rea l and 
w hich the  apparen t?  H ave no t all an 
equal r ig h t In th is  m atter?  T he Garden 
of E den story, upon which Is based the 
whole Christian doctrine, many of us be­
lieve to  be allegorical, and as such, a 
forcible lllnsirailon; bu t a t  a  lltteral 
fac t no t In accordance with reason, too 
Inconsistent to be accepted by the  Intel­
lectual faculties. T ruly, the  "veil”— 
w hich Is only another nam e for Ignor­
ance—Is being destroyed a t fast *s 
science and education can destroy It, 
thereby enab lng men tnsee with clearer 
vision- All known fac t prove conclu­
sively th a t the  hum an race has slowly 
risen from a  lower to  a  higher condition, 
and constquenlly the  scholars of today 
a re  better able to  In terp re t th e  laws of 
God than a t any tim e In the  past.

T he cen tral Idea of the  Christian faith , 
th a t * e  are  saved only by "believing In 
the  Lord Jesus-C hrist" In the  “ saving 
efficacy of H is blood" Is to  many of us 
one of th e  "ap p a re n t tru th s ,"  the  real 
believing In Him to  be, belief In w hat ho 
was, In His charac ter and teachings, 
and "coming to  Jesus"  to  be a  faithful 
study of H is life and charac ter w ith the 
constant effort to  reflect them In our 
own. As taugh t In revival meetings— 
of which we have had nearly  three 
m onths during the  past year—they mean 
Simply a  public acknowledgement of be- 
llef,though an occasional word Is thrown 
In, H is behalf of good works, and 
though quite a  number cf converts Is 
the  result,m any more woreonly streng th­
ened In the tr unbelief In the  doctrines 
taugh t. The terrors of "everlasting 
punishm ent" wore portrayed In the  old 
tim e language, th a t being th e  whip un i­
versally used to  drive men and women 
to  the  anxious seat. Is It a t  all strange 
th a t there are  so many "backsliders?"

T his assumed knowlege of God’s will 
by men unable to bear " th e  full blaze of 
f^v lne  tru th "  has caused the  most hor- 
r i i  -  ’ - - - . a cruelty the  world has

grow more humble, grow to  feel th a t 
they are  still pupils, and persistently 
seek for light from all Its sources, they, 
as well as the  rest of the  world, w ill be 
the  better for It.

W hen the  position taken by G. H . Gib­
son Is shared by Christians generally, the 
g rea t chasm between liberal and ortho­
dox Christianity  will be greatly  n a r­
rowed, and had these conditions been a r­
rived a t  sooner, the re  would be few 
enemies to  defend I t against. Had It 
not been for these so-called enemies It 
would be still groping In the  darkness of 
past e rrors . Are they no t therefore 
proven to  be Its grea test friends? Had 
the ir  conclusions been unquestionably 
received the re  would have been Utile In­
centive to  fu rther research. Those who 
have persistently ta u g h t t h a t "a ll scrip- ‘ 
tu re  Is Inspired by God" are  responsible 
'o r  most If no t all tbe  atheism existing. 
Have they no t Indeed been "blind  leaders 
of the  blind" In th e llg b t of tbe  new ver- ! 
slon, ff there  Is so grea t a  difference as 
claimed? I t  Is no t w ant of faith  In God 
for which men have been persecuted and 
reviled, bu t In man’s  ability to  In terpret 
him correctly. Creduilty has been de­
manded, no t faith .

I  th ink  It may be safely asserted th a t 
few Intelligent clergymen of the  present 
tim e really believe the  whole Bible to  be 
Inspired by God, ye t few of them have 
th e  s incerity and courage to openly de­
clare It, because of tb e  persecutions th a t 
have usually followed any a ttem pt to 
deviate from the  prescribed course. The 
force system Is a  generator of hypocrisy 
and God speed the  day wben no man 
need sm other his honest convictions be­
cause of his dependence upon another 
his Inability to  stand  alone. M. A. 8.

Stories of legendary worlds have a t  all 
tim es possessed a  fascination for m ost 
m inds and  form ed th e  sub ject of much 
curious speculation. H ow ever childish 
such talcs m ay seem a t  the  present day, 
" th ey  once wielded sufficient sw ay,” 
says M. Flaurarian  in  h is "H isto ry  of the 
H eavens," “ewer m en 's m inds as to  gain 
th e ir  belief in  th e  veritable existence of 
th e  places described, and  in th is w ay to 
influence the ir astronom ical and  cosmo- 
graphical ideas."

M any such legends originated when 
geography w as in  i ts  infancy a n d  the 
g rea ter p a rt of th e  w orld's surface still 
unknow n. From  th a t tim e, too, travel­
e rs  like Sir John  M andeville excited 
curiosity  b y  rela ting  discoveries which 
th e y  professed to  have m ade in  th e ir  dis­
t a n t  journeying, and  w hich those who 
received them  readily  accepted as facts. - 

In  process of tim e these m yth ica l a c - . 
c ounts were gradually  circula ted from  ; 
o ne  country  to  another and became in - 1 
torw oven w ith  th e  trad itions of the  
people am ong whom they  w ere told. 
H ence, in  one form o r  another, we find 
in  m ost pa rts  of th e  w orld numerous 
s to ries of legendary w orlds s till current, 
su rvivals of w hich m ay  be traced to  the 
lite ra tu re  of m odern times. T hus, go­
in g  back to  early  days, th e  poets and 
philosophers of Greece and Rom e gave 
detailed accounts o f tho  land  w hither 
m orta ls w end the ir w ay  w hen th is life 

over, enum erating its  rivers, i ts  lakes, 
its  woods and  m ountains.

A ccordingly, Ulysses w as said to 
reach  the  place o f  the  dead b y  crossing 
th e  ocean to  the  Cim m erian land, 
iE neas to  have entered i t  by the  Lake 
A vernus, w hereas Xenophon inform s us 
th a t H ercules w en t the re  by  th e  penin­
su la  of A rechusaide. In  early  tim es the 
C anary Islands were regarded os tho 
neighborhood of the  te rre str ia l homo of 
tho  blessed dead, and m any  w onderful 
stories were toid of th is enchanted lo­
cality.

Thus, as W ashington Irv ing  writes: 
"Occasionally th is  enigm atical spot 
would bo visible from  th e ir  shores, 
s tre tch ing  fa r  aw ay in  the  clear bright 
west, to  all appearance substan tia l like 
themselves and still m ore beautiful. 
Expeditions would launch forth  from 
th e  Canaries to  explore th is  land of prom­
ise. F o r  a  long tim e its  sun g ilt peaks 
and shadowy prom ontories would re­
m ain  distinctly  visible, b u t  in  propor­
tion ' as tho  voyagers approached peak 
and prom ontory would gradually  fade 
away u n til noth ing  would rem ain b u t 
blue sky above and  deep blue w ater bo-, 
low.”

T his legendary land  w as, as the  P o rtu ­
guese and Spanish declared, an island 
which b ad  sometimes been ligh ted  upon 
by  accident, b u t when sought fo r could 
no t be found. B u t a  k ing of Portugal is 
said to  have m ade a  conditional sur­
render of i t  to  ano ther when i t  should bo 
discovered, and  w hen the  kingdom of 
Portugal ceded to  th e  Castilian crown 
ita righ ts  over tho Canaries the  trea ty  
included the  island of B randam , de­
scribed as the  island which had no t yet 
been found.—London Standard.
