T he carica ture  which Is 
said to  have given personal offense to 
King H um bert Is one In which a monkey 
figures with a crown on Us head and fes 
lu res  bearing a  resemblance to  those of 
th e  king. T he clerical, or Vatican, fac­
tion Is alleged to  have circulated widely 
wood cuts of these carica tures as show­
ing American hatred  and contempt for 
the  Q ulrlnal. Altogether, w hatever the 
outcome of the  difficulty, the  feeling to­
ward A merica In h igh Ita lian  circles Is 
very b itter.

CONVICT LABOR.
T he m atter of appropriating 840,000 

for enlarging the fu rn itu re  p lan t In the 
yard of the  state house of correction and 
reform atory a t Ionia Is again a ttrac ting  
atten tion , and Is very likely to  pass the 
legislature, bu t all the same It Is de­
cidedly wrong.

The fu rn itu re  business Is the largest 
m anufacturing Interest In Michigan. I t 
Is no t only Qrand Rapids th a t Is opposed 
to  th is prison fu rn itu re  factory but 
nearly every town and city In the  state 
feels the  same opposition to  I t th a t Is felt 
here. Even Ionia Itself Is embarking In 
fu rn itu re  m aking with free labor and 
will be Immediately Jin contact with con­
vict labor. H astli.gs, Allegan. O*osso, 
Grand Haven, Muskegon, St. Johns, Bu­
chanan and D etroit are  all In the  furni­
tu re  business, more or less, w ith scores 
of other placss we could name.

The present w arden of the  house of 
correction Is n o t to  blame for th is move. 
T he making of fu rn itu re  In th a t prison 
was unwisely s tarted  by the  former war­
den. I t  was protested against then as 
un fa ir  to  free labor and to  one of the 
largest Industrial in terests of the  state, 
b u t I t was persisted in  with Indifference 
to  the wishes of free labor. To stop now 
Is to  revolutionize th e  business of the 
prison and p u t the  present management 
a t  a  great disadvantage. However we 
believe I t should be done and no more 
fu rn itu re  made the re  than  Is necessary to 
employ long tim e men.

T ne short tim e men and the  long 
tim ers, nearing the  completion of their 
sentences, should be given employment 
on th e  the  s ta te  farm  and If I t Is n o t 
large enough to  employ the  men to ad­
vantage, more land should be rented and 
the  labor of the  Inmates should be di­
rected to  growing the  hay, grain  and 
vegetables needed for the  support of the 
prison and asylum population.

E ithe r this should be done or the  legis­
la tu re  should direc t the  construction of 
sta te  roads perfectly graded and hard­
ened w ith gravel or pounded stone by 
convict labor. A portion of the popula­
tion of both sta te  prisons could be used 
for this purpose and every county ja il 
could contribute Its Inmates to  the  same 
w ork. _________________

FO R D ’S 8KKOIAL WORK.
Mr. Ford Is fo rtunate  in the  tim e he 

re tu rn s to  congress, and the  circum ­
stances th a t will engage the  atten tion  of 
our public men.

T he Mafia m urder In New O rleans and 
th e  resulting uprising of the  people In 
th a t c ity  have led, not only to  diplomatic 
complications of a  threa ten ing  char­
a cter, bu t have a ttrac ted  attention 
stronger than ever to  th e  Immigration 
questlojt th a t  Mr. Ford made a  special 

's tu d y  In his form er congressional term. 
T h e  d istinction he ihen gained will 
surely win for him the  chairm anship of 
a  committee on th a t subject and he will 
be able to  make It one of the  m ost Im­
p o rtan t committees of the  next congres*.

T h e  people of the  Gulted Slates, 
w hether native  or foreign born, are  tak­
ing greater Interest than ever In the 
character of the  Immigration we should 
perm it as a  nation. There Is a  prevail­
ing aversion to  receiving any more of 
the  scum of Europe. We have had 
enough and from  now on Dncle Sam 
should be very particu lar who he will 
perm it to come In and share w ith his 
family the  privileges and advantages of 
his homes and Institutions.

People of Intelligence and good char­
acter should be received, all o thers for­
bidden. Poverty should no t be a  sin In 
anyone seeking our shores, b u t paupers 
are  objectionable. Those who have 
been burthens on the government where 
they resided are  paupers and would be 
burthens here, and for th a t reason are 
no t wanted. Those who have earned 
the ir own way In nther countries by 
honest labor can earn their own way 
here and are  welcome providing further 
they have a  fair degree of cu lture and a 
good character.

In  this m atter of Immigration Mr. 
Ford will have a  popular and Intrresting 
subject Inviting h is lim e and mind, and 
we tru s t I t will bp fo rtunate  for his 
country and himself th a t It has fallen to 
h is lot through the  previous and able In­
vestigation he conducted.

T he  legislature has adj turned again 
from  Friday to  Tuesday. T his m ay  be 
counted on as the  usual thing  from now 
out. T he final adjournm ent of th is un­
usually useless legislature may be looked 
for about Ju ly  1. I t  will be the  last of 
Its line. The next -eglslature will be a 
genuine Republican affair, with no pre­
tensions of reform, or It will be reform 
In name and deed.

