CnIcAGO, April 12.—At 4:30 this after-
noon fire started In Koh! & Middleton’s
west sido dime musoum, West Madison
street, and (n thirty minutes the great
fiye story bullding was In rofns. Two
persons are known to have perished and
others are supposed to be loat.

Katle Riley, 17 years old, was knocked
down and trampled Into unconstlousue
and left to burp; Alexander Grant, an
employe of the museum, was killed by
fompirg from the second story window.

‘When the cry of *‘firc” was started the
museum was crowded and a wild panlc
epsued, men, women and children fght-
Ing for a passsge down the narrow front
stalrway. Many were Injured in thelr
struggle for life

‘The fire burned fiercely and before the
firemen got to work John M. Smyihe’s
“town market" adjolning on the west
was In flamer, The heat was so Intense
1hat 1t drove the firemen from tho Mad-
fson street front compelllng them to
work from the corners of Unfon and
Madison aud Halstead and Madlron
and from the rear.

Henry Peat's wall-paper establishment,
corner of Unlon and Madison, next took
fire and was quickly gatted. At the

FARMER RKYNOLDS STRIKES
AGAIN FROM HOTH SHOULDERS

More Facts and Figures Showing
How the Barons Escapo Thetr
Shere of the Public Burden
—Democracy’s Destiny.

Through an extensive consultation
and correspondence on the subject, ad-
verse but bogus polnts are made agalnst
the general argument as follows:

It Is clalmed that Senator Doran's
overthrow bill would bave made the
Upper Peninsuls mines pay more taxes
than sl the rost of the state.

Of course If the mines weresuffislently

Skould great riches and corresponding
revenues bo exempt? Those wilionalres
aud thelr princely enterprises should
every time be made to bear their full
share of the burdens of the state; and
that equal taxation would shut down or
cripple the mines, 13 a begging false pre-
tense and a political sham.

But why Senator Doran ralsed the tax
on Iron ore from one cent a ton to twenty
cents {s cortainly enlgmaticall—except
that It was lotentionally done to make
the whole movement ridiculous and de-
feat the bill. And the suspiclon seems
stronger becauss no radical amendment
was made. Two cents per ton—double
the present tax—or three, at the out-
