La psin g , April 14.—T he members of 
the  lower house are  oo respecters of per* 
sons. T his m orning they neglected to 
give unto Moses the  honor which r ig h t­
fully belonged to  the  old patriarch . Rep­
resentative T lnklepaugh  had a  bill de­
signed to  aid In the  enforcem ent of the 
F ou rth  commandm ent; th a t Is, the  one 
rela tive  to  "rem em bering the  Sabbath 
day to  keep It holy." T he bill—before It 
came to  Its untim ely end—ameoded 
Howell's s ta tu te s  rela tive  to  the  observ­
ance of Sunday so as to  read as folio as:

"No person shall keep open his shop, 
store, warehouse, or w ork house, or 
shall do any  m anner of labor, business 
o r work, or be p rrse n t a t  any danclog, 
or a t  any public diversion, show or en­
tertainm ent, o r  ta k e  p a rt la  any  sport, 
game, or play on th e  first day of the 
week. T h e  foregoing provisions shall 
no t apply to  works of necessity or char­
ity , nor to  the  m aking of mutual prom­
ises of m arriages, nor to  thesolem olzt- 
tlon of marriages; nor to  keeping open 
pnbllc libraries o r  reading rooms. And 
every person so offending shall be pun­
ished by a  fine no t less th a n  ten  nor 
more than  25 dollvrs, or by Imprison­
m ent lu  th e  county Jail no t exceeding 30 
days, fo r each offense.”

Only 45 members came to  the  n sc u e  
of Moses and R epresentatlue Tinkle 
paugh and voted for the  passage of the 
bill. T he  vote by w hich the  m easure 
was lost was reconsidered, and  the  bill 
was laid on the  table.

The house passed th e  Normal school 
appropriation bl I. and a jo in t resolutions 
authorising the  board of s ta te  audltore 
to  examine and settle  the  claim  of Robert 
L ake of Jackson against the  s ta te  for 
damages or compensation by reason ol 
e x tra  w ork performed by hfm on the 
s la te  prison cell blocks.

In the  afternoon the  house worked In 
committee of th e  whol», passing R-pro 
ten tative  Ferguson 's "Illum inating oil" 
bill and several m inor measures. The 
"Bender b ib "  also came up for consider­
ation and was passed. On motion of 
R epresentative W hite, th e  committee, 
when It a 'ose , recommended th a t the  bill 
relative to  a  ship canal across th t  state 
be laid opon the  table, which motion
prevailed. _________

T h e  tsenete.
A fter passing Representative Marlon's 

bill fo r th e  organization of bnllders' and 
T raders'exchanges, the  senate w ent Into 
committee of the  whole on th e  general 
order. An exceedingly good measure,
p repared by A ttorney General Eille,
passed the  committee. T he  bill was
am endatory to  the  law of 1877 and pro­
vided th a t prosecuting attorneys should 
m ake briefs In all crim inal cases and ser d 
to  the  a ttorney general In calendar cases 
a t  least 20 days before the  case will be 
reached on the  calendar; in  all o ther 
cases a t  least tw o days before the  case Is 
to  he heard. T he cost of m aking the 
brief and prin ting  the  same is
to  be a  county charge, If  the  prosecut- 
lD gatto ri.es Is rr quested by th e  a tto r 
ney general he Is to  assist la  th - argu ­
m ent before th e  snpreme court a t  lb . 
expense of th e  s ta te . U nder lb s  present 
law  th e  prosecuting attorneys follow 
th e ir  cases to  the  supreme con rt a t  an 
•expanse to  the  sta te  of 810 per day when

And from court The bills thus allowed 
have amounted to  a  very grea t sum wlih 
very lit tle  benefit to  the  sta te .

SHE W ILL TRY AGAIN
llrobst N ow  Aetts for  Absc 
D ivorce  W ith  F xpenses

Tho scxnd&lous B robit divorce c»se has 
again bobbod up before tho unsuspecting 
public. T be first tr ia l of the  case on a 
petition for separate  m aintenance prov­
ing d isastrous for tho complainant, Ma­
mie Brobat, she has again donned her 
war .paint, and yestorda? filed a  bill In 
which she sels up th a t the  defendant,her 
husband, William H, Brobst, Is guilty of 
extrem e cruelty.

