Ings through the regular channels. Ru-
dinl saya that not until the federal gov-
eroment shall have explicitly decided
$hat the aforesald proceedings shall be
promptly begun can the diplomaiie In-
cident be closed.
‘The premler only hints at Indemnity
for the victims relatives, Mr. Blalne
sent a note to Impearall April 4, allud-
Ing to Rudinl’s letter, and enclosing a
telegram which Baron Fava recelved
from Rome, which sald the Italian re-
quests were very simple, and that thelr
right to-demand and obtaln justice and
Indemnity was ucquestioned, and If
such steps were not taken at once Iisly
would show her dissatiafaction by Imme-
diately recalling her mialster.

Mr. Bialne denfed that he sald indem-
nity was due te the famlilles of the vic-
tims, but that he would take the mattsr
under consideration, and assured Italy
every Itallan subjact wronged by a vio-
Iation of a treaty would bes recompensed.

01a Postage Stamps.

Electrio I'oles In Berlin,

In Berlin the electrio arc lamp poles
are things of beauty. They are more
properly brackets than polés, though.
The tape from the mains in the streets
are carried under the sidewalk to the
house wall and then up to the surface,
At the sidowalk begins a_haudsome
seroll work affir of iron, which runa up

the house and then ont over the street,
supporting the arc lamp, Near the base
is & panel door provided with lock and
key. Back of tho pancl is a compart-
Shenb HolaTng i fuse strips aad peatol
and a handle which fits on the square
head of a windlass shaft projecting from
one side of the compartment.
The lamp trimmer comes along in the
morning, unlocks the pauel door, exam-
ines the fuso strips, throws the switch,
takes ont the littlo handle, turns the
windlass, lowers, trims and raises the
lamp, restores the handle o the compart-
ment, throws down the switch, locks the
door and goes on to the next Limp.  All
this work is done without climbing a
step. The wholo devics is painted a
dark green, picked outin gilt. Far from

ing unsightly, they are real ornaments
to the street. The householders are anx-
ious to have these brackets placed on
their houses, often paying half the cost,
and_sometimes the whole cost, for the
mrivilege. These devices are well made
and_expensive, costing about $150 each.