T h e  O ne Force of Natare.
E d ito b  M orn ing  P re s s —We c&nnot 

too»trongly Insist th a t d ispu tan ts should 
ta k e  gr*at pains to  agree upon certain 
definitions before they proceed to  argue. 
N ot only should they have a  clear con­
ception themselves as to  the  real points 
a t  Issue, b u t t h 'y  ought, If possible, to 
be able to make the ir readers see just 
wherein they differ. These rem arks 
will apply w ith peculiar force to  this 
discussion between Professor L isle and 
the  several gentlc-mea who are  o p iodng  
him. DUmlssIng minor m atters, over 
which considerable tem per has been 
m anifested—m atte rs which are  hardly 
w orth  quarreling over a s life Is short— 
It may be said , th a t the  real points a t 
Issue are  these: 1. " I s  there more than 
one force In nature?  2. If  there Is but 
one force w hat Is th is force?" All 
scholars worthy of the  nam i agree tha t 
the re  Is and can be In fac t bu t one force, 
although they differ greatly  when they 
come to give I t a name. W hen scholars 
speak  of " th e  forces of na tu re"  they 
necessarily adm it th a t na ture  Is one. 
Sound philosophy will not perm it us to 
Imagine a  chaos o f forces under no con­
tro l. We are  Irresistibly draw n to the  
conclusion th a t one mighty power keeps 
a ll th ings In harmonious operation. 
T here  Is no room for chaos In an orderly 
universe; and chance Is not to  be thought 
o f  for a  moment.

W hat, then, Is the  real Issue between 
these distinguished contestants?  Prof 
Lisle contends th a t a  certain Imponder* 
able and mysterious elem ent known ac 
electricity  has no t only moulded m atter 
In all Its varied form s bu t also gives life 
and Intelligence, and anon destroys thorn 
a t  Its p ’eatu re. In  o the r words, matter 
and elec tricity  comprise the  universe. 
These always existed, although  thoir 
combinations are  continually changing

These o ther gentlemen contend th a t a 
self-existent, Intelligent, persona* being 
by hts own will power brought ad thlnga 
into existence and governs all things by 
th is same will power. Sumo of these 
gentlem en seem to hold th a t God, the  
nam e for this being, c reated the  unlvers 
which Is thus necessarily finite, ou t of 
nothl* g; others, like Prof. Carty. teach 
he formed th e  universe ou t of himself, 
b u t w ithout In any wa» dlm ln'shlng him 
self. T h is  Is the  p resent situation, as I 
see It Prof Lisle does not seem to have 
any  allies. If  he has any It may be they 
have perfect confidence In his ability to 
vanquish all comers w ithout any a* 
ance on the ir p a rt; bu t he surely 
seem awful lonesome.

Now, I  am trying ‘ In my weak way and 
m anner," to  have Prof. L isle give mesc 
c learer idea of w hat e lectricity  may

I am not a t present one of the g ladiators,
! am simply try ing  to  find ou t a  little 
nore clearly w hai I ho real boue of can^ 
entlon Is I have no «i.s re to  quarrel 

with Prof. Lisle. I  hardly th ink  n 
d be safe to  do so. I  am simp!* 

a fte r  light. I  do no t w ant to  fight 
Prof. Lisle has told us over and over 

w hat ho can do with electricity , and 
th a t I t Is th e  beat known element. H> 
tells me I  can s*e It, ta<te it, hear It; 
which may be all tru*; hu t when I  a«k 
him "W hat Is 1 ? "  he simp y ans­
wers, "electricity ;"  bu t I am so stupid I 
do no t seem to know any more than I  did 
Defore. I  see certain  phenomena, which 
*re more or less fam iliar, bu t do I, does 
he, re*lly know " h a t  It Is? Do wo get 
any c learer conception when our lips 
move and we pronounce "electricity?’* 
Of course, i t  Is a  glorious pu rsu it to 
s tudy the  works of na ture; and Intelli­
gence does c ertainly srern to  alm ost i< ok 
us In the  veiy face, b u t when we try  to 
clothe this Intelligence with a form like 
unto ourselves, as some of these gentle­
men seem to do, we find ourselves In a 
L by rln th  of difficulties from  which there 
Is no escape; a t least, It seems so to  me. 
Between the  grossness th a t Is akin to 
laolatry on th e  one hand, and the  ex­
trem e mistiness In which Mr Lisle's 
theory seems to  Involve us, there m ust 
be some medium standpoint from which 
we may bo able to derive some more sat­
isfactory conception. T his s ta n d p iln t I 
am try ing  to find.

We cannot help m editating upon the  
source of our own being a t least; and I 
apprehend most men ask "w nlther?"  as 
often as they ask "whence? ’ So fa r  as 
I am ablo to s- e, Prof. Lisle u tte rly  fa ’ls 
to throw  even a  glim mer of real light 
upon either of these questions which 
m-n are asking so trem ulously. T o  tell 
a  man th a t electricity  Is his father, and 
th a t In a  few years he will flod eternal 
oblivion In electricity , may be tru ly  sci­
entific, bu t I t Is not very satisfactory, 
and until this pseudo science can give us 
a  more *ailffactory a nfw -r than It has as 
y e t given us, most hungry searches after 
tru th  will bo quite  willing to  re s t In 
the  G reat M aster's tendi-r Injunction: 

"Y e believe In G >d, believe also In 
me.” With my present light Christianity 
seems more Inviting than atheism.