According to  the  bill of complaint the 
couple were married Ju ly  3. 1877, a t  the  
city  of Jackson; they lived together as 
man and wife until Ju ly  29, 1890; the 
union failed to  produce an Issue,and soon 
afte r  m arriage the  defendant couiineured 
a  course o f cruel trea tm en t to  the  com­
pla inan t which he kep t up  until the 
final separation. T he acts  of cruelty  are  
alleged to have occurred first a t  the  old 
Comm* rclal hotel on Lvon stree t In this 
city, one week a f t- r  marriage, wh n, It 
Is claim ed,‘ih e  defendant c ruelly choked 
the  com plainant, w ithout ju s t cause or 
provocation. Subsequent to  th e  chok­
ing, It Is alleged th a t the  defendant fre­
quently amused himself by kicking and 
pounding th e  com plainant until her body 
plainly showed the  m arks of his cruelty.

T he third allegation In the  complaint 
sets up tha t, about four years ago, the 
defendant kicked and bruised the  com­
plainant In such a  m anner th a t.h e r  spine 
has become perm anently affected. If  
the  com plaint be well founded th e  de­
fendant In his w arfare has frrqoently  
been gn llty  of strik ing  the  complainant

delity charged by  th e  defendant were 
known to him to be un true  and without 
the  sligh test foundation.

The com plainant fu rther sets no th a t 
the defendant Is a  member of tbe  firm of 
B: b .t  & H lm e', b ille r  w orkers of this 
c l t ) ; tb a t when the  firm was organlzsd 
the defeiidaut tor the complainant, In­
vested 81,000 of her private money In 
tbelr home a t  107 N orth  Union street, 
and lh a t th e co n tra c tfo r the  purchase of 
the home was made ou t In the joint 
names of the  com plainant and defend* 
a n t

The com plainant fu rth e r  asks for the  
laterferei.ee of tbe  cou rt to gala her 
righ ts In the  said property. I t  Is also 
charged th a t the  defendant has a  con­
siderable am ount of money In ba>*k as 
we'l as a  large  In tere .t lu th e  boiler 
works, aud ponding the  beailng  fff the 
fsc  s In the  case the  com plainant files

BOW  MUCH MO.VKY
We hive been asked to  give the 

amount of money In circulation In this 
country. T his Is a g rea t and Im 
p o r tin t question and we sincerely 
wish It was In our power to answer It 
correctly. There Is no doubt a t any rate 
th a t the volume of money Is InanfBclenl 
to  Insure fair prices to  labor and for the 
the  prodncta of labor. T here  Is a  fear­
ful depression In business now and the 
cause of It Is the  uosufflclency of the 
volume of money In circulation.

A sho rt time ago Mr. N ettleton, then 
acting as secretary of the  treasury, 
stated the  to tal volume of money In this 
country a t  SI.516,483 8S3. In  th is state­
m ent only 812,452,100 were allowed as a 
deduction for lost and destroyed bills. 
Senator Piumo estimates the loss and 
destruction of greenbacks alone In 25 
years a t 846,000,000.

In  this sta tem ent also th e  secretary 
counts coin and.bullion both, the  bullion 
should be deducted because It Is not 
money being 382,590,723

Then again both coin and certificates 
should not be counted. The coin Is not 
circulation when the  certificate Is. The 
certificates are  stated a t  8152.330,742.

In this sta tem ent Mr. N eltleton puts 
the  gold coin a t  8411,080,597. Senator 
Plumb, who Is a  banker, denies this, 
and says th is Is 8150,000,000 too much. 
T his m atter of stating the  gold cnln Is 
no more than  a  guess by any one. We 
know the re  1s vory l ittle  gold In circula­
tion, w hite silver Is comparatively 
plenty, bu t the  sum total of silver Id the 
country Is only slated In dollars ai d 
subsidiary coin a t  8124,698,097, while 
the  to tal gold Is stated a t over 8411,000,- 
000, and If th is  1s tru e  there ought to be 
four times as many gold coins circula t­
ing as silver coin, bu t this 1s not to.

Therefore, m aking such fair deduc­
tions as we have shown should be, the 
real volume of money Is found to be a 
little  le ts than  8800,000.000, and the  per 
capita Is less than 813.

We will conclude th is  a rticle w ith an 
e i t r a c t  from a speech by Senator Plumb:

" L e t us see, therefore, how much 
money Is available for actual use among 
the people. From  the  to tal of 81,560,- 
000,000, arrived a t as above, must first
be deducted an average of 8260,000,000, 
which th e  treasury  always keeps on 
hand, and about which something has 
been said In the  debate on th is  bill 
T h a t leaves a t  the  maximum which by 
any possibility can bo usi-d 81.300,000.000

"T here  ought, In fairness, to be de- 
udcted from m is 8150,000,000, error In 
estim ate  of gold In the  country, which 
would reduce the  m>ney outside the 
treasury  to  81,150,00o,0(,0. From this Is 
to  be subtracted the 8700,000,000 kep t a> 
reserve (In the  banksj, as before com­
puted, leaving a  balance of bu t 8550 000,- 
000 which Is available for delivery or 
Slfeer use In the  transactions of busi­
ness of all the  people, or a  trifle over 88 
per cap ita .

This is  tru e  not 
only in  F rance, b u t in  Spain, I taly , Sw it­
zerland and  German y. In I taly  the  ker­
nels are  ground, and th e  meal is  used for 
thickening soups and even for bread. 
The authors of "O u r Home in  Aveyron" 
were struck  w ith  th e  im portance of this 
crop.

-Ah, mademoiselle, i t  is qu ite  a  boon 
when the  chestnuts a re  in  season,” re ­
marked a  friend one day. So i t  is, for 
they help very m uch in  the  composition 
of fresh d ish sa fo r the  table.

The anim als ge t the ir share of the  
fru it, and  a  peasant woman w ill s it for 
an hour or tw o in  fron t of h e r door lei­
surely cu tting  np  chestnuts into lit tle  
bits fo r her sm all stock of poultry , which 
fight and  scramble fo r the  tidb its she 
throw s to  them .—Youth’s  Companion.

F a ith  Is the  conviction of the  man who 
looks a  thonsand failures In the  face and 
says the  thousand and one shall be. or 
already Is, a  success. T he man who be- 
lleves In success,who believes In the  un i­
verse as the  spoken thought, of an om­
nipresent God, and th a t Its power a rd  
laws will respond to  his appeal. Thr 
man who believes th a t Just has the  glo­
rious though t may be carved ou t of thr 
shapeless block, th e  bare canvass hr 
tn rned  Into creations of beauty, so be 
may call ou t of th e  silence th e  gocd for 
himself and others.

Old Wood for Violins.
W hen the  old Pierce building, thn thnd  

stood n t the  corner of T rem ont nnd 
C ourt streets fo r m ore than  tw o hundred 
years, w as to rn  dow n six o r seven years 
ago, I  go t a  lo t of pieces of spruce jois ts 
ou t of i t  to  m ake violin tops. T hat 's  it, 
now. Most people th ink  violins are 
m ade from  some qneer and  costly foreign 
wood. They are  n o t  The' top  is of 
spruce boards or Umbers, and th e  strap, 
th e  back and  the  scroll from  curly  maple. 
The essenUal, however, is th a t the  wood 
shall h ave been seasoned for generations. 
Cheap violins are  m ade from  wood th a t 

been seasoned only four o r five 
years. I  w an t wood 100 years old.

T he old spruce is easier to  g e t than  the 
old maple. For th a t we have to  seek in  
old farmhouse*, where there are  vener­
able chests o f d raw ers and o ld fashioned 
bedsteads of maple, w ith headboards 
and footboards. W e buy these for w hat 
we can, b u t they cost a  g rea t deal, for 
people usually value  them  highly as heir­
looms. T he posts and fram e of the  beds 
we can work in to  necks and  scrolls, and 
the  headboards, etc., in to  scraps and 
backs. H ere is an old piece of board no 
more than  tw o feet long, as you see, th a t 
I  couldn’t  replace for a  five do llar bill.—

H aving already referred in  a  general 
w ay to  th e  evil effects th a t nimally fall 
to  th e  lo t of a  boy w ho is eo foolish nnd 
headstrong as to  ru n  away from  homo 
and try  his fortunes in  tho grea t city , I 
w ill cito a  few  cases of tho m any with 
which the  records of our police depart­
m ent abound. A ll teach  thosam o lesson.

January , a  year o r tw o ago, a  boy 
eleven years old loft h is home in A lbany 
and cam e to  th is  c ity , as ho afterw ard 

th e  sights.” As day  after 
day passed -and ho did no t retu rn , his 
parents, greatly  worried, m ade inquiries 

m any d irections. The police 
a t th is c ity  w ore asked to  jo in  in  the 

aroh.
Tho boy had been absent about three 

weeks w hen one day on officer who was 
patrolling a  poet in  the  neighborhood of 
th e  docks came upon a  boy who stag­
gered as he walked. Tho offlcer’e first 
impression w as th a t the  boy w as intox­
icated, b a t upon m aking a  closer exam­
ination and  questioning 1dm i t  tnrned 
ou t th a t be was n o t intoxicated, bn t 
w eak from  lock of food and from  ex­

w ire  in  tho w in try  w eather.
Tho policeman took him  to headquar­

ters and gave him a  good m eal. A fter­
w ard i t  w as discovered th a t ho w as the 
boy from  A lbany whoso disappearance 
hod caused so m uch concern.

H is parents w ere prom ptly communi­
cated w ith, und he w as very glad indeed 
to  go home w ith  his father, who came 
a fte r him  w ithout delay.

A  few m onths a fte r  th is  occurred our 
police were requested to  look for two 
boys—one fifteen years old, tho other 
thirteen—who had run  aw ay  from  the ir 
homes in  a  Now England city. They 
had good homes and  k ind parents, bn t 
they had  tired  of going to  school.

T he idea of w onderful adventures had 
boon pu ti in to  the ir  heads by  th e  books 
they had  been allowed to  read, and they 
determ ined to  see life fo r themselves in 

la rger c ity  than  th e  one where they 
had been brought up.

T hey w andered about N ew  York for 
five days, b u t found life here a  sterner 
rea lity  than  they  had  supposed. The 
little  money they had  was soon spent, 
a nd  a t  th e  end of th e  five days they were 
g lad to  give themselves up  to  tho  police, 
and tearfully  asked to  be sen t back to  
the ir homes.

One day  a  policeman attached  to  one 
of the  down tow n precincts saw  a  boy, 
evidently a  stranger in  th e  c ity , sitting  
on the  porch of a  house, and  soon foand 
th a t he w as exhausted from  hunger and 
partially  overcome by the  heat. The 
boy w as only eleven years of age.

had  come hero alone from  a  tow n 
in Massachusetts, first because ho wished 

w hat tho  grea t c ity  w as like, and 
also because ho had an uncle here, and 
expected to  be hospitably received. He 
had tho address of h is uncle, b u t os he 
w as to ta lly  unfam ilia r  w ith  tho  c ity  he 
could n o t easily find the  house.

W hen a t  la s t, a fte r  m uch w andering, 
he  did succeed in  ge tting  to  the  street 
a nd  num ber, to  w hich ho had  been so 
often directed, he w as worse off than  if 
he  had no t found them . Tho hope of 
finding his uncle h ad  been tb e  one th ing  
th a t cheered him  during  h is jonrneyings 
through  th e  labyrin th  of streets.

B ut now his uncle refused to  a id  or 
harbor him . G iving him  a  lit tle  bread 
a nd  b u tte r  w rapped in  a  paper, he turned 
tho  boy a d rif t upon th e  cheerless streets. 
U nder o u r  law  tho  uncle w as arrested 
for h is inhum an conduct, bu t he was 
discharged in  court on his promise to  

th a t the  boy w as taken  hack to  his 
parents.

A fter the  am bition to  go w est and 
fight Indians perhaps the  desire to  go 
upon th e  stage is  the  strongest motive 
anim ating  boys w ho take  a  plunge into 
tho  w ide w orld fo r themselves. More 
g irls  th a n  boys a re  “ stage strnck ,” b u t 
the  g irls  do  n o t ru n  aw ay  as the  boys 
do—a t least no t w hen they are  so young 
os m ost of th e  runaw ays o f tho other 

x.
N o doubt th e  experience gained in 

running  aw ay  from  home is often salu­
tary . The glam our and  g litte r  th a t are 
im agined to  surround life in  a  b ig  city 

speedily seen to  have no  existence 
in  the  fancy, and  the  difficulties in 

th e  w ay of a  strange lad in  a  strange 
place who is seeking a  situation, even of 
th e  hum blest kind—difficulties which 
am ount p ractically  to  a n  insurm ount­
able obstacle—are  soon deeply impressed 
upon the  m ind. Fortunate ly , before the 
m atter has gone m uch further, in  most 

successful search is m ade for the 
missing one and  h e  eagerly seeks his 
fa the r’s door again.

B ut th is  experience is  no t one tha t 
rational parents would choose for their 
grow ing boys. T he s te rn  realities of 
life  w ill come all soon enough in  the  
natura l course of things.

As I  have already more than  intim ated, 
m any  years of experience in police work 
convince me th a t scarcely any th ing  worse 
conld happen to  a  boy reared in  the  
country  or in  a  small tow n than  to  be 
throw n upon his own resources in  a  busy 
and bustling  city like New  York. The 
chances are  all against his earn ing  a 
livelihood, even in  an humble w ay, and 
all in  favor of falling into bad company 
and  leading a  worthless, if  no t a  posi- 
tive ly  wicked, life.

This w hip is about five feet in 
length and is m anufactured of 
grass fiber native to  the  d istric t, bound 
around spirally w ith a  s tr ip  of th in  cai 
In  the  hands of a  muscular W arau it  
capable of inflicting a  wound very little  
less severe than  th a t w hich would be 
produced by  tho dow nw ard blow  of

W hen the  dance is about to  commence 
the perform ers range themselves opposite 
one another, w aving the ir  whips 
a ir  and g iving u tterance to  cries 
bling th e  notes of birds. Suddenly one 
of them  stops, and poising himself 
one leg stretches ou t the  other, rem ain­
ing  perfectly motionless. The other 
stops, too. measures the  distance care­
fully w ith  his eye, springs h igh in  the 
a ir  to  give force to  the  Wow, and, wish! 
down comes the  heavy whip with 
fearful sm ack upon h is opponent's 01 
stretched lim b, and  a  red  gash m arks 
where tho keen thong  has curled round 
his calf o r ankle.

The recipient of the  blow  u tte rs  never 
a  sound, bu t, smiling as cheerfully as 
possible under the  circumstances, again 
takes up the  dance u n til i t  is the  tu rn  of 
the other player to  stand still and  re­
ceive h is punishm ent, w hich, we may 
depend upon it ,  is usually retu rned  w ith 
as good a  w ill as i t  w as given, 
Francisco E xam iner.

Some Rare Old Instrument*.
Mr. Steinert, of this c ity , has added 

to  his ra re  collection of musical in stru ­
ments a  viola de G am ba, which is prob­
ab ly  the  only one in  playable condition 
in  th is country. I t  is in  excellent pres 
ervation, and its preeent ow ner thinks 
th a t hone can be found in  Europe in 
such fine condition.

The first instrum ent has a  stra igh t 
back and th e  top is  of a  conical shape 
sim ilar to  the  bass viol of the  present 
day, and  n o t rounded as the  violoncello. 
The scroll is an artistic  piece of carving 
made to  represent the  griffin of ancient 
mythology and is of brazed wood. Ivory 
squares are  set in  the  finger board 
stead o f raised brass f rets, and  accurate­
ly  designate th e  fingering places. I t  is 
keyed for five strings, w hile all bow in 
strum ents of th e  present age have bu t 
four.

T his valuable treasure  of Mr. Steinert
as found in  a  m onastery in  Berlin, in 

connection w ith  a  "viola d ’Amore, by a 
G erm an citizen. He brought i t  to  this 
country about th ir ty  years ago and  kept 
i t  u n til purchased by  Mr. Steinert. Al­
though there was noth ing  about i t  to 
show the  date  of its  m ake, its  com 
tion indicates th a t i t  w as m ade some 
tim e during  the  Fifteen th  century.—New  
Haven Union.
